Plans for an extensive, long range program of Christmas holiday deco­
rations for downtown Muleshoe were begun at a meeting of members of 
the Retail Tradds committee of the Chamber of Commerce Wednesday 
afternoon. The program, under the chairmanship of Homer Sanders, Jr., is 
designed to begin a lighting program this year and add to it each year with 
participating merchants paying for the decorations on a front footage charge 
basis.

The decorations will probabl} 
begin with lighted plastic holi­
day motifs mounted on public 
service poles, combined with ex­
isting lighting strings across 
the streets. In following years, 
other decorations are to be ad- 
led, according to the plan, un­
til a complete decoration system 
has been purchased. Cost of the 
decorations will he spread over 
a four year period, members of 
the committee said.

According to discussion by the 
group Wednesday, it is planned 
to eventually light main street, 
several blocks of cross streets 
and ali highways leading into 
the downtown area.

Cost To Be Determined
Actual cost per merchant will 

he determined by the committee, 
which is to choose the illumina­

tion plan, and also upon par 
ticipation by civic and social 
groups in underwriting the cost 
of the materials.

Law Requires All 
Vehicles To Stop 
Near School Buses
Three state agencies joined to­

day in urging the continuation of 
a state-wide program to acquaint 
the public with the Texas law 
requiring all vehicles to stop 
when approaching a school bus 
loading or unloading children.

The Texas Education Agency, 
the Texas Highway Department, 
and the Texas Department of 
Public Safety are making a joint 
request that school superinten­
dents, newspapers, radio stations 
and television stations partici­
pate in efforts to acquaint driv­
ers with the school bus law.

“Superintendents and news 
editors performed an outstand­
ing public service in this safety 
campaign last year” , said J. W.
Edgar, Commissioner of Educa­
tion. “Yet seven lives were lust 
during tlhe school year in collis­
ions involving school buses.
There is a continuing need for 
a program of safety education.”

motorists oi the safety measure.) 
The law scrys in eflect. that up­
on meeting or overtaking a 
school bus which has stopped on 
the highway for the purpose of 
receiving or discharging children, 
the driver of any vehicle shall 
stop immediately before passing. 
After coming to a stop the driver 
of the vehicle can proceed with 
due caution at a speed which is 
prudent and does not exceed ten 
miles per hour. The law does not 
apply within city limits.

Vehicles are not required to 
stop on highways with separate 
roadways when the bus is on a 
different roadway from that o f a 
passing vehicle. Vehicles are not 
required to stop if the school bus 
is stopped in a loading zone 
which is a part of or adjacent 
to a controlled-access highway 
and Where pedestrains are not 
permitted to cross the roadway.

A ll public school buses are 
painted yellow and have “School 
Bus" painted in large letters on 
the front and rear of each bus. 
They are equipped with flasher 
lights usually mounted high on 
the front and rear of the bus.

Expanding; Plains 
Counties In Lead
A contributing factor and a 

mighty important one to the 
overall agricultural production of 
Texas’ farms and ranches is irri­
gation.

R. V. Thurmond, extension ag 
rlculture engineer-irrigation, lias 
just released a statewide summ 
ary which [mints up the great ec­
onomic importance that supp'o- 
mental water plays in the state 
relative to the total number of 
acres irrigated; number of irri 
gated farms; icrcs irrigated by 
gravity: number of sprinkler sys- 
tents; numlrer of irrigation wells; 
acres irrigated from ground wat 
er and the acreages of the prin 
cipal crops Irrigated in each of 
the counties County agicultural 
agents supplied the information 
and Thurmond made the final 
compilation

The total land under irrigation 
in Texas now .start I - at 6.962,23I 
acres. T'tis compares with a total 
of 6.206.022 acres in 1955 tflg 
tires are from a similar survey i 
In June 1057 when the figures 
were taken. 39,706 farms were 
listed as Item,'; irrigated. Only 10 
eon rules in the state reported no 
Irrigation. The number of irriga­
tion wells rose from 12,671 in 
1955 to 51.991 in 1957. The num­
ber of sprinkler systems in use 
alnv»st doubled during this same 
period with a 200,009a ere in 
crease In tnie land thus irrigat­
ed.

Grain sorghums on almost 2.3 
millions of aeres were the prin­
cipal crop irrigated. Cotton was 
a close second with almost 2.2 
millions of acres under irrigation.

Cotton Insect 
Report

Cotton has reached a stage of 
maturity unore insects no longer 
pose a problem in many fields. 
Late planted cotton or that irri­
gated late is still in an attrac­
tive stage of growth. Leafworms,

cabbage loopers, and boll worms 
are still active in some of the 
fields.

Leafworms. where reported, 
were generally found in light to 
medium infestations. AJthough 
cotton may appear sufficiently 
advanced to suffer little damage 
from the insect, control or heavy 
infestations may prevent excess­
ive trasli and staining of lint.

Boll worms were ro|)orted in 
heavy infestations in Floyd and 
Lamb counties. The worms were 
present in ligt.it to medium infes­
tations in scattered fields in most 
localities where cotton remained 
succulent. Since a majority of 
the worms were inside folded 
blooms or small bolls. [x»or con­
trol was often reported. Such in­
festations will require repent in- 
-colloidal applications to effect 
satisfactory control.

Cabbage loopers were found in 
most fiel is. with very heavy in­
festations reported in some fields 
in Lubbock county. Poor to ex ­
cellent control was reported fo l­
lowing the us* of recommended 
insecticides.

NEW HOMES AND CHOTHES

Babson Park, Mass., Sept. 26 — The automo­
bile is not only revolutionizing highways, re­
tailing, and financing; but also the style of 
buildings and homes. Simple arithmetic w ill 
prove that with the narrow business streets in 
the older cities, one of three things will happen: 
— (1) The fifty-year-old brick buildings will be 
torn down and replaced by modern one-story 
buildings; or i 2 i the streets will be widened; or 
(31 all stores will be open evenings. New Shop­
ping Centers are otherwise inevitable.

SMALLER HOMES WILL BE BUILT
Another example of simple mathematics: — 

People can borrow only so much money. This 
limit is fast being reached. If families are to 
have one or two larger automobiles, these fam i­
lies must he satisfied with smaller and fewer 
rooms in their homo. As autos hcv-ome larger and 
more expensive, homes must become smaller and 
less expensive. I therefore forecast that many of 
my readers will turn their present houses Into 
apartments.

All new homes will not have garages; but 
all will have enough land so that the family cars 
can be kc| : off the streets. The new style of arch­
itecture will be based on the Old Capo Cod house 
of one and one-half stories, or else people will 
live in duplex or co-operative apartments. People 
gave up their “ horse and buggy” when they 
bought an automobile. They will learn to give 
up their present style of homes. Putting more 
money into the automobile may result in putting 
less money into the home. This will especially 
be true if we are facing either war or disarma­
ment.

WHAT ROOMS WILL BE RETAINED
Tlte future home will have no "dining room"; 

and the orthodox “ parlor” is definitely doomed. 
Weddings, funerals, and receptions will he held 
outside the home in places which have proper 
parking space. There will be one large "living 
room” in which the family will live. cook, and 
eat. Tlicrp will hi- no “kitchen". With frozen foods 
and Infra-rc i cooking, only a few minutes will 
be need. I to prepare a meal. From sii"h cook­

ing there will be no mess or odor.
Every house will, however, have two bath­

rooms, — one for the parents, who will sleep on
the first floor; one for the children, who will 
sleep on the second floor. Typical bathtubs of rhp 
present day will be seen only in museums. Bed­
rooms w ill the much smaller, comparing more 
with the staterooms on ocean liners or on deluxe 
trains. Heating and air-conditioning will be much 
cheaper and more common. Both hot anil cold 
air w ill come into the houses through under­
ground pipes as gas and water now comes. Elec­
tricity will be very much cheaper. “Bottled gas" 
will be used more.

WHAT ABOUT CLOTHES
Clothes can be much cheaper. Cloth will no 

longer he woven a - "loth is today. Cloth will be 
made like paper i vihanc. This unwoven new 
“ synthetic cloth" will come out of a machine 
as finished drcs-ir < '  ir the women and children, 
or as finish I sui i 'or the men. Some women 
readers will sav. "'mpossihle. women will insist 
on wearing different dresses and hats.”  These, 
of course, can <” her in colors, but women w ill 
then be satisfied with standard clothes. The auto­
mobile will standardize clothing. There w ill be a 
few different makes of elo’ hes at different price 
ranges. Auto dealers and gas stations may carry 
clothing.

Y p s . evolutionary changes to be caused by 
the automobile have just commenced. Far great­
er changes are ahead. As “drive-in theatres” are 
following indoor theatres, so "drive-in schools" 
and "drive-in churches” will follow. Banks are 
now taking many of their deposits direct from 
customers who drive up in automobiles to a 
special window. Store snow-windows, which have 
been a fruitful source of advertising for their 
merchants, w ill become of less value as more 
people pass in autos. More duplex and co-operat­
ive apartment houses are coming. Renting auto­
mobiles will largely take the place of buying 
them. This same mav apply to furniture, and 
even clothes. This will especially be true if our 
nation is facing either War or Disarmament due 
to the threat of Russian Fallout.

Editor’s note: The Sandhills Philosopher 
on his Johnson grass farm considers another 
angle of Inflation in his letter this week, but 
we doubt if it’ ll havp any effect on the prob­
lem, one way or the otther.

Dear editar:
I was reading live other night in a copy of a 

magazine which some company sent me in the 
hope I’d subscribe, which on a small scale is 
about like sending a million dollars to Europe in 
the hope somebody’ll re-pay it, w lore an expert 
in Washington has been studying the problem of 
inflation and has come up with the notion that 
the cure for it is to stop reckless spending.

According to him, the more willing we are 
to spend, the more w illing somebody is to take 
our money, and this keeps the price of things 
edging up.

Now I have been giving considerable thought 
to this idea for the past few days, letting a lot 
of my farm work slide in the belief whipping 
inflation is more important to the nation than 
whipping Johnson grass on my farm, and I’ ll ad­
mit that while I have come to several different 
conclusions. I’m still just as puzzled as I was 
when I started.

For example, as far as 1 know, reckless s|H‘nd- 
ing does cause inflation, however, on the other 
hand, I know of a lot of cases where reckless 
spending resulted in a depression, at least for

Washington, may be answered here 
this week.

The National Conference ol 
Commodity Organizations, after 
i wo preliminary meetings during 
the spring and summer, is at­
tempting to draft a new broad 
scale farm program

More than 40 state, regional 
and national farm organization 
and commodity groups are trying 
to Bt together the pieces of a Jig 
saw puzzle that could make up a 
comprehensive farm program.

This is the "commodrty-by- 
commodity" development of a farm 
program, as contrasted with the 
bruao. general farm legislation now 
in effect.

The organizations represented 
nave a combined membership ol 
more than three million farmers 
Many of them, however, are mem­
bers of two or more of the organi­
zations and others are also mem­
bers of fui-m organizations not 
represented.

The meeting here this week is 
by no moans a united farm front 
The Farm Bureau, largest of the 
tann organizations, is absent and 
hostile to the new group The 
Agriculture Department also Is un­
friendly to it.

The National Grange, second 
largest of the general farm or­
ganizations, is working closely 
with the commodity groups, an 
the Farmers Union is represented 
by an "observer."

Farm officials here agree that 
the new NCCO, if it can develop 
a program supported by a ma­
jority of Its members, will be 
favorably received by Congress 
next year. The Farm Bmeau- 
USDA proposals were defeated In 
Congress this year.

NCCO objectives are to pass 
legislation which would greatly re­
duce the cost of government farm 
programs, develop self-help pro­
grams to be managed and financed 
by producers, and expand foreign 
markets.

Growers of virtually every Im­
portant farm commodity are rep­
resented at the meeting. These 
Include cotton, corn, wheat, rice, 
dairy, beef, pork, wool, soybean-, 
peanuts, poultry eggs, sugar and 
potatoes.

The agenda prepared by an 8- 
man steering committee named al 
the August meeting outlines the 
work of the two-day conference on 
Wednesday and Thursday.

Each of the commodity groups 
wdl present its proposals for legis­
lation dealing with that specific 
commodity. For example, wheat 
growers favor a certillcate plan 
that would assure them a parity 
price in the market for wheat 
consumed for food domestically, 
and a lower price for secondary 
uses and export.

When all of the commodity pro­
posals have been laid before the 
conference a general discussion 
will attempt to develop the broad 
outlines of an omnibus farm bill.

Following the conference It Ls ex­
pected that a drafting commit­
tee will be named to Iron out any 
differences and put the proposals 
Into bill form. This, then, would 
be submitted to a fourth meeting, 
probably in December, for final ap­
proval.
