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The story below was given to 
me just in time for Father's Day, 
but it can apply to all of us, every 
day of the year. As we bless each 
other, a blessing comes back to 
us. Words are powerful tools, 
used for blessing or cursing... 
Let's use ours to BLESS!!!!

"The Father's Blessing"
Many years ago when my 

daughter was a little girl, we had 
a yearly problem. Every summer 
she would get a bee sting just 
before we went on vacation so she 
could not wear her shoes, due to 
the swelling. Every summer we 
would say, "Next week is vaca­
tion, and she will get a bee sting 
and not be able to wear her 
shoes." Sure enough, that was 
exactly what happened.

After several years of having 
our negative words fulfilled, my 
husband and I heard a sermon on 
angels. The minister said that 
each one of us has a guardian 
angel. About the same time my 
husband's aunt told us, "You are 
putting a curse on your daughter 
with your mouth. You need to 
speak positively about your 
child."

We repented and asked God to 
forgive us for putting "word 
curses" on her. From that point 
on, we changed what we were 
saying. We blessed her with our 
words and spoke encouragement 
to her.

As we prayed for her and spoke 
positive things over her, our 
words dispersed ministering 
angels to look out for her, and she 
never had another bee sting! In 
addition to receiving the bee 
stings, she had had her arm 
broken two or three times prior to 
our speaking blessings over her. 
But after we began to bless her, 
she never again had another 
broken bone!

We still use the same principle 
of blessing we did when she was 
little, although she is grown now 
with a family of her own. And 
there is power in it!

A few years ago she and her 
husband were barely making it 
financially. Being human and 
typical parents, her dad and I 
often made negative comments 
about the way they were manag­
ing their money... until God re- 
iranded us of the power of bless­
ing.

Now whenever we have a meal #•
w«, bow our head, pray over the 
food and ask God to bless our 
daughter and her family. Less 
th ^  two months after we began 
doing this daily, our son-in-law 
got.a job paying three times what 
he ,had been making, and they 
were even able to buy a larger 
home.

Most of us have never had a 
father's blessing, yet as the Scrip­
tures show, there is power in re­
ceiving one. When my husband 
and I are ministering together, I 
often ask him to come up and 
pronounce a father's blessing 
over ahyone there who has never 
been blessed by his earthly fa­
ther. It is amazing to hear the 
testimonies later of how God re­
versed the curse when the bless­
ing was released over them.

He begins with the "Father's 
Blessing" from Gen. 49:25: "By 
the God of your father who will

Commissioners approve 
regulations for fireworks
Callahan County Commission­

ers approved an order regulat­
ing the use of certain fireworks 
in Callahan County during the 
July 4th firework's season.

The action was taken Monday, 
June 14 during the commis­
sioners' court regular monthly 
meeting held at the County 
Courthouse.

Commissioners voted 5-0 to 
approve the order prohibiting 
fireworks except under certain 
regulations. The order follows:

Callahan County 
Order Prohibiting Fireworks 
in Unincorporated Areas of 

Callahan County
A. The order states a person 

commits an offense if he or she 
intentionally, knowingly, or reck­
lessly detonates, ignites, or in 
any way uses fireworks on a 
county road or in the right-of- 
way of a county road.

B. If the landowner's permis­
sion is obtained prior thereto, 
persons may detonate, ignite, 
or use fireworks on private prop­
erty in unincorporated areas of 
the county, as long as:

1. The person using the fire­
works is not intoxicated as de­
fined in Vernon's Act. Civil Stat­
ues Article 62011-1 (a) (2).

2. Reasonable precautions are 
taken concerning proximity to

Subject: Important stroke in­
formation . If a stroke is sus­
pected call 911 or other help 
immediately If possible, you

might ask these three questions.

Is It a Stroke?
This was published in a monthly 

newsletter where a friend of mine 
lives and he sent it on. 1 had 
never heard this advice before 
and hadn’t a clue. Perhaps you 
hadn’t either and would like to 
file it away in the back of your 
head

Sometimes symptoms of a 
stroke are difficult to identify 
Unfortunately, the lack of aware­
ness spells disaster. The stroke 
victim may suffer brain damage 
when people nearby fail to rec­
ognize the symptoms of a stroke. 
Now doctors say any bystander 
can recognize a stroke by ask­
ing three simple questions:

* ask the individual to smile.
* ask him or her to raise both 

arms.
* ask the person to speak a 

simple sentence.
If he or she has trouble with 

any of these tasks, describe the 
symptoms to the dispatcher from 
911.

After discovering that a group 
of nonmusical volunteers could 
identify facial weakness, arm 
weakness and speech problems, 
researchers urged the general 
public to learn the three ques­
tions. They presented their con­
clusions at the American Stroke 
Association.

Vital Information
This past week a friend was 

rushed unexpectedly to the hos­
pital. In thinking this over I real­
ized that not a person in Clyde 
knew how to contact my chil­

dren if an unexpected need oc­
curred. We need to get our emer­
gency information on a card 
and make sure two or three 
trusted people have this infor­
mation, We also need to list the 
doctor of our preference.

To carry in our purse or wallet, 
we need to have a list of all 
medications we take and any 
other health situations such as 
allergies or conditions that might 
be important in an emergency 
situation

It is helpful to compile all of this 
information at a time when we 
are not stressed by an emer­
gency situation and can think 
more clearly.

I’ve learned that we are re­
sponsible for our actions regard­
less of how we feel.

I’ve learned that learning to 
forgive takes practice.

I’ve learned that our back­
ground and circumstances may 
have influenced who we are but 
we are responsible for who we 
become.
