Do You Know Your Dollar

Take out a one dollar bill and
look at it. This column will not
interest you unless you have a
dollar bill and actually look at it
as we go.

The bill you are looking at first
came off the presses in 1957 in
its present design. This so-called
paper money is in fact a cotton
and linen blend with minute red
and blue silk fibers running
through it. We have all washed
one without it coming apart.

If you look at the front of the
bill, you will see the United States
Treasury Seal. On the top you
will see the scales for balariéed
budget.

If you turn the bill over, you will
see two circles. Both circles to-
gether Comprise the Great Seal
of the United States. The First
Continental Congress requested
that Benjamin Franklin and a
group of men come up with a
seal. It took them fouriyears to

know-how of days gone by are
being lost as no one does these.
Quilting is one of the crafts which
is fast becoming a lost art. So
many of the quilters have passed
on. Practically none of the
younger women learned to quilt,
mostly from disinterest. Most
seemed to feel they would just
purchase blankets.

Another practice or art form
which seems to be losing ground
is the ability to take little or noth-
ing and make a delicious snack or
meal. Whether this fact is due to
the fat, cholesterol and weight
loss scare and subsequent prac-
tice of fad dieting or the diet
craze; I really don't know. How-
ever, some delicious and some-
what nutritious foods can be pre-
pared with very few and inexpen-
sive ingredients as evidenced by
many of the food prepared during
the depression and during two
world wars and times of hardship.

You'll have to remember to cut
out as much of the grease, etc., as
you can. Save your chicken backs
and necks and make broth. Make
beef, pork or turkey broth when
you can. Can it or freeze for later
use. For a Sunday night supper or
quick supper on a cold night,
place some of your made ahead
broth in a sauce pan, add some
salt and a few seasonings, such as
dried mint, basil, sage or lemon
balm. Bring to a boil, add 1 1/2
cups cornmeal, cook until smooth
and thick. Pour into a large bowl,
refrigerate overnight. When you
are ready to prepare supper that

lightly browned.

Serve with candied sweet
potatoes or black-eyed peas and
cranberry sauce. They are also
great for breakfast with green
apple rings fried in butter or sau-
teed until soft and sprinkled with
sugar and cinnamon. In the spring
and early summer for breakfast
they are delightful served with
honey and fresh blackberries,
peaches and cottage cheese,
apricot halves or dates and cream
cheese. They make great appetiz-
ers or late suppers served with
either a spinach-cheese omelet or
French toast and warm pureed
berries or homemade sugar
syrup.

Another breakfast favorite
served either with cheese on toast
or biscuits and cream cheese was
grits served with salt, pepper and
just a dash of mint with strawber-
ries on the side. Talk about
ambrosia—there are no other two
foods that combined exude such
an ecstatic eating experience as
grits with strawberries on the
side.

In the winter, in place of fresh
strawberries, try substituting
dates stuffed with cream
cheese-—absolutely DELISH! Be
adaptable, learn to make substitu-
tions when necessary. Hey! You
know, be a little creative.

A big plus in preparing these
dishes, besides being extremely
low cost, is they are quite simple
to prepare and mostly they con-
tain only two to three ingredients
with the exception of the condi-
ments such as salt; etc.-.-!
