EDITORS NOTE: The Texas 

Legislature has recognized 
April as Texas History and Heri­
tage Month. The following is a 
true snippet of Texas soldiers 
during this period. The Sons of 
Confederate Veterans repre-- 
sentative Mike Konezak pre­
sented this article for publica­
tion. The Sons of Conferderate 
Veterans wish to honor the 
brave men and women of the 
South regardless of race, 
creed, color or sex.

The Confederate States of 
America may have been a na­
tion steep in Southern tradition, 
but it wasn't scared about trying 
something new to help win the 
war. Out in the eastern ironclad 
warships and submarines. Out 
West, on the Mississippi there 
were electronic torpedoes (or 
underwater mines) used at 
Vicksburg and Mobile Bay. In 
Texas, there were rockets.

In the summer of 1864, a Ger­
m an mechan ic  named  
Schroeder was working in the 
eSA  engineering corps in 
Texas. He claimed to his supe­
riors that he had been a lieuten­
ant in a rocket battery of the 
Austrian-Hungarian Army. He 
professed a great deal of knowl­
edge in the construction and 
arming of military rockets. 
Apparently someone believed 
him, because Schroeder was 
soon assigned to San Antonio 
to assist in the production of 
military rockets. With him went 
Confederate Lieutenant Getilius 
Kellersberger. Kellersberger 
had once directed the iron 
works at Wierner-Neustadt and 
had attended in Imperial Armies 
annual rocket tests.

San Antonio was picked for 
this experiment because of salt­
peter. Large amounts of this 
critical element to the making 
of gunpowder were found in the 
area. The team of so-called 
experts produced several small 
three-foot rockets that carried a

six-pound grenade each as 
payload. The main problem 
was the chemical ingredients 
needed to fuel the projectile. 
The Saltpeter in San Antonio 
should solve the problem.

Kellersberger and ,Schroeder 
worked on their ppojecLin ear­
nest, but their immediate supe­
rior was less than confident. As 
the project delayed so did pa­
tience and finally a test of the 
existing rockets was ordered. 
The location was either at what 
is not the San Antonio Zoo 
(near the Confederate Tanner 
Works) or at San Pedro Park.

An impressive group of Con­
federate officers and interested 
spectators assembled for the 
demonstration, including Gen­
eral Hamilton P. Bee. The first 
rocket was fired. Off it went, 
hitting the ground and then 
ricocheting. It hit the ground 
just behind the horse of one of 
the inspecting officers. A sec­
ond rocket was fired, went 
straight into the ground and 
then sput tered across the 
ground. A group of enlisted 
men beat a hasty retreat from 
its path of destruction.

Despite the failure. General 
Bee ordered a second public 
test. Kellersberger, fearing the 
worse, developed a headache 
and was unable to attend. His 
worse fears were however real­
ized. The first rocket exploded 
in its firing stand. A second tore 
the firing stand down, causing a 
massive chain reaction. In want 
could be considered the worse 
rout of Confederate forces in 
South Texas, horse, soldiers 
and civilians ran for cover as the 
rockets exploded at random. It 
was the first and last moment of 
glory for the Texas/Confeder- 
ate Rocket Battery.

That  night.  Lieutenant  
Kellersberger received orders to 
dissolve his special unit, nearly 
1,000 rockets and their compo­
nents were tossed into the San 
Antonio River.

"Thurber, Texas Coal Town, 
P art Two"

By 1900, the town had 200 
houses more than 30 stores and 
shops, a waterworks, churches, 
schools, offices, stables, an opera 
house that seated more than 650 
people, a dairy, meat market, a 
200 room hotel and an ice plant.

The Thurber electric plant fur­
nished power 24 hours a day, 
making Thurber one of the first 
towns in the state to have full 
electric service.

The opera house was the first 
building in Texas used for public 
entertainment to have ceiling 
fans.

The company ice house had the 
largest storage vault in the state. 
Frozen meat, prepared to the 
different national taste of Thurber 
ethnical citizens, was kept there.

Bricks from the Thurber brick 
works were used in buildings, 
streets and other heavy construe^ 
tion through the southwest, ̂  
including the Galveston seawall 
and Congress Avenue in Austin.

Thurber was virtually self-suf­
ficient. Machine shops kept the 
machinery running; painters and 
carpenters maintained buildings 
and house; and tinsmiths, black­
smiths and plumbers kept the city 
water systems operating.

Honey Bees In and Around Homes
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Despite their value as pollina­
tors and producers of honey 
and wax, honey bees are gener­
ally unwelcome in and around 
homes because of the possibil­
ity they may sting people and 
animals. With the recent tragic 
accident in Callahan County, it 
becomes even more important 
to reduce this hazard by being 
aware of and removing swarms 
and colonies of bees near 
homes if possible.

Because bees and wasps look 
somewhat alike; honey bees 
are often blamed for the mis­
deeds of some of the social 
wasps such as hornets and 
yellowjackets. One of the easi­
est ways to distinguish a honey 
bee colony from a wasp nest is 
by the type of material used in 
making the nest. Colonies of 
honey bees form wax combs, 
where they rear their young and 
store food. The social wasps 
form nests of a paper-like m ate­
rial.

Wasps are a problem around 
homes more often than honey 
bees because they are more apt 
to nest in open areas such as 
under the eaves of a house, or 
under  porches ,  s teps  or 
benches.  Also, individual 
wasps can sting repeatedly, 
while each honey been stings 
only once and leaves its stinger 
in the skin.

Africanized and European 
honey bees are the same spe­
cies and cannot  be distin­
guished in the field. Africanized 
bees can only be identified in 
the labora tory .  Because  
Africanized bees have been 
found in the area, any known 
colony of honey bees should be 
considered Africanized and all 
necessary precautions should 
be taken to protect people and 
animals.

People often encounter honey 
bees as they forage for food in 
a swarm or in an established 
colony. Each situation may 
require a different response. 
The one fact you should keep in 
mind is that honey bees are not 
aggressive; they do not search 
for something to attack. Honey 
bees are defensive and will at­
tack anything they feel threat­
ens the colony or the individual.

Bees away from the colony 
are not likely to sting because

they have nothing to defend. In 
general, if you leave them along 
they will leave you along. To 
prevent foraging bees from 
gathering in or around your 
home, remove or prevent ac­
cess to any source of food or 
water that may attract them. 
This will include any items that 
provide a source of sugar or 
water such as flowers, ripening 
fruit, soda cans and water 
dishes. People wearing brightly 
colored clothing and perfume 
or aftershave lotion may also 
attract foraging bees because 
the bees' search for flowers is 
triggered by bright colors and 
sweet smells.

Honey bees swarm as part of 
the colony's reproductive pro­
cess. A honey bee queen is not 
able to survive on her own or 
start a new colony alone. When 
an existing colony prepares to 
swarm, the bees produce a new 
queen. Then the old queen and 
about half of the worker bees 
will leave the parent colony to 
establish a new colony. It is this 
group of bees we call a swarm. 
Although a swarm appears 
quite dangerous, honey bees 
are usually gently when swarm­
ing. A swarm does not contain 
stored food or young bees, so 
the bees have nothing to de­
fend and are less likely to sting.

Honey bees are most likely to 
sting when an established 
colony is disturbed. When a 
swarm selects a nesting site, 
the bees begin building combs 
in which to store food and rear 
young. Within 2 to 4 weeks, 
this colony of bees will have 
developed the defensive nature 
that the swarm lacks. If an 
established colony of bees is 
disturbed, the bees will re- 
sponde by attacking anything 
within their territory. This is true 
for both Africanized and Euro­
pean bees.  However, 
Africanized bees respond more 
rapidly and intensely than Eu­
ropean bees  and usually 
sting in larger numbers .  
Africanized bees and European 
bee venoms are chemically 
identical, but the Africanized 
bee is a greater threat because 
of the increased chance of mul­
tiple stings.

If you are attacked by bees 
and do not have on protective

clothing, the only solution is to 
seek protective cover such as a 
car, house or thick brush, and 
get out of the area the bees are 
defending. Do not attempt to 
trick the bees by playing dead 
or hiding, as they will continue 
to attack as long as you are 
within their territory.

If you are stung by bees, the 
stingers should be removed as 
soon as possible. Recent stud­
ies have shown that the longer 
the stinger is in the skin, the 
more venom is injected. Bee 
sting victims should pluck, 
squeeze,  tweeze, pinch or 
scrape the stinger from the 
skin-in short, use any method 
to quickly remove the stinger. 
The most important aspect of 
treating stings is to act quickly 
and if allergies are suspected, 
get medical attention as soon 
as possible.

A swarm of honey bees may 
cluster temporarily on almost 
any object such as a tree 
branch, mail box or fence. The 
swarm may remain for a few 
hours or, at times, for several 
days while scout bees search 
for a suitable nesting site. Al­
though a swarm is not danger­
ous and will generally move 
within a few days, this is the 
best time to eliminate bees if 
they are in an area where they 
are not wanted. Swarms near 
homes often move into wall 
voids, attics or chimneys if not 
eliminated.

The possibility of beekeepers 
collecting swarms has lessened 
the past few years. The low 
value of the bees and other 
problems with collecting 
swarms have forced many bee­
keepers to quit this service. In 
areas where Africanized bees 
are established most beekeep­
ers won't collect swarms. The 
best alternative is to have the 
bees killed by a commercial 
pest control operator.

Finally, a swarm indicates 
that a colony maybe nearby. 
Usually a swarm will gather 
near the colony if left shortly 
after it emerges. The area 
should be carefully searched 
while wearing protective cloth­
ing to locate the colony so that
it, too, can be eliminated.

Honey bees prefer to nest in a 
protected location or cavity. To

keep bees from entering walls 
and other structures, block all 
entry ways such as holes in 
walls where pipes or electric 
wires enter, cracks in window 
framing, knot holes in wood 
siding, weep holes in bricks, 
and cracks where wood and 
brick structures join. Most of 
these openings can be filled 
with caulking. If an opening is 
necessary for air flow, block it 
with a wire screen. If you find 
that bees are already in a wall, 
do not block their entrance. 
Bees trapped in a wall will 
search for an alternative exit 
and may find their way to the 
inside of the building.

Honey bees that have moved 
into a building should be re­
moved as soon as possible, 
before they begin to build 
combs in which to rear young 
bees and stem honey. Only 
when the bees first enter can 
they be killed without having to 
open the wall and remove large 
quantities of dead bees, wax 
and honey. If the colony has 
been in place for 3 weeks or 
longer, brood and food stores 
will be present in the colony and 
the bees are more likely to be 
defensive. As established 
colony must be removed after it 
is killed to prevent odor prob­
lems from decaying bees; to 
prevent other insect pests from 
being attracted to the dead 
bees, honey and wax; and to 
prevent honey from staining 
the wall as combs melt or are 
destroyed by other insects or 
mice.

Established colonies of honey 
bees, especially Africanized 
honey bees, can react very vig­
orously to any disturbance and 
will attack ant person or animal 
in their territory once they are 
disturbed. Any time you are 
working near an established 
colony you should wear protec­
tive clothing and ensure that no 
unprotected people or animals 
are nearby. Africanized bees 
will defend a fairly large area, so 
it is best to keep unprotected 
people or animals at lease 400

yards away.
As with swarms, the best alter­

native is to have the bees killed 
by a pest control operator. 
However, you still need to be 
certain the dead bees, wax and 
honey are removed. If may be 
necessary to hire both a pest 
control operator to kill the bees 
and a contractor to open the 
wall, clean out the bees, honey, 
wax and other material and re­
pair the wall.
