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Clowe and Cowan

For New City Well
Clowe and Cowan was award-, 

ed contract for drilling and 
equipping a new water well for 
the city of Muleshoe by the City 
Council Friday afternoon. The 
firm's bid of S4.088.28 wras accept­
ed by the Council as the most 
advantageous of three bids sub­
mitted. The work includes drill­
ing and casing a well, at the old 
auction barnsite. developing the 
production, installing pump and 
equipment and pulling and re­
moving the pump from the well 
at the airport and Installing it 
in the r ew location.

The Council tahleo any action 
on the two bids received for 
moving the two big water storage 
tanks, recently given the city by 
the Santa Fe Railway. Both bids 
were considered higher than the 
city council thought the job 
could be done for. Both bids 
were in the vicinity of $7300.

An anti-noise ordinance was 
passed by the Council on the 
third reading. The ordinance is 
designed to cut down on the 
noise made by juke boxes in out­
door locations, and is published 
this week in The Journal.

Second Bailey County Test Well Set 
On Conrad Williams Land, Southwest

Drilling on another Bailey County w ildcat oil test w ill be 
started as soon as a rig, now being erected on the Conrad 
Williams land southwest of Muleshoe, is ready, The Journ­
al learned last night.

The rig which was used to d rill the Black No. 1, north of 
Bula, was beinq moved yesterday to the new site.

The well will go down on the southwest 40 acres of Sec. 
144, Block A, Melvin Blum & Blum subdivision.

W. A. Moncrief, Jr., of Midland, who had the Black well 
drilled, is putting down this well, intended as a thorough 
test of the San Andreas formation, it was said. The San An­
dreas is expected to be around 4500 feet in the area. Cores 
will be taken and drill stem tests will be run, it is reported.

The Black well had no showing of oil and was abandoned 
as a dry hole a fter reaching a reported death of 4435 feet.

Cotton Insect 
Report

Weather conditions continued 
favorable for satisfactory prog­
ress of cotton. The somewhat 
slower than normal growth has 
possibly been due to very un­
favorable earlier weather condi­
tions. The excessive shed of 
small squares likely resulted 
more from such conditions than 
from insect damage. No general 
serious insect infestations have 
developed in the area.

Thrlps occurred in light infes­
tations throughout the area. Only 
Briscoe county reported heavy- 
infestations.

Flea hoppers were present in 
small numbers on most cotton 
which had reached the squaring 
stage. Medium infestations were 
reported in Crosby. Lubbock, 
Lynn, Martin. Terry and Yoakum 
counties. Heavy infestations were 
reported in Garza and Howard 
counties.

Lygus bugs occurred in light 
inoqUnojqj uonoo uo suo|)B)oajU| 
the area. Somewhat larger num­
bers were reported in some 
fields in Crosby, Lubbock, and 
Lynn Counties.

Bollworm eggs, with scattered

small worms, appeared in in­
creasing numbers throughout the 
area. While infestations were 
light in most localities, more ac­
tivity of the insect was observed 
m the southern and western sec­
tions of the area, where cotton is 
generally' larger and more heav­
ily fruited.

Leafworms were reported in 
Howard, Lamb, Lubbock, Terry 
and Yoakum counties. Only oc­
casional eggs and worms were 
observed, indicating very light 
infestations .

Tiie garden webworms (care­
less weed worm • was reported 
on cotton in most localities. In­
festations were generally not 
heavy. Damaging infestations 
were reported in Bailey county.

Cabbage loopers were present 
on cotton in most fields. Infesta­
tions were generally light a l­
though eggs were observed in 
larger numbers in some locali­
ties.

Grasshoppers were reported on 
cotton in Borden and Yoakum 
counties.

We strongly urge everyone to 
consult the Texas Guide for 
Controlling Cotton Insects for 
recommended insecticides and 
dosages. Guides are available at 
county agent’s offices.

and farm economic experts have 
worked for years -to lessen the 
effects of the first type. But re­
duction of the physical risk is 
largely up to the individual 
farmer.

National Farm Safety Week is 
being observed between July 21 
and 27th. It is designed to focus 
attention on and help reduce tlie 
tragic toll of agricultural acci­
dents.

If 1957 holds true to the aver 
age, then some 15.0(HI U. S farm 
residents will die of farm me 
haps. Another 1.300.000 persons 
will he injured. And many of 
these accidents could have been 
avoided.

Most mishaps occur during 
peak work seasons when hired 
help is apt to be short, causing 
the farmer to work longer hours 
and become tired long before 
the job is done. As a result, he is 
tempted to take risky short cuts 
nr postpone needed repairs on 
machinery and buildings. This 
sets the stage for crippling acci­
dents.

Farm machinery is a big killer. 
Careless handling of equipment 
causes many accidents but even 
a careful operator may be hurt 
if he is running broken or worn 
machines. A good maintenance 
program for machinery could do 
much to keep down farm trage­
dies.

Farm animals are another com­
mon cause of injuries and death. 
Some accidents with animals are 
unavoidable. Still, many result 
from impatience on the farmer's 
part or underestimation of the

animal s dangerous trails
Fires take an annual toll of 

about 3,500 persons — not count­
ing tlie millions of dollars lost 
in valuable food, domestic ani­
mals clothing, buildings and 
equipment. These fires occur at 
the rate of 300 per day and most 
can be traced to defective heats 
ing units, overloaded electric. 
wires, lack of protection from 
lighiening. etc.

Even discounting home fires, 
another 4.000 farm people die 
eac-h year from accidents inside 
the house. Thus, home safety is 
a prime starting point in elim i­
nating accidents which rob fam i­
lies of t heir livelihoood.

Cover Crop Seeder Available For 
Rent By Soil Conservation District

COYER CROP SEEDER IN OPERATION

The first part of August ap­
pears to be the most desirable 
time to interseed cover crops in 
growing row crops.

The use of cover crops should 
be a timely operation if it is to 
give the best results, especially 
is this true if the cover is to be 
grown in a crop of cotton, ses­
ame or sorghum, or some other 
crop which is already well de­

veloped.
Observations of seeding in the 

kvU have shown that vetch, rye 
nib Austrian winter peas, should 
oe seeded with the last cultiva­

tion. or immediately following. 
This seeding should be early 
enough that you will be able to 
water the newly seeded cover 
crop at least the last two times 
the growing crop is watered.

It is important to water the 
cover twice to allow it to have 
developed sufficient root systems 
which will enable it to compete 
with the older crop for moisture 
by the time irrigation is discon­
tinued in the fall.

Do not ovelook the importance 
of using fresh innoculant on all 
legume seed before planting. For

A good winter cover will pro­
tect your land from wind erosion, 
provide organic matter for soil 
improvement and materially add 
to the welfare of the area.

Bible Comment:

Can Man Value 
i God's Providence 
| With No Suffering?

JOB had been in the depths of 
doubt, distressed by the in­

tensity of his disasters and suf­
ferings. He had not been helped 
by the counsel of his fronds. He 
was tempted by the w h *  situa­
tion to “curse God and die."

But Job emerged from his 
i troubles and found faith. He did 

not And a solution to the prob­
lem of suffering; no one has. It 
is still a great mystery that goes 
unsolved. Christ went to Cal­
vary, praying earnestly that He 
might be spared the cross. But 

; He found in the hour of Geth- 
semane the faith that sustained. 
He could believe that through 
His sufferings and death He was 
fulfilling the will of His Father 
and His purpose of redemption.

All this is greatly at variance 
with the popular idea of doubt. 
The common notion is that we 
should s u p p r e s s  it, that we 
should not allow questions to 
enter our minds concerning God 
and providence.

But the book of Job and many 
other parts of the Bible speak 
differently. They suggest that 
we should face the problems of 
life earnestly and sincerely and, 
if we do, we shall not come to 
a conventional belief that has 
little reality, but that we shall 
come to real faith.

As Job comes to faith and 
finds the approval of Jehovah, 
his triumph is contrasted with 
the discomfort of his plausible 
friends who had tried to cheer 
him with weak and superficial 
words. In their shallow pretense 
of faith, they had rebuked him 
for his doubts. The wrath of 
God is kindled against them be­
cause they had not spoken of 
Him the thing that was right.

We may well pray for a sus­
taining f a i t h  like Job's. We 
should seek it instead of being 
satisfied with the plausible plati­
tudes of those who have never 
cried to God out of the depths 
and found His answer.

M Sgt. Herbert M. Totten. 
United States Air Force station­
ed at Cannon AFB. Clovis, lectur­
ed for 15 minutes then showed a 

Xttlm taking about that long to 
unreel. He was a memlrer of the 
Turkish United States Air Force 
Group from May 1954 to Tune 
1956. He was assisted by Airman 
2 e W illie H. Dolvino, of Cannon 
AFB, showing the film.

"Our Allies the Turks" was 
the subject of his talk and film. 
There are 28 million people in 
Turkey, all of whom admire the 
United States, all of whom have 

•wo use for the Russians, their 
bordering neighbor, and all of 
whom prize their freedom and 
intend to maintain it, he said.

Turkish soldiers are some of 
the toughest, called by many 
military observers the finest sol­
dier in the world. Ten thousand 
Turks fought with U. N. forces 
in Korea against the Commu­
nists; six were captured by the 
North Korean forces, all return 

Jld home.
Sgt. Totten said all able bodied 

men in Turkey do two years ser­
vice in their Army, and he saw 
no unfit men. All men are proud 
to be allowed to serve in the 
Army, consider it a privilege.

If Russia invaded Turkey, they 
would have 28 million people to 
kill .not 27',. million or any other 
figure The Turks patrol the 
Black Sea with their Navy and 

rTontro! that body absolutely; 
they control egress from that in-’ 
land sea also, the Dardanelles, 
and have successfully defended 
it for hundreds of years, No Rus­

sian ship may leave the Black 
Sen without permission of the 
Turks.

It's hard to see how the Rus­
sians could invade Turkey. They 
would have to come across the 
Black Sea. the Turkish site of 
which is well defended; or else 
across a high mountain range 
which is the land border of the 
two countries. The Turks have 
“ plenty of stuff" on that moun­
tain range to defend themselves, 
Sgt. Totten believes.
Use U. S. Equipment

The Turkish armed forces are 
supplied with U. S. made equip­
ment; Sgt. Totten said this 
equipment is splendid!} main­
tained and kept in first class op­
erable condition. They are proud 
of this equipment the U. S. has 
furnished them.

In his film, which he made 
himself, of a parade that marked 
the visit of the Shah anti Em­
press of Iran, some of this equip­
ment. such as the familiar jeep, 
the artillery pieces and tanks 
familiar to all Americans were 
shown. This material appeared 
to this writer to shine like a new 
automobile.

At the same time the film de­
picted some of these Turkish 
soldiers, whose precision march­
ing reminds one of our finest ca­
dets at the Armed Forces acad­
emies. Sgt. Totten defied his aud­
ience to find one Tuck soldier of 
10.000 in the parade who was out 
of step.

Sgt. Totten's program was de­
clared to be one of the best ever 
to be given before the local club, 
and all present must have felt 
that here at last they learned of 
a true and loyal friend and ally, 
strategically situated to be a 
bulwark of strength for the free 
world in any emergency

Irrigation Book 
Available From 
Dave Sherill
Almost a quarter of a million 

acres was added to the total 
acreage being irrigated in the 
High Plains area of Texas during 
the past year. Water to take care 
of the additional acreage and to 
permit a better job of irrigating 
existing lands came from an ad­
ditional 5 653 wells.

These facts are revealed in 
the annual survey of irrigation 
on the High Plains recently re­

sume of Sgt. Totten’s comments 
upon the Turkish people, their 
way of living, their philosophy 
and customs might be of interest 
to readers of The Journal, for in­
stance. he said:

I tour of duty in Turkey. They 
lived in Ankara, the capital, 
where they led normal lives, 
made lifelong friends among the 
people. In all the time they were 
there, they were not insulted, 
nothing was taken from them, in 
fact there was no unpleasant in­
cident of any nature. The chil­
dren were happy in their Turkish 
school and attitude of the other 
children toward them was cor­
rect in every particular.

Sher­
rill’s report covered irrigation ac 
tlvitles in 42 counties.

Information in the survey was 
obtained from data supplied by 
the agricultural agents in the 
counties concerned, and points 
up the great importance of irri­
gation to the Plain's agricultural 
industry.

The rpport shows that 18.341 
farms in the 42 counties are ir­
rigated. The total aereage under 
irrigation now stands at 1,568.- 
880 acres and the number of 
wells at 42.225. Hale county 
farmers are now irrigating 50ft,-
000 aces and lead the area in 
that respect. Lubbock and Hock­
ley counties have the largest 
number of irrigated farms and 
number of wells. Seven counties 
in the area, Deaf Smith. Parmer, 
Castro. Swisher. Lamb, Hale and 
Lubbock, are listed as having in 
excess of 300,000 acres each 
under irrigation.

Natural gas is being used for 
fuel on 14 644 wells, butane on 
16,226 and electricity on 3.840 
wells.. The lift on 12.307 wells 
was listed as under 125 feet and 

| over 125 feet on 29.918 wells.

1 the major crops irrigated las* 
(year with a combined acreage
total of just over 1 million. Other 
crops irrigated included su.ian, 
barley, corn, legumes, pastures 
vegetables, and other speeialit) 
crops.

A new early-maturing hybrid

This now hybrid. Texas 38, is a 
yellow double-cross with ears 
slightly smaller than other Tex 
as hybrids. It’s plants are usual­
ly about two feet shorter than 
the other hybrids and the ears 
are borne one to two foot lower. 
Because of its' earliness, Texas 
38 escapes some Insect damage 
suffered by medium-maturing

the body.

The Ameriean Farm Bureau

The plan consolidates both 
State and Federal refund appli­
cations on one form. The appli-

checks mailed to each state cap­
ital, instead of going to Wash­
ington.

The refunds on taxes paid for 
gasoline used oh farms can add 
up to sizeable amount—as many 
mechanized farmers are discover­
ing now during the three month 
period for filing their federal 
gasoline tax refund applications. 
. The Farm Bureau recommends 
that Congress change the exisi 
nig laws to allow the Secretary 
of the Treasury to make agree­
ments with individual Statps for 
handling all gasoline tax re­
refunds.

Plan y-onr work so that you 
.von’t have to take your tractor 
cn a heavily traveled highway- 
more than is necessary. Flags by

day and approved lighting bv 
night w-ill call the attention pf 
tne motorist to stow-moving farm 
machinery, points out the Coun­
cil

Be sure to keep the tractor 
under conrtol. Slow down for 
turns. Leave rhe tractor In gear 
or, downgrades — don't depend 
entirely on brakes.

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Babson Discusses.......
Making Our Community More Prosperous

Babson Park. Mass., July 25 — During the 
past month many towns and cities have held high 
school graduations. These young people have 
been taught the answers to almost every question 
except the economics of the place in which they 
live. Therefore, let me this week answer questions 
on this subject.

REGARDING EMPTY STORES 
QUESTION NO. 1. Why do we find empty 

stores on our business streats? ANSWER: Because 
more money is going out of the community than 
is coming into it. This can be corrected only by 
the citizens producing more and selling more 
than they are buying. As soon as the community 
produces more than it consumes, every store is 
rented.

REASONS FOR UNEMPLOYMENT 
QUESTION NO. 2. Why are good people out 

of work at times? ANSWER: Because these peo­
ple have not been trained to produce or render 
more than l service. Perhaps too many young peo­
ple have been trained for white-collar jobs. Per­
haps there are too many business offices and not 
enough factories, services, farms, or fisheries. Per­
haps those who are now employed do not take an 
interest in their work: hence, they will not be 
making money for their employers. Sometimes I 
feel that graduates who cannot get jobs should be 
returned to the schools and be properly trained. 
If we buy a washer, or a vacuum cleaner, or a 
TV set and it "does not make good” , we return 
it until it is satisfactory. We should be able to 
do this with unsatisfactory high school gradutaesl 

REASON FOR TIGHT MONEY 
QUESTION NO. 3 Why is it now difficult to 

borrow money from local banks? Answer: Be­
cause too many citizens are sending money to 
New York to be put into stocks, instead of in­
vesting it at home. This: might have been a wise 
thing to do in the 1930’s when stocks were selling 
so low; but it is not the thing to do today. For 
those buying stocks now there is more risk of a 
loss than chance for a profit. If we would keep 
the money at home, the banks would have plenty 
to loan.

WHAT ABOUT SHOPPING CENTERS? 
QUESTION NO. 4. Is your community being 

hurt by a new shopping center? ANSWER: There

is no use of merchants griping, or complaining, 
about new shopping centers. Price-cutting on the 
part of local retailers will not solve the problem. 
Free parking is the greatest attraction of shop­
ping centers. The best way to compete with them, 
therefore, is for local towns and cities to supply 
more free parking closer to their retail stores. I 
would not attempt to operate a retail store un­
less it was close to a free parking lot. Also, the 
more competition a community has from a shop­
ping center, the more that community must pro­
duce from its factories, farms, services, or fish­
eries.

WHAT ABOUT TAXES?
QUESTION NO. 5. Why are local taxes so high?

ANSWER: First let me <ay that the taxes of most 
communities have n gone up any more than 
have wages or commodities. Most town and city 
governments are doing the best they can to keep 
taxes down; but thev cannot buck the tide of 
population and the demand for conveniences. As 
young people move into a community and have 
’ hildren. usually only the father is a producer. 
Children are an asset to the community, if they 
will remain in the community as workers and 
producers after graduation. Otherwise, the com­
munity has been put to great expense to educate 
them and has received little in return. Cities to 
which these young people go for work after grad­
uation — or the young people themselves — w ill 
some day be compelled to send money back to 
the city which educated them.

QUESTION NO. 6. Do you believe in Turnpike 
Bonds? ANSWER: The simplest method of avoid­
ing Federal and State taxes is to buy turnpike 
bonds. Issues carrying 31s'» coupons can now be 
purchased in the 70’s and 80's and should be per­
fectly safe and free from all Federal and State 
taxes. Tlie only way I know to beat City taxes is 
to have a lot of children and get them a free ed­
ucation! However, the duty of paying for schools, 
highways, fire and police protection should be 
preached by the newspapers, schools and even 
churches. Ministers might more often preach from 
the first eight verses of the 15th Chapter of St. 
John and the firsh thirty verses of the 25th Chap­
ter of St. Matthew.

To Raise Price Of Eggs Because The Price of Steel Has Gone Up

Editor’s note: The Sandhills Philosopher 
on his Johnson grass farm may be a little 
mixed up this week, but that's his lookout,
not ours.

Dear editar:
The trouble with inflation is that not enough 

people understand it fully enough.
I had noticed in a copy of a newspaper which 

a neighbor of mine brought me a mess of fish in 
—for your information it wasn’t a copy of your 
paper, as this one had a fishy smell—that the 
Price of steel had recently gone up $8 a ton. which 
clearly indicated the steel industry has let its 
newspaper subscription expire, as President 
Eisenhower only the day before had asked busi­
ness to hold prices down voluntarily, and as a 
result a lot other things were automatically 
going up.

For example, naturally the watch manufac­
turers, on hearing the price of steel had gone up. 
will figure they ought to go up on the price of 
watches, as everybody knows the steel spring in 
a watch is made of steel, even if it doesn't weigh 
over an ounce.

Plow points, tractors, cars, pickups, naturally 
will require an increase in price, to offset the 
rise in the price of steel, and so I decided what 
was good for industry was good for me. Conse-

quently. when I took a dozen eggs into town 
yesterday to sell. I told the store I’d have to have 
five cents more.

"How come?” the store owner asked.
“Don’t you read your newspaper? It's on ac­

count of the increase in the price of steel” . I ex­
plained.

Now here'e the rub. Instead of nodding his 
head in agreement and saying there didn't seem 
to be any way around it. he just laughed. You 
could sec he didn’t have any full understanding 
of inflation and the upward price spiral.

"Don’t believe I'd be interested", he said.
“ But my costs are going up and I've got to 

have more money for these eggs.”
"Don't believe I'd be interested", he said, 

and turned around to wait on another customer.
Now 1 could have out-waited him, but from 

long experience I knew the eggs couldn't, so I 
sold them at his price and came on home.

It’s the people who don’t understand in fla­
tion that’s causing this country so much trouble. 
I don’t mind paying $8 a ton more for steel if 
somebody will recognize I ought to get more for 
eggs. There are more people than you realize who 
are out of tune with me and my hens.

Read Acts 16:19-28.
The keeper o( the prison 

awaking out oi his sleep, and 
seeing the prison doors open, 
he drew out his sword, and 
would have killed himself, 
supposing that the prisoners 
had been fled.

Senate debate on the civil 
rights bill has been helpful. It 
has clarified the issues involved.

The steel price rise triggered 
the increased pace of inflation, but 
it will be helped along by higher 
transportation costs and, almost 
certainly, another round ol wage 
increases. .

Inflation pinches hardest when 
costs rise more rapidly than your 
Income.

Labor demands higher wages 
because prices are higher and 
tiring costs are up. and industry 
raises prioaa because* wage* and 
other costs go up.

Government costs go up and 
tax rates increase. Taxes for local, 
state and Federal agencies take 
roughly 3S cents out of every dol­
lar earned That adds to infla­
tionary pressures.

Inflation can give a false sense 
of prosperity. Production of goods 
and services for useful purpose* Is 
th* only true measure of pros­
perity. We are producing more 
good* for use than ever before

We have tremendous national 
prosperity, although not shared 
equally by all people We are buy­
ing move automobiles, refrigera­
tors. tractors, homes and other 
things than at any time before 
the end of Work! War II.

Prosperity hides, for a time, the 
dangers that lie back of inflation, 
but inflation carries its own seeds 
of destruction—deflation and de­
pression. I f  we cannot prevent in­
flation how can we hope to avoid 
the havoc of depression?

Texas water projects got a big
sendoff from the Senate Appro­
priations Committee.

Maybe there are other 
reasons. T h e  small business 
share of defense prime contracts 
is now running at the rate ot 
only 17.6 per cent. It wa* 19.6 
per cent even in  1956. A one year 
extension for the Small Business 
Administration has been voted 
by the Senate Banking and Cur­
rency Committee.

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Irrigation, The Magic Word Means 
Life and Prosperity For West Plains

( IRRIGATION, that magic- word 
that means every thing to every­
body living on the Plains, and 
particularly so to the folks on 
the West Plains of Texas. From 
the sprinkler twirling merrily 
away at the end of a 50 foot 
garden hose on your (you hope) 
lawn, to the huge industrial en­
gines pumping thousands of gal 
ions per minute down the cotton 
rows on a 20-section farm, irri- 

• gation is the real lifesblood of 
*  the Plains.

Shallow water and lots of it, 
has meant as much if not more 
to the residents of this area than 
rich soil or congenial climate. 
More bank deposit slips have 
been made out as a result of ir­
rigation than any other factor 
in this part of'the world.

Let's take a look at this irri­
gation business.

First, there are approximately 
750 irrigated farms in Bailey 
county, watering an estimated 
150.000 acres of cotton, grain 
sorghum, other grain and vege 
tables. Of this number of acres, 
there are 138.800 watered by

gravity flow  systems, or ditches; 
11,550 acres irrigated by under­
ground pipe systems, and 11.200 
irrigated by sprinkler systems.

Each irrigated farm is estimat­
ed to have two wells, making 
1500 in all, 710 of which are re 
ported operating on butane fuel. 
500 on electricity, and 290 on na­
tural gas.

The surface gravity systems 
are the oldest in point of ser­
vice among the three main types 
of irrigation. But it is the sprink 
ler types which have shown the 
greatest rate of growth in the 
West Plains area.

SPRINKLER SYSTEMS
There are at present roughly 

140 sprinkler systems in opera­
tion In this county, including two 
types a little unusual in design. 
The two strange looking sys­
tems are located south and east 
of Muleshoe. One is the gigantic 
revolving sprinkler system on the

The other strange rig is south 
j of town on the Morton highway. 
This unit is a portable revolving 
sprinkler with two arms about 30 
feet long, which move around 
sprinkling a large area.

But most farmers use the con­
ventional aluminum or sleel pipe 
for a main line from the well, 
and attach one or more lateral 

I sprinkler lines to it. Each sprink 
ler One joint contains a sprinkler 

I head, and the extra line Is moved 
over four to six rows on each

setting.
The advantage of the sprinkler | 

system are that it is light and I 
easy to move, there is said to be ' 
less evaporation than from the 
ditch systems, and the sprinkler 
system can be used on the hilly 
land that will not efficiently 
take water from a gravity flow 
system. One man and a helper 
can quickly and easily move a 
sprinkler system, using only a 
light trailer attached to a pickup 
truck.

STATISTICS
Irrigation in Bailey county is 

used on 80,000 acres of cotton 
land, 35,100 acres of grain sorg­
hum, 5,(XX) acres of alfalfa. 450 
acres of pasture land, 12,000 
acres of Sudan, 500 acres oats, 
700 acres barley. 10,000 acres 
corn, 1,000 acres wheat. 250 acres 
legumes and 2500 acres of var­
ious types of vegetables.

In the 42-county High Plains 
area of Texas, it is interesting to 
note the crop acreage trends as 
compiled by the Extension Ser­
vice. all of which directly reflect 
the influence of irrigation in thej 
area.

In 1954 cotton acreage was 1,- 
306,000 acres; in 1957 it had in­
creased to 1,445,858 acres. Grain 
sorghum has increased to 2,054,- 
233 acres in 1957 in the four year 
period from 1,479,000 acres. Corn 
leaped from 13,645 acres in 1954 
to 70,220 acres in 1957. Wheat 
from 371,760 to 620.206 in 1957. 
Most significant insofar as Bail­
ey county is concerned is the in­
crease in vegetable P 'O ^H on  
lor the area. 32.499 acres in 1957. 
as compared to only 18.512 acre*

In 1954.
Most of the acreage trend has 

been due to the increased usage 
of irrigation. And no more grap­
hic example of this increased 
use could be cited than right 
here at home. Most experts In 
this region believe that there 
were not more than 15 sprinkler 
irrigation systems in operation in 
this county lour years ago .as 
compared to the 140 reported in 
use at present.

Taking advantage of the ease 
of operation in rolling or hilly 
kind, farmers in Bailey county 
have gone for the sprinkler sys­
tems In a big way. As far south­
west as the extreme limits of the 
county, may be found a big well 
pumping 1200 gallons pgr minute 
in an area not generally consid­
ered within the shallow water 
belt at all.
The once arid and rolling sand­

hills have succumbed to the 
wonders of sprinkler irrigation 
and the old ranch land is now 
largely in cultivation, w i t h  
sprinklers the main source of ir­
rigation water.

All in all, irrigation is quite 
a big business, and has played a 
tremendously important role in 
the current history of the West 
Plains and all of West Texas.

All college graduates, and es­
pecially those interested in 
teaching, have the opportunity to 
enroll for the new course, “ Ad­
ventures in Education1’ which 
w ill be presented weekly by 17 
Texas television stations from 
September 1957 .to April 1958.

Teacher permits valid during 
1957-58 school year and renew­
able for three additional years 
will be issued by the Certifica­
tion Division of the Texas Edu­
cation Agency to college grad­
uates employed as teachers on 
the basis of their enrollment in 
the course. Superintendents with 
vacancies to be filled- may, thru 
thus Texas Project Recruitment 
and Education by Television, 
complete their facilities for 1957- 
58 and, at the same time, bring 
into the profession many college 
graduates who show promise of 
making good teachers.

"With the aid of a grant from 
the Fund for the Advancement 
of Education, this project was de­
signed to help Texas school sup­
erintendents find teachers by en­
couraging capable college gradu­
ates to enter the teaching pro­
fession", explains J. W. Edgar, 
Commissioner o f  Education. 
“There also are indications that 
the project is serving as the bas­
is for in-service education. Many 
fully certified teachers, by be­
coming enrolled, can add this ed­
ucational television experience 
to their professional qualifica­
tions.”

Dr. Arthur H. Moehlman, a 
University of Texas education 
professor with broad teaching ex­
perience, will conduct the course, 
which will be offered via KCBD- 
TV, Lubbock, and KGNC-TV, 
Amarillo.
