Reduction Is Given
~ In Pumping Rates

KELSO MAKES
OFFER TO CITY

Forty and Possibly Fifty-Two Light
Standards Will Be Erected
In Business District

Judge 1. R. Kelso of St. Louis,
President of the Texas Utilities Co.,
was here Thursday, accmpanied by
H. L. Allen of Lubbock, district man-
ager, and they met with the City
council in a called meeting in the
afternoon, when a contract was en-
tered into between the Company and
the City whereby the former is to in-
stall a “White Way™ for the city un-
der its twenty-yea, eleciric-lighting
and city-pumping contract. The
City authorized the erection of forty
standards and it is contemplated that
the county will authorize twelve more
to be set around the Court House
square. “The White Way” system
will extend throughout the business
section of the city and will add much
to its beauty.

Judge Kelso also voluntarily pro-
posed to the City Council a reduc-
tion in the rate charged the city for
power used in pumping wate, for the
City Water system. The new rates
proposed by the Company and accept-
ed by the City Council are about 30
per cent lower than the rate here-
tofore in force. Expressed in dollars
and cents, the City will save on -the
amount of its pumping bill incurred
from April 1 to December 1, 1928,
inclusive, the sum of ‘8787, a con-
siderable saving. The new rates are
to be in force for a period of five
yoars. z

The old rate was fited when the
Texas Utilities Company purchased
the plant from the City a little more
than a year ago. The cost for the
power required during the first year
to pump the water for the city water
system was less than was anticipated
by City Officials at the time, and
now the City gets a further reduc-

Of course there will be a con-

citizenship and a corresponding in-
crease in the amount of power used,
as the city grows, but the very sub-
stantial reduction in the rate wil
offset quite a condiderable increase
in the amount of powe, required. In
other words, under the new rate, the
City will be enabled to supply its eiti-
zens with a 25 or 30 per cent increase
