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Hospital district
approves tax
rate increase

During Thursday’s special meeting,
the Muleshoe Area Hospital District's
Board of Directors approved a tax rate
increase, raising the hospital district's
rate by 58 percent, from .2525 per $100
evaluation to .40.

Although Thursday's action was taken
without comment during the brief
meeting, the board members and
hospital administration addressed the
issues involved during the public
hearings that preceded the Sept. 29's
public vote.

At a special meeting held on Aug. 25,
the hospital board discussed the district's
FY 2005-06 budget in great detail, and
expressed concern about the projected
loss of $734,908 and the need to
increase the tax rate to cover the
shortfall.

“I| think we're going to have to raise it,”
board member Ronnie Dent said at that
meeting, referring to the tax rate, which
had remained the same for the previous
three years.

Board president Mike Miller and the
other members of the board expressed
similar opinions, and said the most
important thing to many of the people
they had spoken with was that the
hospital remained open.

Several of the board members
expressed opinions that suggested they
felt the hospital's survival was threatened
without the rate increase.

At the Sept. 8 public hearing, Miller
said, “If we want our hospital, we're going
to have to pay for it.”

Members of the public in attendance
at the hearing voiced opinions similar to
those of resident Bob Donaldson, who
said, “'We need to know what we need
to do and where we stand to put this
place on a solid footing... I'm here tonight
to see these taxes are passed.

The Mules wrapped up
the non-district portion of the
season at 6-0 by skinning
the Wildcats of Amarillo
River Road 42-7. The
Wildcats had a week off to
prepare for the Mules

The game almost
appeared to be a rerun of
last years 13-7 Muleshoe
loss to River Road as the
Mules had only been able to
score one time in the first 22
minutes of action. Mule
coach David Wood said
after the game, “It almost felt
like deja vu in the first half.
We let them hang around
after scoring in the first
quarter and they began to
gain confidence.”

Brant Hamilton capped a
nine play 77-yard scoring
drive with a 25-yard TD run.
Hamilton faked to Brady
Black up the middle and
then scampered around
right end. He was hit at the
five but got free and scooted
into the end zone. Eddie
Alvarado tacked on the
extra point.

Hamilton had set up the
TD run with a third and long
pass to Garrett Riley for 38
yards. Riley was open over
the middle on a slant but had
to kick in the jets to catch up
to the ball. He had to stretch
out vertically to pull the ball
in at the River Road 25.

River Road missed a 44-
yard field goal attempt late
in the second period.
Andrew Quillinis kick was
long enough but he hooked
the ball left.

The Mules fumbled on
their first play following the
field goal attempt and the
Wildcats recovered on the
Mule 13. River Road quickly
moved to the Mule four.
Steffen Swarfz was hit at the
line of scrimmage and the
ball squirted into the end
zone. Quillin fell on the ball
for a Wildcat TD.

Qullin tied the game at 7-
7 with 1:18 left in the first
half. That TD seemed to
make the Mules mad as
they would score twice
before the half came to an
end to take a 21-7 lead.

Cotton futures on the New
York Board of Trade settled
at a two-month high
Thursday as the market
appeared to be bucking
bearish fundamentals while
waiting on news of hurricane
damage in the U.S. Delta.

As damage to the Delta
crops from Hurricane Katrina
still was being assessed,
Hurricane Rita came ashore
just east of the Texas-
Louisiana border in the early
morning hours of Saturday,
Sept. 24. Upon impact, Rita
was pegged as a category 3
hurricane on the five-step
Saffir-Simpson scale but
was downgraded to a
tropical storm by the end of
the day.

Although it still is too early
to assess the extent of
damage to cotton in the
affected areas, early reports
suggested that strong winds
forced cotton off the stalk in
isolated fields. Although
heavy rains saturated the
soil over the weekend,
mostly clear skies and
seasonal temperatures this
week allowed soil to dry and
fieldwork to resume.
Therefore, damage reports
should be trickling in slowly
from the affected farmers.

In other news, the U.S,
Census Bureau reported
total monthly U.S. cotton
consumption was 456,383
bales in August, down
slightly from last year's
August figure of 484,307
bales.

The National Cotton
Council reported Thursday
morning the Census

Bureau s consumption data
suggested that U.S. textile

mills used cotton at a
seasonally adjusted
annualized rate of 6.08
million bales in August, down
from the previous year's
figure of 6.44 million bales.

USDA'S weekly export
sales report provided little
inspiration to the cotton
market on Thursday. The
department reported net
export sales of 219,900
bales in the week ended
Sept. 22, which was 40
percent more than the
previous week's sales but
two percent less than the
four-week average. Major
buyers included China,

Turkey, Mexico, and
Colombia.
Export shipments of

208,400 bales were eight
percent more than the prior
week but four percent less
than the four-week average.
Primary destinations were
China, Mexico, Turkey, and
Hong Kong.

In the spot cotton market,
online trading by producers
in Texas, Oklahoma and
Kansas in the week ended
September 29 totaled 6,501
bales compared to the
previous week when 2,976
bales were traded. Average
prices received by producers
in the most recent week

ranged from 41.27 to 44.78
cents per pound compared
to 37.34 to 44.39 cents per
pound the previous week.

Meanwhile, the fifth
meeting of U.S. and Chinese
textile trade negotiators
concluded Wednesday
evening in Washington,
D.C., without a
comprehensive agreement.
Meetings will resume in
October.

“We did not reach an
agreement with the
Chinese,” said a U.S. trade
representative. “The U.S.
has been using its right
under China’'s WTO
accession to invoke
safeguards in cases of
market disruption or the
threat of market disruption.
However, our preference is
to seek a longer-term
solution that will permit the
orderly development of
textile and apparel trade,” he
explained.

Representatives believe
progress was made in the
discussions and, while they
still have their differences,
they feel additional time to
work to resolve the issues
would be beneficial.
