U. OF T. SECURES LARGE
DOCUMENT COLLECTION

————

Austin, May' 18—A large collec-
tion of documents has just been pre-
sented to the University ol Texas li-
brary by the children of the late
John Summerfield of Dallas, pioneer
surveyor, land-locator and ranch-
man. This collection of over 27,000
documents throws new light on the
vast history of ranching in the west.
ern half of Texas as well as depict-
ing the history and -administration
of Texas land and the introduction
of settlers into the Panhandle. The
donors of these papers were the
children of Mrs. Nellie Summerfield
Mitchell and E. C. Summerfield of
Dallas, Doublas W. Summerfield of
Santa Monica, Calif., and Avery K.

NEW .- YORK.—~The National Credit
Corporation, a billion dollar coopera
tive institution, is the method worked
out by bankers to put into practical
effect the central point in President
Hoover's plan for renewing the com-
mercia’ and industrial activity of the
nation as proposed in his statement
to the nation of October 7, Harry J.
Haas, president of the American Bank-
ers Association stated in a recent inter-

The corporation is strictly coopers-
tive in.character, he sald, to unite the
enfire banking system and Iincrease
the effectiveness of the financial ser
vices of banks to their communities in
the rural districts as well as the cities.
The plan will marshall the banking re-
scurces of the country, he explained,
by creating a national Institution
whose funds will be loaned when neo
essary to banks which have assets ia
thelr portfolios that are thoroughly
sound but are not eligible for loans at
federal reserve banks,

SOLDIERS RID WEST TEXAS OF
THE INDIANS

Other important Indian fights of
West Texas fit in here very well
These have been told before, but I
may be able to add a few facts.
Even West Texas has an inferesting
historical background, and I am tell-
ing these facts in order that our
citizens may know more of the ac-
tual truths concerning this back-
ground of our country and the pio-
neers who made possible its develop-
ment.

Jim Chick, a- Texas ranger, with
whom 1 used to work and knew very
well back in Palo Pinto county, told
me the story that follows. He was a
participant in the expedition and
fight and knew the detdils.

About
five years previously, the Indians
had captured (‘yn.t,hia Ann as a
small girl during a raid in Central
Texas. She grew up, learned the
Indian language and ways of living,
forgot her native tongue, married
| the Indian chief Nocona, and was

the mother of the late Chief Quanah
| Parker of the Comanches, for whom
| Quanah, Texas, is named.

Ross and about a hundred or more

Ross took
a liking to the boy and adopted him.

I knew
him well and worked with him there
| for several months in 1876, He was

When we came to Crosby county,
the trail Gen. Mackinzie and his men
made on their expedition . through
that country In 1874 was still vis-

ible. The wagons had been driven|

two abreast in order that they might
be close together for use as breast-
works in case of an Indian attack.

The slaughter of the buffalo was
then on. An attempt was being made
to keep the Indians confined in In-
dian Territory, but the killing off of
the buffalo probably ired the red-
skins a little and they were giving
|more and more trouble among the
settlements. The U. S. Govenment
| set about to stop these Indian depre-
dations and commissioned General
{ Nelson A Miles and General “Black-
Jack”™ Mackinzie to make war
|against all Indians caught off the
reservations.

Miles worked up in Kansas and
| the Northern Panhandle and drove
many Indians back to the territory.
| But one large tribe, instead of going
back to the Territory, headed south
down the Palo Duro Canyon. Maec-
kenzie, who was &the best Indian
| fighter ever in the Southwest, and
his company of 650 or 700 men came
up from the south by way of Fort
Griffin and Blanco Canyon, going
out on the Plains just above Silver
Falls. Marching on to the Palo Duro,
he met this large tribe and soon the
famous Mackenzie battle was on

After the battle, Mackenzie and
his men went on north to the Tas-
cosa country. At this time both
Mackenzie &nd Miles were rising
army officers and full of ambition.
Miles had a strong political pull at
Washington and was in line for ad-
vancement. There was possibly a bit
of rivalry and enmity between the
two. The story is told that one moon-
light night Mackenzie was sitting on
a log looking into the starry skies
when a fellow-soldier walked up and
asked him what he was doing.

“Oh, just star-gazing”, was Maec-
kenzie's reply.

“There are Miles between you and
that star”, was the discoeraging but
truthful remark returned by the sol-
dier.

Following one of the raids on
down-state outposts by Indians, in
about 1875, I think, Captain Nolan
and his company of negro soldiers,
the 10th U. 8. Colored Cavalry, set
out in pursuit of the trouble-makers.
In addition to the soldiers, No'an
had a Mexican guide, Jose by name,
and several buffalo hunters. Among
the latter were Dick Wilkerson, Jim
Harvey, and Bill Chris, who told me
the story of their expedition and its
fatal ending.

The party followed the - Indian
trail across the rough country east
of the Plains and out onto the prairie
of Lynn and Terry counties. It vn';
summer time—hot and dry—and all
the water the party had was in their
canteens. Jose was supposed to know
the country. But, the Indians knew it
better, and through their cunning

starved out their foe and “gave them

rear during the chase, the Indians,
knowing the country por{ectly.wnuld]
take turn about dropping away
| from the main body of the tribe m‘
small parties to nearby lakes for
water. This they kept up for about
|two days. Nolan and his men, not
{reelizing the close proximity of
| water or the meaning of the Indians'
antics, soon were almost starving.
This led te dissension in the party. |
Some wanted .to turn back. Jose‘
| said water was closer to the west|
| than to the east. Nolan wanted to go !
1nn and gave the order to do so. Bat |

And when
we start censuring those who slaugh-
tered this wild game by the thous-
ands for sport and profit. we should
take into consideration the fact that
bad these animals not been killed it
would have been many more years
before the Indians could have been
subdued.
