If the opinion of political econo-
mists and financial experts is worth

THE FIGHT FOR LAND

By 1900 settlers were coming into
West Texas in ever increasing num-
bers. Small ranchmen were. grabbing
up land, and farmers were beginning
to come in and take up land. Where
land was found that was not under
lease, a farmer would file on it.

The big ranchmen held most of
the Plains land  under legitimate
leases, When these leases would run
out, the little men, known as “nest-
ers”, would run in and pitch their
tents on the desired ground and file
a claim for possession. Since exten-
sive land and grass was necessary in |
the raising of large herds of cattle,
this chopping up of the country hurt
the cattle raiser. To prevent the
breaking up of the leased part of
his ranch, Col. Slaughter sent his
son, E. Dick Slaughter, to Austin
with all the leases about to expire.
Dick would have the land commis-
sioner cancel these leases and he
would then re-lease in one lump the
same land for ten years. The rate
was three cents an acre.

This caused a gulf of dissension
to grow between the farmers and
the cattlemen. And, this gulf widen-
ed when the fight was begun by the
settlers to break the lapse-lease. Col.
Slaughter, however, though involved
more than any other West Texas
ranchman, did rot let his feelings
get the best of him. Though he hated
to lose all this land, he took it in
comparatively good humor. Bitter
feelings arose between some of the
smaller ranchmen and the settlers.

Lapse-leasing was stopped as a
result of a irial case sent up to the
Supreme Court of Texas by J. E.
Ketner, long a resident of Tahoka.

Since I
had the information as to the loca-
tion, section numbers, and the exact
time these leases would expire and
the “nesters” did not, we could go
to Lubbock and file on land ‘without
any trouble. Many present-day
prominent citizens of this section
were thus enabled to get their start
as property owners in this way.

From 1917 to 1930, inclusive, eounties and road
districts of the State issued $243,692,834 in_bonds for the construction and
improvement of roads and bridges. In the two-year pgriod ending August
81, 1980, the State Highway Commission expended $89,032,826, of which
$22.488.426 was for maintenance of th- State highways.

In view of these tremendous costs the preservation of our highways from
rapid wear and destruction is a matter of very vital interest to their own-
ers, viz., the public. It is especially important that they be made to outlast
the life of the bonds, which run from 20 to 80 years.

The use of the public highways for commercial purposes is not a right
but a privilege which may be withheld or granted subject to such restric-
tions, regulations and charges as the Legislature may see fit to impose.
