Cotton that was open might 
he spotted or stained slightly 
and opening might be delayed, 
hut J. K Adams, county agent, 
is of the opinion that very little 
damage resulted from the rain.
In fact, he said if October is a 
frost - free, open month, cotton 
farmers w ill probably benefit 
more than they lose.

TOMATOES DAMAGED
Lots of fine tomatoes are com­

ing into Muleshoe from the more 
•han 500 acres grown here Hits'' 
vear. The "green wrap” is near­
ing an end. and because of the 
min, probably the canning fnc- 
torv w ill get nn increasing vo l­
ume of tomatoes.

Tom ­
ato growers, it is believed, have 
done well this year.

WHEAT GROWERS HELPED
Any rain in West Texas, it Is

pointed out. usually does more 
good| than it does harm. For In­
stance. Adams said, this was a 
perfect wheat planting rain. He 
estimated there will be about
10.000 acres of wheat or other 
small grain in the county the 
coming year. Some 5.000 acres 
of small grain already have been 
planted on irrigated farms.

The rain likely w ill encour­
age many farmers to plant oats 
and barley on acres left after 
wheat and cotton allotted acrjBi 
are deducted.

Anderson, Clayton A- Co. from 
their Lubbock office reported: 
The rains w ill be of some benefit 
to the dryland cotton, from a 
standpoint of boll maturity. Ir­
rigated conditions remain good 
to excellent, Inti warm dry weat­
her is needed. Approximately
6.000 hales have been gituied on 
the South Plains to date, with a 
large percent o f this being held 
for the loan.

KEEP TH O SE RECO RD S
Reprint of an article from July issue

GRAPHIC ARTS MONTHLY
By HAROLD J. ASHE

NOTE: The Journal feels the informa­
tion here applied to printers also may he 
taken to heart by all business people.
The making and keeping of business rec­

ords has assumed proportions undreamed of 
25 years ago. Where once it was optional 
that a printer make certain records, one law 
after another now spells out minimum rec­
ord requirements which must bo met. More­
over, most of these accumulating records 
should be retained indefinitely.

The only apparent beneficiary in this sit­
uation is the filing cabinet manufacturing 
Industry. The number of filing cabinets thut 
a printing plant has may be less Indicative 
of its size than the length of time It has 
been In operation. It is a brash plant owner 
who will throw away any records— no mat­
ter how musty and ancient. No printer can 
predict with certainty which old records 
may never be needed for one compelling 
reason or another.

The discouraging fact is that there isn’t 
much in the way of business records that a 
possibility of serious trouble with one or 
printer can destroy without courting tho 
another agency of government. The mere 
may serve only to heighten the interest of a 
absence of certain records, however old, 
government agent. That Interest may turn 
to suspicion, even though unwarranted.

The termination long since of war time 
controls and their records requirements, 
such as those on prices and wages, has tjeen 
widely mlsconstrueted by many business­
men as a signal to relax the keeping of 
aging records. Actually, the ending of war­
time measures, with their regulations and 
enforcements, meant only that records no 
longer need be made for these particular
purpose or be supplied in these prescribed 
forms. These terminations in no way affect 
other Federal and state laws requiring recj 
ord keeping.

For income tax purposes alone, records 
should be kept indefinitely. While, ordi­
narily. after a lapse of a few years, Income 
tax returns may be challenged, this lim ita­
tion does not apply when there Is reason­
able (from the government’s viewpoint) 
ground for suspecting tax fraud. At this 
point, no matter how scrupulously honest a 
printer, he had better be able to produce 
the records necessary to support his tax re­

turns under scrutiny, and regardless of how 
far back the government audit goes.

All ledgers and journals should bo re­
tained, as well as all supporting evidence 
in which entries are based. There should be 
capital outlay, as well as a depreeiationr 
employees’ earnings and payroll deduc- 
a fixed asset inventory, with evidence of 
deposit slips or deposit books, petty cash 
record. A payroll record should be kept of 
lions, together with evidence indicating re­
mittance of these withholdings to the re­
spective agencies. Copies of all Income tax 
returns should be made and these should he 
filed away together with any correspond­
ence with the Internal Revenue Service.

The Inventory work sheet should be kept 
as well as suppliers' invoices, credits and 
debits, together with records of receipts, 
bank statements, canceled checks, duplicate 
deposit slips or reposit books, petty cash 
records and all other data reflecting receipts 
and disbursements. Bad debts written off 
should he supported by records showing the 
efforts made to collect Including court ac­
tion. if any, which was taken or memoranda 
indieating the futility of court action. Sup­
porting evidence on losses sustained should 
be filed away for possible future reference.

In any question raised by a government 
ageney, a printer must be prepared to prove 
his right to a deduction in the case of in­
come taxation or. in other instances, show 
that he has paid certain government obli­
gations or complied with certain laws and 
regulations. For example, in tax matters, a 
court w ill show I it 1 lo sympathy for a tax­
payer who cannot confirm deductions. The 
court will take the position that this situa­
tion “ is of his own making". Lack of rec­
ords. or inadequate records, therefore is no 
defense. Quite the contrary.

While each state of the union has a sta­
tute of limitations defining the period of 
time within which an action may be 
brought to enforce a legal right, this statute 
is not all inclusive in respect to the length 
of time records should he kept. Too many 
businessmen make a practice of destroying 
records coincident with the running of this 
statute of limitations. This is done In the 
mistaken belief that the statute somehow

fives blanket approval to record destruction 
n all matters whatsoever. Such is not the 

case.

Texas weather during Septem­
ber has been characterized by 
sharp contrast. Torrential rain.* 
along the entire coast line have 
stopped harvest until fields drair 
and dry. These rains, however 
reached only from 50 to 100 miles 
inland. In the High Plains con 
tinued lack of moisture has hur 
dryland cotton and sorghums 
Some wheat on the High Plain 
has been dusted in, but mos 
farmers are still waiting for rail 
A few irrigated fields and some 
summer fallowed acreage, how 
ever, is already up to a stand.

Additional dryland sorghum 
in the High Plains were beinj 
pastured or harvested for bundle 
feed, as prospects for producing 
grain began to fade. Irrigated 
sorghums in West Texas contin 
tie to show excellent prospects.
Cotton harvest ranges from nea 

completion in Coastal Bend coun­
tries to just getting underway in 
the southern Plains counties. 
Much of the northwest Texas 
dryland cotton continued to shed 
young l'ruit as a result of contin­
ued dry weather. Irrigated cot­
ton on the High Plains continues 
to make good development with 
only light to medium hollworm 
infestation.

Excellent crops of lettuce and 
■arrols are being harvested in 
the Hereford vicinity.

Many Failing To 
Get SS Benefits

A considerable number o f w i­
dows and young children of 
working people who died be­
tween June, 1940 and September, 
1950 have failed to claim the 
monthly benefits payable to 
them under a 1954 change in the 
social security law, announced 
John G. Hutton, manager of the 
Lubbock social security office. 
Those who do not apply for 
iheir benefits before ( ieloher 1. 
he pointed out. w ill not be able 
lo receive benefits for all months 
back to September 1954, the e f­
fective date of the new provision 
of the law.

Under this provision, it is now 
possible to pay monthly social 
secuity benefits lo the qualified 
survivors of workers who died 
between June, 1910 and Septem­
ber, 1950 if the deceased wage 
earner had credit for as little as 
a year and a half of work under 
social security. The families of 
many of these workers applied 
for benefits at the time of the 
family breadwinner's death, Mr. 
Hutton said, but were told that 
they could not receive payments 
because under the law, as it then 
stood, the worker had not earn­
ed enough social security credit 
to provide suhvivors benefits lor 
his family.

"Announcement of the change 
in the law were made in all 
newspapers, in pamphlets, and 
on radio and television” , Mr. 
Hutton said, "and many persons 
have applied for these benefits 
since September 1, 1954” .

Where a claim for social se­
curity benefits is filed within 12 
months of the time a beneficiary 
is first eligible, his payments 
can be made to him retroactively 
for the whole period, Mr. Hutton 
pointed out. But if a claim is de­
layed for more than 12 months, 
benefits for some months will be 
lost. He therefore urged the sur­
vivors of workers who died be­
tween June, 1940 and September 
1950 lo get in touch with their 
nearest social security offices be­
fore October 1, 1955. Qualified 
claimants who apply before that 
dale can be paid benefits back 
lo September, 1954.

Monthly benefits under this 
provision may be paid to the 
agetl widows of surh workers 
who at the time of death had 
worked on jobs under social se­
curity for at least a year and a 
half to surviving children under 
18 years of age, and to their mo­
thers. Where no widow or child­
ren survived the worker, pay­

ments can he made to his aged 
parents if he was providing their 
support.

John Marshall, ‘‘The Great 
Chief Justice," whose bicenten­
nial is being celebrated through­
out the United States this month, 
is generally credited with hav­
ing made a greater contribution 
to the foundations of this coun­
try as a great Nation than many 
a better-known personage of his 
time or since.

Born September 24, 1755, in a 
frontier farm log cabin in what 
is now Fauquier County in Vir­
ginia, the eldest of fifteen chil­
dren, Marshall had little if any 
fornxil education, yet after his 
service as an officer in -the Rev­
olution became one of Virginia’s 
most successful lawyers and 
then, as Chief Justice, was the 
Nation’s first powerful expositor 
of the principles of American 
Constitutional Government.

Marshall served as Chief Jus­
tice under six presidents from 
1801 to his death in 1835. He is 
universally recognized as our 
greatest Chief Justice and for 
having enunciated and firmly 
established the doctrine of Fed­
eral supremacy over State au­
thority under the Constitution 
the doctrine of "implied powers’ 
hv which the Supreme Court 
ruled that the Government has 
powers in addition to those spe- 
citically named in the Constitu­
tion, and the authority ol the 
Court to invalidate these acts of 
the Congress and the Executive 
which it deems to be in conflict 
with the Constitution.

In the leadership that he pro­
vided the country and in the 
more than 500 decisions which 
he personally wrote, Marshall is 
credited with laying the founda­
tion of much of modern Govern 
ment and with establishing the 
Supreme Court, in early days re­
garded as a relatively minor 
branch of Government, as in 
fact coequal with the Executive 
and Legislatures and the great­
est appellate tribunal in history.

As Chief Justice Warren said 
of him, “Stone by stone he built 
the foundation of our ronstitu 
tional structure, and he con 
structed it sufficiently strong to 
support everything we have 
since built upon it.”

Of hi-j appointment of Mar 
shall as Chief Justice, ex-pr si- 
dent John Adams, a quarter-

legislator, and Fourth Chief Jus­
tice of the United States,” who 
played “a vital role in the 
strengthening of our constitu­
tional form of government! and 
said his long and distinguished 
term of office as Chief Justice, 
from 1801 to 1835, was marked 
by precedent-setting decisions 
which have been important fac­
tors in developing and maintain­
ing tne historic liberties of the 
people of the United States.”

The Congress designated this 
September as “John Marshall 
Bicentennial Month, in recogni­
tion of the vital part which he 
played in the development of 
our Nation.”

A ll over the country, schools, 
libraries, colleges, and national 
organizations are participating 
this month in Marshall pro­
grams. Inaugurating the general 
public observance of the Mar­
shall Bicentennial were the cere­
monies jointly sponsored by the 
U.S. John Marshall Bicentennial 
Commission and the American 
Bar Association on August 24th 
at Independence Square in Phil­
adelphia, where President Eis­
enhower made the principal ad­
dress and the response was made 
by Chief Justice Warren.

Commemorative programs and 
special events honoring John 
Marshall are being held in Wa )i- 
ington, Chicago, Boston, Los An­
geles, San Francisco, Richmond, 
Williamsburg, Va., Philadelphia, 
and in other leading cities and 
towns in most of the states 
across the nation.

The Library of Congress in 
Washington is devoting the 
month of September to an ex­
hibit of the writings of Marshall 
and hooks and articles about 
him. John S. Richards, President 
of the American Library Asso­
ciation, has requested all of the 
country’s libraries to arrange 
similar exhibits.

“Decision for Justice,” a half- 
hour television dramatization of 
the famous case of “Marbury vs. 
Madison,” and of John Mar­
shall's decision on the case when 
he was Chief Justice, will be 
presented on the "Du Pont Cav­
alcade Theater" on September 
20th on a nationwide broadcast.

Number one cause of farm 
fires, says the committee, is de 
feotive or over heated heating, 
cooking and other equipment. 
Other major causes are careless 
use of gasoline or kerosene; de­
fective or overheated chimneys 
and flues; spark from the chim­
ney and electrical faults. Find 
the hazards and remove them 
and you can keep your farm 
out of the fire statistics, says the 
committee.

COLLEGE STATION. Sept. 28 
Farm fire loses in the nation 
were 13 percent higher in 195-1 
than for the year before and the 
increase was the greatest for any 
year since 1918. Members of the 
Texas Farm and Ranch Safety 
Committee believe that many 
things can be done by rural res 
idents to stop this upward trend 
and at the same time save much 
of the estimated $157 million of 
property which went up in smoke 
last year.

The committee suggest a thor 
ough Inspection of all buildings 
on the farm and the elimination 
of fire hazards. They point out 
that one of the major causes of 
fires in barns and outbuildings 
Ls electrical faults. Studies made 
in two states showed that a lot 
of the trouble was in the fuse 
box . . . the wrong size fuses 
were being used. Don’t, warns 
the committee use any fuse ex- 
opt one with the amperage to go 
with the size of the wire in the 
circuit. Don’t overload the fuse 
box.

Check all wiring, they can 
tion. for frayed insulation. l<x>se 
or sagging wires and fixtures 
and don’t tn  te make r'natrs 
until the electricity has been 
turned off.

Spontaneous eonibus’ ion is the 
number one cause of fires in 
farm barns. Hay should bo well 
cured before it is stored and the 
storage area should b.' well ven- 
t i 1 a t ed. Flammable liquids 
should not be stored closer than

A grain 
elevator operator, for instance, 
who farms some, but derives the 
major portion of his income from 
the operation of the elevator, 
does NOT hold a vote in Farm 
Bureau.

Was a time when Texas styles were 
spoken of, one conjured up a picture 
of shirts and jeans, of sombreros and 
riding boots. That day has gone. Men­
tion Texas in relation to style today, 
and immediately there comes to mind 
the good-looking clothes that take 
their place in the broad fashion pic­
ture of the United States.

1 have long been aware of the posi­
tion held by Texas, for I have been 
coming to Dallas from New York for 
the past ten years to report the offer­
ings of the Texas market, as repre­
sented by the state's manufacturers

Recently, the Dallas Fashion Arts 
honored me by inviting me to be one 
of the three (the other judges were 
Mrs. C. R. Holmes of San Antonio 
•nd Mr. Morris L. Lichtenstein of 
Corpus Christi) to select the blue rib 
lam winners of the manufacturers ex­
hibiting at the Fashion Round-Up to 
1* held in October at tlve 1955 State 
Fair of Texas.

My former impressions of the high 
quality of the Texas fashion industry 
were confirmed as some 500 items of 
apparel passeil in review before ns. 
Here was a comprchonrive style pan­
orama ranging from enchanting togs 
for toddlers to formal creations for 
sophisticated grown-ups.

ITiese were clothes that did not 
aim to express ultra extravagance in 
trends — there were no alphabetical 
silhouettes as the II. A and Y —all 
came within the outlines of the ac­
cepted new trends in a manner which 
makes them suitable to the American 
way of life. In short, they can hold 
their own wherever they go.

Present in excellent editions were 
the slender sheaths (they have been 
making front-page news in New York, 
Paris and Italy) seen in front-hut- 
tomd coat dresses, afternoon silks 
and cottons adapted to many social 
occasions.

There were tunics built on slim 
lines or flaring at the knees. Full 
skirts held an important place for all 
hours of the day. The American 
woman has no intention of giving up 
the youthful style and the ooquettry 
of petticoats, particularly when it 
comes to pretty dresses of cotton, 
silk and the fabrics made of the new- 
synthetic yarns that conlhinc beauty 
and practicality.

The offerings of the Texas manu­
facturers I found to he rich in fabric 
variety. Their choice was well 
adapted to the styles in which they 
were interpreted. Printed corduroys 
appeared in soft, tapestried effects. 
Orion, nvlon and ravon used in blends

had the arisp feel of taffeta and the 
shimmer of satin. The cottons, be­
loved American fabric, in lovely 
printed designs, could Irold their own 
with more extravagant pure silks. 
Wool found its place in suits and 
coats. Newest of the new was printed 
Pekm which flaunted its crispness in 
a gay separate skirt shown with a 
simple blouse.

For the approaching fall and win­
ter seasons, many black velveteens 
contributed rich elegance. Some were 
combined with white. We, the 
judges, starred the suspender-and- 
jumper costumes worn with smart 
white silk blouses; we voted for the 
well-cut velveteen with flaring 
stitched white cuffs and applauded 
the little six-year-old’s black coat 
toppc'd by a tiny matching bonnet to 
sit lightly on the wearer’s curls.

Texas designers did Dot fail to rec­
ognize that in these days of increased 
travel facilities and speed, the cos­
tume — two- or three-piece — is indis­
pensable. Their discriminating taste 
was shown is straight roats of tweed 
or flannel, companions to well-tai­
lored dresses or skirt and blouse.

stamped. We were not successful 
in securing the privilege for the 
1954 cotton but were promised 
by the commodity Credit Corpor­
ation that such a procedure 
would be available for the 1955 
crop, and now producers may 
ask for and secure a re-examina­
tion of the sample.

Th procedure would be that 
the producer secure an official 
sample from the cotton to be 
regraded, send the sample along 
with the original green card-af­
ter having removed that portion 
of the card which designates the 
original grade and staple, plus 
the regular grading fee to the 
area classing office.

With the coming of fall and
the opening of schools for an­
other year it Is not out of place 
to give renewed emphasis to tin* 
Parent Teachers Association and 
to the objivas that will receive 
attention and energy again 
throughout the nation.

Every local Parent-Teacher As­
sociation is an affiliate of both 
the National Congress of Parents 
and Teachers and the Texas Con­
gress of Parents and Teachers, 
or of that state in which the 
local association works.

A comparatively few men and 
women are familiar with the 
objects of these Parent-Teacher 
Associations, and also realize 
that the Parent • Teacher As­
sociation is the unifying unit 
that vitally brings together the 
home, the school, the church, 
and the community. No though- 
ful person who undertakes the 
worthwhile project for commun­
ity betterment and enlargement

will do so without taking Into 
his or her planing the home, the 
school, and the church. These 
have long been recognized by all 
physiologists as the first three 
pillars of community strength.

These objects of the Parent- 
Teacher Association have become 
acceptable to all. both inside and 
outside of the ranks of the As­
sociations, after long and care­
ful study. They are:

1. To promote the welfare of 
children and youth in the home, 
the school, the church, and the 
community.

2. To' raise the standards of 
(tome life.

3. To secure a aquate laws for 
the care and protection of chil­
dren and youth.

4. To bring into closer rela­
tion the home and the school, 
that parents and teachers may 
cooperate intelligently in the 
training of the child.

5. To develop between educa­
tors and THE GENERAL PUBLIC 
such UNITED FFORTS as will 
secure for every child the b ig­
gest advantages in PHYSICAL. 
MENTAL, SOCIAL, and SPIRI 
T IIAL education.

Two projects locally focus at­
tention to these objects and the 
making of them vitally effec­
tive in the life of Muleshoe. The 
annual school carnival has been

discontinued by action of the 
Muleshoe Parent-Teachers As­
sociation In their meeting last
Monday evening.

WHY? Because only a few 
carry the load and generaly pub­
lic does not support it sufficient­
ly to make it worth the time and 
efforts of the few who do attempt 
to do something about it. There 
are a number of communities in 
West Texas who do get behind 
their school carnival each year 
and make it pay off to the ring 
of $1,000. A community with 
the challenging opportunities and 
talent such as Muleshoe posse­
sses should be able to top the 
list of committees leading in this 
annual school and community 
entertainment.

The other projects under the 
spot light this year being spon­
sored by the Muleshoe Parent- 
Teacher Association is the im ­
provement of the elementary 
school play ground The play­
ground is fairly centrally located 
and accessible to and from all 
neighbors of the community. It 
can be made the common meet­
ing ground of the school, the 
home, the church, and the com­
munity. and also the breeding 
ground for other and more ex ­
tensive projects in the commun­
ity. such as a community build­
ing neighborhood parks, and

such like.
Many fathers and mothers 

make a very fatal mistake in 
thinking that when their own 
children finish school that they 
need not continue work and in­
terest in the Parent-Teacher As­
sociation. A woman who had 
reared a family found herself 
after a brief period “ that way 
again” and when she complain­
ed about it to her family physic­
ian he attempted to ease her 
mind by telling her she should 
be very proud and happy, that it 
would continue her living with 
zest during the rest of her life. 
She looked at him, as a woman 
in that condition can do, and 
said. “ And go to that PTA a- 
gain?”

The Muleshoe Parent Teac­
her Association meets every third 
Monday evening. It should have 
the support of the entire com­
munity.

C has come up with a sugges­
tion for relieving the teacher 
shortage I hope my readers will 
hive this idea some considera- 
lion. He proposes a free college 
education with a bachelors' de­
cree for all qualified students of 
State Universities who will agree 
to become teachers for a certain 
number of years in our public 
schools upon graduation from 
such a State University. He says 
that since most states now have 
publicly operated universities 
it would be a relatively simple 
matter to arrange for a paid up 
education.

I believe that we have scores 
of intelligent persons of excellent 
character not entirely financially 
able to attend college, who 
would accept such an arrange­
ment. This plan offers a way to 
attract and hold within the 
teaching profession a number of 
bright young people. Further­
more. it offers to these prospec­
tive teachers a post-college train­
ing in human nature and exec­
utive experience such as an in­
tern has at a hospital before jo t ­

Although the politicians appear 

more agitated about the “ farm 
problem” than do most farmers, 
the state of American agriculture 
is far from satisfactory.

It is full of contradictions. Bet­
ter seed, fertilizers, machinery, 
and methods are operating con­
stantly to make it more produc­
tive. But its very productivity 
creates an expensive burden of 
surpluses. So measures are set 
in operation to counteract pro­
ductivity: Farmers are required 
to plant fewer acres, and govern­
ment buys surpluses, which are 
given away, sold abroad, or spoil. 
Tlie taxpayer finances this dis­
posal of surpluses lest they de­
press the market and permit him 
to buy food and fabrics cheaper.

Foolish? Fantastic? Of course. 
Under a wholly logical system 
the most efficient men. machines, 
and Jands would produce what 
was needed at a fair and fairly 
stable price. But farming is not 
logic: it is weather and people, 
not to say politics. And the Amer­
ican people have decided it is 
less foolish to do these things 
than to let the fanner get into 
the shape they were in in 1932.

Even so. it ought to be possible 
to introduce somewhat more rea­
son into the situation. There is 
great value to a free society in 
having many fam ily sized farms. 
But there is a limit beyond 
which inefficient small farms 
should not be subsidized. It 
should be possible to put a floor 
under farm prices without guar­
anteeing every farmer a living, 
to provide storm cellars without 
losing ail benfits of a free mar­
ket and its incentives for enter­
prise and adaptation.

It should be recognized that 
the farmer is at a disadvantage 
ns against most other producers

in having less control over sup­
plies— and prices of his product. 
And in the immediate situation 
many farmers are particularly 
annoyed by the greatly increased 
costs of what they buy at a time 
when the prices of what they 
sell continue to decline. We say 
“many farmers” because there 
are many kinds of farmers and 
many differing farm problems. 
It would be a mistake to expect 
all to respond to one solution.

This newspaper favored the 
flexible price support plan as ag­
ainst rigid price guarantees. But 
we never expected it to be a 
panacea. It affects less than a 
fourth of American farmers. 
When it does become fully oper­
ative it can have little effect 
until other measures— such as 
increased exports— have reduced 
existing surpluses. Moreover, far­
mers — and politicians —  should 
face the fact that it w ill curtail 
production only as it permits 
prices to flex downward.

The politicians are talking now 
about new—or newly named— 
palliatives, such as the “ land 
rental” proposal. Some special 
remedies may help some special 
situations. But election-year sol­
utions will hardly help farmers 
and other citizens face the basic 
facts: Surpluses are no tempor­
ary problem. They w ill continue 
until at least one of the produc­
tive elements is reduced. There 
w ill have to be less efficiency 
and fewer machines or fewer 
farms and farmers.

The American free enterprise 
system has seldom been willing 
to subsidize inefficiency for long. 
Actually the reduction in far­
mers is rapidly taking place— lit­
tle as we may like some of its 
results. But certainly this neces­
sary roadjustm-nt can be eased 
greatly by current prosperity and

Within a few 
hours, several of these counties 
were in dire need for help to re­
pair flood damage to homes and 
land.

Nueces County, with Corpus 
Christi as its commercial hub, 
was the hardest hit by rains. 
Rich brown fields which were 
powder dry from months of 
drouth suddenly turned into 
lakes. Irreplaceable top soil was 
swept away by turbulent rivers 
that cut deep gullies across rel­
atively flat farms. The county 
immediately applied for flood 
relief aid.

On the massive King Ranch 
the rattlesnake gave way tempo­
rarily to the water moccasin 
when rains turned pastureland 
into standing lakes. Seven coun­
ties— Bee, Brooks, Kleberg, Du­
val. Jim Wells, Nueces and San 
Patricio —  suddenly had their 
weatheir conditions reversed.

Ten counties on the outside 
perimeter of the rain-soaked 
area still suffer drouth condi­
tions, however. They are: Atas­
cosa,, Frio, Goliad, Jim Hogg, 
Karnes, LaSalle. Live Oak, Mc­
Mullen, Webb and Wilson. The 
federal government has not yet 
acted on their request for drouth 
relief but. except for scattered 
showers, the long dry spell is 
still unbroken.

The moisture that was received 
in the dry counties did little 
good. Soil conditions were so 
poor that the water either ran 
off the crusted land or added 
very little to the sub-soil.

For four long years, the burn­
ing hot sun parched the ma­
jority of Texas. Recent rains con­
siderably brightened prospects
