Proper Pruning Of
Shrubs Necessary

Permanent beauty in shrub plant-
Ing depends upon proper pruning.
Improper pruning of shrubs and
trees make it necessary to replant
every few years or to tolerate an ug-
ly unsightly planting, Pruning whea
incorrectly done, may be as bad if
not worse, than not pruning at all.
Several of the Tenant Purchase
families, and other families living in

Tahoka have already done their |

pruning. I am svre many more plan
to do some pruning soon,

Pruning is done for the followinng
reasons:

1. To remove dead, diseased, or
injured branches.

2, To control the shape of the

plant.

3. To regenerate old plants.

4. To Iinfluence flowering and
fruiting.

5. To n:aintain balance between
stems and roots in transplanting,

When you prune, remove all dead,
diseased, injured wood. Be sure not
to cut away the trees or shrubs to
such an extent that it will ruin the
natural shape and beauty of the
tree or shrub as several have already
done in Lynn County, The beauty
of trees and shrubs are ruined more
by improper pruning than anything
else.

We enjoy trees and shrubs from
the standpoint of beauty more than
anything else, Then if we spoil the
beauty of our trees and shrubs by
improper pruning we have destroyed
one of the purposses of trees and
shrubs.
