Reported Lost

I Last week we ran the picture of
Homer Cleo McKee of O'Donnell,
who lost his life while fighting in the
Philippines under General Douglas
MacArthur, and stated that he was
the only Lynn County man in the
armed forces of the United States
who was known to have lost his life
during the present war

Monday our attention was called
to the fact that Carris Hodge of
Wilson. who was a nephew of Plt
Swann of that place, went down to
his death on the battleship Arizona
in Pearl Harbor on December 7, 1941.
Thus Lynn County lost one son in
|the first assault that Japan made
upon this country.
| Garris’ mother died at Portales,
New Mexico, eight or ten years ago,
since which time he had resided with
his uncle, Pat Swann at Wilson, until
he joined the Navy possibly a year
before the outbreak of the war, He
was serving as a fireman on the
Arizona., Some weeks after the Pearl
Harbor attack, the War Department
notified the family of Garris’ death
in that tragic act of treachery

If perchance there is any other
Lynn County man who is known to
have made the supreme sacrifice for
his country during or since the Pear]
Harbor incident, the News should
like to be informed of the fact.

Strikes in war industries are being
justified by some. Any man has the
right to quit any job he pleases at
any time he pleases, it is maintain-
ed, and to deny him the right to
quit would take away from him one
of his “inalienable” rights, it is ar-
gued

It is true that any man does have
the right to quit any job he pleases
at any time he pleases, so far -as his
employer is concerned, provided he
does not thereby violate a contract
with his employer injurious to the
latter.

But does he have the right to per-
suade others to quit? Does he have
the right to act with others in quit-
ting their jobs when by doing so he
imperils his country or increases the
peril which his country faces?

Yes, he hag the legal right to do
that; but does he have the moral
right to do it? We think not, and
many believe that he should not
have the legal right to do it. Espe-
cially do they believe that this is
true when already he is receiving the
highest wages like workmen have
ever received in history. And espe-
cially do they believe it is true when
the employer does not have a
ight to “fire.”

Gasoline, kerosene, benzine and
naptha are inflamable liquids that
constitute serious fire hazards. Keep
them all outside the house and never
near- an open flame.

Oil mops and rags soaked with |
oil and paint cause spontaneous
combustion.

in & metal container and oil or paint]
soaked rags should be disposed of
promptly after being used.

Before leaving an electric iron or|
other electric appliance in use, turn |
off the current.

LUBBOCK, March 31 — An acre
plot of guayule has been planted on
Texas Technological College farm
this week, one of several experi-
mental plots to be distributed over

a wide area in Texas and -other
southwestera states One-year old
ants shipped from the Salinas val-
+C) w Call rnia nave been Lrans-
plante 10-i..ch rows, with plants
spaced 30 inches apart.
The experiment is being made here

as re it of a visit to Tech campus
March 16 by J. T, Presley, in charge
of the federal program for Texas,

for conference with Dr. A. W. Young,
head professor of plant industry.
Rubber from guayule can be used for
most purposes for which Para rub-
ber is used, although necessary re-
moval by chemical processes of 16
to 20 per cent of resin adds several
cents a pound to production cost.

The guayule plant, a gray, shrubby
perennial two or three feet high at
maturity, grows wild over north-cen-
tral Mexico and in the Texas counties
of Brewster. Presidio, Pecos and Ter-
rell. It contains 3 to 7 per cent rub-
ber under cultivation. Elevations of
2500 to 4000 feet where the climate
is dry and warm most of the year,
with Jong periods of hot, dry wea- |
ther, and winter temperatures which |
rarely go below 15 degrees Fahren-
heit, seem most desirable i

The present experiment is being
made by the federal government to
determine the extent of the area
within the United States which can
be used for this plant

Production information on the
growth of guayule indicates that it
is Necessary to allow the plant to
grow. for about four years before
harvesting, since approximately 300
pounds per acre of extractable rub-
ber is formed each year for the first

4 years during the growth after
transplanting. In harvesting, the en-
tire plant including the root is re-

moved from the soll and the rubber
extracted. It is necessary, therefore,
in the culture of the plant that new
plantings be made every four years.

The observance of Army Day,
April 6, marking the twenty-fifth
anniversary of America's entry
into the World War in 1917, sig-
nalizes also the beginning of the
nation-wide movement for the as-
sistance of soldiers’ families and
dependents. Every community in

. the country today has its quota of
men iu the Army, and the home
folks of these communities are
organizing units of the Army
Emergency Relief.

The Army Emergency Relief is
a fund being raised to provide for
the assistance of dependents of
any soldier who wears the uni-
form of our country.

They have a useful function to per-
form. They have been instrumental
in crushing the baneful power of the
predatory rich and of faising to a
decent level the standard of ™ llving
for the laboring man and his family.
Before the labor unions appeared,
laborers were paid scandalously low
wages. They were compelled to work
through weary, interminable hours,
often in the most uncomfortable and
unsanitary surroundings. Children of
tender age worked for long hours in
hot. dusty, unventilated factories.
Women worked till their fingers were
sore and their backs bent even while
| bearing and rearing broods of under-
| nourished and otherwise underprivi-
ilned children. Factory owners grew
lrk'h through the sweat and the
lmood of the helpless poor.

The riot occur-
red when the police undertook to
break up & public meeting of an-
archists in Haymarket Square. One

of the number threw a bomb, which |

exploded and killed seven policemen
and wounded sixty others. It caused
great excitement throughout the ¢ity
and even throughout the nation.

for the crime eighteen months later,
one committed suicide the day be-
fore the execution and three others
were given long prison sentences.

Monuments were afterward erect-
ed in Haymarket Square in honor of
the seven policemen who had been
killed by the anarchists, and an-
archists in turn erected monuments
to commemorate the lives of the four
anarchists who had been hanged for
the murder.
