Bailey County EMS
director Chris Thompson
and County Judge Sherri
Harrison informed the
commissioners that with the
insurance check received as
aresult of an accident, along
with a $35,000 grant the
EMS had initially planned to
turn back, the ambulance

service will be able to
replace the ambulance with
a much better unit.
According to Thompson,
the year-old ambulance that
was involved in the accident
had apparently been a
disappointment, requiring
much more maintenance

Hospital administrator speaks out

To the Editor:

The hospital district has
received much attention
over the past several
months in your newspaper.
The majority of it has been

- reflective of a negative

perspective. Little attention
has been given to positive
aspects or efforts. Yet, the
paper has had access to
such information.

An example of the
negative perspective is the
lead article and editorial in
the Aug. 4 edition, where,
while admitting that the
action of the board of
directors at a recent meeting
was legal, the implication
was that it was some wrong.

The board has heard a
negative perspective of the

“hospital and its operation

from a number of people
who have raised concerns
over the past several
months. The board has an
interest in identifying areas
where improvements can be
made and address
concerns.

Covenant Health System
has the resources and
experience to objectively
evaluate the operation. Yet,
the editorial suggested that
Covenant would not be
objective and guestioned
“‘how independent a study
conducted by an entity as
closely tied to MAHD and its
administration as is
Covenant can be.” Such
assertion calls into question
the honesty and integrity of
the board, administration
and Covenant. It condemns
an activity even before the
activity occurs.

Concerns have been
expressed about the
hospital closing. The paper
is aware of those concerns.
And the paper is also aware
the hospital is having one of
the best years in its history
with a positive operating
income (profit) through June
of $445,142 — before tax
revenue is added. But such
perspective is not reported
to the people of MAHD by

Several years ago, an
attorney representing a

Concerns have been
raised within the district
about doctors leaving. The
hospital district too shares
that concern and is sorry
when any doctor decides to
relocate. The hospital would
prefer that who practices in
the district would choose to
continue to serve his or her
patients. However, the
district has had clinic service
contracts with three doctors:
Dr. Purdy, Dr. Sheets and Dr.

Dr. Sheets signed a new
contract in April, Dr. Purdy
in June, and a new contract
was offered to Dr. Smith.

Smith elected not to sign a
new contract, preferring to
change his style of practice
from clinic service to
emergency room service.

After Dr. Conard indicated
that he was leaving, the
district approached him with
a contract offer, which is still
an option available to him.
Too, he was asked what
could be done to keep him
in the community, and
dialogue continues. The
hospital hopes that he will
continue to practice here
and is anxious to work with
him.

In your you
published the
announcement “Dr. Sheets
Resigns.” And the article,
with the red hue, is
accurate. However the
hospital is working with Dr.
Sheets in a mutually
cooperative effort to address
issues he might have. What
Dr. Sheets is terminating is
the clinic services contract
with the district that he
signed in April. Without a
contract, Dr. Sheets still has
every right to continue to

Sheets leaves his practice in
Muleshoe, the search will be
broadened to include a
replacement for him.

New electric beds for
patient rooms have been
ordered. A new air
conditioning chiller is being
installed with improvements
to controls that will provide
for greater patient, visitor
and staff comfort.

A new floor will replace
worn out carpet in the
patient wings and nursing
area. Almost all patient
rooms have been repainted
and furnishings improved.

The hospital focus
continues to provide the best
service in the most
professional, productive,
compassionate, comfortable
manner possible to those
seeking hospital services.

Be on the lookout for children, buses

School children across
the state will head back to
school soon. Therefore, the
Texas Department of Public
Safety reminds all drivers to
watch out for children
walking to school or waiting
for school buses — and to
obey all traffic laws related
to school buses.

Drivers also need to slow
down and pay attention in
school zones. Children may
not be looking for oncoming
traffic when they step into
the roadway, so drivers
must remain alert.

“Although school buses
are the safest form of
transportation for students,
the most dangerous time of
the journey is when Kids are
entering and exiting the
bus,” said Col. Thomas A.

Davis, Jr.,
director of
the DPS.
“When a
school bus
is in the
process of
loading or
unloading
students,
the law
requires that drivers stop on
most roadways.”

State law requires
approaching drivers to stop
when a school bus is
stopped and operating a
visual signal (red flashing
lights or a stop sign). Drivers
should not proceed until the
school bus resumes motion;
the driver is signaled by the
bus driver to proceed; or the
visual signal is no longer

activated.

by an intervening space or
physical barrier. However, if
a highway is divided only by
a left-turning lane, the
roadways are not separated
and drivers must stop for
school buses.

Drivers who do not stop
for school buses face a fine
of up to $1,000. If a driver is
convicted of this offense
more than one time, DPS
can suspend their license

for up to six months.

“DPS has zero tolerance
for vehicles that pass
stopped school buses,”
Davis said.

“Drivers must slow down,
obey school zone speed
limits and stop for school
buses to ensure the safety
of Texas school children,” he
said.

* Be on time.

* Never run to or from the bus.

» Stay away from the bus until it comes to a complete stop.

» Stay in a group while waiting for the bus. If anyone
bothers you, tell a trusted adult such as your parents
or teacher.

» Stand back from the curb. Have a safe place to wait for the bus,
away from traffic and the street.

* Don't push or shove.

» Stay in your seat.

» Don't yell or shout.

» Always obey the driver and follow his or her instructions closely.

« Wait for the driver's signal before crossing.

* Pay attention to your surroundings. Although motorists are
supposed to stop for school buses loading and
unloading, not all of them do.

» Always cross at least 10 feet in front of the bus.

* Never crawl under a school bus.

Illegal Passing: The Problem

The big yellow school bus approaches the intersection of First and Main. Seven or eight el-
ementary school students are waiting near the curb. First the yellow lights come on. Then the
school bus comes to a halt. The red lights start to flash. The stop-arm goes out. The school bus
driver looks at the traffic behind her and in front of her and thinks, "Will anyone try to pass?"

School buses and motorists. Both have been part of the morning and afternoon landscape for
five generations of school children. Although yellow wasn’t adopted as the school bus color
until 1939, school buses have been around since 1915, about as long as the automobile.

In all that time there has been an uneasy co-existence between school buses and motorists.
School buses make frequent stops to load and unload students. It is the nature of their busi-
ness. By law, when a school bus stops to drop off or pick up students, motorists must stop too.
But motorists often don’t want to stop. Motorists want to get where they are going, with little
interruption and as quickly as they can.

In a recent survey on speeding and other unsafe driving behaviors, 99 percent of the drivers
interviewed felt that the most dangerous unsafe driving behavior was passing a school bus
with its lights flashing and stop arm extended. Passing a stopped school bus was considered
to be more dangerous than any other unsafe driving behavior, more dangerous even than
racing another driver, driving through a stop sign or red light, crossing railroad tracks with
red lights blinking, passing in a no-passing zone, and speeding.

Don’t put a child’s life and future on the line just to get
where you’re going a few SECONDS ahead of time! Stop.

The Number of Persons That Can
Safely Sit on a School Bus Seat

Federal regulation does not specify the number of persons that can sit on a school bus
seat. The school bus manufacturers determine the maximum seating capacity of a school
bus. The manufacturers use this number, which is based on sitting three small elemen-
tary school age persons per typical 39 inch school bus seat, in the calculations for de-
termining the gross vehicle weight rating and the number of emergency exits. School
transportation providers generally determine the number of persons that they can safely
fit into a school bus seat. Generally they fit three smaller elementary school age per-
sons or two adult high school age persons into a typical 39 inch school bus seat.

National Highway Traffic Safety Administration (NHTSA) recommends that all pas-
sengers be seated entirely within the confines of the school bus seats while the bus is in
motion. Federal motor vehicle safety standard No. 222, "School Bus Passenger Seating
and Crash Protection" requires that the interior of large buses provide occupant pro-
tection so that children are protected without the need to buckle-up. Occupant crash
protection is provided by a protective envelope consisting of strong, closely-spaced
seats that have energy-absorbing seat backs. Persons not sitting or sitting partially
outside of the school bus seats will not be afforded the occupant protection provided
by the school bus seats.

Avoiding the danger of handrail snagging

The bus driver’s responsibility:

The school bus driver is a trained professional concerned with getting children to school and return-
ing them home safely. Driving a school bus is a demanding task. There is a lot of activity in and
around the bus. The bus driver must be aware of ever-changing traffic conditions, the children on
the bus, and the children who enter and exit at each school bus stop. Compounding this already
complex situation is the need for the driver to maintain the school bus schedule.

The major reason for injury and death due to handrail snagging incidents is the driver’s failure to
notice that the child’s drawstring has become snagged. The driver should observe all children, espe-
cially those with long drawstrings, oversized or baggy clothing, or other items that may become
snagged in handrails, as they exit. Additionally, to ensure safety | at each stop, the driver should
be certain that each child has completely exited the bus and cleared the danger
zones before closing the door and moving the vehicle. The driver
cure the bus and check around and underneath the bus if there
tion of whether a child has moved safely away from the bus.
Finally, the driver must be alert for warnings as the bus pulls
away. In many of the snagging incidents that have occurred to
date, someone inside or outside the bus attempted to warn the
driver that a child was being dragged by the bus.
Children’s and parents’ responsibilities
Children and parents must also accept some responsibility for
ensuring that a snagging incident does not occur. While oversized
and baggy clothing may represent the latest fashion trend, try to
avoid choosing any article that may become caught in a school bus
handrail or door. The Consumer Product Safety Commission recom-
mends that drawstrings be no more than three inches in length at the
waist. Parents should caution children about attaching key rings and other items to their backpacks
as these too may become caught on the handrail or door.

historic range in the Midwest
and Southeast areas of the
country. The birds are a
valued inhabitant of farm
landscapes, an important
aspect of rural culture and
are a key element to the
heritage of hunting.

However, the northern
bobwhite quail population
has declined dramatically
over the last quarter-century.
Their habitat is disappearing
due to urbanization,
increased grassland
cultivation and a transitioning
of once grassy fields into
woods and forests — a
process called succession.

To underline the bird's
importance, the FSA, which
has the largest conservation
partnership involving private
land in the United States, is
paying private land owners in
35 states, including Texas, to
set aside land for quail
habitat.

The Conservation
Reserve Program's Northern
Bobwhite Quail Habitat
Initiative introduced a
conservation practice
intended to create 250,000
acres of early successional

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Agriculture research seeks answers to Lygus questions

Got Lygus? You may
indeed, without knowing it.
Sampling your alfalfa,
cotton or even roadside

. vegetation with a sweep net
will tell the tale pretty quickly.

Research under way at
the Texas A&M University
System Agricultural
Research and Extension
Center here is geared
toward finding out more
about lygus bugs and their
potential impact on cotton.

“Lygus are an unknown
quantity here,” said Dr.
Megha Parajulee, a Texas
Agricultural Experiment
Station entomologist. “They
can damage cotton by
feeding on young squares...
the fruit that becomes lint-
bearing cotton bolls.”

“In 2002, we began a
study to determine which
species of Lygus are
common here and which
host plants they prefer to
inhabit during their life
cycle,” he said.

The study has revealed
two species of lygus bugs in
a 25-county survey area
around Lubbock: pale
legume bugs and Western
tarnished plant bugs. The
latter is more numerous and
can pose a threat to cotton

if its preferred food plants
are not abundant.

“In our species survey
we determined that Lygus
prefer to live in and feed on
flixweed and mustard from
mid-March through mid-
April," Parajulee said. “Then
they move into alfalfa,
pigweed and Russian
thistle. They overwinter here
in alfalfa and pigweed.”

“They are opportunistic
feeders. We believe they
prefer these hosts plants
over cotton, but there is a
June through September
window when they will move
into cotton and feed on
squares, blooms and bolls
...If they are forced to. That
window closes after cotton
plants attain about 350 heat
units, a measure of daily
heat accumulation based on
maximum and minimum
temperatures. The bolls
then harden and become
impenetrable to lygus bugs,”
he said.

Lygus feeding can cause
cotton plants to abort
squares and small bolls, or
stain and reduce the
amount of lint. This damage
means fewer dollars for
farmers at harvest and in the
market place.

“Lygus populations on the
South Plains have been
pretty static for several
years,” said Dr. James
Leser, a Texas Cooperative
Extension cotton
entomologist who partners
with Parajulee in this
research.

“Lygus and fleahopper
damage was especially high
in 1999, but has generally
been much lower and spotty
during the last six years. In
1999, combined damage
from Lygus and fleahoppers
averaged about 12 percent,
and control costs added up
to more than $7 million
dollars.” he said/

Lygus are difficult to
control, often requiring two
or more expensive
applications, Leser said.

“Another species of Lygus
is a real threat to cotton in
the southeastern U.S. now
that the boll weevil and
bollworm have been taken
out of the picture through
eradication programs and
by planting Bollgard cotton,”
Leser said. “The resulting
reduction in sprays for these
two pests has allowed their
Lygus infestations to reach
damaging levels. | think they
are becoming more

noticeable in the Texas High
Plains because we, too, are
eliminating boll weevils and
reducing bollworm
infestations.

“But more impartantly, our
producers read about the
eastern Lygus problems
and assume that they, too,
will have similar problems.
Thus far this has not been
the case.”

By studying the host
plants that lygus bugs
prefer, their. feeding
behavior and patterns of
movement, the scientists
hope to develop tools
farmers can use to protect
their cotton.

“We are also evaluating
methods for sampling and
detecting Lygus in the field.
If we can combine accurate
sampling with knowledge of
how and when they move
and feed, we may be able
to control them before they
move into cotton,” Parajulee
said. “We are also
evaluating host plants in the
lab to see which ones Lygus
favor for reproduction. And
we are evaluating cotton
varieties for Lygus
resistance and tolerance in
the field as well as in the
lab.”

grass buffers along
agricultural field borders.

To date, more than 48,000
acres have been enrolled
nationwide. The FSA
estimates this nesting and
brood-rearing cover will
increase bobwhite quail
numbers by three-quarters of
a million birds annually.

trapping field sediments and
nutrients.

Knowing which varieties

“All of our current
treatment thresholds are
from Arizona,” Leser said. “It
will be helpful to have
treatment thresholds for
Texas and to know which
insecticides and doses will
work best here. We are also
looking for a simple, hand-
held tool producers can use
to gauge boll hardness in the
field ” so they can tell when
Lygus are no longer a
threat.”

The researchers are also
studying how irrigation
regimes may affect Lygus
populations.

As the researchers gather
more information about
Lygus, they will step up their
education campaign with
areafarmers. Leser's weekly
“Focus on Entomology”
electronic newsletter
provides information about
many important insect pests.
Lygus will also be a featured
topic in an ongoing series of
Crop Production Guides
Leser and other scientists
are compiling.

Extension’s integrated
pest management agents
are another avenue of
sharing lygus bug
information with producers.

“Focus on Entomology” is
available weekly during the
cotton growing season on
the Internet at http
lubbock.tamu.edu/focus/

“This is a team effort that
combines applied research
with a strong

extension component,”
Parajulee said. “We hope to
one day have more solid
information about Lygus than
questions.”

Their research is funded
by the Plains Cotton
Growers, Cotton
Incorporated and the Texas
Department of Agriculture.
