Humble No. 1 W. C. (BIl) Dulin
offset test is reported to be mak-
ing hole. It is located 2,038 feet
from the west and 1980 feet
from north lones of section 431,
block 9, EL&RR survey.

Abcut six miles northwest of

No Cause For

Undue Alarm

Austin, July 20.—State Health
Officer Geo. W. Cox has turned
the bright light of optimism on
the heretofore dark picture of
polio in Texas.

Observing that the state’'s 1,000
cases of polio since the year's
beginnirg has cocurred amcng a
population of 7% million people,
the health official Thursday de-
plored “the attitude of hysteria
that polio. creates in a commu-

| nity.”

That didn't mean people should
not be concerned, the doctor
commented, for a case of illness
in any form is good reason for
great oconcern.

“I'm ‘talking about the fear
that keeps a person or a whole
community from thicking straight

,Of course each case of polio is

in individual tragedy for the
family involved, but wholesale
public panic simply is not justi-
fied.”

He doesn't wact to encourage
complarercy ’éither, the . state
health officer said, adding:

From 25 to 40 per cent recover
with only minor disability, and
can, within very wide limits, lead
perfectly normal lives. From 15
to 20 per cent are more severely
handicapped, and 5 to 10 per
cent terminate fatally.

“It all goes to show that polio |
is actually a minor cause of iM-
ness, and an even less significant
cause of death when compared
to certain other communicable
diseises,” the health officer con-
cluded. . .
