’ Results of the recent chest x-
|ray in Lynn county show a total
lof 65 negative films out of 2-
562 pictures taken, according to
Dr. Geo. W. Cox, state health of-
ficer, in a recent letter to Coun-
ty Judge W. M. Mathis.

The tests show 44 Lynn coun-
ty people had films which sug-
gested that they had tuberculosis,
and 25 films showed evidence of
other chest disorders of non-
tubercular nature.

Dr. Cox asked Judge Mathis to
convey his thanks to the local
committees, the civic clubs,
volunteer workers, doctors, and
others who were responsible for
making Lynn county's first chest
x-ray survey such a success.

The South Pease above that
point has a dry bed except when
heavy .rains fall, but the. stream
of water coming from the spring
may be seen for hundreds of
yards down the river, and in fact
a mile below the spring the high
way from Dickens to Matador
crosses the river on a bridge.

Although, the river soon turns
north and/runs- northward be
tween ‘the neighboring county
seats of Matador and Paducah
the latter city, we were told, uses
the water from this spring for do
mestic purposes,

The water from the spring al
so can be turned into the swim
ming pool at will and will be
used regularly to refill the pool

One can well imagine that this
was a camp ground and watering
place for the Comanche Indians.
In fact, it is said that certain
holes to be found in sand stones
tnear the spring were used by the
llndians in which to mash or

In .order to avoid confusion, it
should be stated that Medicine
Mound mentioned on this monu-
ment is in Hardenman county a
few miles north of the Pease Riv
er but that Cynthia Ann Parker
was recaptured from the Indians
by Capt. L. S. Ross and a com
pany of Texas Rangers near
Margaret in Foard county a few
miles south of the Pease River.
A marker has been placed on the
spot. Medicine Mound was a pre
historic camp ground for the Co
manche Indians but it was on the
other side of the River and sev
eral miles away from the point
where Cynthia Ann Parker was
recaptured

After Cynthia Ann Parker war
recaptured in 1860, the Indians
of Northwest Texas were round
ed up and placed on reservations
in the Indian Territory, but Co
manches, Kiowas, and Apaches
continued for several years to
make occasional raids down into
Texas. Finally General R. S. Mac
Kenzie of the United States Army
was instructed to clean out thes
marauding bands and hé pro
ceeded to do so. He made a sur
prise night attack upon a big
‘band of Comanches at the junc
tion of the Tule and Palo Dure
Canyons in 1874, stampeded their
horses, and killed or captured the
entire band. We never hear of
any of them being in the wvicinity
of Medicine Mound or of Roaring
Springs after Cynthia Ann's re
capture; and I was not able to
gather any further information a
bout the place until 1885, except
that both the Matador Cattle
Company and the Espuela Land
& Cattle Company were organized
in 1879, and of course cowboys
were briught into the county and
into the vicinity of Roaring
Spring immediately following. In
1885 the Dutchman school was
established on Dutchman Creek
on the present site of Roaring
Springs and a man named Atchi
son was the teacher. There were
scme 12 or 13 pupils. Prior to the
building of that school house a
lit.le school had been conducted
in a cellar. The place was noth
ing more than a small school
center and trading point, how
ever,, until 1913,

But this is the sub
stance of it. John Parker and his
wife, two or three married sons
and two or three married daugh
ters and their children came to
Texas from Illinois about the
year 1834 or 1935, settled on the
Navasota River near the site of
the present town of Groesbeck,
county seat of the present coun-
ty of Limestone, and proceeded
to engage in farming on lands
near-by which they had procured
from the Robertson Colony. Since
hostile Indians were known to be
