Two of the prin 
cipal streams to bb crossed arc 
the Nine-Point draw and Tortil 
las Creek. To the left of the road 
going down, one skirts a vast val 
ley area on the east of the road 
known as Dagger Flats. I presume 
that it gets that name from the 
numerous Spanish Daggers the! 
grow in profusion there.

Texas, where there are large 
ranches, notably in some areas 
tike that around A b i l e n e ,  
cows often break t h r o u g h  
t h e  pasture fences a n d  graze 
i n large numbers alongside 
the paved roads.

'  And that bring! me ,to say a 
word about the flora and the 
fauna of the Big Bend area. Span 
iah daggers are to be found not 
only on the Dagger Flats but al 
most everywhere one goes in the 
Big Bend Park except on the 
mountains themselves. While they 
are not particularly attractive 
now, yet one can imagine that 
they present a wonderfully beau 
tiful panoramic view to tourists in 
the Park when they are in full 
bloom.

Also numerous in the Big Bend 
area are the Century Plants 
Where there are two or three in 
Tahoka. there are hundreds, pos 
^;hly thousands, of them in the 
Big Bend area. And there are 
numerous other aemi-tropical and 
»emi-arid plants and shrubs all 
over that area whose names 1 do 
not know and posabily never 
heard. There are said to be many 
such plants as lechuguilla. msri- 
iusna. and others from which 
Mexicans extract narcotics

Also there are many meaquite, 
catrlaw, white bnish. and other 
flowering shrubs from which the 
liees ‘extract honej^ There are 
many varieties of cactus. In ^ e  
mountains there are pinon. fir, 
cypress and other evergreen trees; 
and In some places a few cotton­
woods may he found.

As for animal life, there are 
*>aid to be a few black Iiear and 
mountain lions, ro panthers, in 
the Park We did not see any of 
these animals, howeser. except 
one lone deer. We stopped at 
one place this side of the Chisos 
to lof.k into an old cemetery in 
the brush alongside Ihe mad and 
“rousted up" a deer. He showed 
no disposition to make our ar 
quainlance, however, and fled 
further into the brush.

In one ranch In the Davis 
Mountains, however, we saw a 
deer and a couple of buffalo.

All domestic livestock havx 
been cleared out of Ihe Big Bend 
National Park. We never saw a 
(Ow, a hog. a burro a sheep, a 
'•oat. a chicken nor -a terkey in 
the vhole area Neither did wc 
‘oc a horse except thooe provid 
ed for the forest rangers and for 
riding purposes in the Chisos 
Mountains. Ill take It back. We 
did see one or two up at old 
Terlingua, I believe.'

There is one str 
non about some of the Big Bend 
mountains that may be worth 
vhile mentioning. Beginning a 
ew miles south of Marathon, 
here is a low range of mountains 
oqsisting of parallel ridges run 
inf in a general northeast and 

.southwest direction which yvill at­
tract the attention and arouse the 
curosity of the ordinary tourist. 
Each of these ridges consists of a 
succession of humps somewhat 
like those on a camel's back, with 
dips or saddles between the 
bumps, all connected with « beck-- 
bone or'outcropping of the stone 
that tops both the humps and 
the dips between the humps. The 
continuous'ridge of stones, how­
ever, does no t' protrude in an up­
right or perpendicular manner 
but at an angle of Apparently a- 
bout 30 degrees from a • vertical 
line, and all leaning the aarac 
way. There are other mountains 
Iwtween Alpine and Marfa that 
sem to have a structure similar 
to these south of Marathon. Ap 
parently some great up-heaval al 
some remote time in the past lift­
ed these great striita of rock from 
their original poaition, violently 
broke them in two. and left them 
standing partially edgewise. There 
are many of these ridgea running 
parallel, some of them close to­
gether. some of them farther a- 
paii, leaving valleys of varying 
widths between them. I have 
never read or heard anything 
from any geologist giving the 
scientific explanation of these 
strange phenomena, but it has 
occurred to me that the tame up 
heaval or series of upheavals 
that created these ridges with 
their strange backbones may also 
handmade ̂ ifts  in .the mountain* 
ihich we now know- aa the SanU 
Elena, the Mariacal, the Boquil 
las. and other canyons, through 
which the waters of the Rie 
Grande in some remote period 
of lime made their way and 
rradually wore away the bed and 
the walli to their present status 

I may be all “wet" as to this 
'or I do not claim to know much 
iboul geology. Guess I will have 
to start to school again and learn 
more about the make up of this old 
earth. Don't think I would have 
time to learn it all. however, be 
fore they “ring those golden bell* 
for you and me.” Guess there arr 
a lot of things that we all will 
have to learn after we "cross 
over Ihe River ” If we knew It 
all hero there would he r.Mhing 
for us to le.srn m er on the oth 
rr  side. I think that one of the 
joys of Heaven will he the learn 
mg of new things. If the I/wd 
will just permit me to tell oth 
ers about the wondeKul Ihings 
*hat I may learn. I may start a 
‘column" up there some time. If 
I do I want all you folks to read

lim e To Plant Winter Legumes
COLLEGE STATION, —Recent 

showers over many sections of the 
state should make it possible for 
farmers to plant a winter 'legume 
crop. The best time for fall 
planting, says E. A. Miller, Ex­
tension Agronomist of Texas A. & 
M. College, is from now until No­
vember 1st and he urged farmers 
to plant as soon as the supply of 
soil moisture is adequate to in­
sure' a stand and to get the crop 
started.

For the East Texas Timber 
area. Miller recommends the fol­
lowing legumes: hairy vetch, 
Singletary peas, Austrian winter 
peas and crimson clover. Dixit 
Wonder peas and common and 
Willamette vetch are adapted in 
the southern half of the area but 
are not winter hardy enough for 
fhe northern part of East Texas.

For the Gulf Coast t'rairie and 
South Texas areas, he says an 
nual yellow blossom sweetclover, 
(Melilotus indica), is well adapt­
ed and that the vetches and 
winter peas including Dixie Won 
dcr can also be growm. In the 
valleys of the Brazos, Colorado 
and Trinity rivers, where the 
soils contain more lime than 
those in the Costal prairies, hu- 
tkam^and Madrid sweetclover do 
wrell without the addition of lime 
to the soil. ,

Hubam and Madrid sweeclovers 
are recommended for the Black- 
land. Grand Prairie and South 
Texas regions because of. their 

-deep root system and ability to 
increase, the yields of crops that 
follow them and reduce the losses 
from cotton root rot. Their deep 
root systems open the soil, 
especially the subsoil, and thus

permits deeper and faster water 
penetration. The deep roots also 
add materially to the amount of 
organic matter in the subsoils. 
Evergreen biennial is an excel­
lent sweetclover for the area; 
however, the seed supply is limi­
ted.

Hairy vetch and winter peas do 
well in the areas but are not as 
effective in controlling cotton 
root rot as the sweetclovers nor 
in opening the soil with their 
root systems. Miller sajrs the 
sweetclovers should be planted In 
the fall in the areas south of 
Waco but spring seedings are 
recommended in the areas to the 
north of Waco.

Hairy vetch, according to Mil­
ler, is the most dependable le­
gume for planting in the West 
Cross Timbers area; however, 
winter peas and the sweetclovers 
are also adapted to this area.

For the Rolling Plains section; 
alfalfa,: hairy vetch, sweetclover 
and Austrian winter peas arp 
recommended. Alfalfa does espec­
ially wdll on the subirrigated soils 
of this region.

The priMipal adapted legume 
for the High Plains and the El 
Paso and Pecos valleys is alfslfs 
under irrigation. The biennial 
sweetclovers, hairy vetch and Aus­
trian winter peas can also be 
grown if irrigation is available.

Miller points out three mighty 
good reasons why winter legumes 
should be planted; to buira up 
soil productivity h) order to'm eet 
current and expected increases in 
demands for more food, as an aid 
to water and wind erosion con­
trol and to provide more forage 
for the farm livestock.

And finally Miller suggests that 
you contact your local county a- 
gent for information on legume 
varieties for your farm and the 
latest tips on fertilizing, inocu­
lating'and seeding practices.

Make Tests On 
DefoliationI

COLLEGE STA'nON, Results 
of cotton defoliation testa con­
ducted on experimental plots in 
commercial fields at Lubbock in 
1950 have been released by the 
Texas Agricultural Experiment 
Station.

Hi-Bred, Stormproof No. 1 and 
DelUpine (TPSA) were the moat 
easily defoliated varieties in this 
teat, in which Aero (Tyanamid, 
special grade, - defoliant was used, 
reported E. IT ’Thaxton, Jr., Junior 
agronomist at the Lubbock ' Ex­
periment Station.

In the teat with three ratea of 
■everal different chemical de- 
folianta, beat rMulta were' obtain­
ed with Sodium cyahamid a t' 10 
pounds per acre and Shed-a-Leaf 
at 7 pounds.

Six commercial defoliants were 
applied on a uniform field of cot­
ton under the direction of a rep­
resentative of each chemical com­
pany. The chlorate-baaed defoli­
ants gave the best results for to­
tal defoliation in this teat.

’Thaxton reported that at least 
30 gallons of spray solution per 
acre were necessary to eliminate 
dry burn in a teat on the best 
spray concentration.

Complete results of these ex­
periments are given in Progreaa 
Report 1382, which is available 
from the Publications Office, Col­
lege Station, Texas.

Usable Pans In 
Home Freezers

COLLEGE STA’nON, —The use 
of tri-purpose pans save , time. 

I energy a ^  fo ^ . Eliminate the 
' usual transferring' of food from 
, refrigerator container to cooking 
pan, and then to serving dish 
with utensils which can do triple 
duty, says Mrs. Bernice Claytor, 
Home Management Specialist for 
the Extension Service.
' Square or rectangular utensils 
without handles or knobs save 
space in the refrigerator. Metal 
pans generally can take the sud­
den change in temperature in the 
move from refrigerator to range. 
If you use glass, pottery or 
enamelware, it is safer to put 
such containers when cold into 
the oven, rather than on top of 
the stove because the oven heats 
them more evenly. Let the food 
and cold utensil heat up togeth­
er.

Mrs. Cbytor says be sure the 
glassware is made to stand high 
heat if you are using it on top 
of the stove. Oven glassware IsnT 
manufactured for this purpose.

If the time permits, take the 
dish from the refrigerator long 
enough before cooking to take 
the chill off. Otheiwlse, slip an 
asbestos mat under it and use 
low heat until the utensil no long­
er feels cold.

Farm Labor Is IVoUem Here
Now that cotton harvest time 

is here. The News is being ad­
vised by various labor agencies, 
fanner should be careful not to 
violate the child labor laws.

The News had a communication 
from one of the Federal labor a- 
gencies recently warning that the 
laws will 1^ enforced more strin­
gently this year.

The Federal law dealing with 
agricultural labor makes it illegal 
for farmers to employ children 
under 16 years of agtrfor harvest­
ing crops during school hours. 
This applies to local residents as 
well as migratory labor. However, 
a farmer may work his own child­
ren on his own farm during 
school hours.

Tho, farm .owner or operator is 
responsible for the children he 
works on his farm and for finding

the correct age of those children. 
He may protect himself by having 
the youth, trhere he is not cer­
tain said youth is 16 or over, by 
having youth get a certificate of 
age from the U. S. Department of 
Ubor. Wilful vioUtion of the 
child labor low is punishable by 
fine up to |10,008.

Incidentally, the County Judge 
has no authority to issue a "per­
mit to work" to a child under 16 
under the Federal law. Some 
farmers have confused the Fed­
eral law with a Slate child labor 
law which permits a child to work 
during school hours if he has a 
permit secured from the County 
Judge.

lived he would have been 70 
yearl of age this November.' As 
a youth he came to Frost, Texas, 
and there he was married on No­
vember 27, 1900, to Misa Argen 
Ada Griffin. He engaged in rail­
roading as a young man, moved 
out to Hamlin, thence to Lamesa 
in 1917. He engaged in farming 
in Dawson county, served that 
county as tax assessor and collec­
tor, and in 1922 acquired a mov-' 
ing picture show business in La- 
mesa. •

D. B., as he was affectionately 
known to scores of people^ bought 
the Tahoka picture show from E. 
L. Howard in 1925 and moved to 
this city. He renamed the show 
the "English," improved it, and 
In the early 1930’s built the pi^s- 
ent building now known as the 
Rose.
