- Do you think you’re commg down with the flu°

Influenza, also called the
flu for short, is a very
contagious disease that is
caused by the influenza virus.
According to the Center for
Disease Control and
Prevention (CDC, 2004), the

" influenza virus attacks the

respiratory tract in humans
(nose, throat, and lungs.)

Influenza is sometimes
confused with what people
refer to as the "stomach flu."

The main symptoms of
“stomach flu" are nausea,
profuse vomiting, and often
diarrhea. What we refer to as
“stomach flu" is not really flu
because it is not caused by
the influenza virus but rather
by other viruses, bacteria, or
parasites that cause illness.

Although children and a
few adults may experience
nausea or feeling “sick to their
stomach” as a symptom of
influenza, it is not the main
symptom but
secondary symptom of the
flu, often brought on by fever
or congestion.

“Influenza is a respiratory
illness not a stomach or
intestinal disease” (CDC,
2004). One of the ways
influenza or “flu” can be
distinguished from other
viruses, such as a common
cold, is that flu usually comes
on suddenly.

CDC (2004, 2005)
suggests if you have had a
sudden onset of iliness that

includes some or all of the |

following symptoms, you may
have the flu: fever, headache,
extreme tiredness, dry
(nonproductive) cough, sore
throat, nasal congestion
(runny or stuffy nose), or body
aches. ,

If you do have the flu, your
doctor will not prescribe
antibiotics because
antibiotics can only treat
bacterial infections not viral
inflections.

If you suspect that you
have the flu, however, you
should see your doctor right
away. He or she may be able
to prescribe an antiviral drug
(such as Tamiflu), which can
reduce the severity and
duration of symptoms and
reduce your contagiousness
to others.

Antivirals, however, must
be given within two days of
the onset of symptoms to be
effective. The Center for
Disease Control (2004)
recommends four primary
things you can do to treat
your flu symptoms: rest, drink
plenty of liquids, (primarily
clear broths and beverages),
avoid alcohol and tobacco
products, and take
medications to relieve your
particular symptoms of flu
(ask your doctor about the
over-the-counter medications
that may be helpful in
alleviating symptoms.)

The best way to deal with
the flu, of course, is to never
get it and if you do, to avoid
giving it to others.

Some important ways to
prevent the spread of flu are
fo:

Use
soap and warm running
water, rubbing your hands
together to remove any
germs. If running water is not
available, use a hand
sanitizer that contains
alcohol. These products can
be squeezed onto the hands
and simply rubbed in without

symptoms began.)

« Finally, one of the best
ways to prevent influenza is
to get vaccinated. There are
two types of vaccines
available: inactivated
influenza vaccine, also
known as the “flu shot,” and
live, attenuated influenza
vaccine, also called LAIV for

short. Ask your doctor about
which flu vaccine is nght for
you.

« Isolate the person who
has the virus. Stay home from
work. Have children stay
home from school or other
activities where they might
expose others. (Note: Flu can
be contagious from one day
before the onset of symptoms
until 7-10 days after

High Plains cotton harvest stays on track

High Plains cotton
_producers have taken full
advantage of favorable
October/November weather
conditions to make
significant progress toward
getting the 2005 crop from
the stalk to the module.

Because of the open
weather that has prevailed
since harvest got underway
more than six weeks ago the
area is estimated to be
approaching the 70 percent
harvested mark entering the
first week of December.

Now, producers with
cotton still in the field are
looking to maintain their
momentum and hopefully
complete the bulk of their
harvest before Christmas.

So far the only delays
producers have experienced
in 2005 have been caused
by high winds accompanying
several weather systems
that have passed through the
area.

Fortunately delays caused
by excessive wind have
rarely kept producers out of
the field for more than a day.

This is a significantly
different, and preferable,
situation for growers
compared to the conditions
they struggied to overcome
in 2004 when multiple
weather systems brought
precipitation in amounts that
caused significant harvest
delays across the area.

Through Dec. 1 cotton
quality reports from the
USDA Agricultural Marketing
Service-Cotton Division
show that the 2005 crop
could possibly be one of the
highest quality crops ever
produced on the Texas High
Plains when all production
finally gets ginned and
classed.

To date the Lubbock and
Lamesa Cotton Classing
offices have processed a
combined 2,089,052 bales,
nearly 40 percent of the
USDA National Agricultural
Statistics Service 5.3 million
bale production estimate for
the High Plains.

A 5.3 million bale crop
would establish a new
production record for the
area, breaking the previous

record of 4.9 million bales set
in 2004.

Individually the Lubbock
office has classed just over
1.6 million bales while the
Lamesa office has worked
through 471,039 bales of
2005 crop cotton.

USDA NASS is in the
process of updating iis 2005
production estimate and will
release -revised district
estimates on Dec. 9. In
addition to the revised Crop
Production Report, NASS
will also release a Cotton
Ginnings report on the Dec.
9.

Whether or not USDA's
December estimate shows
an additional increase in the
region’'s prospects will
largely depend on the
responses received from
cotton ginners since most
survey fields have now been
harvested.

Size isn't the only thing
setting the 2005 crop apart
however. Using season
average quality readings to
arrive at an estimated loan
value for the first third of the
2005 High Plains crop is an

eye opening experience as
well.

Bales evaluated at the
Lubbock and Lamesa
through Nov. 24 show
virtually identical quality
characteristics.

Quality at the two offices
is averaging Color 21, Leaf
3, Staple 35 (1-3/32nds
inches), Micronaire 3.7,
Strength 29 grams/Tex and
Uniformity of 80 on the bales
classed through Nov. 24,

Plugging these values into
the 2005 Commodity Credit
Corporation loan chart
generates an average loan
value of 56.50 cents per

pound.
For the season only six
percent of the bales

processed at Lubbock and
eight percent of the bales
classed at Lamesa have
received a penalty for
containing bark.

Based on the available
information the 2005 crop
seems destined to become
another milestone for High
Plains cotton production that
producers will strive to repeat
for years to come.

primary and contiguous
counties eligible to be
considered for low-interest
emergency loans from FSA."
“FSA will consider each
loan application on its own
merits, taking into account
the extent of losses, security
available, repayment ability
and other eligibility
requirements,” he added.
“Applications for loans
under this emergency
designation will be accepted
until July 14, 2006, for
production losses, but
farmers should apply as
soon as possible. Delays in

applying could create
backlogs in processing and
possibly carry over into the
new farming season,”
McCary said.

FSA is a credit agency of
the U.S. Department of
Agriculture. It is authorized
to provide disaster
emergency loans to
recognized farmers who
work at and rely on farming

for a substantial part of their

living.

Eligibility is extended to
individual farmers who are
U.S. citizens and to farming
partnerships, corporation or
cooperatives in which U.S.
