Hello, Ladies! Starting with this
issue of the Lynn County News,
household tips and new trends in
homemaking will be given each
week for your benefit.

With al this recent moisture
and sunny warm.days ahead, “gar-
den fever” is sure to reach an epi-
demic stage. Bluefford Hancock,
extension horticultural specialist,
gives these tips in gardening that
will help you enjoy your 1958 gar-
dening efforts: 1. Plan your gar-
den in advance; 2. Keep the gar-
den small. Planting a garden is a
lot  easier than controlling the
weeds; 3. Make a succession of
rlantings so as to have a continu-
ous supply of top quality vegeta-
bles; 4. Plant a variety of vege-
table crops.

Extension clothing specialists re-
mind us that when possible, buy
fabricg for home sewing which
have been thoroughly pre-shrunk
by manufacturer. This saves time
and insures continued fit and satis-
faction. Cottons, linens, and: wash-
able fabrios Should carry a guaran-
tee on table stating shrinkage to
not exceep 1 percent. When there]
is a doubt in your mind as to the
shrinking quality of the fabric, fol
low these directions for preshrink-
ing washable cottons and linens
before cutting.

Fold the fabric very carefully
into several thicknesses so there
are no wrinkles anywhere in the
yardage. Place the folded materi-
al in a barge pan or basin of warm
water and then into cold, being cer-
tain the watér penetrates into every
thread. Press the water out of
the folded fabri¢; do not wring.
Then hang the material over a rod
to dry. Do not hang on a clothes
line with the fabric pinned along
the selvage, since this might
cause it %o pull out of ghape. Press
when almost dry, being careful to

keep lengthwise and crosswise
threads straight. -
