Social Security 
Representative 
Here On April 9

"What must 1 do to get my 
I social security payments?” 
This question is being asked 
at the social security offices 

! many times a day as people 
I telephone and come into the 
1 office.

According to John G. Hutton,
| manager of the Lubbock social 
1 security office, any person 
facing retirement has a right 
to know in advance what will 

i be required when he files a 
elaim for social security pay 

1 ments. If he exercises this 
right, it will speed up tlie 
payment of his claim

The requirements depend 
upon the individual case.

If an individual, filing a 
claim for social security bene­
fits is a wage earner or salar­
ied person, he will need to 
bring his social security card, 
proof of age, and file his Form 
\V-2 from his employer, show 
ing his wages and tax deduc­
tions. Proof of age may be any 
evidence that would be accept­
able to a probate court, such 
as, an old life insurance policy, 
old family records, a certified 
copy of a public record or 
church record—this includes 
birth certificates and baptis­
mal certificates.

If a self-employed person, 
such as a businessman or 
farmer, is filing a claim, it 
will be necessary for him to 
submit copies of his tax re­
turns for the years 1937 and 
1938 and cancelled checks or 
receipts showing that he has 
paid the social security self- 
employment tax. The copies of 
the tax returns will be kept 
by the Social Security Admin 
istration. but the cancelled 
checks or receipts will he re­
turned to the claimant.

If claim is being filed for a 
child, or by wife, the clai­
mant should bring along the 
birth certificate for the child 
and a marriage certificate to 
support his wife’s claim.

F arm  Bureau secretary- 
treasurer, Roy V Miller at­
tended the Texas Farm Bureau 
president’s conference in Ama­
rillo last Thursday. Sixty or 
more counties were represent­
ed in the meeting which was 
devoted principally to wheat. 
Being in the worst condition of 
all basic commodities, surplus- 
wise, wheat is getting a lot of 
discussion in congress and 
other areas.

We wonder what you think 
of the Farm Bureau suggestion 
for wheat. It was pretty well 
outlined in the Friday morning 
Amarillo paper. One point of it 
would allow a wheat farmer 
to purchase the amount of 
wheat he would normally pro­
duce on land left out of pro­
duction from COC at normal 
production cost and sell it on 
the open market.

That, it is contended, would 
prevent continued piling up of 
surpluses while still giving 
the farmer the same volume of 
wheat to sell as he would 
have been expected to produce, 
had he planted and harvested 
it.

Farm Bureau policies de­
termined by its members, have 
always been aimed toward 
highest net income for pro­
ducers of all commodities. The 
record bears this out and this 
aim is still evident in Farm 
Bureau policies. Labor costs 
have always affected the cost 
of production directly and in­
directly. Industrial labor costs 
are reflected in the cost of 
farm machinery and supplies. 
Farm labor costs are reflected 
directly in the immediate cost 
of production. These costs 
must be subtracted from the
