In August. 1935, Pres.dent 
Franklin D Roosevelt ap­
p o in t e d  the hard-working 
Jongressional s e c r e t a r y  as 
state administrator of the Na­
tional Youth Administration in 
Texas.

Two years later, after re­
ceiving official recognition as 
one ot Die most effective NYA 
adminiairalui-s iu the nation 
he resigned to enter a special 
election to fill the Central 
lexas seal made vacant by the 
death of Congressman James 
l*. buc.ianan ut Hrennam John­
son won over a field of nine 
other candidates.

Then, in 1918, following re j 
^election to five successive | 
terms in the House, Johnson 1 
became a successful candidate j 
for the Senate. Honors and re- ; 
sponsibiiitles came fust.

His Democratic colleagues 
unanimously named him Ma­
jority Whip In the 82nd Con­
gress. Minority Leader In the i

85th. and 80th Congresses He 
was ttae youngest man in Sen­
ate history to V  elected *o
leadership office.

Throughout hi* successful
career, he has followed the 
same political philosophy. To 
legislative proposals, he ap­
plies the single-standard yard­
stick of what is best for the 
nation as a whole.

“ I am a free man. an Amer­
ican. a United States Senator,
and a Democrat — In th a t  
>rder.“ he once wrote.

Johnson has been a firm ad­
vocate of military prepared­
ness and a foe of extravagance 
and waste — of resources as 
well as taxpayer*' dollars.

Mrs. Johnson la the former 
Lady Bird Taylor of Marshall, 
Texas. They were married No­
vember 17, 1934, and have two 
daug iter* — Lynda Bird, born 
March 19. 1911. and Lucy
Balnea, born July 2. 1917.

TEXAS HOG PRODUCTION
Texas, which produce* far 

lesa pork than it consumes, 
had an estimated hog popula­
tion of 1.226.000 at the begin­
ning of this year with an aver­
age value of S2S.10 and a total 
farm value of $30,773,000. How­
ever, as the year progressed, 
this estimated value w e n t  
down as the hog market 
dropped.

Tha hog population In Texas 
has fluctuated widely through 
the years. Bark In 1870. there 
were as many as l.OtM.OOO hogs 
on Texas farms, with an aver­
age value then of $1.67 and a 
total farm value of $2,681,000. 
The all-time high In Texas hog 
production was In 1944. when 
3.106.000 head were counted 
carrying a total farm value of 
$36,535,000.

The current condition of the 
market offers little Incentive, 
hut it is figured that Texas 
now raises sufficient grain 
sorghum and corn to produce 
as many as 4.000,000 hogs a 
year. Texas now has about 46 
per cent of the grain sorghum 
acreage in the nation, and In 
a normal year can he counted 
on for about 270.000,600 bush­
els.

A continuing increase In 
corn production also can be 
anticipated. The nation's hogs 
consume about 40 per cent of 
the feed grains produced, and 
by applying this percentage to 
Texas and using average feed­
ing rates and s la u g h t e r  
weights it can be seen that the 

j 4,000,000 head production rate 
j could easily be achieved.

As for the present market 
situation and the outlook for 
the immediate future. Marvin 
L. McLain. Assistant Secretary 
of Agriculture, told the Na­
tional Swine Industry Confer­
ence in Iowa the other day 
that prospects are not as bleak 
as might be expected.

"Price-wiNC," he said, "de­
velopments of the past few 
months have been about what 
would be expected when hog 
production goes up material- 

j ly. Hogs got a little below $13 
I In October. For 1959 as a 
, whole, the average Is expected 
to he about $11.30 a hundred­
weight.

"Summing up the overall 
situation, as far as prices are 
concerned we are obviously in 
the low phase of a hog cycle. 
However, there are good indi­
cations that producers are 
working out from under the 

j current situation — as they 
} always do If given a chance. 
The whole situation is much 
better than some pessimists 

j were expecting a little while 
ago.”
