Stubble Mulching

surface throughout the re-
mainder of the year. Nearly
any type of sweep imple-
ment such as the Hoeme can
be used in stubble mulching.

The mulch left on the sur-
face serves several purposes.
First, it helps reduce evapora-
tion of soil moisture by offer-
ing resistance to the wind and
Jowering soil temperature and
by shading the soil surface
during the hot summer
months. Second, it aids in
moisture infiltration through
breakng up the sealing force
of a hard rain, plus adding to
the organic content of the soil.

Third, this mulch will pro-

ltect your soil from damaging
| erosion, both wind and water.

Cropland with a protective
cover of small grain residueé
very seldom blows. Water rui-
ning off the surface is slowed
down to a point where it does
not have force enough to erode
the soil. Experimental data
shows that stubble mulching is
the most profitable way to

handle small grain residues.
