On Minority Representation

Tahoka School Board members
were advised at the board’s regular
meeting Tuesday night that the
Southwest Voter Registration Educa-
tion Project has written Tahoka
schools in regard to the absence of
minority representation on the
school board.

The SVREP is the same group
which two years ago forced Lynn
County to redraw its precinct boun-
daries, after the San Antonio-based
group filed suit in federal court
claiming that the way the precinct
lines were drawn was not fair to the
county’s Mexican-American citizens.

In that case, the county was forced
to pay the costs of the SVREP’s at-
torneys as well as those incurred by
the county in answering the suit.

The letter to the Tahoka Schools
claimed that the SVREP had been
contacted by ‘‘minorities’’ who
claim that the at-large system of
electing board members currently us-
ed by Tahoka ISD ‘‘has denied them
representation in the school board.”
The letter alleges that the Tahoka
ISD has ‘‘minority student popula-
tion of 55.8 per cent, but only 9 per
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Group Challenges School

cent of the personnel is minority and
more importantly, there are no
minority members on the school
board."”’

In Lubbock a court ruling that at-
large elections are illegal has been ap-
pealed, with the appeal still pending.

O’Donnell School also received a
similar letter from the SVREP re-
garding the fact of no minority
representation on the board. Supt.
Dale Read said Wednesday that
seven years ago the same organiza-
tion advised the O’Donnell district
not to try to set up election of board
members by places. He also com-
mented that ‘“‘we’re a little different
from Lubbock, San Antonio or Cor-
pus Christi in, that we don’t really
have economic placement of people
within the city.”’

The father of a senior student
recently disciplined for a violation of
school policy appeared with the stu-
dent to request a closed session with
the school board. The board voted
unanimously to go into executive ses-
sion for reasons of ‘‘potential litiga-
tion,”” although the Texas Open
Meetings Law does not include such

a reason for closing a session to the
public and news media. »

Following the closed session, the
board discussed the case at length,
taking no official action.

A consumer can do him-
self and other consumers
a favor by understanding
the role of the Consumer
Product Safety Com-
mission, and reporting
unsafe products to them.
Because if a toy with
sharp edges cuts a child,
for example, similar toys
will cut other children,
unless the product is re-
ported to the Safety Com-
mission.

Sales Tax
Rebate Told

State Comptroller Bob
Bullock sent checks total-
ing $33.7 million in local
sales tax payments to 974
cities who levy the one-
percent city sales tax.

‘‘Statewide, these
checks are down more
than 3 percent frm last
year,”” Bullock said.
““This follows the down-
ward trend we're seeing
in state sales tax receipts.
For the first time in 21
‘years, we've seen a drop
in the number of sales tax
dollars collected from year
to year. We've found the
oil and gas industry pays
about 30 percent of our
state sales tax, either
directly or indirectly, and
the hardest hit areas of
our state are where the
local economy leans heav-
iest on oil and gas.”’

The City and MTA sales
taxes are collected along
with the state sales tax by
merchants and rebated
monthly to the cities in
which they are collected
by the Comptroller.

This problem will subside
when the soil temperature
increases, making condi-
tions more favorable for
seed germination and less
favorable for soil borne
disease organisms.

Traditionally growers
who plant early obtain
better yields than farmers
who plant late. If you con-
sider yourself among the
better growers who choose
to plant early, here are a
few helpful pointers:

-Use a soil thermometer
to record temperatures
during the morning hours
at a 4-6 inch depth for
several days before plant-
ing.

Company Opens

Windmill Electric Co.
of West Texas, a new
energy company market-
ing wind generators for
homes and small business-
es in West Texas has open-

ed in Midland.
The firm will sell the
generators through a

dealer system being
established throughout the
state.

Doug Wells, president,
said the firm plans to
employ approximately ten
people within the first year
of operation.

“The windmills use a
three blade design
developed in conjunction
with NASA and the
defense department,’’
Wells said. ‘‘We've
calculated that if the unit
operates just 50 per cent
of the time, they’ll pro-
duce about 882 KW hours
of electricity a month,’’ he
said.

The windmills are
engineered to . start  up
when the wind reaches 9
mph, and shut down
automatically at 50 mph.
Wells said the generators
have a rates power of
2,000 watts.
