SHOP IN TAHOKA

Tahoka school budget for the

coming year was adopted unan-
imously by trustees meeting with
new school Supt. Dale Summitt in
the regular July session last Thurs-
day.

The school budget adopted by the
board is about $12,000 above last
year’s budget. Board President Bob
Haney said the elementary schools
had increases of about $2,000 each,
mostly for materials related to
special programs adopted by the
school which were not in effect last
year.

The high school-junior high budget

has the rest of the increase, with
most of that being for some new
furniture items in some rooms to
replace worn-out pieces, plus added
expense related to the increase in
the number of computers in the
school this year.

An athletic budget calling for the
school to supplement the total by
about $34,000 was approved. This
was the same as last year, when the
athletic department brought in
about $14,000 in revenue to add to
the supplementary amount. When
Athletic Director A.D. Shaver pre-
sented this budget, Haney com-
mented that ‘‘this is the only
department that pays part of its own

budget.””

A long-standing controversy be-
tween the school board and the First
National Bank of Tahoka over the

bank’s taxes surfaced again as the
board ‘learned that the bank’s ap-
praised value for taxes on bank stock
had been lowered by the appraisal
district and then further lowered by
the board of review to about a third
of the value on which the bank was
assessed for taxes last year.

The school board indicated they
feel strongly that the appraised
values are too low, while the bank
officials have indicated just as
strongly that they feel the values
still are set too high, and have
notified the appraisal district that
the bank will file suit over the
matter.

Business Manager Loretta Tekell

reported a balance in all funds on
June 30 of $430,986, and said
current tax collections totaled
$743,836 and were 93.3 per cent
complete.

A policy on health care for those
students eligible under a federal
program called Chapter | was adopt-
ed by the board, and Summitt was
appointed textbook custodian.

The board voted to hire Carmen
Horn as high school mathematics
teacher, Molly Hemlinger as coun-
selor and Sherette Kimmel as a
kindergarten teacher. The school
still is seeking a high school prin-
cipal and a band director.

All school board members were
present.

By law the base loan must be set by a formula which
takes into consideration past domestic and world-
market prices, and PCG will urge Secretary of Agri-
culture John Block to “set the loan rate at the highest
level permitted by law.” Although all figures are not
yet in, PCG calculations show the possiblility of a loan
between 57 and 57.5 cents per pound, which would be
up from the 55-cent statutory minimum in effect for
both 1983 and 1984.

The target price, used to determine the amount of
each year’s deficiency payment, for the 1984 crop is 81
cents per pound. The 1981 Farm Act mandated an
increase to 86 cents in 1985, but Congress this year in
the Budget Reconciliation Act “froze” the 1985 target
at 81 cents.

However, authority remains in the law for the Secre-
tary to raise the target price if he determines it neces-
sary based on the increase in average cost of produc-
tion. So PCG will ask that the 1985 target price be
restored to the 86 cents that would have been in effect
automatically without the freeze put on by Congress
this year.

USDA figures received on the day of the PCG meet-
ing project the August 1, 1985 cotton carryover atover
8.7 million bales, up 500,000 from the previous month’s
projection and about 800,000 bales above expected
stocks on August 1, 1984. Under the Budget Reconcili-
ation Act a 3.7 million-bale 1985 carryout would re-
quire USDA to announce a maximum 20 percent volun-
tary acreage reduction program and a paid diversion
program (at the rate of 27.5 cents per pound) of at least
five percent. Percentages would apply to the national
base of approximately 15.6 million acres and partici-
pation in the combined program would be a prerequi-
site to eligibility for program benefits.

But the PCG Board doesn’t think such a program
would attract the broad participation necessary to
prevent excess production and price-depressing sup-
plies in 1985. The organization therefore is calling for
a program which will offer producers a payment for
idling 10 percent of acreage bases and requiring 15
percent additional diversion.

Recalling the problems experienced the past two
years with regulations on the care and use of acreage
taken out of crop production, the PCG group’s com-
ment to the Secretary also will include two recommen-
dations in that regard. First, the Board voted to sug-
gest that grazing of such acreage be permitted except
during the six-month principal season as in the past,
but that there be “allowances for (1) extended grazing
and haying under unusual weather conditions and (2)
haying of cover crops to be used exclusively for feeding
of the producer’s own livestock.”

Second, PCG wants to see all regulations relating to
the program’s “acreage conservation reserve”’ come
from the Agricultural Stabilization and Conservation
Service instead of the Soil Conservation Service as was
the case in 1984.

The originally announced signup dates for the 1984
cotton program were January 16 through February
24. The ending date was later extended to March 186,
but PCG directors consider even that date too early for
final decision-making. They are recommending that
signup be required no more than 45 days prior to the
final planting date established for each county.

Also on program signup, the Board agreed that
requiring producers to sign binding contracts, as was
done this year, increases program effectiveness, but
will ask that “county ASCS committees be allowed to
void contracts when there is a change of tenant and/or
landlord after the signup date, or when initially
planted crops are destroyed by an act of God and pro-
ducers wish to plant an alternative program crop or
Crops.

In other action the Board approved a 1984-85 PCG
budget of $322,5600, just over 1.5 percent above the
$317,250 budgeted for 1983-84.

textile needs of its own
consumers.

In addition, there seems
to be less pressure on the
U.S.S.R. to generate for-
eign exchange through
cotton sales,. the team
reported.

apparel goods. Members

Venezuela could be a

good market for U.S. cot-
ton in the short term.

In the longer term, when
Venezuela's economy bal-
ances out, it would be a
likely prospect for pur-
chases of high-quality fin-
ished U.S. goods. Costa
Rica and the Dominican
Republic, already re-
export markets for un-
finished U.S. textiles and
apparel, could become
more important markets
in the future.

White grub control in
lawns is important during
the summer season.

May or June beetles are
emerging from the soil
and starting to swarm in
late evenings. Females
are laying eggs and white
grub worms that hatch
will soon be feeding on
roots of bermudagrass in
home lawns. Once grubs
begin feeding, control
measures should be
taken.

Treatment time varies
with the particular area
of the state and ranges
from early July in South
Texas to mid-August in
the Panhandle. Home-
owners in Lynn County
will need to treat between
late July to mid August.
Timing of application is
critical for adequate con-
trol.

White grubs in excessive
numbers can heavily dam-
age Lawns. Check for
white grubs by cutting a
square foot section of sod
with a shovel and examin-
ing the roots and soil to a
depth of 4 inches. Ex-
amine at least one square
foot of sod for 1,000
square feet of lawn area.
Chemical treatment s
needed if there are more
than four grubs per
square foot of sod.

Diazinon, Dursban or
Dylox provide adequate
control and should be
used at recommended
rates given on the chem-
ical container label. The
granular form is easier to
apply and to wash into the
soil than liquid or spray
formulations. After using
granules, drag the grass
with a tow sack or water
hose to knock them down
to the soil. Then apply
enough water to soak the
granules into the soil.

the rate of 25 gallons of
water, including the in-
secticide, per 1,000
square feet to wash the
insecticide into the soil.
Wetting the lawn before
spraying also helps. Al-
ways keep children and
pets off the treated lawn
until the grass is dry.

The key to white grub
control in home lawns is
proper timing of chemical
applications and getting
the insecticide through
the grass to the root zone
where grubs are feeding.

It is a fact that noise, if it
is loud enough and lasts long

enough, can damage your .

hearing. Unfortunately, the
damage be permanent.

Hearing | occurs when
tiny cells in the inner ear
are damaged by exposure to
loud noises. The longer you
are exposed to a loud noise,
the more damaging it may
be. Also, the closer you are
to the source of intense noise,
the more harmful it is.

More people suffer hearing
loss from occupational noise
than from any other single
cause. If you work in a noisy
environment where there is
no hearing conservation
program, you should obtain
hearing protectors, have your
hearing tested annually and
have the noise at your work-
place measured.

The noise from guns is also
damaging to the ear. Anyone
who uses a gun or is near
someone who does must use
protective ear covering or
risk damage. This is particu-
larly true if you are firing
indoors. Listening to loud
music for extended periods
of time can also cause prob-
lems. Especially alarming is
youngsters’ tendency to play
‘walkman’-type stereos too
loudly. If someone next to
the person wearing the
headset can also hear the
sound, the volume is probab-
ly damaging the user’s ear.

Noise is usually loud
enough to damage your hear-
ing if:

1)you have to raise your
voice over background noise
to make yourself heard

2)the noise hurts your ears
or makes them ring

3)you are slightly deaf for
several hours after the noise
There are ways to protect
your hearing, however. Noise

protéctors such as ear plugs
or earmuffs reduce risk. Or
dinary cotton in your ears is
much too porous to provide
any substantial protection
Ear plugs, when snugly
fit, provide approximately 15
decibels of protection. Well-fit
earmuffs screen out more
noise than earplugs — up to
25 decibels..(Caution: glasses
may decrease protection from
earmuffs by causing improper
fit.) A combination of both is
the best protection
Symptoms of hearing da-
mage caused by noise include
loss of high frequency sounds
(for example, the high pitch-
ed voices of women and chil-
dren) and distortion. You
may confuse some conso
nants, particularly s, f, sh,
ch, h and soft ¢ sounds. Also,
words that rhyme and begin
with high frequency conso-
nants may sound alike (ex
pill, fill, sill)
You may have been grad
ually developing hearing loss

and therefore are not aware
of it. Tinnitus (ﬁ“m the
ears) is often a able
symptom of long-term expo-
sure to damaging noise.
.Sometimes these symptoms
can be caused by nothing
more than impacted wax or
an ear infection. Your oto-
laryngologist can diagnose
your hearing problem with
a thorough examination and/
or tests and suggest proper
treatment.
