Concerns about the
requested road upgrade
adjacent to the Panda
Ethanol plant west of
Muleshoe took a surprising
turn at Monday’s regular
meeting of the Bailey
County Commissioners
Court when Judge Sherri
Harrison announced that
Texas Department of

Transportation officials in
Austin had given their nod
of approval.

Judge Harrison explained
that during a recent trip to
Austin, with Muleshoe
Economic Development
Corporation Director Janet
Claborn, state TXDot
officials were of a different
opinion from TxDOT officials
from the Lubbock office,
who appeared at the
commissioners July
meeting with the news that
TxDOT wouldn’t be able to
help with the requested road
improvement.

“It was pretty
phenomenal,” said the
county judge.

“We went to meet with

them to see if it was worth
the county’s time to apply for
a grant,” Harrison said. But
instead of an attitude of
“No… no… no,” the judge
said Bailey County had
encountered from officials in
Lubbock, she said officials
at the capitol said, “We’ll do
it all,” referring to not only
the road word that will be
needed, but also work in the

adjacent right-of-
ways.

Harrison said
she was told the
entire process
would take about
three years, and
indicated the
state was also

willing to work with Bailey
County on payment of the
required matching funds,
possibly postponing
payment until the county
begins receiving tax funds
from the plant and dairies
being built along the
upgraded road.

TxDOT representatives
from Lubbock spoke with
the commissioners Monday,
noting that the roadway “is
a go right now,” but also
noted that public hearings
would be required as part of
the process, and that

Panda Ethanol
road improvement
gets TxDOT nod

The Muleshoe Area
Hospital District’s Board of
Trustee’s authorized its
president, Ronnie Dent, and
hospital administrator Ray
Mason to enter into
negotiations to sell Park
View Nursing Care Center
to a Laurel Healthcare
Providers, LLC, of New
Mexico, during a special
meeting Monday.

At the board’s Dec. 14
regular meeting, Dent
announced that a private
company had contacted
MAHD concerning an
interest in purchasing the
nursing home.

At that time, Dent said, “If
this is viable for the district,
we will be pursuing this as
soon as possible. In
pursuing this (issue) we will
be looking at three things:
Their financial abilities, their
credibility, and their concern
for the district and this area.”

In the prepared statement
released after the hospital
board returned from
Monday’s two hour
executive session, Dent
said, “The board has
received the party’s financial
statements and the
president and several board
members, along with the
hospital administrator and
Park View’s administrator
have inspected several of
the party’s facilities. Thus
the board believes Laurel
Healthcare Providers, LLC,
to be a viable party to
purchase Park View.”

Both Dent and Mason
appeared before the
Muleshoe City Council at it’s
regular meeting late
Monday afternoon in
regards to the possible sale
of the nursing home, which
was built on a 15-acre tract
of city property adjacent to
Muleshoe’s new city park,
and leased to the Muleshoe
Area Hospital District for 99
years in 2000.

“We feel that we’ve
thoroughly investigated this
entity,” Dent said.

“We feel like the hospital
can never grow like it needs
to grow as long as the
nursing home is part of the
district,” Dent added. “I think
Muleshoe can have the best
of two worlds.”

The MAHD board
president explained that for
the sale to go forward the
property on which the
nursing home was built
would need to be
transferred to the MAHD.

Muleshoe City Manager
David Brunson told the
council that state law would

School board approves Dillman floor scheme

The Muleshoe
Independent School
District’s Board of Trustees
approved the basic floor
scheme for the expansion
project at Dillman
Elementary during
Monday’s regular meeting,
but were also faced with the

hard reality that the project’s
expected cost had risen to
about $4.7 million, greatly
reducing the possibility of
improvements at the junior
high.

Following the
presentation by the district’s
architects, and discussion of
the project timeline with a
representative of the

construction management
firm hired by the school
board at the end of 2006,
Superintendent Gene
Sheets said, “They’re very
committed to the June 4
construction date.”

Sheets explained that the
construction manager at risk
could give the required
“guaranteed maximum price

at various points in the
construction and planning
process, but that a “sharper
pencil” could be put to
paper, giving a more
accurate figure, after the
subcontractors involved had
submitted their bids.

“This team thinks we can
get a better guaranteed
maximum price if we wait
until after sub (contractors’)
bids are in,” Sheets added.
“I think it’s a better deal for
everyone.”

“This is going to be a busy
spring,” said the
superintendent, “but it’s
going to be an exciting
time.”

Currently, the schedule
calls for ground-breaking
ceremonies on May 16, and
actual construction to begin
on June 4. The project is
targeted for completion on
May 30, 2008.

While the school board
discussed the aesthetics of
the finished building, it was
evident from the statements
made by the board
members and the
superintendent that the
“best bang for the buck,”
required them to be as
frugal as possible.

allow the transfer of the
property in question at a less
than fair market value to a
public entity — such as
MAHD — which has the
power of eminent domain,
and suggested that the city
“survey off” the approximate
five acres on which the
nursing home is situated
and return the remaining 10
acres to the city.

“It would be cleaner for
the hospital district to own
that property,” Brunson said.

During the discussion that
preceded action by the
council on the issue, Mayor
Pro-Tem Earl Behrends
asked if the sale of the
nursing home would reduce
the hospital district’s tax
rate, and also asked about

Park View’s recently
purchased van — which he
noted had been paid for in
large part by donations from
Muleshoe area residents.

Although Dent didn’t
address the question about
the hospital district’s tax
rate, he did note that the
company under
negotiations to purchase
Park View would be
purchasing the van at it’s
“full price.”

The city council voted 4-
0 authorizing the city
manager to negotiate with
the hospital district over the
transfer of the property.

Commenting on what he
described as the city’s “long-
working relationship” with
the hospital district, Mayor
Cliff Black said, “This will
work for both parties.”

Lazbuddie honor rolls released

The Muleshoe City
Council took no action
during Monday’s regular
meeting regarding a request
for an ordinance to be
passed that would require
individuals or organizations
hosting large gatherings to
hire security for the event.

Julian Dominguez, who
described himself as a part
owner of RASS Security &
Private Investigations,
urged the council to pass
such an ordinance,
especially for events at
which beverages containing
alcohol are served or likely
to be present.

Dominguez admitted that
the ordinance would benefit
his company, but said his
primary purpose for
suggesting the ordinance
was to protect the citizens

of Muleshoe.
“Wouldn’t it be simpler not

to allow alcohol at the
events?” Council member
Sharon Grant asked.

He responded that
alcohol would always be
present at events such as
the local softball
tournaments, even if laws
prohibited it, and said the
presence of private security
would discourage its use,
especially by “underage
minors.”

When Grant asked Police
Chief Brian Frieda, who was
in attendance at the council
meeting, if the alcohol use
was a big problem, the
police chief said he probably
needed to talk with Lt.
Benny Parker about the
history of such events in
Muleshoe prior to Frieda’s
arrival, but indicated that he
was unaware of it being a

problem.
“What do you consider to

be a large gathering?”
Councilman Earl Behrends
asked Dominguez.

When Dominguez
suggested the number
expected at an event
requiring security be set at
75 and up,  Behrends
replied, “I attended a 50th
anniversary recently and
there was at least that many
there.”

While Mayor Cliff Black
and City Manager David
Brunson offered similar
comments.

“That’s a Sunday
morning,” Brunson said.

While the mayor
wondered what a local
church that served “the real
stuff” during its communion
service would be required to
do under such an
ordinance.

In other business
Monday, the council:

• Voted to finance the new
fire truck being ordered
through Baystone at 3.919
percent interest on a seven
year note.

• Approved a municipal
policy that would set the rent
for “non-exclusive” space on
one of the city’s water
towers at $400 per month.

Brunson said fixing the
rental amount in the policy
would prevent accusations
that the city was being more
favorable to one business
over another seeking the
use of such space.

• Noted that the city
council would be calling for
an election at its Feb. 12
council meeting for Place 1
and Place 2. The filing
period for places on the
ballot will be from Feb. 10
through March 12.

No action by council on proposal
for security at large gatherings There were 20,000

sandhill cranes on the
Muleshoe National Wildlife
Refuge and 15,000 on

Baileyboro Lake at the time
of the crane count on
Monday, Jan. 8.

One hundred American

coots were also present on
the refuge. The waterfowl
count included 75 pintail
ducks and 75 mallards.
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“alternate routes” would
also have to be taken into
consideration.

The TxDOT officials also
reminded the court it will
have to decide which seven
miles of road currently
maintained by the state
would become the county’s
responsibility as part of the
“trade-out.”

On an unrelated issue
Monday, the commissioners
court accepted the
resignation of Bailey County
Emergency Medical
Services Director Chris
Thompson, effective Jan.
15.

County Judge Sherri
Harrison explained that

Thompson had taken a
position with an air
ambulance service.

With the management of
the county ambulance
service still up in the air, due
to the proposal the court has
received from Covenant
Health Systems, the
members of the court
discussed the appointment
of an interim director until
the court was closer to a
decision concerning the
Covenant proposition.

The court discussed the
issue with Kim Bales of
Muleshoe, and current
BCEMS paramedic Will
Winters, also of Muleshoe.

Although Lamar Hayes of
Covenant was listed on the
agenda for Monday’s

meeting, he did not appear.
However, the
commissioners briefly
discussed the previously
received proposal, which
included a $120,000
payment for operation of the
service.

Some of the
commissioners court were
concerned about the large
amount, along with the fact
that it would be going to an
“out-of-county” entity, and
suggested that the court
may need to meet with the
Muleshoe Area Hospital
District’s board of directors.

“I’m not ready to make a
decision obligating the
county to $120,000,”
Harrison said.

In other business, the

commissioners court:
• Authorized the county

judge to sign a resolution
amending representatives
to the Tex Pool, replacing
former County Treasurer
Donna Kirk with current
County Treasurer Shonda
Black.

• Approved the quarterly
investment reports for the
periods ending Dec. 31,
2005; March 21, 2006; June
31, 2006; and Sept. 30,
2006.

• Discussed the building
of an office building for
Precinct 2. Commissioner
C.E. Grant said he’d
received insurance funds of
about $12,500 from hail
damage to the precinct’s
previous office building, and

that he planned to use the
funds to construct a metal
building for a total estimated
cost of about $16,500. “It
needs done,” Grant said.
“We have to have
something.”

• Approved a request
from the county for road
materials from the Texas
Department of
Transportation valued at
$18,131 for Precinct 3 and
Precinct 4.

• Discussed the adoption
of an official county road
map, but took no action. “If
we’re going to do this… this
is the time to get it done,”
the judge said. If approved,
she said the process would
take about a year, including
the required public

hearings.
• Approved the order of a

motor grader for Precinct 4
from Warren Cat at a price
of $63,211 after trade-in.

• Approved in-county
travel forms, and soil
conservation worksheets.

• Approved the country
treasurer ’s report for
November 2006.

• Approved the minutes
from the Dec. 13 and Dec.
29 meetings.

• Set the terms for Justice
Court and County Court
without change from 2006.

• Appointed the county
commissioners as their
precinct’s road overseers.

• Approved the payment
of county bills totaling
$209,591.16.

Although, Clayton was
a dedicated Aggie he also
earned an MBA from the
University of Texas and
was awarded with
honorary doctor of law
degrees from both Texas
Tech University and
Texas Wesleyan
University.

Clayton was first
elected to the House of

Representatives in 1962,
where he served until his
retirement from public
office in Jan. 1983. He
continued to work with the
legislature through 2006.

Clayton was elected as
Speaker of the House in
1975, and served an
unprecedented four terms
in that position.

As speaker, Clayton
served as chairman of
both the Southern
Legislative Conference
and the Council of State
Governments. Clayton
also served as president
of the Interstate
Conference on Water
Problems, president of the
Southern Speakers
Conference and served
on the board of directors
of the National
Conference of State
Legislators.

He was chosen as one
of the “Ten Best
Legislators” while serving
as speaker and was
selected as one of the
“Ten Most Influential
Lobbyists” in 1997.

In May 2000, he was
named to the “History
Makers of the High Plains”
for the 20th Century by
the Amarillo Globe News.

He won the “Greatest
Texas Statesman of the
20th century” web poll
conducted in December
1999.

In the spring of 2000,
The Bill Clayton Detention
Center was named and
dedicated in his honor.

Clayton now resides
with his maker in that
eternal place prepared for
believers, not created by
hands, but by God alone.

Christians Really Do Stand

On the Shoulders of Giants

It’s been a long time since I
sat in a classroom in the old
main building at Abilene
Christian University and lis-
tened to Dr. Lemoine Lewis
lecture on church history.

Dr. Lewis knew whereof he
spoke. Harvard-educated and
with more knowledge, wis-
dom, and experience in the tip
of his little finger than I had in
my whole body, his eyes sort

of glazed over as he began
telling stories as if he were see-
ing pictures from another
world, though it wasn’t anoth-
er world he was seeing at all—
just another time and another
place so real to him that he
made them real to us. 

It was like he was there,
transported back almost two
thousand years. I wouldn’t
have been surprised to learn
that he had indeed been there
and seen those things in person.
He had been teaching at ACU
since several decades before,
when my mother and father had
been students there (and Mom
was 42 when I was born!). 

Dr. Lewis must have graded
on the most serious curve those
halls of learning ever beheld. I
always took pages and pages of
notes, trying in vain to jot down
names and dates but mostly try-
ing to record the stories he told.
When I took his tests, I knew
for sure I’d failed miserably, yet
somehow I always passed.

His tests scared the bejab-
bers out of me. But his stories
enthralled me. I’ll never for-

get, for example, Dr. Lewis’
telling the story of the martyr-
dom of Polycarp. Polycarp had
been a student of the Apostle
John and had later become
Bishop of Smyrna. 

Old Polycarp could have
saved his own physical life sim-
ply (simply?) by denying Christ
and swearing allegiance to the
Roman Emperor, but, faced
with that choice, this was his
response: “Eighty and six years
have I served him, and he never
did me wrong; and how can I
now blaspheme my King that
has saved me?” And Polycarp
died, burned at the stake. As
Dr. Lewis told the story, tears
rolled down his cheeks.

I’m pretty sure I deserved to
fail that class. The grade was a
gift. But the best gift Dr. Lewis
gave his students was in help-
ing us connect to giants of our
faith that we had never known.
He inspired me to search for,
to long for, more connection
with giants across the cen-
turies, and  across oceans, and
across denominational divides.

We are no smarter than were
the ancient followers of Christ
and certainly no more faithful.
Only chronological snobbery of
the worst ecclesiastical sort cou-
pled with vast ignorance would
make us think that Christianity
has somehow arrived with our
generation, or our denomina-
tion, or a group of folks fifty
years ago, 200 years ago, 10 or
15 centuries ago, or whenever.

We stand on the shoulders of
giants. And whether they’re
named Paul, or Polycarp, or
Martin Luther, or (I hope you
name some of your own, too)
G. B. Shelburne, Jr., or Joe
Harbin, or Tom Langford, or
Tennie McCormick, I’m so
thankful for the way God has
blessed us with their lives and
their stories.
