When  we had that 
newspaper mentioned earlier 
in this column in Newburgh, 
Indiana, we must have lost 
hundreds of makeup rules. I 
remember saying once that

Up to about 1960, most 
small town newspapers were 
printed from type set on 
linotypes, with each line of 
type cast in hot metal and then 
put together to more or less 
make sense, and the surface 
was inked and the paper 
pressed against it to make the 
image, rather like a rubber 
stamp works.

Time To Treat Cattle For Gmbe
Cattle grubs are internal 

parasites and their damage is 
largely unseen, yet they cause 
greater economic losses to the 
U.S. beef cattle industry than 
any other insect pest.
IVhile grubs are usually found 

on the backs of infested animals 
during the winter months, 
that’s not the time for control 
measures since the pests have 
already done their damage. 
Grubs are the larvae or worm 

stage of heel flies, and adult heel 
flies are active over most of the 
state from March through May. 
The time to control grubs is

during the period of May
through August when grubs are 
small and before infested ani­
mals suffer stress, weight loss 
and d e b a se d  feed efficiency. 
Heel flies cannot sting, have no 

functional mouth parts and
cause no pain to cattle. Yet, they 
frighten animals, making them 
difficult to manage.

Heel flies lay their eggs on an 
animal’s hairs in the lower leg 
region, glued in position. Tiny 
larvae hatch in a few days, crawl 
down to the base of the hair and 
burrow into the animal’s skin. 
Then they begin a migratory 

course through the animal’s 
body, congregating in the throat

after a few months, and after six 
to eight months, appear in the 
grub stage in the animal’s back.
If a producer has a history of 

grubs in his cattle herd. Young 
recommends treating each ani­
mal over three months of age 
with one application of an ap­
proved systemic insecticide or 
injectibie treatment during the 
May through August period.
Systemic insecticides are ab­

sorbed directly through the ani­
mal’s skin, circulate throughout 
the body, and kill grubs while 
they are small. Injectable treat­
ments are circulated in the 
animal’s body fluids to kill the 
invading pests.
These insecticides come in 

various forms, dips, sprays, 
pour-ons, injections and spot-on 
treatments. A listing of ap­
proved insecticides and methods 
for controlling cattle grubs is 
available at the County Exten­
sion office.

Cotton Today

Jones To Keynote Conference:
Frank B. Jones Jr., Lamesa, 
Tex., cotton producer and presi­
dent of The Cotton Foundation, 
will deliver the keynote address at 
the National Cotton Outlook 
Conference June 10-11 in 
Phoenix. Jones’ topic will be 
"Cotton’s Challenge for Effi­
c ien t P ro d u c tio n  and 
Marketing.’’

The conference, sponsored by 
the Foundation and the National 
Cotton Council, will be held at 
the Arizona Biltropre.

Dr. Richard A. Herrett, ICl 
Americas, Wilmington, Dei., and 
Richard S. White, Deere Sc Co.. 
Des Moines, will discuss efforts 
to help cotton achieve cost-

competitiveness into the next cen­
tury.

U.S. Mills Using More Colton: 
During the month of April, U.S. 
textile mills used cotton at a 
seasonally adjusted annual rate 
of 6.6 million bales. This was 2.8

percent above March usage, and 
18.8 percent higher than in April 
1985, according to National Cot­
ton Council market researchers.

Cotton’s share of total fiber 
use was 27.3 percerit, up 2.5 ber- 
cent from the same month a year 
ago.

SODIUM LABELS TAKE EF­
FECT IN JULY-Consumers 
should find it a little easier to cut 
back on sodium in their diets, 
thanks to a new Food and Drub 
Administration (FDA) regula­
tion, says a nutritionist. Beginn­
ing July 1, 1986, the FDA will re­
quire that the sodium content be 
shown on any food that provides 
nutrition information on the 
label, reports Mary K. Sweeten. 
"The regulation should be of real 
help to people who are concerned 
about the hidden sources of 
sodium in processed foods,’’ she 
says. According to the nutri­
tionist, sodium content will be 
listed in milligrams per serving. 
Consumers can use that informa­
tion to see if they are staying 
within the recommended sodium 
intake of 1,100 to 3,300 
milligrams a day.

General Telephone will offer an optional customer ex­
change program to all Wilson customers. This exchange pro­
gram will be in effect Thursday, June 5, through Friday, 
September 5, 1986.

The exchange program is being offered to single line 
residential and business customers with leased equipment who 
wish to exchange their present rotary dial for touch dial 
equipment. These customers may do so by bringing their 
t^phones to the Tahoka Locat Service office, located at 
Murray’s Florist, 1537 Avenae J, from 9 a.m. to S p.m., 
Monday through Friday. The equipment exchange is on a 
voluntary basis, and any customer who wishes to continue 
with current rotary equipment may do so.

The current rate for single line residential service is $8.55 
plus Extended Area Service (EAS) $1.35 and $2.00 access 
charge. For single business line service, the rate is $22.15 plus 
EAS $3.55 and $2.00 access charge. Depending on the style of 
equipment the customer selects, the monthly customer rental 
rate may vary.'Regulated customers (those customers who 
have not changed any service since January I, 1982) who turn 
in their equipment will change automatically to a deregulated 
rate base, since all regulated equipment stocks have been 
depleted. Deregulated customers see a slightly higher monthly 
rental charge. During this special 90 day p e ri^ , between June 
5 and September 5, 1986, the usual handling fee for touch call 
service of $8.00 for residential customers or $13.50 for 
business customers has been waived. The monthly rate for 
touch call dialing is $2.00 for residential customers and $2.50 
for business customers.

This exchange program is being offered in conjunction with 
the May conversion of the Wilson central office to com­
puterized switching. The switch, which is designed to process 
touch call dialing, requires rotary dialing to be converted into 
touch call dialing signals, with the result that rotary dialing is 
much slower and more expensive than touch call dialing. 
General Telephone would like to offer the opportunity to 
Wilson customers to upgrade their telephones with as little in­
convenience and cost as possible.

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GTE Customers To Pay Monthly 
$2 Subscriber Line Charge Soon

Single line business and all 
residential telephone customers 
across the nation, including 
those served by General Tele­
phone, will begin paying June 1, 
a monthy $2 subscriber line 
charge.
This $2 charge represents a $1 

increase to the subscriber line 
charge and is the second phase 
of a federally mandated process 
that is intended to gradually 
eliminate the practice of charg­
ing customers more for long­
distance service in order to keep 
residential rates artificially low. 
An initial $1 subscriber line 
charge became effective June 1, 
1985.
Business customers with more 

than one line have been paying a 
S6 subscriber line charge since 
May 1984. This subscriber line 
charge will not change.
Under the Federal Communi­

cations Commission plan for 
implementation of subscriber 
line charges, the total revenues 
of the local telephone companies 
will not increase since the FCC 
in turn will reduce by an 
equivalent amount charges to 
long-distance carriers for use of 
local facilities and equipment. It

is the intent of the FCC that this 
decrease in long-distance car­
riers’ expense will be passed 
through to consumers in the 
form of reduced interstate long­
distance rates. AT&T has d- 
ready announced plans to reduce 
its interstate rates.
General Telephone officials 

said the subscriber line charges 
are designed to shift from long­
distance users to local cus­
tomers, a larger portion of the 
actual costs of providing the line 
from their residence or business 
to the telephone switching 
equipment. It was pointed out 

. that long-distance rates have 
been artificially high to pay a 
portion of these costs, thus 
keeping local rates artificially 
low.
Depending on the amount of 

interstate long-distance calling, 
the proposed reduced interstate 
rates could offset the $2 fee for 
many customers, especially high 
volume users.
The S2 subscriber line charge 

applies to all residential and 
single line business customers of 
all exchange telephone com­
panies providing local exchange 
service.
