I don't remember when It 
finally occurred to me that, like 
It or not, I was going to have to 
stick it out without my sister. 
My teacher. I'm sure, was

classwork. Poor Mom — I 
think it was harder for her than 
it was for me, watching her 
tearful child who thought she 
was so mistreated.

And my 
teacher, bless her heart, 
treated me with loving 
gentleness and taught me to 
enjoy education. She will 
always have a Special place in 
my heart.

My son 
will start school next year, and 
I hope to goodness he takes to 
it better than I did. I'm not 
sure how I will cope with it if 
he doesn't, so teachers 
beware... and no, you carr't 
draw straws to see who has to 
take him!
