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SPS Seeks To Lower Fuel-Cost 
Factor On Electric Bills
Southwestern Public Service 

Company (SPS) has filed wMi 
the Public Utility Commission of 
Texas (PUCT) to lower hs fuel* 
cost factors on electric bills and 
to credit $12 million in past fuel 
savings and interest to its Texas 
retaU customers.
If approved, the fuel*cost factor 

on residential bills wlU be re­
duced from 2.7555 cents per 
kilowatt-hour (KWH) to' 2.60% 
cents, beginning with December 
bills. The change will reduce 
overall rates by 2.5 per cent.
The one-time credit wUl lower 

December’s bill by $13 for a 
"typical” residential customer 
who uses 600 kilowatt-hours of 
electricity monthly, said Sam 
Hunter. SPS vice president of 
rates and economic researdi. 
The lower fuel rate will result in 
an ongoing savings of 88 cents a

"This action is possible for two 
basic reasons.”  Hunter said. 
"First, the prices of the natural 
gas and the coal we use to 
generate electricity have de­
clined because of the current 
energy situation. Second, SPS 
employees have continued to 
increase the fuel efficiency of 
SPS power plants.”
Under PUCT regulations, elec­

tric utilities are mandated to file 
for a fuel-cost adjustment if 
lower fuel costs lead to an 
accumulation of at least a 4 per 
cent overcollection, and if the 
lower fiiel costs are expected to 
continue. Interest, calculated at 
11.7 percent annual rate, is 
added to the fuel cost over­
collections and will be included 
in the credit to customers. 
Hunter said.

Huge Highway 
Resurfacing 
Effort Completed

The 17-county Lubbock 
District of the State Department 
o f H ighways and Public  
Transportation has completed 
what is believed to be it’s most 
successful resurfacing period 
ever- resurfacing 780 miles of 
highway in the last six months.

The resurfacing, called a seal 
coat, helps protect the roadway 
from water and ice damage, and 
im proves skid resistance. 
Highway officials consider the 
work vital to protect taxpayer’s 
investment in the highway 
system.

“ All the work was done in 
about 200 working days,’’ said 
Mel Pope, Lubbock highway 
district engineer. “ That’s an 
outstanding effort when you con­
sider all the rain we have had.’’

The 780 miles of resurfacing is 
in addition to the routine resur­
facing work done by the 18 
highway maintenance sections in 
the district.

The resurfacing involved work 
in Parmer, Castro, Swisher, 
Bailey, Lynn. Hale, Floyd, 
Cochran, Hockley, Lubbock, 
Crosby, Yoakum, Terry, Garza, 
Gaines and Dawson counties.
