A 30-year-old Lubbock man
was charged with burglary and
drug possession after being cap-
tured by Tahoka Police officers
inside the Texaco service station
on U.S. 87 bypass intersecting
with U.S. 380.

The suspect, identified as
David Louis Holland, also
known as David Louis Scott, was
charged with burglary of a
business, possession of metham-
phetamine, possession of nar-
cotics paraphernalia and assault,
according to Police Chief Gary
Morrison.

Mor-
rison said he advised the subject
to lie down but when the chief
tried to apprehend the subject,
““the man had a 22-inch screw-
driver in his hand and attempted
to stab Morrison and it was
reported that the officer then
kicked the suspect in the head.”’

The subject was taken to Lynn
County Hospital for treatment of
head injuries and then taken to
Lynn County Sheriff’s office
where he was booked and jailed.

Ex-Gridder Now Smashing Walls

LUBBOCK--Brad White has
gone from smashing offensive
linemen to smashing cinder
block walls.

The first brought him acclaim
as one of Texas Tech Uni-
versity’s standout defensive
tackles in the early 1980s and the
second will earn him a master’s
degree in civil engineering at the
conclusion of the 1986 fall se-
mester.

White is a example of the
scholar-athlete who balances his
classroom work with athletic
workouts. He earned a bach-
elor’s degree in civil engineering
after accumulating a 3.3 grade-
point average on a 4.0 scale.

‘‘1didn’t feel like it weighed on
me much at all, '’ White said.

takes one knee injury to end an
athlete’s career.”’

After his training camp with
the Jets, White returned to
Texas Tech and began work with
civil engineering Professor
James R. McDonald on studying
ways to prevent structural dam-
age to walls by wind-borne
debris such as is carried by a
tornado. Using a “‘cannon’’ de-
veloped by the university’s Insti-
tute for Disaster Research,
White started smashing walls by
firing 12-foot two-by-fours into
them. .

““l tested concrete masonry
walls and their resistance to
wind-blown debris,”’ White
said. ““These tests were im-
portant because concrete
masonry or cinder block walls,
as they may be called, are used
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in many of the types of public
buildings -- churches, schools
--that people might seek shelter
in during a tornado.

The results of the studies can
show builders how best to
reinforce the walls to withstand
impact by debris,’’ White said.

““Our research has shown that
if you want concrete masonry
units you cannot guarantee they
won't be perforated by debris
unless you fill them with con-
crete,”” White said. ““We were
hoping to find a less expensive
way to reinforce these types of
walls.”’

With graduation, White's six-
year career at Texas Tech will
have encompassed everything
from the roar of Jones Stadium
to the quiet of the civil engineer-
ing lab. White, the son of Binie
and Edna White of 2430 N. 4th
St., Tahoka, said there was
never a kid growing up in
Tahoka who wanted to go to
Texas Tech more than he did.

When he was offered an ath-
letic scholarship to Texas Tech,
it marked the culmination of a
dream. And, he became a dream
or impact player on the field,
coming up with 172 tackles, four
forced fumbles and four quarter-
back sacks his junior and senior
seasons.

But since the tumult and the
shouting ended, White has
found another set of satis-
factions in his graduate work.

continue at a high level over the
next few years, says a cotton
marketing economist with the
Texas Agricultual Extension Ser-
vice. Lower interest rates and a
weaker dollar abroad are giving
the new cotton program a big
boost. Exports should average 6
to 7 million bales a year provided
the U.S. keeps a flexible cotton
program with a marketing loan
provision.

SELECTING RUBY RED
GRAPEFRUIT--After a three
year absense due to the freeze of
1983, Texas Ruby Red Grapefruit
are now back in the markets.
When selecting grapefruit,
specialists suggest looking for
those with a smoothe, thin skin,
heavy weight and a rosy bloom.
Soom

Some Ruby Reds may have a
slight green tinge since the pink
skin color is determined pri-
marily by the coldness of the
weather as the fruit matures.
However, the flesh will still be
pink and sweet. According to the
nutritionists, grapefruit is an
excellent source of vitamin C
and a‘' good source of fiber,
vitamin A, and B-vitamins. It's
also a low-calorie food with
about 50 calories per half grape-
fruit, notes the nutritionist. If
you stock up on Ruby Reds or re-
ceive a large gift package, she
advises storing them in a well-
ventilated area away from heat.
They say grapefruit will keep
about 10 dys at room tempera-
ture and 2-3 weeks or longer in
the vegetable crisper of the
refrigerator.

TDA Warns Farmers
Of Possible PYP
Act Violations

Some farmers may be violating
a federal seed law by running
newspaper advertisements offer-
ing to sell seed protected under
the Plant Variety Protection Act,
said Lynn Kemper, Lubbock
district supervisor for the Texas
Department of Agriculture.

Kemper said that seed pro-
tected under the PVP Act can on-
ly be sold by the breeder for an
18-year period. Provisions of the
act do allow farmers to sell pro-
tected seed to each other, but it
prohibits a third party from br-
inging the two farmers together
for the sale, he said.

“The third party that the law
refers to could be an elevator,
farm supply or cotton gin
operator, an acting agent or
broker,”’ Kemper said. ‘“The ex-
emption in the act that allows
farmers to sell seed to each other
does not allow them to use adver-
tisements such as the ones that
have been in some newspapers in
this area to make the sales..

‘“Many of the farmers who are
running these ads may not even
know the PVP Act exists. As a
state agency that works /losely
with farmers in Texas /we just
wanted to warn them of the
possible violations before they
