“ It’s a very, very effective way 

to teach children,’’ says LaRhea 
Pepper, the enthusiastic teacher 
who has introduced a little- 
known method of teaching in 
O’Donnell: the Montessori (pro­
nounced Mahn-tuh-SAWR-ee) 
School.

Developed by Dr. Maria 
Montessori, an Italian educator 
in the early 1900s, the Montes.sori 
method is an educatiorud system 
designed to help children learn 
how to learn by themselves. 
Montessori programs aim to 
develop positive learning at­
titudes and habits in children 
from about 3 to 8 years of age, an 
age when they are best able to 
form them, according to Mrs. 
Pepper.

She offers classes from a 
remodeled rented house in 
O ’D onnell, The C hristian  
Montessori Day School for 
Young Children. She has taught 
two one-week sessions this sum­
mer, and will teach one more ses­
sion from June 22-26, for 
children ages three through third 
grade. The regular school term 
will begin in September.

students and teacher crawled into 
to have discussions. "The en­
vironment stimulates and meets 
the needs in children," says Mrs. 
Pepper.

The main difference in 
Montessori and public school 
classrooms is obvious at first 
glance: there are no student or 
teacher’s desks, nor an area 
designated as the front of the 
room. Students are encouraged 
to "float" or wander at free will 
in an environment specifically 
designed to interest and invite 
children to touch, smell, look, 
listen and discover as their in­
terests and abilities lead — to 
develop a lasting curiosity, 
positive attitude and early en­
thusiasm towards learning. The 
teacher moves about instructing 
children how to make use of their 
abilities, thereby gaining con­
fidence in learning "how to 
learn.”

"My objective in teaching the 
Montessori method is to allow a

child’s learning experiences to oc­
cur naturally and joyfully. 1 
believe the goal of early child­
hood should not be to fill a child 
with facts, but rather to cultivate 
his or her own natural desire to 
learn” offers Mrs. Pepper. "Lit­
tle children are naturally curious 
... 1 don’t want to stifle that 
curiosity with a lot of rules and 
regulations. 1 have two rules the 
children must obey; one is, they 
may not interfere with another 
child’s learning process, and the 
other is the children must play 
nicely with each other." She 
adds, " I f  a child is doing 
something he shouldn’t, 1 simply 
re -d irec t . him to  an o th er 
activity.”

The children in Mrs. Pepper’s 
summer session classes do indeed 
seem to enjoy their "learning" at 
they feel free to handle objects 
and ask questions. Even the little 
three year olds are allowed to 
handle all objects, including the 
two computers, with correct

supervision. Montessori method 
encourages classes with mixed 
ages, claiming it allows younger 
children a higher level of models 
for observation, and the older 
ones to reinforce their knowledge 
by helping the younger children.

" I  do group the younger ones 
together and let th m  ‘float’ to 
different activities together, but 
the children are allowed to select 
at free will from the activities and 
learning aids offered in the 
area," said Mrs. Pepper.

The children, incidentally, all 
call their teacher by her given 
name. La Rhea, and are con­
tinually claiming her attention to 
ask questions or give opinions. 
They group around her as she 
denionstrates an activity, and ask 
questions freely, without raising 
hands flbr permission. "The noise 
level is sometimes quite loud," 
laughs Mrs. Pepper, "but you get 
used to it. 1 don’t like to stand 
and lecture children ... I get them 
something they can handle and 
then we discuss it together."

Adult volunteers help with the 
summer session when Mrs. Pep­
per’s classes arc larger, but she 
will only allow hersdf 11 children 
for her regular school term. " I 
don’t want to stretch myself too 
thin. There are times when a child 
needs lap time and hug time, a lit­
tle love and encouragement, and 
if I have too many children they 
might not get all they need. I’m 
allowed by the state to have as 
many as 17 children, but I chooat 
not to ,"  Mrs. Pepper explained.

The Montesat^ method Is 
little-known in the United States.

,in the United States on the east 
and west coasts. Because of the 
cost of the school, it is mostly 
children of the upper class who 

, attend (in Europe),’’ claims Mrs. 
Pepper. There are a few 
Montessori schools in some of 

; the larger cities of Texas, in­
cluding Dallas, Amarillo, and 
San Antonio.

The summer sessions at Mrs. 
Pepper’s school cost S45 per 

■ child, per week, with classes from 
9-11:30 a.m. During the regular 
school term from September 
through May, the cost is SI60 per

month, with regular school 
holidays observed. Students at-, 
tend from 7:50 a.m. until 4 p.m., 
with morning and afternoon 
snacks, and lunch provided. Mrs. 
Pepper is licensed by the State of 
Texas to operate a day care facili­
ty, and she has her teaching cer­
tificate for early childhood. In 
fact, M rs. Pepper taught 
Kindergarten in Lamesa and 
O’Donnell for a few years before 
she became interested in teaching 
the Montessori method “ on her 
own.”

“ When I taught in public 
schools, 1 incorporated to some 
degree the Montessori method of 
hands-on teaching, but of course 
teachers aren’t allowed the 
freedom of choosing curriculum 
and must adhere to strict state 
regulations,” she explained. “ I 
enjoy teaching, and I love little 
children, but 1 felt the Montessori 
method offers so much more.

Children are naturally curious, 
and 1 didn’t like telling them to 
sit still in one place, doing certain 
curriculums for a set amount of 
minutes, etc.,” she said. “ When 
a child is interested and enjoys 
something, let him keep at it, 
whether it is for 5 minutes or 45 
minutes. That’s joyful learning, 
and gives the child positive rein­
forcement.”

N on-C om petItIve
A tm osphere

The teacher adds, “ 1 try to 
have a non-competitive a t­
mosphere, because children work 
indiv idually  with separa te  
materials and activities. Their 
work is not compared with that 
of another child’s, but rather 
with their own previous work. 
Dr. Montessori believed competi­
tion in education should be in­
troduced only after the child has 
gained confidence in the use of 
basic skills, and was quoted as 
saying, ‘Never let a child risk 
failure until he has a reasonable 
chance of success’.”

Mrs. Pepper was introduced to 
the Montessori method when she 
was a high school student in 
Riverton, Wyoming, and as part 
of her class assignment in a home 
economics class, observed small 
children in a Montessori school. 
She was impressed then with the 
training methods, but had not 
considered learning the method 
until just a couple of years ago.

“ My husband and 1 were 
dissatisfied with the attitudes and 
characteristics‘our own children 
were showing, when we left them 
at a child-care facility and went 
off to work all day,” she 
remembers. Mrs. Pepper and her

husband Terry have two sons, 2 
years and 4 years old. Terry 
farms some land east of O’Don­
nell. “ We felt they were not being 
given a challenging environment 
for developing their learning at­
titudes, and rather than gripe 
about it we decided to really do 
something about it. I took cor­
respondence courses to learn 
more about the Montessori 
method and to receive my 
Montessori teaching certificate. 
I’ve had a year’s training, but 1 
plan to take another course this 
year to continue my education,” 
she added.

The M ontessori m ethod, 
though little-known to the public, 
is recognized by the State of 
Texas education system, and 
students can transfer into a 
public school from a Montessori 
school easily, according to Mrs. 
Pepper. “ 'The O’Donnell ISD is 
aware that 1 plan to teach my 
own children before mainstream­
ing them into the public school 
system.” Mrs. Pepper taught a 
full Montessori school term last 
year, but all her children were 2-4 
years old, not yet eligible for 
public school.

“ I’m not a baby-sitter, and I’m 
not running a play school,”  Mrs. 
Pepper emphasizes. “ I’m en­
couraging children to enjoy 
learning, and to develop attitudes 
about being able to learn by 
them selves, and w ith in  
themselves, that will stay with 
them through their entire lives.

“ I think this method of 
teaching will become more and 
more popular in the United States 
in the next 10 years. The public is 
just now becoming aware of what 
the Montessori system can offer

and its positive influence on 
children,” claims Mrs. Pepper.

Private Education  
C osts Prohibitive

The major drawback, obvious­
ly, to the Montessori school is the 
cost of attending, which is com­
parable to tuition fees of other 
private schools. Many parents 
cannot afford the fees of private 
education. Mrs. Pepper said 
some of the schools in the larger 
Texas cities are more expensive 
than what is offered in O’Don­
nell. In San Antonio, for exam­

ple, the cost is $263 per month to 
attend the Montessori school.

In O’Donnell, the Montessori 
system has been met with mixed 
emotions. “ The parents who 
have brought their children have 
been delighted with the format,”  
says Mrs. Pepper. “ However, 
some persons feel like my venture 
here shows I didn’t think the 
public school system was ‘good 
enough.’ That’s not true ... I just 
wanted something different than 
what was offered, and felt it was 
time to do something about it.” 
she concluded.

Study Shows Tax Appraisals 
More Accurate In 1986

AUSTIN-Property tax ap­
praisals in Texas were more ac­
curate in 1986 than in previous 
years, according to an annual 
study performed by the State 
Property Tax Board (SPTB).

However, the agency’s Proper­
ty Value Study also shows a 1.5 
percent drop in the property tax 
base of Texas school districts 
from 1985 to 1986, led by a sharp 
decline in the taxable value of oil 
and gas reserves.

According to the study, a 
typical property in the state was 
apprais^ at 93 percent of its ac- 
tud  market value on Jan. 1, 
1986. These appraised values 
formed the basis for 1986 tax 
bills. By comparison, tax ap­
praisals were at a 90 percent level 
in 1985 and 81 percent in 1983.

The study estimates the total 
taxable value of the 1986 school 
district tax base stood at $691.9 
billion, down from $702.3 billion 
the year before.

“ Troubles in the oil and gas in­
dustry were the main reason for 
the drop in taxable value,”  said 
Ron Patterson, SPTB’s executive 
director.

Patterson said the study’s ap­
praisal level findings indicate that 
most appraisal districts are doing 
a better job of appraising proper­

ty. “ Appraisals as a whole are 
getting closer to market value and 
our figures indicate that appraisal 
levels for individual properties 
are more uniform,” he said.

The Texas Property Tax Code 
gives property owners the right to 
protest the appraised values of 
their properties if they can prove 
that their properties are valued 
unequally compared to the me­
dian level of appraisal of other 
property in their appraisal 
district. “ However,” Patterson 
cautioned, “ the appraisal levels 
shown in our 1986 study may not 
provide valid evidence for a tax­
payer protesting a 1987 appraisal, 
especially if the appraisal district 
has reappraised all property in 
1987.”

4-H Housing Project Offers life 
SMUs

Housing is an area in which 
today's young people are all 
involved. Each of them are and 
will be making choices for 
themselves that relate to furn­
ishing their bedrooms, college 
dorm rooms, first apartments or 
homes.
Learning to view alternatives 

and to practice making choices 
today will have young people 
better prepared for society in the 
‘90s. The 4-H housing project 
covers areas frdm elements of 
design to careers.
The housing project not ony 

helps 4-H youth with decisions 
and choices, but with being
more aware of their surround­
ings and resources available to 
them. It is rare that young
people would have the oppor­
tunity to participate in another 
educational project -that could 
involve the practice of as many 
life skills.

In a 4-H housing project, young 
people learn and apply prin­
ciples of design and function to 
make the home more attractive, 
convenient and comfortable 
within the family’s resources.

Federal Land Bank Lowers 
Interest Rates, Enters Phase II

Officials of the Federal Land 
Bank of Texas recently an­
nounced plans to extend their 
new fixed rate, purchase money 
loan program.
Favorable response to the Land 

Bank’s fixed-rate loan program 
in May prompted the* bank to 
initiate Phase II of the program. 
Phase II offers qualified pur­
chasers a 9 3/8 percent interest 
rate for the purchase of farms 
and ranches and a 9 5/8 percent 
rate for the purchase of rural 
residences. Each program has a 
1 point closed loan fee to the 
bank.

"The bank’s Executive Com­
mittee reviewed the overall 
benefits of the program and 
determined that the program 
would be beneficial to our stock­
holders by helping stabilize the 
rural land market in Texas,” 
says Don Rogge, president of 
the Federal Land Bank of Texas.

Rogge noted that during the 
first 30 days of the program, 298 
applications totaling $47 million 
were submitted to Federal Land 
Bank Associations across the 
state.

The program fixes the interest 
rate for 10 years and converts to 
the bank’s variable rate at the 
end of the 10 years. Purchasers 
must qualify under the Land

Bank’s usual credit standards 
and use the money for new 
purchases only.

Dear John:
John Deere Answers Your Lawn and Garden Woes

What’s Up, Doc?
Dear John: Dwal thoac wab- 

bits! They're kecpii^ my vegeta­
ble plants from getting to my 
salad howL What can I do to con­
trol these ferry creatares?

Dear Bugged-By-Bunnies: 
Given half a chance, those cute 
animals become sneaky varmints 
who feast on the green vegeta­
bles growing in your garden and 
keep them from getting beyond 
the early stages of growth. To 
save your salad greens for two- 
footed nibblers, put up a 3- 
fool-tall fence made of I-inch 
mesh chicken wire. Bury the 
chicken wire into the ground 
about 6 inches deep so bunnies 
can't burrow under the fence and 
steal your juicy greens.

Dear IoIm : How can 1 Icfl if 
insects are homesteading in my 
lawn?

Dear Grass Rancher: The best 
way to find pests claiming squat­
ter's rights is to look very c k ^ iy  
at your lawn. TVro of the most 
common troublemakers are sod 
webworms and white grubs, lb  
spot sod webworms in action, 
l ^ k  for them after sundown on 
grass blades near the soil line. 
You can find the critters by care­
fully breaking apart the damaged 
areas with your fingers. Another 
way to bring sod webworms to 
the surface is to drench a square 
foot of grass with 1 gallon of

soapy water.
To discover a grub problem, 

pull up a piece of turf. If it lifts 
easily, like a carpet, grubs are 
probably at work and the lawn 
should be treated. Flocks of birds 
feeding on the lawn also may 
indicate that sod webworms and 
white grubs have decided to set 
up camp in your lawn.

Dear John: Is It necessary to 
fertilize my flower garden in the 
summer?

Dear Flora Culture; It's not 
required, but fertilizing during 
the summer and throughout the 
growing season will give your gat  ̂
den a healthy boost. Apply an 
inorganic fertilizer with a 2-1-2 
ratio of nitrogen, phosphorus and 
potassium under the drip line — 
the area beginning about half an 
inch away from the line of leaves 
and flowers. If fertilizer acciden­
tly lands on any foliage, brush the 
fertilizer off quickly. Be careful 
not to overdo the fertilizing—too 
much of a good thing can be 
harmful. An overdose of fertil­
izer can burn roots and force 
your flowers to grow too quickly, 
producing weak stems and few, 
if any, flowers.

Applied properly, the nutrients 
will be carried down to the plants' 
roots each time you water the 
garden.'
