Ail these gloomy things 
make It hard to look forward to 
the New Year, but surely some

good things will happen to off­
set what the state and federal 
governments are doing to us. 
For one thing, the farmers 
should for once be getting 
some money coming in, and 
that helps everybody.

So look for those good 
things, and have a Happy New 
Year.

Delay In Aid  
Checks To Area 
Is Anticipated

The Texas Department of 
Human Services announced that 
the checks to the recipients of the 
Aid to Families with Dependent 
Children (AFDC) program will 
not be mailed from Austin until 
the first working day after the 
federal funds become available to 
The state, which will be Jan. 4.

Based on past experience, mail 
from Austin takes about five 
days to reach some addresses in 
the Panhandle. It is conceivable 
that the checks will not reach the 
AFDC recipient families until 
Jan. II.

The department is concerned 
that many of the families who de­
pend on these payments will be 
unable to pay utility bills and rent 
in time to avoid disconnection of 
services or eviction from their 
homes.

Community agencies and 
groups who provide emergency 
services are also concerned 
because there is not enough funds 
to assist the number of families 
who may need help due to the 
delayed payments.

The department is asking utili­
ty companies and rental agents to 
take this delay into consideration 
and allow some additional time 
for pa3rments.

Preventable 
Infection Still 
Causes Death

Tetanus is 1(X) percent pre­
ventable, yet 45 Texans between 
1982 and 1986 reportly acquired 
this dangerous, and often times 
deadly, infection, says the Texas 
Medical Association.

Tetanus, also known as lock­
jaw is caused by certain bacteria 
that live in the soil and enter 
your body through a wound. 
Outdoor hazards such as nails 
and thorns cause the type of 
puncture wound in which tetan­
us most commonly thrives. The 
infection causes your muscles to 
become stiff and to have extre­
mely painful spasms. Often 
times the patient suffocates from 
muscle spasms in the throat and 
chest. About 40 percent of all 
tetanus cases result in death.

An immunization can protect 
you from the bacteria, but one 
immunization during childhood 
does not protect you for life, 
reminds the TMA. Infants are 
immunized in their first year, 
and everyone should have a 
booster shot every ten years. 
According to a study by the 
Centers for Disease Control, 
more than 50 percent of people 
age 60 and older are not protect­
ed against tetanus.

If you get a puncture wound or 
a deep ragged wound and you 
are not sure if you have been 
immunized for tetanus, clean the 
wound and see your doctor 
immediately.

Talk to your doctor about this 
and other immunizations you 
and your family may need. And 
be sure to keep your vaccina­
tions up to date.

Eating Out

Soil Tost Can Help Plan 
Next Year’s Crops, Says TAES

It is not surprising to discover 
that, on average, Americans eat 
out four times each week. Our 
fast-paced lifestyles and the 
convenience of restaurants have 
made dining out the norm rather 
than the exception it once was. 
Even though you may eat out 
often, you do not have to 
sacrifice healthy eating habits, 
says the Texas Medical Associa­
tion.

Many restaurants have be­
come more health-wise and offer 
food that is grilled, poached, 
steamed, or baked rather than 
fried or sauteed. Even fast-food 
places are offering alternatives 
to burgers and fries, such as 
salads and baked potatoes.

Business travelers, who often 
eat on airplanes, can order 
special meals. Place an order at 
least 24 hours before your flight, 
and you can receive meals that 
are low in calories, cholesterol, 
and sodium.

You can also make special 
requests in restaurants. Slight 
changes in food preparation and 
serving can be easy for the cook 
and healthy for you.

For instance, ask the waiter to 
put dressings and sauces on the 
side. Use small amounts rather 
than the entire serving. Ask that 
the fat and/or skin be trimmed 
from meat before it is cooked 
and that no butter or fat be 
added to the meat as it is 
prepared.

Order a baked potato instead 
of French fries and go easy on 
the butter and sour cream. Try 
substituting yogart or lemon on 
your potato.

The salad bar can be a great 
source of nutrition while low in 
calories if you do not over do it 
with dressing, cheese, and crou­
tons.

If you follow sensible eating 
habits at home and at restau­
rants, you can indulge once in a 
while without feeling guilty or 
harming your health.

It’s time to plan next year’s 
crops and soil testing should be 
one of the first items considered,

I advises a soil chemist with the 
Texas Agricultural Extension 
Service.

The Extension Service soil 
testing program provides advice 
which can guide producers in 
maintaining a soul fertility pro­
gram and furnishes information 
to help make management deci­
sions, explained Dr. Michael 
Hickey, soil chemist who directs 
the Extension soil testing labora­
tory here.

Proper sampling tools will 
make the job easier, he said. 
Suitable tools include a soil 
sample probe, sharp-shovel and 
a plastic bucket. TTie probe is 
best suited for sampling the 
sandy soils on the High Plains. If 
a probe isn’t available or mois­
ture conditions make clay loam 
soils stick in the probe, a 
sharp-shooter shovel can be 
used.

“ The goal of field sampling is 
to provide a measure of the 
average soil fertility in the 
field,’’ Hickey said.

The first step in sound soil 
sampling is to subdivide the 
field, based on the overall ap­
pearance of the land and any 
known differences in past crop 
production. Hickey said this 
gives the producer an opportu­
nity to sample problem sites 
separately so that site-specific 
fertility problems can be identi­
fied and the "average” fertility 
of the field won’t be biased.

Each sample submitted for 
chemical analysis should repre­
sent a composite of 10 to 15 
individual samplings, randomly 
taken, within a given area. For 
each individual sample, the 
same amount of soil should be 
taken to eliminate bias.

If the past crop was bed 
planted, the best sample will

come from halfway down the 
bed. If last year’s fertilizer was 
banded try to avoid sampling 
from the band, Hickey urged.

Prior to taking a sample, 
scrape the litter from (he sur­
face, he advised. Then push the 
probe into the soil to the depth of 
plowing, which will be six to 
eight inches. To use a sharp­
shooter, dig a V-shaped hole and 
take a half-inch slice of soil from 
the smooth side of the hole.

“ While taking samples, it is a 
good idea to note any soil 
compaction or the occurrence of 
plow pans,” the Extension spe­
cialist cautioned.

Subsamples should be placed 
into a clean plastic bucket. After 
all subsamples have been (aken 
for a given area, mix them 
thoroughly. Take about a pint of 
this composite mixture for chem­
ical analysis by the soil testing 
laboratory.

Soil sample bags which hold 
the proper amount for testing 
and soil sample information 
sheets which itemized details 
about the field and sample 
needed for interpretation of the 
chemical analysis are avail­
able at the local county Exten­
sion agent’s office, or at the 
Extension soil testing laboratory 
in Lubbock.

The information sheets should 
be filled in as completely as 
possible, Hickey stressed. Each 
soil sample should be marked 
with the producer’s name and 
sample number, which should 
correspond to the number on the 
information sheet. The analysis 
desired should be marked on the 
sample, and the proper fee 
included.

The RailroiU Commission has 
adopted amendments to its tran­
sportation rules that exempt 
farm and ranch vehicles, vehi­
cles belonging to electrical and 
telephone cooperatives, and cer­
tain other vehicles from require­
ments to register them with the 
Commission and maintain S500, 
000 in liability insurance cover­
age.

Kent Hance, chairman of the 
Railroad Commission, noted that 
these amendents will decreased 
regulation and come close to 
reflecting the intent of the 
legislature. “ While I would have 
preferred to haYe exempted all 
vehicles until we had an opport- 
tunity to gather the data neces­
sary for the legislature to deter­
mine any needed additional 
insurance requirements, at least 
we have made some progress in 
reducing the burden imposed on 
small businessmen,“ Hance not­
ed.

Exempted would be vehicles 
operated by or on behalf of a 
fanner or rancher, or an agricul­
tural cooperative if which the 
farmer or rancher is a member. 
The vehicles must be transport­
ing the farmer or rancher’s own 
poultry or poultry products, 
livestock or livestock products, 
or farm products, to market or to 
other points for sale, processing, 
or storage. The exemption also 
covers vehicles transporting the 
ftig the farmer or rancher’s own 
animals, tools, or equipment 
from the place of purchase or 
storage to the farm or ranch of 
the farm er or rancher.

The Commission also exempt­
ed from registration and the 
$500,000 liability insurance re­
quirements vehicles belonging 
to electric and telephone cooper­
atives, vehicles transporting al­
coholic beverages under a 
wholesale permit from the Texas 
Alcoholic Beverages Commis­
sion. and tow trucks registered 
with the Texas Department of 
Labor and Standards.

VA pensions other than the 
Improved Pension remain fixed 
at the rates in effect in 1978. 
The income limits that controls 
eligibility for these programs, 
however, are also increased by 
4.2. percent, effective Dec. 1.

R ^pien ts of these pensions 
may request transfer to the 
Improved Pension plan at any 
time. The VA reviews each 
request to advise beneficiaries 
which program would be most 
advantageous for them.

VA pensions are paid to 
wartime veterans totally and 
permanently disabled from cir­
cumstances unrelated to their 

military service, and to needy' 
survivors of wartime veterans.

The VA has also announced an 
increase in the maximum a- 
mount of reimbursement that 
may be paid for headstones or 
markers purchased in lieu of 
government-furnished markers.

FINANCIAL RECORD KEEP­
ING FOR 1988 — If you’re pay­
ing year-end bills and wondering 
where your money went in 1987,

Teens, Alcohol and Rural Roads 
Don’t Mix — Holiday party-time

Severe Leg Cramps 
Could Be Symptoms 
Of Arterial Disease

Each year, more than 150,000 
Americans suffer from severe 
leg cramps and the disease that 
causes them, peripheral arterial 
disease (PAD), according to the 
Texas Medical AsscKiation.

PAD is a type of atherosclero­
sis, or hardening of the arteries. 
The painful leg cramps are 
caused by a buildup of cholester­
ol in the leg’s arteries that 
restricts blood flow to the mus­
cle. People most at risk are men 
over age 65.

Patients who suffer from PAD 
find the simplest movement, 
even walking, painful. For ex­
ample, a PAD sufferer may walk 
just a short distance before the 
crippling leg cramps begin. Af­
ter resting briefing, walking can 
be continued but usually is 
interrupted by pain after walk­
ing the same distance.

Early diagnosis of PAD can 
signal a risk of heart attack or 
stroke. As the disease progress­
es. pain is more frequent, during 
both exercise and rest.

Some patients who suffer from 
severe cases of PAD can be 
helped by an operation in which 
blood flow is redirected around 
blocked arteries or through an 
artificial blood vessel. However, 
most patients do not need sur­
gery because extra blood vessels 
form naturally in the leg. Several 
drugs have b ^ n  tested to try to 
improve blood flow to the legs, 
but none have proven effective.

Smoking is the single worst 
factor in aggravating the symp­
toms of PAD. TMA advises PAD 
patients to stop smoking, keep 
their blood pressure under con-
