Child Care Providers in Lynn
County who attended a profes-
sional conference in Lubbock
last week say they have a' new
sense of importance for the
service they provide working
parents and several new ideas
for making the days ahead more
interesting for the children and
themselves.

Linda Stephens and Janey
McMillan, both of Tahoka, at-.
tended the day-long conference
conducted by the District 2
Extension Home Economist of
the Texas Agricultural Exten-
sion Service.

Existing family lifestyles and
economic - trends cause more
than one of every three families
with children under six to rely on
child care outside the home, said
Annis Brown, Lynn County Ex-
tension Home Economist.

In 1986, the Extension Service
surveyed citizens in every coun-
ty, and child care was a major
concern all across the state,
Miss Brown said.

Among child care providers,
we found a need for new
resources and ways to update
themselves on such things as
nutrition for children, safety,
conflict management, creative

‘play, licensing requirements,
record keeping and improving
their self esteem, Miss Brown

The Lubbock conference,
which drew more than 200
patticipants from a 20 county
area, focused upon those needs.

Those
guidelines have been adopted by
the American Academy of Family
Physicians, American College of
Obstetricians and Gynécologists,
and The American College of
Radiology. Those guidelines ire:

I. 35-40 years of age - One
baseline mammogram.

I1. 40-50 years of age - A mam-
mogram every 1-2 years depending
on breast type and risk factor.

1. 50 years of age and over -An
annual physical examination and
annual mammogram.

IV. Asymptomatic women
under 50 years of age with signifi-
cant high risk factors should be ex-

amined. at appropriate intervals.
These risk factors include previous
breast cancer and family history of
cancer.’

V. A symptomatic woman
should have a mammegram at any
age when she experiences a mass,
nipple discharge, skin changes or

_unexplained breast pain.

A screening mammogram is an
x-ray of the breast using extremely
low dosages of radiation (usually
comparable to dental x-rays) and is
designed to find very early cancers.
