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Local Woman Recalls School Days

Old memories and random
shreds of conversations work
their way into my thoughts occa-
sionally. Today, they’re really
going back in time to school days
in the lower grades.

No, we didn’t walk barefoot in
the snow to school, but it was a
two mile trek to that old school
house in south Tahoka. Some
chill, wintry days, the wind truly
swept through this prairie town,
with few barriers to inhibit it.
Only a sprinkling of cotton-wood
trees and newly planted fruit trees
were visible here and there.

In contrast, the T-Bar Ranch
back of our home bordered the
township, with meésquite bushes
so thick they resembled a forest
in a child’s mind. In reality, there
was the ‘‘call of the wild”’ out
there. Every evening coyotes
could be heard howling, and
often a disturbance in the chicken
yard alarmed us to rush out just
in time to see one of those howl-
ing thieves jump the fence with
one of Mama’s Rhode Island Red
hens in his mouth.

Lest we falsely invite sym-
pathy; the school-girls’ attire was
quite adequate for those frigid
days. Picture this  fashionable
dress: a toboggan---not a sled,
but a long knitted cap that could
unfold to any desired length--was
worn normally over the eyebrows
and ears, covering our scrawny
little necks in back. Next, the
heavy coat and mittens. To com-
plete the picture, long black
stockings with union suit (long-
johns) tucked in them down to
the ankles. Is it possible this attire
introduced the term ‘‘chic’’ to the
fashion world? Our accessory

was home-made oil cloth book
satchel, large enough to accom-
modate a table with our favorite
silent screen movie star’s picture
on the back, books, cedar pencils
(purchased five for nickel), then
our favorite lunch-- sausage and
biscuit, an apple, and
gingersnaps. Some weird kids
took a biscuit with a hole punch-
ed in it with syrup poured inside.
Reaching home after school and
getting ‘‘unshucked,’’ the
lightness made us fairly float to
the kitchen and the bowl of hot

home-made soup Mama had
waiting.

Unlike today’s bright
youngsters, we were without
benefit of pre-school
kindergarten and, of course,

television. Our actual education
began at the age of seven, in the
first grade. What a wonderful
new world it was!

My wise mother, whom I un-
fortunately lost when rather
young, had so many wise sayings.
As yet, we’re not certain which
were old adages or which were
from her personal store of
wisdom. On such, very applicable
to a student, was: ‘“We're all

born with our eyes .shut and our |

mouths open. As we grow up we
reverse that situation.’”’ Certain-
ly, had that advice been taken
more. often, we should have been
less exasperating to both teachers
and parents.

Our elementary teachers were
so special and smart! They ex-
emplified everything we admired.
However, there was one who
erred-- she mispronounced a
word! (We were sure she was
wrong-- after all, we were in the
fifth grade!) This particular day,
our good friend’s father, Dr.
S.H. Windham, was murdered--
shot and killed by a mentally

retarded ranch employee. On this

tragic day our teacher, Miss
Helen Stevenson, ordered me to
walk down the ‘“‘Central and
order flowers, long distance from
Lubbock, for the bereaved fami-
ly. To you moderns, ‘“‘Central”’
was the telephone office, located
then where it presently is, and the
term also identified the operator.
Starting out running on such an
important errand, then slowing
down to a hesitant walk, it
became baffling as to how. to go
about this awesome task. How
could Central, with "all those
tangled wires.and plugs, know
which plug to insert into what
hole? Incidentally, it wasn’t un-
common for those wire to get
crossed, enabling the
neighborhood to learn what and
where everything was taking
place in town. Digressing-- the
mission was accomplished, but
rather than following instructions
and placing that call to Lubbock
““Florist,”” we corrected the
teacher’s pronunciation and call-
ed a Lubbock ‘‘Flower-ist.”’

Miss Helen Stevenson later
that year became the bride of
George H. -Mahon. When he
roared onto the school grounds in
his Model T Ford, her eyes would
light up and we were privileged to
deliver notes back and forth
across the school yard, which un-
doubtedly promoted that
romance. Had I dreamed that
George Mahon would someday
become a revered stateman and
U.S. Congressman, a peek at
those notes would have been ex-
cuseable.

The *‘in’’ place in Tahoka to
eat and loiter was the ‘‘Limit”’
cafe. If a gourmet hamburger
was ever created, that was the
place to get it. One day my friend
and | were sent by our parents to

get a small pox vaccination. At
that time, this was not com-
pulsory by the schools. We were
each given 50¢ to visit the
“Limit’’ and indulge in a ham-
burger, soda, and a bar of candy
to compensate for the foreseen
pain of the vaccination. Putting
our heads together, it was decid-
ed that while in Dr. Turrentine’s

office getting our gruff nature, "

also explicit in speech, but
basically soft as a marshmallow.
After convincing him that we had
our parents’ consent (wrong!) he
agreed, but while performing the
cosmetic operation he was mut-
tering ‘‘dam-fool girls!”’

A very vivid memory is one of
the school caretaker, a tall, gaunt
lovable man named Mr. Turner.
He was forever doing something
nice for the students. Once he
smoked pieces of glass for us to
view the eclipse of the sun, so we
wouldn’t injure our eyes.

Amidst all this extra-curricular
acitivity, new knowledge was
very exciting. Geography was

‘ches retirees by surprise. Feeling
pressure, some people react emo-
tionally, and invest their cash in
the absence of careful analysis.
“Information overload” also
can cause retirees to throw up
their hands in frustration. They
look at dozens of prospectuses
and become confuse. At this

" point, the urge to make a move--

any move-- can be overpowering.

Of course the amount of retire-
ment income available depends
on how each person chooses to
invest his or her lump sum
distribution. Most people follow
one of two ’'paths: an |
rollover or a non-qualified ann
ty.

An alternative to paying any
current tax is to roll over the tax-
able portion of the lump sum
distribution into an IRA. These
accounts combine tax deferral
with flexibility. An IRA rollover
enables investors to in effect
create their own personal retire-
ment plans. They can have
money in an IRA until the April 1
following the year they are age 70
¥4, at which point the IRS re-
quires minimum withdrawals
each year based on life expectan-
cy.

taxes. On the other hand, so-
meone who’s counting on that
IRA for income and takes cash
out on a regular basis can end up
outliving the money, unless
distributions are based on their
recalculated life expectancy. By
retiring early, people increase this
risk because their payments must
stretch over a longer period.
That’s why some financial plan-
ners' may suggest purchasing a
non-qualified annuity.

Annuities can be tailored to
provide income for as long as a
retiree lives. There are a number
of annuity products, but the
typical one makes payments for
life. Annuity products can also be

structured to continue making
payments after death to a spouse
or another survivor. In general,
people who take early retirement
will likely receive payments for a
longer period, so expect the
amount of each disbursement to
be smaller.

Whether a retiree chooses a
non-qualified annuity, an IRA
rollover or some other type of
distribution, a financial planner
can help determine which pro-
duct addresses your financial ob-
jectives, needs and risk tolerance.
The challenge here is realizing
that there’s no free lunch--

Hunter Jams Rifle Down
Throat Of Attacking Grizzly

"Mrs. Louise Smith of Tahoka,

who recently returned from a
two-week trip to Walla Walla,
Wash., this week reported that
her son-in-law, Chuck Moe of
that city, was the subject: of
Associated Press stories in early
October after he fought off an at-
tacking grizzly bear in Wyoming
by shoving the barrel of his rifle
down the bear’s throat.

The story datelined Cody,
Wyo., is as follows:

A 50-year-old Walla Walla
hunter attacked by a sow grizzly
bear Wednesday says he defend-
ed himself the only way he could
by shoving the barrel of his rifle
down the bear’s throat.

Chuck Moe said he felt for-
tunate to walk away from the en-
counter with a 300-pound grizzly
bear trying to protect its cub. He
received a sprained ankle and bite
wounds on his left arm and left
hip in the attack.

‘““The only thing I was able to
do was shove the barrel down its
throat. The bear knocked me
down and the rifle fell out, and
then the bear bit me on the arm
and the hip,’’ Moe said.

After the bear retreated from
its initial attack, Moe retrieved
the rifle and prepared to fire
when the bear began charging a
second time. But the bear sud-
denly turned and ran, he said.

“I was thinking, ‘If I shoot,
it’s probably going to get me
anyway. After it left I got out of
there as fast as I could and
sprained my ankle in the
process,’’ he said.

Moe described the encounter as
an ‘‘unavoidable incident’’ that
prompted a natural reaction from
the bear.

“I don’t want people thinking
it was some killer bear,’’ he said.

Moe said he was within 15 feet
of the sleeping sow and her cub
after he made his way around a
boulder in a 15-foot-wide creek
bed.

He was attacked in Houlihan

Creek, a tributary of the South
Fork of the Shoshone River,
about 25 miles southwest of Cody
in the Shoshone National Forest,
said Wyoming Game and Fish
Department officials.

Moe’s hunting partner, Ray

Moe’s rifle had blood, hair and
teeth marks 18 inches behind the
muzzle.

There are a variety of ‘‘home
remedies’’ for setting dyes in
fabrics. Unfortunately, none of
them work.

Some recommend using salt
and water, or vinegar and water
solutions. These remedies pro-
bably have their origin from old
dying procedures where salt was
used in the dying process to set
dyes on cotton and linen and
vinegar to set dyes on wool.

Recent reseach at the Universi-
ty of Nebraska tested several
home dye-setting treatments.
They evaluated: salt and washing
soda; salt and vinegar; salt,
vinegar and alum; epsom salts; a
detergent prewash; and salt.

The test treatments did not
reduce color loss in fabric. Some
actually increased rather that
decreased the amount of color
loss in the textiles after launder-
ing.

Although you may know some
people who advise dye-setting
some item of clothing, don’t
believe them. It’s a waste of your
time energy and money.
