Satellite System Brings
Special Subjects To THS

If students at Tahoka High
School want to take courses in
calculus or German, they can do
this by joining a course from a
San Antonio classroom.

For the past three years
students at Tahoka have been
utilizing a satellite system that
allows them to take classes that
they otherwise might not be able
to. It's called the TI-IN Network
and its signal originates in San
Antonio.

According to Tahoka High
School principal Charles Cate,
the system allows the school
district to offer classes in a varie-
ty of subjects without having to
locate additional qualified facul-
ty that would be needed to teach
the courses.

This not only serves on the cost

of hiring more teachers but it also
gives students .the freedom to
select a class that no one else is
taking. ‘‘Before we couldn’t af-
ford to teach calculus to one stu-
dent and ‘this allows us to offer
that,”’ Cate said.

If a student wishes to take a
course offered by the TI-IN Net-
work, and if it is not already of-
fered by the school district, the
student may request to_enroll in
1t.

Although the student does not
pay a fee for taking a class by TI-
IN, the school district pays ap-
proxiately $1250 per student, per
class for the program. The only
time that a student may be re-
quired to pay any fee is if he
decides to drop the course during
the semester.

One might think that because
the course is taught via satellite,

A STORY from, the Texas
Agricultural Extension Service
datelined College Station
warns parents that their
children may not behave dur-
ing the Christmas holidays In
the nice ways they are
depicted in most advertising.

Although anything which
comes out of College Station
may be suspect, there are
some interesting points in the
release, which starts out by
noting the ad picture clean,
beautifully dressed, calm,
smiling children happily play-
ing with their Christmas toys.
The release adds:

that may be one reason
why. parents become frust-
rated or even angry when their
children - fuss, whine or
misbehave during holiday
celebrations. ™

Dr. Sarah Anderson, a child
development expert and
mother of three, said parents
can save themselves a lot of
grief by knowing what is nor-
mal and predictable behavior
from young children and plan-
ning their family activities ac-
cordingly. She noted the
following patterns:

Babies under a year old can
feel overwhelmed by too many
toys, relatives or foods (so can
their mothers, but she doesn't
mention this). ''Give the baby

plenty of rest and time alone
with you, " says Dr.-Sarah.

Toddlers may be fearful of
strangers, including visiting
relatives and Santa Claus
himself. They also may want to
pull down the ornaments and
electrical cords, so ‘child-
proof the decorations,”” she
said. She didn’t say how, but
probably she didn't mean you
should run a hot wire around
the tree.

Two-year-olds will be ex-
cited about everything. They
can't anticipate, so they can't
wait to open gifts or eat
cookies and they may throw
tantrums to prove it. They also
are just as likely to play with
the box as with the toy inside
and since they don't share
well yet, will often hit and grab
toys.

The threes, fours and fives
will do better, although some
of them may be rude with
visiting relatives when they get
tired.

So know what to expect

from your youngsters accord-

ing to their ages. And if they
don't fit any patterns and act
like little monsters no mat
what age,. just give them all
tdJoot on Christmas morning
and/ then leave them with
grdAndma until Jan. 2.

there would be.little interaction
between the teacher and student,
but with the TI-IN Network this
does not seem to be the case.
Each student is in direct contact
with the instructor by a
telephone. If the student has a
question he can talk directly with
the instructor, and because the
broadcast is live, both the ques-
tion and the answer can be heard
by all of the students tied in t@ the
satellite, just as in a regular
classroom situation.

In addition, all work done by
the students is sent to the instruc-
tor in San Antonio, where it is
graded and then returned. Thus,
the teacher is . able. to com-
municate with the student and
knows how is or is not progress-
ing.

Several courses are currently
taken by Tahoka students in-
cluding German, calculus, art
and psychology, but many more
are offered by the network.

The system is not without its
faults. ‘‘There have been some
problems. The first year there
was one teacher who wasn’t real
good. He didn’t get the
homework assignments back. He
didn’t grade the homework
assignments. Once they (TI-IN
Network officials) find out, and
enough people call in and say
‘What’s happening?’ they don’t
last long,’’ Cate said.

Local Christmas Tree Farmer
Ready To Harvest First Crop

““I like doing things that people
say can’t be done,’”” says Zack
Payton on_ his farm 17 miles
north of Tahoka. He’s ready to
harvest his crop, like most
farmers in the area. Unlike most
farmers, however, his crop is
mostly over five feet tall and dark
green — he’s a Christmas tree
farmer.

Paytoen is owner of the Star-
"brite ¥€hristmas Tree Farm
located about a quarter of a mile
north from Hwy. 41 on Hwy. 87,
and folks traveling from Tahoka
to Lubbock have watched his
first crop of trees growing for
three years now. He planted 1100
Afghan pine trees on 12 acres of
land and this is his first harvest.

“Lots of folks told me pine
trees wouldn’t do well in this
area, but these (Afghan pine)
trees are well suited to the dry
climate in West Texas,”’ Payton
contends. The 3-year-old trees
range in height from 4 to 8 feet
and have long needles. He says
they will begin bearing pine cones
in about another year.

Payton is a retired cotton
farmer, and in fact worked some
land in the T-Bar area here (6
miles west and 3 miles south)
from 1968 until 1973. “‘Fred
McGinty owned that land before
us,”’ ~Payton says, adding, ‘‘I
know lots of Tahoka people.”
He is also owner of Woodrow
Gin.

He planted his trees where he
used to grow cotton, and after his
first crop was well on its way he
planted another 1400 pine trees
the first of this year, and added
1500 more seedling trees this past
September. He orders his trees
from California and they’re ship-
ped by air. “‘Pine trees from East
Texas won’t grow well here. Not
only is our climate different but
the acidity in the soil here is not
the same,’’ claims Payton. ‘““The
trees | get are imported from
Afghanistan where the climate is
more similar to ' West Texas.”

“These trees take lots of work
and tender loving care in keeping
weeds and insects out of the
growing area,’’ he stated. “‘A
person could farm 1000 acres of
cotton (in man hours) to what it
takes to farm 50 acres of trees.”’
As in cotton farming, he says,
weed and insect control and ir-
rigation are the major production
COStS.

At the Starbrite Christmas
Tree Farm, Payton hopes to
““bring the family together for
.that special tree.’”” He enjoys
watching family members search
for just the right tree and
laughingly says that often they’'ll
all choose a different tree and
then argue over which one to take
home. He provides saws, and the
buyer may either cut his own tree
or have them cut it (all cut trees
are $35), or may choose to have a

living tree. Payton will have a
tree balled and burlapped live for
planting at a cost of $60.

He’ll tell a buyer how_to care
for a living tree and says, *‘I
won’t guarantee them, of course,
but if you take care of them pro-
perly, they’ll live.”” He also sells
seedling trees for $1.50 each.

The Starbrite is open seven
days a week, from noon til 8 p.m.

Monday through Friday and Sun-

day, and from 9 a.m. til 8 p.m.
on Saturdays. His daughters also
operate a small Christmas crafts
shop on the premises and offer
hot chocolate to customers.

Payton says his Christmas tree
farm is"a first for this area, and
he hopes to start a new West
Iexas tradition. He would like to
see people buy the live trees, not
only to beautify the area but for
practical purposes of cutting
down on wind erosion.

Most bmrunm an extension
of the 1985 farm bill, with some
fine tuning, the president of the
Texas Farm Bureau told
delegates to the 55th annual
meeting in Corpus Christi.

S.M. True said other issues
facing agriculture include en-
vironmental and animal rights
issues, school financing, workers
compensation, water rights and
the federal deficit.

The cotton, grain and beef cat-
tle farmer from Plainview, said
preliminary work on the 1990
farm bill will begin next year.

‘““And we could have to fight
some of the battles next year,”
the state farm leader told the
1,300 delegates representing 216
organized county Farm Bureaus.

True said most farmers and
ranchers agree that the present
farm bill is working.

““It has given us the tools to

make American farm products
more competitive in world
markets,”* he said. **It has shifted

the focus away from growing

crops for government storage, 10
producing for markets here and
abroad.”

The TFB president warned that
enviromental issues will become
more and more important.

“The Endangered Species Act
is a priority issue now and will be
for some time to come,”’ he said.
‘““We must have some balance

between the environment and the
economy. We need amendments
providing for economic impact
statements before .damaging
regulations are implemented.””
As for groundwater con-
tamination, the farm leader said
no one wants to drink unsafe
water and no one wants to con-
taminate drinking water.
