Pete Hegi Retiring A ftér
60 Years Of Banking Here

It’s been 62 years since F.B.
(Pete) Hegi started his banking
career working without pay as a
banking apprentice after school
in Petersburg. Over the years he
progressed through just about
every job a person can do in a
bank, and he is retiring this
month after 60 years of service to
the Taboka _

First National Bank of Tahoka.

Hegi will be honored at a
reception at the bank from 2 to
4:30 p.m. Sunday, Jan. 22.

Banking has changed a lot dur-
ing Hegi’'s career. He first went
into the professioggwhen most the
figuring was done by people in-
stead of machines, and those peo-
ple usually worked 18 hours a
day, and the bank president drew
a salary of $250 a month.

Hegi grew up at Petersburg,
the son of pioneer Plains settlers
who immigrated to the United
States from Switzerland. Over
the years, Hegi and his wife,
Madeline, have visited
Switzerland several times, with
the most recent visit in 198§,
when the coupile and their sons,
daughters-in-law and :rand-
children (a group of 10) ail went
to Switzerland where they visited
the Hegi Castle, named for some
of his ancestors, renewed friend-
ships with some distant relatives
and met some new relatives. And
they may go back again, now that
Pete is retired.

Hegi began his banking career
as a youth at the Petersburg
bank, but came to Tahoka on
Sept. 1, 1929 as a bookkeeper,
soon moving up to a depression-
years’ salary of $125 per month.
He later advanced to the jobs of
teller, cashier, vice president,
peesident and director, becoming
chairman of the board in 1978, a
position he held until retirement.

When he came to Tahoka, the
bank’s assets were about
$774,000. Over the years they
have giown to the present
$52,205,000.

Hegi is a former vice president
and treasurer of the South Plains
Bankers Assn. He also is a
mnmber~"of Rotary Clob, a
former Lions Club president and
a member of the Methodist
Church.

At that tume she was home
demonstration agent in Dawson
County. They were introduced by
Truett Smith of Tahoka. Mrs.
Hegi later taught homemaking in
Tahoka schools for many vears.

The Hegis have two sons,
John, executive vice presidemt of
the Lamesa National Bank; and
Fred Jr., general partner in the
nvestment corporation of
Wingate Partners, Dallas.

John is married to the former
Sharon Jobe of Post and they
have two sons, John Jr.. 15, and
Thomas, 13. Fred marned the
former Jan Vestal of Snyder, and
they have two sons, Peter, 14,
and Brian, 11.

When Hegi started out with the
Tahoka bank, things were a lot
different than they are today.
““For several years, there were no
vacations, and the bank stayed
open from 7 a.m. to 6 p.m. We
waild close an hour for supper
then come back at 7 and work un-
tii "about midnight when we
finished posting.’’ He added that
the posting was done standing by
the posting mdchine, and at the
end of those 18-hour days, the
employees were exhausted.

Five persons ran the bank in
the early 30's, and the bank presi-
dent, Waiter Slaton, drew a
salary of $250 a month for
himself.

Slaton died in the late 50°s and

Hegi said he always tried to main-

tain banking standards he learned

and community progressing.

“Many of our customers have
been with us for vyears and
vears,”’ he said.

Interest rates on loans haven't
changed so. much, although
amounts of loans and coilateral
have. When Hegi came to Firss
National, the imerest rate was 10
percent, close 10 what 1tissoday.

““Loans weren't very big-- a
fellow could make a crop om
$1,000."" Pete recalled. He
chuckied at the memory of the
first ume farmers in the area
started using tractors and wanted
to put .them up for loan col-
ateral. ‘‘Mr. Slaton threw a fit--
he figured those tractors were
worthiess as collateral.

Growers Should Be ‘Consumer

Driven,’ Says Speaker

Growers of greenhouse and
other interior plants must become
more attunded to the needs of
various consumer groups, said a
speaker at the Texas Greenhouse
Growers  and Interiorscapers
Conference here Nov. 16.

“You need to know who will
buy your products and what they
will buy,’’ said Dr. Chris.Town-
send, a senior lecturer in hor-
ticultural sciences at Texas A&M
University.

‘““You (greenhouse businesses)
have been a ‘product driven’ in-
dustry. You grow plants and then
try to sell them. Instead, you

must change your way of doing

business and become a ‘consumer
driven’ industry,”” Townsend
told participants in the con-
ference which was hosted by the
Texas Agricultural Extension
Service.

To do that, Townsend said that
growers must become more
familiar with various consumer
groups and then segment their
marketing operations to reach
those groups.

One key consumer group is

single households, she said.
“Currently, 25 percent of the
people in the U.S. live alone, and
that number is likely to increase
in the years ahead,’” Townsend
said.
. She said that older Americans
are another group of consumers
that can have a major impact on
the marketing of greenhouse
plants. By 2020, about 20 percent
of all the people in the U.S. will
be over 65 years of age, Town-
send said.

A third key consumer group
are the “‘yuppies’’ of yesterday,
said the horticultural official.

“These are now ‘muppies’ or
mature yuppies, and they are set-
tled down, staying at home and

having families,”” Townsend
said.
Then there are the ‘‘do-it-

yourselfers”’, she said. They want
high quality products but want to
save money.

A final consumer group to
target are the individuals who
have ‘“‘poverty of time,”” Town-
send said. They have no time for
leisure and will pay to have things
done because they are on tight
schedules.

““Pick the consumer groups
you want to reach and market to
them,’' Townsend told the
greenhouse- growers and- in-
teriorscapers. ‘‘Find out who will
buy your product, and then pro-
duce that product.

‘““Also, pay attention to what~ -

other industries are doing to

reach various consumer groups,”’
she said.

The first receivers of telephone calls
cried out “Ahoy-ahoy” rather than
the later greeting of “hello.”

Financial Management For
Remarried Couples

While money is probably not
the only cause for the break-up of
second marriages, it is probably a
contributing factor in many
cases. The divorce rate for second
marriage is higher than for first
marriages 54 percent of women’
and 61 percent of men in their
30’s will divorce a second time.

Remarried couples face special
situations in which their old
methods of handling money may
be inappropriate. Herg, for
example, are some of the com-
mon financial problems re
married couples must confront:

* Limited discussions about
finances prior to remarriage.

* A man may feel torn between
financial demands of two
families or may be reluctant to
assume financial responsibility
for his new wife’s children. A
woman may be afraid of impos-

ing the financial burdens of her .

children on her new husband.

* Some men put off revising
wills, life insurance and property
titles. Women may hesitate to
reveal their financial status and
hide away money because they
fear another divorce. Both men
and women are reluctant to
disclose all their assets.

* The custodial parent who
must rely on his or her former
spouse for child support
payments may feel financial
uncertainty.

* The new spouse in a non-
custodial family may fear his or
her salary may be used to justify
an increase in child support
payments.

* Both spouses may face
unclear financial responsibilities
regarding medical, education and
other needs beyond child support
payments.

Some suggestions for re-
married couples are:

1. Communicate about mutual
values and goals.

2. Understand past decision-
making and spending styles and
agree on current styles.

3. Decide how to handle cur-
rent financial responsibilities in-
cluding existing debts, spousal
support payments, child support

payments, support of elderly
_parents.

4. Agree to pool or separate
finances.

5. Develop .and use a family
spending plan.

6. Settle legal questions like
custody of children, guardian-
ship, property ownership, wills
and estate planning.

To Reflect Changing Times

The National FFA Organiza-
tion is the new name for the high
school group previously known
as Future Farmers of America.

““l1 view this action as a pro-
gressive move that needed to be
made,’’ said Jay Hays, president
of the Student Body at Texas
A&M University.

Hays a former Texas FFA vice
president, said delegates to the re-
cent national meeting of the
vouth organization in Kansas
City voted to take the word
“farmers’’ out of the name
because it was hurting recruiting.

Hays said that although FFA
remains in the organization’s title
it no longer reflects farming as a
career.

““One might compare the FFA
named change with that several
years age of Texas A&M, which
no longer stands for ‘agricultural
and mechanical college’ of
Texas,”” Hays said.

‘““We are now the National
FFA Organization, or FFA

" organization of each state, as a
result of action by delegates to
the 61st annual conference of the
youth group,’’ he said.

Hays is an A&M senior from
Wolfe City majoring in
agricultural education.

Hays said FFA officers and
U.S.  Education Department ad-
visors to the organization recom-
mended the name change to help
reduce-a 23 percent decline .in
membership since the mid-70s.

Hays said the FFA has about
416,000 active members nation-

wide, with about 54,000 of them
residing in Texas.

Another delegate to the FFA
national meeting, Jeff Darby, a
state FFA vice president from
Jourdanton, said voting delegates
also approved removing the
words ‘‘vocational agriculture”
from the constitution and by-
laws and replacing them with
‘“agricultural education’ at the
national level.

‘““In Texas, however, the
educational program will be
known as ‘agricultural science
and technology’ in high schools
to reflect to a higher degree the
needs of the biotechnology age,”’
he said. ‘

Darby, a biochemistry major
at Texas A&M, served as presi-
dent of his chapter and district
FFA organizations before being
elected a state FFA officer.

‘I fully expected these changes
to take place at the national
level,”” Brown said.

Fire Ants Mounds

Do Disappearing Act

Where have they all gone?
Where are those ominous dirt
mounds that literally explode
with fire ants when the last bit
disturbed?

It’s all in the weather, ac-
cording to an expert with the

Texas Agricultural Extension
Service.
“With the extremely dry

wgather that we've had in the fire
ant infested areas of Texas this
summer and fall, most ants did a
disappearing act,’’ said Dr. Bart
Drees, an entomologist. ‘‘They
weren’t able to move dirt easily to
build their normally tall mounds,
so they reminded below the soil.
Many lived in cracks in the soil as
well as in walls of homes.”’

Rains Will Make a Difference

But look out once the rains
come! It will be back to business
as usual for the fire ants. Mounds
will literally pop up overnight,

Dr ‘@sand,

‘““When fire ant mounds do ap-
pear, that doesn’t mean there’s a
sudden invasion of the pesky crit-

‘“It’s just that they suddenly have
become visible and active once
again.

‘““After rainy periods, both
winged males and females engage
in mating flights, and newly
mated guieens seek shelter and dig
burrows in which to produce
their first brood. However,
mounds of these newly establish-
ed colonies will not appear until
about two months after mating,”’
Drees said.

Flooding due to heavy rainfall
also causes established colonies
to move elsewhere and set up
residence almost overnight, the
entomologist said. This rapid
migration <can frustrate
homeowners and others trying to
keep ants off their property.
Multiple Queens Also A Problem

While dry weather is a major
factor in the number of visible
fire ant mounds, there is one
other cause-- the presence of
““multiple queen fire ants.”’

“Traditionally, all . mounds
were thought to have one mated
queen, and each colony was
territorial-- not allowing other
ants to build mounds in their
area,”’ Drees said. ‘‘Now,
mounds have been discovered
that contain many mated and
reproductively active queens.
These mounds are smallcr and do
not respond easily to treatments
with bait-type insecticides
because all the queens must be
eliminated to control ihe
mound.”’

Compounding the problem is
that multiple queen ants also ap-
pear to spread _by budding
(reproductively active queen Jeav-
ing mounds inhabited by other
queen ants to establish -mounds
of their own). This results in
neighboring mounds of *‘sister”’
queens, ants that are ‘not ter-
ritorial, Drees said. Thus all
mounds in the are part of a single

colony or ‘‘metroplex,’”’ with
worker ants moving freely from
mound to mound.

Treatments Even More Difficult

““The result of all this is that
the number of mounds may pro-
liferate to 200 to 400 per acre
compared to 40 to 120 mounds
per acre with the traditional
single queens. Thus, trying to
treat multiple queen mounds with
individual mound treatments
such as drenches, dusts and injec-
table products is like to trying to
empty the ocean a bucket at a
time,”’ Drees said.

““Even when treating fire ant
mounds in a small area, it’s really
difficult to know the effects,”’ he
said. *‘For instance, did the ants
die or simple move?”’

Currently, there is no single,
permanent treatment for fire
ants, according to the en-

_tomologist. It takes a continuous

effort with a combination of
treatments-- plus a large dose of
