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Arsenic, Other Pollutants 
Found In County Wells

Groimdwater studies by the Texas 
DepL of Agriculture have found six 
pesticides, including arsenic, in 44 of 
116 wells surveyed in nine counties 
of Texas, in d u in g  some in Lynn 
County, a release from the TDA in ̂  
Austin said this wedc.

Although the release said arsenic 
was found in wells in the West Texas 
counties of Lynn, Dawson, Martin, 
Howard and Terry, it did not say how 
many wells in Lyim Couitty were 
tested, where they are located, m  in 
how many wells in the county arsenic 
was discovered.

It did say thm picloram was found 
in one well in Lyim County, and said 
that picloram is used for brush con­
trol along utility rights-of-way, for 
weed mid brush control in pastures 
and rangeland and for weed control 
in small grains.

What the findings mean insofar as 
the safety of drinking water from 
individually-owned wells in the 
county is concerned was not spelled 
out in tfie TDA release, but officials 
of the four cities in the county all 
assured their residents this week that 
their city water is perfectly safe to 
drink.

, TDA is the lead agency for r^u la t- 
ing pesticides in Texas. If a pesticide 
is found to cause a significant risk to 
the environment-includiag ^ound- 
waier-TDA has the authority to limit 
its use.

Ninvtes, a  common poUuiant oC 
shaDoteniral wells, were fom d in 94 
or the 116 wells tested. Water was 
taken from the wells in 1988, and 
laboratory woik was completed in 
late January.

**rhe bad news is that these results 
are no surprise,” said Assistant Agri­
culture Conunissioner Susan Rieff. 
”This round of tests ai^iears to con- 
fuTO the pattern shown in our earlier 
testing, that pesticides can and are 
contamiruuing our groundwater re­
sources in Texas.”

She said that letters explaining the 
lest results have been sent to each 
well owner whose water was found 
to have contamination. TDA plans to 
take additional samples to confirm 
the presence of pesticides. “These 
raw data don’t provide us with 
enough information to know if each 
case of contiunination resulted from 
normal agricultural practices or ftom 
poor well construction or if misuse of 
apesdeide led to the contamination,” 
she added.

“Now that the tests are complete, 
our follow-up work will determine

what actions we need to take. We 
were looking for an indication of 
pesticide contamination. Now that 
we have that indication, the next step 
is to carefully explore the extent of 
contamination and its causes,” Mrs. 
Rieff said.

The laboratory procedures used to 
analyze the water samples were ca- 
paUe of detecting more than 200 
pesticides.

There was one indication in the 
TDA release which indicated that the 
arsenic found in a Lynn County well 
(or wells) was not of a sufficient 
quantity to be dangerous. This was in 
a statement which commented that 
“Arsenic was found in concentra­
tions at or above a safe drinking 
water level established by ERA...in 
27 wells in Dawson, Hidalgo, How­
ard, Martin aitd Terry counties.” 
Since this statement did not mention 
Lynn, it would indicate that the level 
of arsenic in the Lynn County well 
was safe.

The story did say, however, that 
health authorities urge caution in 
drinking water with any level of arse­
nic contamination, and that “chronic 
exposure to arsenic-contaminated 
drinking water poses a serious threat 
to hunuui health. Long-term oral 
exposure may lead to an increased 
risk of skin cancer or nerve damage.”

Arsenic-based pesticides have 
long beat used in the production of 
coooo. AneoK-fauMd inseoiicidet 
were used in some areas and arsenic- 
based herbicides “are still being used 
to promote the defoliation of cotton 
prior to harvest. In addition, cotton 
gin waste containing residual arsenk: 
has frequently been returned to the 
land as a mulch,” said the TDA.

Tahoka City Manager Barry 
Pittman said that Tahoka’s entire 
water system is tested each October 
“for everything.” A list of things 
tested for in October 1988 did in­
clude arsenic and many other 
elements, and the city’s water was 
shown to be well within safe limits. 
Pittman said water samples taken at 
city hall aitd sent to Austin for testing 
last October was mostly Lake

Meredith wtuer which the city uses 
as a member of the Canadian River 
Municipal Water Authority. How; 
ever, the water did include some well 
water mixed in. The City of Tahoka 
frequently supplements the Cana­
dian River water with water pumped 
into the system from three or four of 
the city’s seven water wells, particu­
larly in the summer.

The City of New Home is not on 
the Canadian River pipeline and 
stqtplies water from four wells, 
which also are tested annually and 
approved by the Texas E>ept. of 
Health. Wilson also uses well water 
exclusively and their five wells are 
tested each month. Wilson officials 
said that city recently received a let­
ter of commendation from the health 
deparunent on the high quality of its 
water. O’Donnell is on the Canadian 
River pipeline and also is tested by 
the he^th agency each year.

Of the 116 wells sampled in the 
recent TDA tests, 96 were used at 
least in part for househtrid purposes.

“TDA continues to stress that pre­
venting contamination in the first 
place is the only workable approach 
to maintaining a fresh, clean ground- 
water supply,” an crfficial said. 
“Once the well is poisoned, it’s too 
late. Our groundwater sampling 
program is merely one step toward 
keeping the water clean.”

Nitrates were found in each of the 
counties surueyed. QC 109 wtUr 
tested for nitrates, 94 revealed meas­
urable quantities of the chemical. 
Fifty-three of the wells had nitnues 
in higher concentrations than the 
EPA drinking water standard. TDA 
said it did not have enough informa­
tion to conclude whether the nitrates 
came from the ap^ication of nitro­
gen fertilizers, from the leaching of 
naturally-occurring soil nitrates, 
from septic tanks, from animal 
wastes or ftom some combination of 
these potential causes.

TDA was assisted in its sampling 
program by the Texas Water Envel­
opment Board. Laboratory work was 
done by TDA and the Texas D ept of 
Health.

Parents need to read with children 
rather than read to them. Research 
tells us that parent-child reading is 
most successful when it involves 
give-and-take and identifying wcM’ds 
and ideas in a pleasurable situation.

Regular patterns of reading with 
children eight to ten minutes a day for 
four to seven days a week are associ­
ated with both high reading achieve­
ment and positive attitudes uiward 
reading in children.

The more that children and parents 
are actively engaged in “thinking” 
about the story as contrasted to “lis­
tening” to the story, the more suc­
cessful reading with children be­
comes in enhancing children’s read­
ily  achievemenL

Sending letters and postcards to 
grandparents or friends is a way to 
involve children in the writing proc­
ess. as weU as encouraging th m  to 
understand and be thoughtful of oth­
ers. At first, children can draw a pic­
ture and dictate a short message. 
Later they can write their own names 
and gradually add other works and 
shmt statements. In this manner, 
children are encouraged to use writ­
ing as a form of communications.

‘Prize’ Offers 
By Telephone 
Bring Warning

TheU.S. Postal Inspection Service 
has warned the public about the in­
creasing number of "boiler room*  ̂
scams that use the telephone to pitch 
a variety of products, usually at­
tached to a “free gift” gimmick.

O iief Postal Inspector Otarles R. 
CTauson said the bogus companies 
flood post offices with computerized 
mailings notified people “they’ve 
won a prize,” usually after offering 
tot sale everything from vitamins to 
office supplies. ”The operttors then 
followup with high-pressure tele­
marketing,” (Tlauson said, “usually 
asking for money or a credit card 
number to cover shipping charges.” 
Gauson suggested that the best way 
to defend against the scams is to 
“check out the company and call 
them back—without giving out your 
credit card number or any money— 
and if still suspicious, get in touch 
with a postal inspector through the 
nearest post office.”

-Once fertilizer needs are deter­
mined, farmers can place their or­
ders, Cypert said. Again, by ordering 
early, they can avoid the spring rush. 
Also, fertilizers usually cost more in 
the spring when demand is greater 
and supplies tighter.

With fertilizer at hand, farmen can 
begin application when field condi­
tions permU. This minimizes spring 
planting delays because of light 
dealer schedules and reduces the 
potential for moisture loss just prior 
to planting, Cypert said.
