45% of Irrigation
Water Recharged

Water artificially recharged
during 1960 at the High Plains
Research Foundation's recharge
well amounted to 45% of the
total amount pumped from the
Foundation’'s three wells. The
three wells, including the re-
charge well, produced 324 acre-
feet of water while 145 acre-feet
were placed underground, This
means that .only 55%, or 179
acre-feet, of water was actually
consumed from the under-
ground formation,

Of the 145 acre-feet recharg-
ed, 124 acre-feet came from
rains in June, July, September
and October. The remaining 11
acre-feet came from run-off of
irrigatea crops in the area. The
12 inches of rain during the first
week of July placed approxi-
mately 110 acre-feet of ,water
in the lake, But, due to evapor-
ation only 79.8 acre-feet were
recharged.

A new recharge well will be
installed in the southwest cor-
ner of the farm as soon as
conditions permit. This well
will receive run-off from a lar-
ger area than the present lake.

NEW YORK, Feb. 20 — How'
much money wil] the Federal
government collect this year
from Bailey County. residents,
by way of taxes and other lev-
ies, toward the interest charges
on the national debt?

The figures are based on a
study made by the Texas Foun-
dation, _a non-profit organiza-
tion, srwwi.ng that the annual
interest on the debt is now close
to $9 billion,

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NO ORGANIZED OPPOSITION IS FORESEEN

Muleshoe has had some good
publicity here and there over
the proposal of the City Coun-
cil to reduce city taxes by 10
cents on the one hundred dol-
lars valuation for the coming
tax year,

In accordance with provisions
of the new Home Rule Charter,
the Council has ordered a hear-
ing on the proposal to be held
March 7.

The Journal has run a sample
survey of opinion on this matter
and now can predict that no ap-
preciable amount of opposition
to the proposal will develop at
the hearing; there probably will
not be any group of irate citi-
zens descending upon the Coun-
cil; it is the concensus that
property owners will approve
this tax reduction, at least by
a substantial majority.

The City is reducing ad va-

As most people know, Farm
Bureau has opposed the admin-
istration feed grains program
from the outset. The reason for
the opposition was not the fear
of farmers getting too much for
their grain, as some individuals
have suggested.

The reasons are varied, and
here are some of them: 1. There
was no indication of what pro-
gram would be proposed for,
and there would be danger of
the feed market having to ab-
sorb the surplus of wheat.
2. The cost of the administra-
tion of the program would be
far higher than the administra-
tion's estimate,

3. The only market for feed
grains would be limited to the
department of agriculture, thus
eliminating private interest in

last two years. There are more
reasons than these, and many
details behind each reason.

The American Farm Bureau
Cropland Adjustment Program
would require yetirement of the
total pecentage of all acreage
devoted to production of feed
grains, and include wheat. It
would also prohibit sale of CCC
stocks that would compete with
farmers in selling their product
on the market. We would like
for you to read the complete
program, We believe you would
like it. It is in the office here,
