“ A driver who learns and 
complies with traffic laws can 
never prevent as many acci­
dents as a driver who learns 
and complies with both traffic 
laws and defensive driving pro- 
dedures," the sergeant stated.

Pro­
cedure describes ways in whicti 
a driver can comply with the 
law or do something extra that 
will increase his safety and pre­
vent congestion.

"For example, the law says 
that no person shall park a ve­
hicle upon Ihe paved or maixt- 
t rave led part of the highway.

In Bailey Cbunty, the total 
amount of food consumed in 
1960 is estimated at 13,541,000 
(jounds.

Among non-farm residents, 
the reports show, the use of 
meats and vegetables is some­
what higher than it is among 
farm dwellers. As to other kinds 
of food, however, farm resi­
dents consume more.

It is pointed out that the dif­
ference that once existed be­
tween the eating habits of farm 
and non-farm |»eople are fast 
disappearing. A large propor­
tion of the food consumed by 
farmers is now being purchased 
by them. At one time, by con­
trast. they lived almost exclusi­
vely on home-grown products.

A breakdown by the Depart­
ment of Agriculture shows how 
the typical non-farm family of 
average income distributes its 
food dollar.

In Bailey County, assuming 
normal buying conditions, 26 
percent of the food dollar goes 
for meat, poultry and fish, 
23 percent for fruits and vege­
tables. 19 percent for dairy 
products and 16 percent for 
cereals and baked g<x>d8. The

NEW YORK. May 15- The 
individual Bailey County resi­
dent spent more money for food 
in the past fiscal year than 
did people in most parts of the 
West South Central States.

On a weekly basis, food ex­
penditures locally were al tlie 
rate of $5.07 per person per 
week.

This was solely for food pur­
chased for home consumption.
It does not take into account the 
amount spent in restaurants.

By way of comparison, the 
outlay in other parts of the 
West South Central States was 
$5.05 per person weekly.

Figures on food consumption 
and on the amount of money 
that went for that purpose dur­
ing the year are contained in 
data released by the Depart­
ment of Commerce, the Depart­
ment of Agriculture and other 
sources.

They show that the average 
American has a sturdy appe­
tite. In the past year he con­
sumed no less than 1,488 pounds 
of food, nearly 29 pounds a 
week.

What makes up his weekly 
diet? The principal items are 
meat, 2.8 pounds, milk pro­
ducts,, 8.0 pounds, eggs, a half 
dozen, vegetables and fruits. I remaining 16 percent is divided 
excluding potatoes, 7.9 pounds, j among the host of other food 
cereals, and baked goods. 2.8 items.

'Guaranteed Stand* Seed 
May Be No Bargain

The “ whoop-la" bally hoo 
gimmicks of big-time advertis­
ing have found their way into 
the important Texas seed mar­
ket, and many Texas farmers 
are facing the test of cautious 
common sense versus t h e  
'd o n ’t delay’ ’ punch of ad 
agency promotions.

The gimmick in this instance 
is the drive by large operators 
to sell ‘guaranteed stand’ seed 
to farmers at higher than nor­
mal prices, promising free 
planting deplacement seed if the 
original seed fails to come up 
for any reason other than poor 
farming practices. •

Prices on such seed is some­
times almost twice as expen­
sive as that obtainable from lo­
cal sources. Under this arrange­
ment, a farmer in effect pays 
for his planting replacement 

/whether he needs it or not.
Seed promotion practices of 

this type have been conducted 
in other parts of the country 
for some time but have only re­
cently come into Texas. The 
primary place in activity in our 
state presently is in the Plains 
grain sorghum area, but it 
could easily become more wide­
spread.

I>>gal Recourse Doubtful
The Texas Department of Ag­

riculture Seed Laws require 
that all seed offered for sale 
in commercial quantities bear a 
TDA Texas Tested Seed Tag 
which helps the buyer deter­
mine the true value of the seed 
by furnishing purity and germ­
ination information. C e r t a i n  
seed which hears a TDA Reg­
istered or Certified Seed Tag 
indicates the seed is of excep­
tional quality and has been 
proven successful under favor­
able crop conditions. Although 
the seed being promoted in 
these big campaigns must bear 
the Texas Tested Feed Tag, 
there is no assurance that it 
bears either the TDA Register­
ed or Certified tag.

In any event, there is no pro­
vision under TDA Seed Laws 
for any legal recourse against 
dissatisfaction with "guaran­
teed stand” seed. Nor is it cer­
tain that a buyer would have 
any recourse otherwise if tlie 
seller of such seed decided it 
was "poor farming practice" 
instead of an Act of God that 
prevented the seed from coming 
up in the first place.

Investigate Before Buying
Before buying any seed, and 

especially any “ gimmick”  seed, 
the farmer will be best protect­
ed if he will:

1. Talk to his local seedsman. I 
He’s the man who has to stay I 
in business over the long haul | 
and his advice is to be respect­
ed.

2. Check with his experiment 
station as to local adaptability 
and variety.

3. See which TDA label the 
seed bears. The required Tex­
as Tested tag is white. The reg­
istered tag is purple, and the 
Certified tag is blue.

4. Always compare prices be­
fore buying.

Farmers in the Blackwuter 
Valley Soil Conservation Dis­
trict are finding the practice 
of cover crop cropping very 
beneficial in their cropping 
systems.

This practice can provide 
Isith soil protection and im­
provement, as well as supple­
mental grazing or livestock. 
Crops grown for this purpose 
need to provide cover and pro­
tection during the late fall, win­
ter and early spring.

Farmers on irrigated land 
have a wide choice of crops 
and more desirable conditions

for using this practice than do 
farmers on dry land.

On irrigated land, crops such 
as vetch, Austrian winter peas, 
rye, or other small grains can 
be used. These crops can be 
used without farmers missing 
their regular cash crop during 
the grazing season.

When cover crops are planted j 
in late August or early Sep­
tember at the last cultivating of | 
the regular crop, satisfactory '■ 
growth can usually be obtain­
ed after the regular crop i s ; 
harvested.

She told the bakers that “ a 
calorie is a calorie is a calorie 
whether it com es from a gram 
of protein or of a cereal.”

Dr. Tinsley praised the bak­
ers for enriching bread. En­
richment is the addition of the

B-vitamins of thiamine, nia­
cin and riboflavin and of iron 
to white bread and flour. This 
year is the 20th anniversary 
of the program  enriching 
bread.

Noting that there was no 
increase in the retail cost of 
bread because of enrichment, 
Dr. Tinsley said “ something 
that has cost so little has 
brought so much in human 
health.”

“ The men in the baking 
industry have cause to be 
proud,”  she said. “ When we 
speak of enrichment, we 
speak of a contribution your 
industry has brought to the 
world.”

Dr. Tinsley said that it was 
rather ridiculous to argue 
about the merits of enriched 
white bread and whole grain 
breads. She explained that 
they are close in nutritive 
value and added:

“ The public wants white 
bread. Enriching has not 
changed the flavor and struc­
ture of bread and that’s im­
portant.”

This hairy post can riddle cotton foliage and your profits too. Althougl 
it resembles the woollybear caterpillar, to which it is closely related, th< 
salt marsh caterpillar has fewer hails on its body, and lacks the black bam 
around it.

Pupae spend the winter hibernating 
inside a thin silken cocoon, heavily 
.ovcrcd with interwoven hairs front 
he body of the caterpillar. They are 
'otind under trash, dead leaves and 
ather shelter on top of the soil 

In spring, adult moths appear, 
cmale moths are whitish with an 

trange body and black spots on body 
tnd wings. They lay somewhat llat- 
ened spherical pearly-white eggs in 
nasscs on cotton plants.
