Approve 

All 4 Propositions
Only 251 voters decided the 

fate of the bond election held 
Wednesday, passing all proposi­
tions with an impressive major­
ity.

The first proposition, provid­
ing for the refund and reissue of 
$145,000 in bonds, was passed by 
a 208-43 vote. This was the key 
proposition of the first three 
propositions. Had this failed, all 
three would have failed. Had ei­
ther of the other two failed, all 
three would have failed, but this 
proposition was actually the key 
proposal. Without this refund and 
reissue, the city could not have 
gone ahead with the other two 
improvement issues.

Proposition number two, pro­
viding for the issuance of $123,- 
000 revenue bonds for water­
works improvements and exten­
sions, was passed by a margin 
of 206-43.

Number three on the ballot, 
providing for the issuance of 
$98,000 in revenue bonds for san­
itary sewer system improve­
ment and extensions, passed 
with a vote of 207-42.

The least support was given 
proposition number four, which 
asked for $85,000 in general ob­
ligation bonds for installation of 
storm sewers. This proposition 
received 187 favorable votes and 
62 against.

were a package deal. Passage of 
one required passage of all three. 
The first proposition will refund 
$145,000 in revenue bonds which 
were issued in 1948, known as 
“ dossed end” bonds. This was 
the only type bond allowed at 
the time by state law. Passage 
of further revenue bonds were 
dependent upon the refunding of 
these bonds.
This refund is a one time thing, 

since existing statutes have done 
aWay with the "closed end’ ’ type 
bund.

Minimum water rates will be 
increased 50 cents due to the is­
suance of bonds under proposi­
tion number two. This will be the 
only increase in water rates and 
the remainder of the rate struc­
ture will not be affected. The 
city’s water rates will still be 
among the lowest in West Tex­
as.

Storm sewer and drainage 
bonds are payable through tax 
revenues.

Turnout for the election was 
disheartening to some officials. 
They compared this figure of 
251 voters to the 1956 street im­
provement and general obliga­
tion bond election turnout, in 
which 307 voters participated. In

Cotton Damaged By 
Mis-Use Of 2. 4-D

Many complaints have come 
to the Extension Service con­
cerning damaged cotton due to 
mis-use of 2, 4-D in weed con­
trol of grain sorghum.

Listed below are some good 
points to keep in mind in using 
2, 4-D in control of weeds in 
grain sorghum.

This is particularly timely due 
to recent rains around Mule­
shoe, which have resulted in 
keeping farmers out of the 
fields to control weeds.

It should always be kept in 
mind that 2, 4-D regardless of 
formulation is extremely toxic 
to cotton and other broad leaf 
plants.

Grain sorghum should he 
sprayed when it is from 6-10 
inches tall for maximum con­
trol of weeds and minimum in­
jury to the grain sorghum. Earl­
ier or later spraying can in­
jure the grain sorghum.

Set nozzles so that good cov­
erage of weeds is obtained— 
this will vary with type of noz-

drift — about 20 inches above 
weed tops is usually a good 
spacing.

Never spray when wind is 
above 10 miles per hour and 
prefebably less. Remember, 
drift is the thing that is the 
most dangerous to nearby cot­
ton and other broad leaf plants.

Spray pressure slurulo be just 
enough to make nozzles work 
15-20 pounds per square inch. 
This too minimizes drift. It is 
extremely important that the 
low spray pressure be used be­
cause high pressure produces 
small spray droplets which are 
easily carried by wind.

Use only amine salt formula­
tions, low volatile ester formula­
tions, or emulsifiable acid form­
ulations to reduce the hazard 
of volatility.

To further reduce drift use a 
large volume of total mix, 10 
to 20 gallons per acre.

One-half pound 2.4-D per acre 
should be sufficient.

Remember, 2,4-D regardless 
of formulation is extremely tox­
ic. to cotton and other broad 
uses it should be most careful 
in his application and be pre- 
pa ed to pay damages if he 
can’t operate a sprayer so that 
drift does not occur.

Social Security Changes Noted
The new amendments to the 

social security law, signed by 
President Kennedy, give men 
early benefit rights similar to 
those women have had since 
1956.

The change applies to men 
between 62 and 65 years of age, 
and is designed especially to 
help those who are unable to 
find employment because of 
their age or poor health.

A man now 62 to 65 years of 
age can start receiving bene­
fits with the month of August. 
But if he retires before he 
reaches age 65, the monthly 
amount of benefit paid to him 
Is reduced. He will continue to 
be paid the reduced amount 
even after he reaches 65.

Dependent widowers and the 
dependent fathers of workers 
who have died also can get ben­
efits at age 62. Their benefits, 
like those of widows and de­
pendent mothers, are not re­
duced.

For men who retire early, the 
amount by which their benefits 
will be reduced depends on the 
number of months which they 
will receive benefits while still 
under 65. A worker who retires 
and claims his benefits as soon 
ns he reaches 62 will qualify 
for 80 percent of the amount 
that would be payable to him at 
age 65 based on his average 
earnings up until his retirement. 
If he waits until he is 63. he will 
get 66 2 3 percent of his full 
benefit; and if he waits until 
64, the amount will be 93 1/3 
percent.

that a person may expect to re­
ceive, on the average, about the 
same amount if he takes re­
duced benefits beginning before 
he is 65, or waits until 65.

Members of the Immediate 
family of a retired worker can 
get dependents’ benefits if the 
worker retires at 62 or if he 
waits. Eligible dependents in­
clude a wife 62 or older, or a 
wife at any age if she has in 
her care children who are eli­
gible for benefits. The child of 
a retired worker is eligible if lie 
he is under 18, or if he has been 
totally disabled since child­
hood.

The Committee on Finances 
of the Senate, in recommending 
this change in the law, said 
“ The provision of benefits at 
age 62 for men will help to al­
leviate the hardships faced by 
that group of men who, because 
of ill health, automation, or 
other technological change, are 
forced intoi premature retire­
ment before age 65.”

There are many things I don’t 

understand about Washington,

NATIONAL AGRICULTURAL
ADVISORY COMMISSION

On June 27, 1961 tiie White 
House announced the appoint­
ment by President Kennedy of 
a 25 member National Agri­
cultural Odvisory Commission. 
Chairmaned by Harry B. Clad- 
well of North Carolina. 1,547,- 
400. (Texas Crop and Livestock 
Reporting Service).

The following is the first of a 
series of articles by E. Hofer. 
The author's aim is to advocate 
and encourage policies which he 
believes essential to the well- 
being of America, the develop­
ment of industry, the sound in­
vestment of savings and steady 
employment of American work­
ers.

One of the bill's major pro­
visions would prohibit the pat­
enting of many pharmaceutical 
products unless Ihe neWly dis­
covered compound c o u l d  be 
proven significantly more effec­
tive than all chemically related 
drugs already on the market. In 
other words, proving that a drug 
is safe and good -matters which 
are covered by long-established 
law would no longer be enough. 
A government agency would 
have to agree that it was better.

If this sounds plausible to you, 
think again. A preparation which 
is effective with one patient may 
fail entirely with another. Only 
the practicing physican is com­
petent to decide which particu­
lar drug is best in any given 
case. Patients, after all, are in­
dividuals. with individual idio- 
syncraeies. And, as the old say­
ing has it. one man’s meat may 
be another man’s poison.

Moreover, authoritarian bod­
ies— and any government agency 
with the power to decide which 
of a group of related drugs is 
best must be authoritarian— 
have often been guardians of 
ortholoxy rather than champ­
ions of progress. In the past, 
medical ' ’experts” rejected Jen- 
ner’s smallpox vaccine. Pas­
teur’s anthrax vaccine. Lister's 
Iheory of anlisepsis. and Sem- 
mekveis' discovery of the cause 
of childbed fever. All of these 
innivations have proven to be 
milestones in medical history.

American medicine is the best 
in the world, and the pharma­
ceutical industry has made an 
important contribution to that

end. The proposed legislation 
would amount to a roadblock in 
the way of further progress the 
ultimate in rule by decree. • 

A NEEDED “EXPORT”
It has been suggested, in high 

official . quarters, that lessons 
learned by the Tennessee Val­
ley Authority could profitably be 
exported to other nations to 
which we provide aid of one 
kind or another. And that pro­
posal produced an interesting 
comment from The Saturday 
Evening Post.

"While few dispute the accom­
plishments of TVA as an engi­
neering achievement,”  says The 
Post, “ it would be less than ac­
curate to send abroad the im­
pression that only by tax-con­
suming, semisocialistic projects 
have we taken Tong leaps for­
ward’ .

^Actually the most striking 
progress in this industry, as in 
most others, has been made by 
private-investor companies. De­
spite (axes and interest rates 
which favor public power. . .at 
least 80 per cent of our electric 
power is produced by private- 
enterprise companies. The Ida­
ho Power Company’s Hell’s Can­
yon dams add enormously to the 
power resources of the area and, 
incidentally, pay $10 million in 
F e d e r a l ,  state and local 
taxes. , . .

“ Obviously a vast publicly fi­
nanced and virtually tax-exempt 
enterprise like TVA can produce 
electricity, but the me s s a g e 
which one might expect an A- 
merican Government to send a- 
broad is the fact that the most 
significant American economic 
progress, including that in the 
electric-power industry, has been 
made by private corporations 
and individuals. Sometimes one 
is tempted to believe that many

American politicians have for­
gotten his fact.”

This country should not at­
tempt to force the American e- 
conomic system or any other A- 
merican innovation or tradition 
down any country's throat. But 
we are engaged, at a cost ap­
proaching $50 billion a year, in 
a no-holds-barred struggle with 
communism, which is simply an 
extension of socialism with a 
maximum of ruthlessness added. 
Self-preservation, if nothing else, 
should lead us to “export”  the 
ideals and philosophies from 
which out strength stems—and 
one ol the most important of 
these is a free enterprise sys­
tem which helps maintain all 
the other freedoms.

Highlights And Sidelights From Your State Capital
AUSTIN, Tex. — Texas leg­

islators, like students who fail­
ed to complete their work in the 
Jong term and have to come 
back to summer school, return 
to Austin this week to "get it 
over with.”

Goal is the passage of a two- 
year appropriations bill expect­
ed to run around $2,600,000,000. 
To pay for it, they will need to 
find some $350,000,000 more in 
tax money than now provided 
Dn the law books.

h ive a word or two for the law­
makers. Two are unofficial. 
They are the Citizens for a 
Sales Tax, whose name ex­

is pushing Gov. Price Daniel’s 
plan for additional selective 
sales taxes, plus more business 
taxes, higher taxes on alcoholic 
beverages and others.

A third committee, appointed 
by the Governor, avoided a 
single, specific recommendation 
but pinpointed some sort of re­
tail sales tax as the most like­
ly source for the amount of 
money needed. This committee 
is composed mainly of the 
chairmen of governing boards 
of state welfare and education­
al agencies.

Committee suggesed that ei­
ther the retail sales tax passed 
by the Senate last session (a 
"general”  sales tax with ex­
emptions for food, farm sup­
plies, medicine) or a "Pennsyl- 
vanie-type”  tax which affects 
only the items listed in the bill 
or a combination of the two 
might be the answer.

All of which leaves the Legis­
lature just about whcere it was 
—with at least some support, 
and some opposition, for any 
course it might take.

Auto Insurance Raised 
Beginning August 1, Texas 

motorists will pay higher prem­
iums for automobile insurance.

How high the premium goes 
will depend on the county in 
which the motorist lives and 
its accident record. In general, 
the big city counties have high­
er accident rates and insurance 
premiums than rural counties. 
In Travis County (Austin), the 
increase on a typical policy 
would be 15 per cent; in Dallas 
County, about 17 per cent.

This is the first increase in 
ihe base rate for auto insurance 
ordered by the State Board of 
Insurance since 1958. Reduc­
tions or increases for traffic ac­
cidents and violations under the 
Safe Driving Plan will continue 
as before.

Reasons given for the rate 
raise include:

1. More people than expected 
qualified for the 20 per cent 
premium cut allowed under the 
Safe Driving Plan for drivers 
with no accidents or violations 
This caused a decline in prem­
ium income.

2. Higher cost of repairing to­
day’s wrap - around windshild, 
wrap-around fender cars.

3. Generous jury awards for 
injury and damage cleaims.

4. Drop in the number of new 
cars sold last year.

5. Apparent dropping of insur­
ance by some motorists who 
had previously carried it.

Highway Costs Up 
Cost of having good roads, 

the State Highway Department 
frankly admits, is going up.

Highway Commission has an­
nounced a highway mainten­
ance budget for the next fiscal 
year (Sept. 1, 1961 to Aug. 31, 
1962) of $51,300,000—which is 
up $2,100,000 from the previous 
year.

Reason given for the in­
crease : Texas had more than 
1,100 new highway miles to care 
for and it costs more per mile 
to care for them. But proper 
upkeep, says the Commission, 
"strelches the taxpayer’s dol­
lar by increasing the life of the 
road.”

Department now maintains 
57,757 miles of highway at an 
average cost of $811 per. mile 
for upkeep. Per mile upkeep 
cost has increased $19 sinoe the 
last fiscal year.
1 Higher Speed, Higher Toll

Beginning September 1, high­
er toll charges will be made on 
the Texas Turnpike, linking 
Dallas and Fort Worth.

After a hearing on the pros 

and cons, State Board of Wa­
ter Engineers has granted the 
Sabine River Authority’s appli­
cation for a permit to build the 
proposed Toledo Bend reservoir.

Sabine, for quite a stretch, 
serves as the boundary between 
Louisiana and lower Easl Tex­
as, and the proposed dam is to 
be a joint Texas-Louisiana pro­
ject.

Spokesmen for timber inter­
ests in the area told the Board 
the reservoir, slated to be 100 
miles long, would put valuable 
timber under water and sawmill 
workers out of jobs. It would 
take 10 years, said a sawmill 
representative, to get all the 
timber out of the area.

Advocates of the dam con­
tended that the $5,000,000 pro­
ject will ultimately benefit the 
area by attracting new indus­
try and helping to offset future 
water shortage.

It 
seems, however, that emphasis 
on such subjects may have a 
good educational effect on most 
of us and make us more alert 
as we go about our work. So 
many farm accidents seem to 
be, and. in fact are unneces­
sary. The important point is 
that everyone be extra careful 
at all times, foreseeing the in­
jury that could occur because of 
carelessness.

It appears that the Agricul­
tural Act of 1961, lhe Omnibus 
Tarm Bill, has been defeated 
in Washington. Credit for stop­
ping this disastrous proposed 
legislation goes to many indi­
vidual farmers and ranchers 
who took the lead in educating

their congressmen and sena­
tors in Washington. Farm Bu­
reau has testified against the 
bill and tried to get the facts 
to members and all other farm­
ers and ranchers throughout the 
hearings.

It is not to be expected that 
his will be the end of the radi­

cal socialistic efforts by sup­
porters of the now dead omni­
bus bill. It is important that 
farmers and ranchers stay alert 
to further efforts in (his direc­
tion. Farm Bureau will, of 
course, be watching these ef­
forts and at the same time be 
promoting the Farm Bureau 
sponsored Croplands Adjust­
ment Program.

We think it is exceptionally 
good news that the A. F. L. and

cultural workers in California. 
We think, and others have stat­
ed that they believe that Cali­
fornia Farm Bureau was large­
ly responsible for the opposition 
that caused labor leaders to 
drop their program for the pres­
ent.

It cost the union $500,000 to 
enroll only 3,500 farm workers 
from a polential of 250,000 dur­
ing the two and one half year 
drive. It is important that we 
remember that they may begin 
similar operations in another 
area where the opposition may 
not be so alert.
