Porfer Giles 
Dies In Lubbock

Porter Giles, widely known 
and g r e a t l y  loved traveling 
salesman, died ai his home in 
Lubbock Monday, September 11. 
and funeral services were held 
Wednesday, Septendier 13. Mr. 
Giles, who was 65, suffered a 
stroke about a year ago.

Until that time he had almost 
continuously called on Muleshoe 
merchants for 35 years and it 
was said that he knew person­
ally more people in this com­
munity than most of the town’s 
regular citizens did. He was on 
a first name basis with nearly 
every business and professional 
man here, know members of 
their families and their names, 
too.

P o r t e r  first sold meal in 
Muleshoe for Cudahy Packing

non Grocery as early as 1925. 
He later went with Carpenter 
Paper Co. of Lublwck. calling 
on local firms for fine and 
rough paper orders, then ac 
miired an interest in an Ama­
rillo rough paper firm.

Porter has attended scores of 
meetings in Muleshoe, and at 
if no one else had a program 
Lions Club or C of C luncheons, 
many times they’d call </t Por­
ter to sav something and he 
never failed to tv ready.
Mr. Giles owned a farm locat­

ed west of Maple for many 
years. He was an active work­
er in the Methodist church, Khi­
va Tcmnlo Shrine and other Ma 
sonic bodies.

He is survived by his wife, a 
son and a daughter

Mr. Wncrnon told The Journal: 
Porter Giles was one of l>ose 
men who helped to pioneer our 
community and s e c t i o n  and 
helped to make it a good place 
in which to live, even though he 
never held residence here.

Congratulations to the Christmas Committee ot the 
Chamber of Commerce for coming up with he idea of a 
nativity scene and home lighting contest for Muleshoe.

People have long complained of the commercialization 
of Christmas, but few ever do anything about it. We 
feel Muleshoe has taken one gigantic step forward in 
this move to put emphasis where it belongs.

During the discussions of proposed giveaway pro­
grams, we felt that to be the wrong approach. Bicycles 
will certainly make the recipients happy, but, unfor­
tunately, every child in town cannot be given a bicycle 
by the local merchants. If they could, then a giveaway 
such as this would be ideal.

We have seen other cities with nativity scenes 
such as the one proposed. These towns have rather dis­
tinguished-looking streets when the nativity scene is 
up. People ride around at night and look at the nativity 
scene, go through the residential sections to see the 
Christmas lighting, and then go home. Perhaps they 
don't rush right out to the nearest dry goods store and 
buy something after seeing the sedate Christmas dec­
orations, but they have a feeling that just can't be match­
ed by a sign saying, "Come in and register for one of 
65 bicycles to be given away."

In other words, the merchants of Muleshoe are 
offering beauty and tender thought to replace the 
hoopla of gala "Get'em in the store for the giveaway 
and then sell 'em something."

We don't think the Christmas buying of local people 
will take any tremendous drop just because merchants 
aren't giving away thousands of dollars in prizes. In 
fact, we think it will increase. We have no facts to 
back up this theory, but it is a feeling we have. Events 
will tell the tale.

At any rate, Gil Herndon, Gerald Priboth, John 
Smith, Bob Kimbrough, Mrs. Marie White and Neal Whit­
tle have done a fine job in their capacities as members of 
the Chamber of Commerce Christmas Committee. The 
unique solution to the question of the Christmas Season 
activity must have taken a lot of thought and planning 
If it is carried out half so well it should be a lasting pro­
gram that will leave good  feelings in local people for 
many years to come.

Tells Congressmen How To 
Escape Having Backaches

Babson Discusses: *

Cemeteries, Granite, Inflation

Editor's note: Tile Sandhills 
Philosopher on his Jo h n son  
grans farm discusses a topic he 
may be an expert on this week, 
avoiding back strain.
Dear editar:

People are always looking to 
Washington for advice and in­
formation, b u t  occasionally 
Washington ought to look out in 
the country for advice anil in­
formation for itself.

For example, I was sitting un­
der a tree on this Johnson grass 
farm the other afternoon, just 
stretching my legs and resting 
my back, and since I figured I 
could still do that and read a 
newspaper at the same time, I 
pulled out a paper and started 
reading.

What startled me was an ar­
ticle saying a Washington doc­
tor has been advising Congress­
men and other officials on how 
to take care of themselves, to 
keep from developing backaches 
and general muscuiar strains. 
In the first place, this doctor 
said, a too-high chair will cause 
pressure on certain blood ves­
sels in the thigh and may lead 
lo severe cramps in the calf, 
initiating a painful muscle 
s p a s m  sometimes with far- 
reaching consequences.”

I have known this for years. 
If you get the right sort of chair, 
I have found, you can sit in it 
for long periods of time with­
out any ill-effects. I ’ve tried it 
and I know. It never occurred 
to me that Washington didn't 
know this, and I would have 
been glad to supply the infor­
mation.

And also, the doctor said, 
muscle cramps may be caused 
by ' holding a telephone for long 
periods in a poor position, by 
driving a car in positions that 
impose strain, or by bending li­
ver books for prolonged periods

Now while I have never been 
injured by holding a phone for 
a long period of time, but have 
seen women get by with it, I'nt 
not disputing this medical ad­
vice and I recommend it to a 
number of women around here 
I don't have the nerve to name. 
It's a dangerous practice and 
ought to be stopped. I do know 
though that driving a tractor, 
which is similar to driving a 
car. probably can cause severe 
backache, although I’ve never 
explored this fully. There are 
some things a man ought to 
know are dangerous without 
demonstrating it with his own 
back.

BABSON KE>|1NISCES 
IN HIS HOME TOWN

Gloucester, Mass.,—For many 
years I have been planning to 
visit the oldest cemetery on 
Cape Ann. In it is buried Isabel 
Babson, the first Babson (or 
Rabson; who came to this coun­
try, and from whom all Babsons 
here descend. When she left 
England, the name may have 
been Rabson; but her signature 
could not be clearly read when 
she arrived in Salem in 1637. 
Hence, the name was interpret­
ed as Babson, which she accept­
ed. and which has been the fam­
ily name ever since.

To my great disappointment, 
I found this old cemetery over­
grown with weeds and shrubs 
four feet high, and many of the 
tombstones were broken and o- 
v'ertumed. I, however, found 
tombstones of the prominent 
families of the first hundred 
years of settlement of Cape Ann. 
I felt ashamed to find the ceme­
tery in such a condition and I 
urge readers who have similar 
cemeteries in their towns to get 
them cleaned up and be sure all 
the headstones are erect.
GRANITE VERSES CEMENT

When I was a boy, the great 
business of Cape Ann was gran­
ite quarries. Not only did Cape 
Ann granite pave the streets of 
large eastern cities, but ihe 
walls of the city halls, banks, 
and other important buildings 
had granite facings. The wealth­
iest families in town were then 
In the granite business. There 
was a certain amount of fish­
ing, but not much, as only sail­
boats were used and the fish 
were caught by lines and sur­
face nets. Even the keenest 
businessmen then believed the 
granite business was good for a 
humired or two hundred years. 
There certainly was granite e- 
nough, and even now there must 
be a million tons left.

But suddenly Portland cement 
became popular, and quickly 
took the place of granite. Side­
walk edgestones, which hereto­
fore had been made of granite, 
were being made of concrete:

and while I don’t know what 
medical opinion Washington has 
on sitting on he ground under 
a tree, I’ve found that if a man 
trains himself and steels him­
self for the job. it can be done.

walls were built of concrete; 
and the facings were made of 
concrete. As petroleum came in­
to use at about the same time, 
the existing paved roads were 
covered by either concrete or 
asphalt. In a few years, the 
great granite business of Glou­
cester and Cape Ann came to 
an end.

This causes me to wonder 
what other changes may now be 
going on. It may be that the 
leading industry of every city 
in which this column appears 
will be subject to similar chang­
es. This means that your lead­
ing industrialists, and especial­
ly the Secretary of your Cham­
ber of Commerce, must not be 
content with present conditions 
and close their eyes to new in­
dustries in the hope of thus pro­
tecting the present industries.

INFLATION HAS ALWAYS 
BEEN WITH E8

I have been interested also in 
reading the Court Records of 
the wills of persons who died be­
fore 1700. These appraisals 
would state the value of acreage 
of the house, the tools, and of 
the hogs, cattle, and horses,— 
especially the mares. These ap­
praisals rated a "m are” worth 
one pound. . .which was equi­
valent to $5 in the currency of 
that day. As the price of a good 
mare today is around $200, it 
would appear that the currency 
has been devalued, or the price 
has increased forty times! Fur­
thermore, going back several 
centuries, we find that a coun­
try hotel charged only "two I 
pence”  for overnight compared 
with $3-$5 today.

When forecasting prices of the 
future, we are inclined to be­
lieve that a good mare will sell 
for several thousand dollars. It 
really seems that in only fifty 
years the prices of most com­
modities will be ten times their 
present prices. In short, infla­
tion is nothing new. It has al­
ways been going on and I see 
no reason why it should not con­
tinue. It may increase gradual­
ly, or it may increase in spurts, 
rising rapidly for a while, and 
then being followed by period 
of defltion. On the other hand, 
we believe that each period of 
inflation will be greater than the 
last period of inflation, and that 
each period of deflation will be 
shorter than the previous period 
of deflation. I believe that for 
the next few years you will see 
a fairly rapid increase in infla­
tion.

Instruction Quality 
Judge Schools On

National expenditures on edu­
cation are well over twice that 
of a decade ago— now about 
$390 a year per pupil—but that 
tells only part of the story of 
today’s schools, according to 
Chanvng Times, the Kiplinger 
Magazine.

In an article in the current 
issue of the magazine, the edi­
tors point out that while ‘ ‘com­
munities that spend more give 
their youngsters higher-quality 
education, which in turn pays 
off in higher incomes and high­
er tax revenues,”  the ultimate 
test is in the quality of the 
schools. “ You may be spending 
a lot,”  the article states, “ but 
for the wrong things, or spend­
ing so little hat you couldn’t 
possibly have the schools you 
need."

ATTENDANCE
Youngsters in the community 

should go to school for at least 
12 years. If they don’t attend 
regularly, or dropouts are high, 
better see why he schools are­
n’t holding them.

SCOPE
School programs should be di­

versified so that all types are 
helped to develop—the bright, 
the slow, those who are heading 
for college and those who are 
heading for jobs.

ELEMENTARY SUBJECTS
Reading, writing and arith­

metic should receive strong em­
phasis from the earliest grades. 
Elementary pupils should also 
be given social studies (includ­
ing history and geography), sci­
ence, music and art. They must 
gain respect’ for learning and 
must be taught that people live, 
think and speak in different 
ways.

Junior High School Subjects
All seventh and eighth grade 

students should take English, 
social studies, math, science, 
art, music and physical educa­
tion. There should be courses in 
home economics and industrial 
arts. Alegebra should be avail­
able in grade eight. Some stu­
dents should be able to suudy 
a modem foreign language in 
grade seven. By the end of jun­
ior high even the poorest lead­
ers should be able to read at 
least at the sixth grade level.

HIGH SCHOOL SUBJECTS
Requirements should include 

four years of English, at least 
one year of math, one of sci­
ence, three to four years of so­
cial sutdies, including American 
history. At least one modern 
foreign language should be of­
fered in a three-year sequence; 
four would be better. Advanced 
courses in math, chemistry,

physics, social studies and other 
subject, and a second foreign 
language should be available for 
the academically talented. Com­
mercial, vocational, technical 
a n d  homemaking courses in 
regular sequences should be a- 
vailable.

COUNSELING
There should be an up-to-date 

testing program throughout el­
ementary and s e e o n d a  r y  
schools, with teacher-parent co­
operation in understanding the 
results. In junior and senior 
high schools, help should be a- 
vailable to students in picking 
courses that match their abili­
ties and plans for the future. A 
school should have at least one 
full-time professional counselor 
for every 300 students.

TEACHERS
Every teacher should have a 

liberal educalion as well as sub­
stantial knowledge of the sub­
ject field or fields in which he 
t e a c hes. The school system 
should be willing to pay at least 
what other school systems pay, 
and as much as workers get in 
other occupations that require 
a college degree (national aver­
age teacher pay is $5,400, rangr 
ing from slightly over $3,500 in 
Mississippi to nearly $7,000 in 
California).

STAFF SIZE
In elementary schools, teach­

ers shouldn’t have classes larg­
er than 25 pupils; in secondary 
sdhools, the teacher load should­
n’t be higher than five periods 
a day involving a total of 125 to 
150 sutdents; English teachers 
should be responsible for no 
more than 100 students. The 
school system should have a full 
complement of specialists, con­
sultants and supervior—rough­
ly no fewer than 50 profession­
als (including teachers) to every 
1,000 sutdents. In high schools, 
a full-time assistant principal is 
needed for every 750 pupils and 
a clerk or secretary for every 
250 pupils.

SCHOOL SIZE
To be economical, enrollment 

should be at least 500 for a four- 
year high school, 350 for a three- 
year school, 250-300 for an ele­
mentary school.

BUILDINGS
The construction p r o g r  am 

should be characterized by care­
ful, long-range planning. Too 
many districts wait until the 
last minute before they build. 
Outdoor needs generally require 
an acre and a half for up to 315 
pupils in grades one, two and 
three; about six acres for up to 
315 pupils in grades four, five 
and six; and around 13 acres

for up to 750 pupils In grades
seven and eight. Classrooms 
should be planned for a wide 
variety of learning activities, 
and plenty of room should be 
allowed for counseling, labs and 
administrative use. Elementary

schools as well as high schools 
need good libraries.

These are the criteria, accord­
ing to the magazine, which will 
help a community decide wheth­
er it is getting is money's worth 
in schools.
