Shakespeare had three children, none of whom appar­
ently ever amounted to much. If they were like most kids,
they grew up thinking daddy was a bubble-headed nerd.

Administrative Contracts Renewed; 
School Trustee Election Set May 2

Talxdui Independent School Dis­
trict Board o f Trustees met Thursday 
night in a 6-1/2 hour meeting, renew­
ing administrative contracts and em­
ployee health insurance, c o n t n ^ g  
with a new school attorney, setting 
the school trustee election date, and 
conducting other routine business for 
the school. Prior to the 7 o ’clock 
meeting, trustees and school officials 
met with State Representative David 
Counts and visiting superintendents,

in a dinner meeting.

Rep. Counts spoke briefly about 
the importance o f having west Texas 
delegates in Austin, noting that the 
rural representatives worked hard 
together to do what’s right for rural 
communities, regardless o f party 
lines, especially regarding education 
issues where what’s good for big 
cities is not necessarily what’s best 
for rural communities.

“You have something worth 
fighting for here,” Counts told the 
group. “I grew up in a rural commu­
nity, and was educated in a small 
school, and I believe that the school 
districts in the rural counties I repre­
sent are doing a very good job of 
educating our children,’’ he added.

The three visiting superinten­
dents also spoke briefly to the group, 
saying they were impressed with the 
district after visiting with U S D  Su­
perintendent David Hutton during the 
day. Hutton and the other superinten­
dents were all chosen to attend the

Patrol” or “Department of Public 
Safety.” While some DPS officers 
may be members of these organiza­
tions on their own time, these asso­
ciations are not affiliated with the 
DPS, Thomas said.

January Warmer, 
Drier Than Usual

The weather across the Texas 
South Plains during the month of 
January was significantly warmer and 
drier than normal, according to infor­
mation from the National Weather 
Service in Lubbock.

Temperatures averaged 4.9 de­
grees above normal and ranged from
3.2 degrees above normal at Spur to
6.2 degrees above norm al at

inch above normal at Snyder.

The only snowfall reported for 
the month was 0.25 inch at Paducah 
on Jan. 8.

Tahoka’s average temperature 
for January was 44.7 degrees. No 
precipitation fell during the month.

State Comptroller John Sharp 
delivered a total of $290.5 million in 
monthly sales tax payments to 1,090 
Texas cities and 118 counties, and 
noted that hoi iday shoppers kept cash 
registers ringing steadily for most 
retailers across the state.

year versus $8,101.68 last year. 
O’ Donnell showed a gain o f62.78%, 
receiving $3,598.23 this year as op­
posed to $2,210.40 last year. Wilson 
received $1,128.43 this year versus 
$746.18 last year for an increase of 
5 1.22 percent.

TDA Warns Parents, Pet Owners Of 
Poisoned-Laced Baits In New Home

The Texas Department of Agri­
culture recently- warned parents, pet 
owners and homeowners in the New 
Home area o f Lynn County to be on 
the lookout for illegal meat baits laced 
with pesticides. TDA issued this 
warning following several animal 
deaths that have occurred in and 
around the New Home area over the 
last few months.

Recent necropsy results of two 
. cats revealed traces of Aldicarb, the 
active ingredient o f a cotton insecti­
cide known as Tetnik. The pesticide 
is apparently being put in meat as bait 
for animals. However, the poisoned 
meat has also been left in areas where 
children could have access.

TDA is currently conducting an

investigation to determine the person 
or persons responsible for these acts. 
All findings in TDA’s investigation 
will be shared with local law enforce­
ment officials.

The Texas Department of Agri­
culture is the lead state agency re­
sponsible for enforcing federal and 
state pesticide laws in Texas. Using a 
pesticide in a manner inconsistent 
with the label is illegal. In addition to 
any crititinal penalties, violators can 
be fined.

(Southwestern Bell) filed an application with the Pubiic 
U tility  Comm ission of Texas (P U C ) to charge an 
additional 26 cents per month per line to recover costs 
for providing Expanded Local Calling service (ELC) 
to certain Texas Customers.

The 26 cents per m onth surcharge would 
not be billed to customers who receive ELC. However, 
customers who receive ELC and pay less than the 
maximum $3.50 a month residential ELC charge or less 
than the maximum $7 business ELC charge will have to 
pay the additional 26 cents per month charge.

Expanded Local Callirtg was created in 1993 by Texas 
legislation that requires telephone companies to provide 
to ll-fre e  calling  betw een sm airto w n s that share  
a community of interest such as a school or hospital 
district. The legislation allows telephone companies to 
recover costs not paid through customer charges by 
applying a surcharge to ali other customers In the state 
who do not receive the ELC service or who do not pay 
the maximum ELC rate. The maximum monthly ELC rate 
allowed under state law is $3.50 per line for resldontial 
customers and $7 per line for business customers.

S outhw estern  B ell estim ates th a t the 26  
cents per month per line charge w ill recover the 
$27 million annual cost of providing ELC service that 
is not recovered from ELC rates.

If approved by the PUC, the monthly statew ide 
surcharge of 26 cents per line per month will begin 
with the April, 1998 biHing cydee, with an agreement 
to refund alt or part of the charge If the PUC does 
not approve It.

Air bags are standard equipment 
in almost all new cars and are de­
signed to supplement the protection 
provided by safety belts in frontal 
crashes. Federal safety standards re­
quire that all new passenger cars and 
light trucks be equi]q)ed with both 
driver and passenger-side air bags by 
1999. While air bags have a good 
overall safety record and have saved 
more than 2,000 lives as o f the end of 
1997, they pose several risks for chil­
dren.

An infant in a rear-facing safety 
seat must never be placed in the front 
seat of a motor vehicle with a passen­
ger-side air bag. During a forward 
impact, the rapidly inflating air bag 
could strike the safety seat with 
enough force to seriously injure or 
kill the infant. Infants under the age 
of 11 months and who weigh less 
than 20 pounds must ride in a rear­
facing safety seat placed in the back 
seat o f the vehicle, especially if the 
vehicle is equipped with apassenger- 
side air bag.

Forward-facing safety seats, as 
used with toddlers and older chil­
dren, typically place children several 
inches closer to the dashboard than 
the normal adult seating position. 
Therefore, the safest practice is to 
place all child safety seats in the back 
seat of the vehicle. If it is absolutely 
necessary to place a forward-facing 
safety seat in the front o f a vehicle 
with a passenger-side air bag, the

vehicle seat should be ad ju s l^  as far] 
back as possible from the d ^ b o a rd .  ̂  

Air bags pose special hazards! 
for any children who ride unrestrained | 
or incorrectly restrained in the front! 
seat. Like all occupants, children! 
should always be pn^>erly restrainedij 
in safety seats or safety belts. Unfor-• 
tunately, siw eys indicate that as many; 
as 35 percent of young children ridet 
unrestrained. Pre-crash braking may; 
throw an unrestrained child against' 
the dashboard at or near the passen- j 
ger air bag location. When this hap-: 
pens, the inflating air bag and its; 
casing cover can violently impact th e ' 
out-of-place child with such force; 
that it can injureoreven kill the ch ild ., 
The safest place for all children is^ 
correctly restrained in the back seat j 
of the vehicle. i

Toensure that your children ride*; 
safely, remember these rules:

• The back seat is the safest place 
for children o f any age to ride.

Never place an infant in the^ 
front seat of a car equipped with a
passenger-side air bag.

• Infants must always ride in th e ' 
back seat facing the rear of the car.

• Make sure everyone is buckled 
up. Unbuckled occupants can be hurt 
or killed by an air bag.

Even w ith  satellites, radar and 
com puters. M other Nature still slips 
things by us -  like El NiAo. Some 
scientists w ho spend their careers track­
ing this type o f  elusive w eather system 
admit they missed the early signs o f  El 
Nifio. This has the clim ate research 
com m unity taking a hard look at the 
m odels it uses to pred ict w eather 
because som e o f  the most reliable 
totally m issed the event.

If there’s indication an El Niik) is 
on the way, then clim atologists have 
the challenging task o f predicting how 
it w ilt affect global w eather patterns. 
This is particularly difficult because 
scientists don’t completely understand 
all the com plex interactio’ns between 
the ocean and the atm osphere that 
create clim ate in an El Niflo year. To 
top it off, each year brings different 
interactions so each El Nifio doesn’t 
behave like the one before.

Scientists are confident that with 
better weather pattern observation and 
im proving technology, their ability to 
predict the developm ent and outcom e 
o f an El NiAo will continue to improve. 
And because h is to r j^ -  smd w e a th e r^  
repeats itself, scientists will have a * N  
chance to prove that. An El NiAo occurs 
about every seven years.

O f course even with better technol­
ogy, folks in agriculture know  it’s best
to rem em ber the words o f one very 
hum ble clim atologist w ho adm itted, 
“there are lim its to prediction no matter 
how smart we are.”

Judge J.E. Garleind of Lamesa is presiding in the absence of District 
Judge Bordon B. McGuire, who is sick.

The Court appointed Hon. Tom Garrard and Hon. B.P, Maddox to 
represent the defendant.

The taking of evidence will begin at 9 o ’clock Friday morning. 
Crowds jammed the court room all day Thursday, while scores of others,**^: j 
unable to gain entrance, milled around the corridors and up and down 
the stairways, eager to gain every iota of information as to the progress 
of the proceedings.
