Two Tahoka Teens Jailed
After Girl Assaulted Here

A 14-year-old Tahoka girl re-
ported that she was forced into an
alley and fondled by two teenaged
boys on three consecutive days as she
was walking home from school. She
said a third boy was present, but he
did not bother her and even tried to
get the others to stop.

The two boys were arrested Fri-
day and sent to a juvenile facility in
Post. Later they were ordered by
County Judge J.F. Brandon to be held
in custody until another hearing

scheduled Sept. 16. According to the
arresting Tahoka Police officer, the
boys, ages 13 and 15, are facing two
counts of indecency with a child and
felony charges of aggravated sexual
assault. The 15-year-old, overheard
making threats to the girl if she re-
ported the incidents, also is charged
with threats of retaliation.
Investigation of the incidents,
which occurred last Tuesday,
Wednesday and Thursday, is con-

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Commissioners Approve Budget,
Set Sept. 14 To Adopt Tax Rate

Lynn County Commissioners
Monday morning approved the 1999
county budget after a series of some-
what controversial budget sessions,
and scheduled a meeting Sept. 14 to
adopt a tax rate for the year. It is
expected that the tax rate will remain
the same as the currentlevy, at.59471
per $100 of property value.

In other action, commissioners
approved a request from District At-
torney Ricky Smith to move the sec-
retary of the county attorney from the
attorney’s law firm office to an office
within the courthouse, make her full-
time instead of part-time, and raise
her salary by $3,231. That motion
was approved 5-0 by the four com-
missioners and Judge J.F. Brandon.

Commissioners and Judge Bran-
don also unanimously approved the
1999 budget, including a salary in-
crease for jailers and dispatchers at
the Lynn County Sheriff’s Depart-
ment. The salary increases, ($543 for
six fulltime jailers/dispatchers and
$600 for the head jailer and head
dispatcher, as well as $500 for the
office manager), were far short of the
$2700 apiece which was requested
by jailers and dispatchers at a previ-
ous meeting. However, no other
county emplcyees received araise in
the budget, except the Justice of the
Peace, Precinct 1.

The increases approved in the
budget sets salaries of dispatchers
and jailers at $14,750, with head dis-
patcher and head jailer salaries set at
$15,519. The office manager’s sal-
ary at the Sheriff's Department will
be $16,226.

Atlast Wednesday's public hear-
ing on the proposed budget, several
citizens spoke in favor of granting
salary increases (without mentioning
particular figures) for the Sheriff’s
Department jailers and dispatchers.
And in a meeting immediately fol-
lowing the hearing, commissioners

discussed with Sheriff Charlie Smith
ways to move funds within the bud-
get to obtain $20,000 for those salary
increases.

Commissioners told Smith they
would each move $2,000 from each

of the four precinct budgets (a total of

$8,000) and Smith could move $8,000
from within his budget (he planned to
take $5,000 from capital outlay and
$3,000 from training), as well as an
additional $4800 in revenue from the
City of O’Donnell for communica-
tions services from the county. From
these funds, Smith was told o create
a pay schedule. When he left last
Wednesday’s meeting, Smith had
created a pay schedule which would
take $15,000 to fund and which he
says he and the commissioners court
agreed was workable.

There was no meeting sched-
uled (for budget discussions or any
other agenda), but apparently all four
commissioners convened with
County Judge J.F. Brandon, County
Treasurer Janet Porterfield and
County Clerk Susan Tipton to dis-
cuss budget on Thursday morning
after the Lynn County Grievance
Committee completed their session
at 10 a.m.

Sheriff Smith, who was notaware
of the meeting, says he received a
telephone call from Commissioner
SandraCox-Kizer sometime between
10:30 and 11 a.m. to come to the
commissioners court

“When I arrived, all four com-
missioners, the judge, the treasurer
and thecounty clerk were all present,”
Smith said, adding that the Sheriff’s
Department budget was being dis-
cussed.

The Sheriff says commissioners
presented him with a different pay
schedule - the raises that were later
officially approved at Monday’s
meeting — which had apparently al-
ready been discussed before he ar-
rived at the meeting. He was told that

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the $4800 in additional revenue from
the City of O’Donnell would be used
to fund the $500-$600 raises, but that
no other funding would be moved
within the budget —in effect negating
the strategy which had been discussed
at last Wednesday's budget session.

Thursday morning’s meeting
was held in violation of the Texas
Open Meetings Act, as no agenda
was posted and no minutes were
taken, according to county records.
The Texas Open Meetings Act re-
quires written notice of any meeting
of a governmental body (including
county commissioners)toinclude the
“date, hour, place and subject of each
meeting” to be posted at least 72
hours prior to the meeting. A meeting
is defined as “‘a deliberation between
a quorum of a governmental body
during which public business or pub-
lic policy over which the governmen-
tal body has supervision or control is
discussed or considered...” (Chapter
551, Texas Open Meetings Act).

Commissioner J.T. Miller told
The News that hot posting the meet-
ing was “an oversight, not intended
to deliberately exclude anyone from
the meeting.” He explained that the
meeting was not planned as far as he
knew, but that after the grievance
committee meeting the commission-
ers moved up to the commissioners
court office to talk about the griev-
ance meeting and that discussions
then turned to the budget, at which
time the sheriff was called.

Judge Brandon said that com-
missioners did meet with the sheriff
at the meeting, as well as the county
treasurer and county clerk, but said
that no action was taken. He con-
firmed, as well, that no agenda had
been posted for the meeting and that
minutes of the meeting were not re-
corded in county records.

Commissioners Mike Braddock,
Don Morton and Sandra Cox-Kizer
were not contacted for comment.

In a meeting which lasted just
under an hour in the district court-

. room last Thursday morning, the

Lynn County Grievance Committee
unanimously rejected a request from
Sheriff Charlie Smith for a $3100
salary increase, in effect supporting

- the commissioners’ budget decision

to leave the sheriff’ s salary at $22,552.

In presenting his request to the
nine-member committee, Smith said
that the average sheriff salary is
$27,715 in the 43 counties in Texas
which have a population comparable
to Lynn County. He explained that
had the Lynn County sheriff’s salary
not been cut by $2500 in 1989, with
the percentage increases which had
been granted during the last ten years
the pay would have amounted to
$25,684 — the amount he was re-
questing the committee to consider
for his salary now.

Smith noted that he oversees 20
employees, has from 10-15 prisoners
in jail on a daily basis, and that while
hé works from 8 a.m. until 5 p.m. at
his office, he said he is always on call
and that his work week is much more
than 40 hours per week.

“I knew what the job paid when
I was elected — and I also know what
it should have paid,” Smith said in
conclusion. “I feel like I have done a
good job and am constantly looking
at ways to bring in more funds to the
county.”

Lynn County Judge J.F. Bran-
don presided over the meeting, with
commissioners Sandra Cox-Kizer,
J.T. Miller, Mike Braddock and Don
Morton also seated in the proceed-
ings. Commissioner Cox-Kizer was
the spokesperson for the commis-
sioners, and she addressed the griev-
ance committee following the
sheriff’s remarks.

“All the terms Charlie presented
are correct,” she began in her re-
marks, adding, “I just want to give

our side of the situation.”

She stated that historically the
top three salaries in the county were
made by the county attorney ($19,342
in Lynn County), the county judge
($29.812 for Judge Brandon who has
15-1/2 years in that position), and the
county sheriff ($22,552, still in his
first four-year term).

“We are holding the same tax -

rate as last year, because we just
don’t feel like our taxpayers can be
stressed any more at this time,” she
explained. “Although we will get
more revenue because of property
evaluations being raised, our fallback
cushion may have to go,” she said,
noting other county capital outlay
projects which commissioners may
have to consider. She also said she
did not feel that the county would be
able to collect 95 percent of the ad
valorem taxes this year, as they have
in the past, due to the questionable
cotton industry economy.

She also noted that the sheriff, as
well as all sheriff’s office employees
who were required to wear uniforms,
received a $100/month stipend, that
he received a'vehicle for his use, and
that county employees received ap-
proximately $2700 per year in health
insurance premiums paid by the
county.

Together, both presentations
took about 35 minutes. The griev-
ance committee retired to deliberate,
returning in just 20 minutes to give a
9-0 vote against a salary increase for
the sheriff. Commissioners must
abide by a unanimous decision of the
committee, and therefore the sheriff’s
salary will remain at $22,552.

Members of the grievance com-
mittee included Gary Moore,
Stephanie Stevens, Curtis Monk,
Sandra Teaff, Danny Moore, Jesse
Alvarado Jr., Benjamin Franklin,
Ruby Manriquez, and Mary
Henderson.

Skeleton Is Found “Y
Northeast Of Town

' The skeleton and a part of the flesh of a deoomposeddead body was
found in the field on the R.L. Hagler farm a mile west and a little more -

than a mile north of the Gordon school house Thursday moming.

Tahoka officers were notified and District Attorney Truett Smith,
County Attorney C.H. Cain, Deputy Sheriff Norvell Redwine, City
Marshal Milt Finch, Dr. L.E. Turrentine, and a number of citizens
immediately left for the scene of the discovery.

Investigation failed to reveal the identity of the dead man but the
officials and Dr. Turrentine believed him to have been a Mexican, judging
chiefly from the hair. Practically all the flesh had rotted away.

District Attorney Truett Smith took some statements and he believes
the body to be that of a Mexican who picked cotton for W.C Qates in
that community during the fall and winter. He and 2 negro man have
been occupying the same shack on the Oates farm. It is not known
whether there is any connection between this fact and the dead body or
not.

The remains were found between two ridges in the field inside a
ducksack. Part of the sack had rotted away but the head and upper part
of the skeleton were still covered. The sack had been wrapped around
the head and face and made secure with bailing wire. There was no
clothing whatever on the body except a blue shirt. The teeth were all
sound, according to Dr. Turrentine, and it was his conclusion that the
body was probably that of a comparatively young man. The skull on one
side of the head was “caved in,” indicating that death had been caused
by a terrific blow on the head.

The field had been listed up in January, according to Mr. Hagler, and

it was the opinion of Dr. Turrentine and the officials that the body must
have been placed there soon after that time.

Officers believe this to have been a case of murder, but have no
evidence as to the identity of the murderer. -June 12, 1936

Projected Cotton Crop
Fifth Smallest In 20 Years

Texas Agriculture Commis-
sioner Rick Perry recently reported
that the first production estimates of
cotton, corn, sorghum and hay for
1998 show the severity of the drought
on Texas agriculture.

Texas Cotton production is esti-
mated at 3.1 million bales, down 40
percent from last year and the small-
estcrop since 1989. If the production
estimate holds for the remainder of
the year, this would be the fifth small-
est crop in the past 20 years.

“These numbers tell just how
severe this drought has been and the
toll it’s taking on agriculture and our
producers,” Perry said. “Right now,
we're looking at almost 2 million
acres of cotton being abandoned
across Texas because of the severe
conditions.”

Perry said that more than | mil-

lion acres alone were abandoned on
the Southern High Plains, the state’s
largest cotton-producing area. Pro-
duction in this region is estimated at
1.5 million bales, down 43 percent
from last year.

_ The production figures are based
on grower surveys conducted by the
Texas Agricultural Statistics Service
around Aug. 1.

Texas grain sorghum production
is estimate at 59.2 million cwt, down

43 percent from last year and the
smallest crop since 1953. Although
statewide yields have been cut by the
drought, Texas producersalso planted
fewer acres of sorghum this year.

Some producers who lost their
cotton replanted to sorghum, but Perry
said that late-planted acreage also
failed.

Perry said that Texas corn pro-
duction is estimated at 175.8 million
bushels, down 29 percent from last
year’s record-high crop.

The continued drought has cut
Texas hay production in half. Total
production of all hay is estimated at
5.3 million tons, down 51 percent
from last year.

“With little or no available pas-
ture across the state, our producers
have had to rely on hay and supple-
mental feed for their livestock. I'm
reminding producers to contact the
Texas Department of Agriculture’s
Hay Hotline to get a list of suppliers
who have hay for sale,” Perry said.

The telephone number for the
department’s Hay Hotline is 1-877-
429-1998.

“TDA continues to work with
the private sector to get donated hay
delivered to producers at no addi-
tional cost to Texas taxpayers,” Perry
said.
