“ Keep fighting for your cause,” 
State Senator Adny Rogers of 
Childress told a meeting of the 
Bailey County Gas Users Associa­
tion said in a meeting at Cox’s 
in Muleshoe last Thursday.

“You’re working for what’s fair, 
»nd everybody’s affected, not just 
the farmers,” said Rogers, who 
championed the farmers’ cause 
in their effort to secure regulation 
for gas prices at the special ses­
sion which ended Jan. 31.

Rogers joined John Akin, at­
torney for the gas users’ group 
in assuring the members of the 
association that their chances for 
legislation were not killed when 
the bill failed to pass in the spec­
ial session.

“We realized that our chances 
for getting the bill passed were 
about 1,000 to one against us due 
to the time element,” Akin said.

Akin said that he was impress­
ed with Gas Users’ cause from 
the first because it was a case 
where a group wanted to do 
something for themselves rath­
er than to someoneelse.

“Most people now realize that 
if enough of you want to see 
this thing done, it can be,” said 
Akin. “The only thing which atuld 
defeat the bill would be for you 
to disintegrate. I think people re­
alize that you deserve the right 
to buy gas at a reasonable rate. 
Ultimately, there’s nothing that 
can keep you from it,” he said.

FUTURE BRIGHT
Rogers, who was given credit 

for the work he put in toward 
legislation as well as Akin, thought 
the bill would have a better ac- 
^Jxance in the next session be­
cause the representatives from 
other parts of the state would 
he better informed on its back­
ground.

“You’re not asking for an ad­
vantage, or special treatment,” 
Rogers said. “Government was 
established to protect the rights 
of the individual, and an unre­
gulated monopoly could deny those 
rights.”

Referring to the fact that many 
who supported the bill, including 
himself, weren’t from areas whi­
ch had irriagation, Rogers com­
mented “ It’s just a matter of 
principle.”

Rogers emphasized the import­
ance of farmers throughout the

area banding together if the bill 
is to go through. “You have a 
story to tell and it’s your job 
to tell it,” he said.

Also at the meeting and given 
plaudits for his contributions whi­
le he was State Representative 
was Muleshoe’s Jesse Osborn, an­

other who supported the gas bill.

Announcement of the win­
ning essay was made by Mrs. 
Carroll Pouncey, chairman of the 
the Muleshoe Study Club.

Miss Wedel, who is the daugh­
ter of Mr. and Mrs. James Wedel, 
is an “A” student at MHS, in the 
top in the senior class, according 
to Principal H. W. Callan.

Her essay was entitled “The 
Old Devil of Bailey County,” a 
summary of the life of Joshua 
Blocher, one of the early settlers 
of the county and founder of the 
town of Progress.

A member of the Speech Club, 
Future Homemakers of Amer­
ica, Future Teachers of America, 
M Club and Spanish Club, Mary 
is a star for the MHS Mulettes' 
district champion basketball team

Her essay, which will now be 
entered in the Caprock District 
contest, follows:

Joshua Blocher, better known 
as “ Uncle Josh”, came to Bailey 
County in 1908 to be the founder 
of Progress. Old pictures suggest 
that ho came to Texas from Kan­
sas. Posters indicated that he 
had been a hypnotist, traveling 
for some time with a show group. 
When asked by friends if he had 
ever had a wife, he answered in 
the affirmative. Upon further in­
quiry, he gave this account of 
what happened to her: “One day 
when we were out riding, she 
(my wife) got out to open the 
gate, and I just kept on driving.” 
He never saw her again.

“Uncle Josh” divided his 160 
acres of land into plots the size 
of city blocks and named the

streets. These sections he sold 
to the early settlers. One sect­
ion of land he set aside as the 
site for a school building.

When Muleshoe was chosen as 
the site for a post office instead 
of Progress, Blocher turned a- 
gainst Muleshoe residents, calling 
them “ thieves, crooks, and devils 
Instead of allowing his mail to 
be delivered from Muleshoe, he 
walker the four miles to Lariat 
to get his mail.

The eccentric living methods 
of “Uncle Josh” enabled him to 
save almost every penny he receiv­
ed. His first resiidence in Pro­
gress consisted only of a dirt 
dugout. Later he built a crude 
one-room shack, using metal fra­
mes for the four walls and hav­
ing a floor of dirt. He Collected 
rain water in wooden buckets in 
which t.o wash. He bought mold­
ed bread and spoiled canned goods 
from th local grocer for practi­
cally nothing. Many of his “meals”

being identified by friends, the 
others were convicted of the rob­
bery. •

On August 11, 1951, 83-year-old 
Joshua Blocher was reported to 
be missing. After an intensive 
four-day search-by many police 
and detectives, the 80-pound, 5- 
feet 7-inch man was found by a 
couple of boys who were driving 
a tractor in their field. .Cecil and 
Clifford Mardis reported their 
findings to-.thejr father, Harold 
Mardis. who got in touch with 
the Muleshoe authorities immed­
iately.

-Upon investigationi it was found 
that Blocher had been drugged 
and beaten over the' head with a 
pistol. Two AFiartho men, who 
had heard the Bloqher.was rich, 
tried to get, him to tell them 
where he kept his .money. When 

i Blocher rafusgd to. tell them, 
they drugged afld beat hirri, dump­
ing him i,n a cotton field on the 
Harold Mardis farm. The Amar-

came from friends. Some were illo men had not Intended to kill
given out of friendliness, many 
were given out of pity. In the 
last few years of his life, he 
provided for himself hv eating 
the scrapes of what his neighbors 
had left from their meals.

One of the most well-known and 
best-loved true storeis of “Uncle 
Josh” took place when he was 
hitch-hiking to Amarillo. Bioch- 
er had gotten as far as Canyon 
when he was "picked up” by 
some men whom he thought were 
going to Amarillo. They were in 
a hurry to get out of town, but 
Blocher insisted that they go to 
Amarillo. As they drove out of 
Canyon on a back road, shots 
were fired behind them by patrol­
men. The men stopped and were 
taken to Canyon Polite headquar­
ters to bo questioned about a 
bank robbery a few minuutes 
earlier. Blocher spent the night 
in jail with the robbers, but was 
released the next morning after

Blocher. They had expected some­
one to find him spbn and nurse 
him back to life. Blocher appare 
ly struggled for a long time before 
he gave up. oven though he must 
have been very weak at the time.

Investigations resulted in find­
ing more than ten thousand dollars 
in fruit jars buried about six 
inches under the dirt floor of his 
shack. Many people "believe that 
there is much more of his money 
buried somewhere in Porgress, 
but it has not yet been found.

Josh Blocher, who called him­
self “The Old Devil ’of Bailey 
County” was very disappointed 
that Progress did not .progress, 
llis greatest dream was to build 
a town which would some day 
become a city, but Blocher did 
not live lo see this dream ful­
filled. In spile of his failure to 
build a town. “Uncle Josh” will 
never be forgotten in the hearts 
of manv of the natives of Progress

Taylor Ousted As Coach
Rill Taylor, who took over as 

head football coach and athletic 
director at Muleshoe High School 
last August after former coach 
Jake Halter resigned, in a surprise 
nwvc, was removed from his 
position by the Muleshoe School 
Board this week.

The action, which came in the 
board's regular meeting last Mon­
day night, is to be effective as 
of the end of the school year.

Taylor’s only year as head coach 
produced the school a 3-7 season 
record, but the losses included 
such scores as 14-6 (Clovis).

LET'S THINK
by J. Frank Ford, Jr., Republican Candidate

(During September and October, 
this newspaper will carry a ser­
ies of these articles, each per­
taining to a specific issue.)

As history goes, 200 years is a brief span. And yet, 
during these last two centuries, there has been more pro­
gress made toward individual dignity and freedom than 
was made during the previous 7,000 years of recorded 
civilization. There were many bright spots in previous 
civilizations, but they were rather isolated, compared 
with today.

During this process, the pendulum of our govern­
ment has simply swung too far.

It is my firm conviction that all Americans who be­
lieve in individual worth, whether they have termed them­
selves "liberal" or "conservative", must recognize the 
inherent dangers in centralized power. The future of the 
next generation depends on us.

It is the nature of man to react courageously and 
well to a challenge. Our failure of the past 15 years has 
not been lack of courage, but lack of interest. Many of 
us have been "too busy" to take an active part in our 
political affairs. The results are now apparent.

If a person 
desires to study or work effic­
iently, he must have sufficient 
food to carry on the morning's ac 
vities in a satisfactory way.

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Communist Party Is No Mere 
Political Unit-lt's A Spy Net

Clock Collection Parks Is Assistant
On Exhibit At On Hi-Plains Staff
Tech Museum

Do we really know our enemy?
Ignoring for the moment the ex­

panding violence spread to the 
fur reaches—Ghandi’s “peace-at 
any price" Inida, led by his dis­
ciple, Nehru, in bombing, rocket­
ing and strafing the helplesshand- 
ful of humanity in the three Por­
tuguese enclaves; "President of 
Sukarno's latest swipe at Dutch 
New Guinea; “peaceful" moppin 
up operations by U.N. troops in 
Katanga, and so on—let's wind up 
the rundown of President Kenne­
dy’s Los Angeles speech to a ral­
ly of Democratic Party faithfuls 
at $100 per copy.

Mind you, this was at an hour 
when the U. S. was more than 
ever playing for keeps. Mr. Ken­
nedy’s main points have been quot­
ed here and comments made on 
his "civilian guerrillas”, “a con- 
vineient scapegoat” and ‘‘treason 
in high places” which sacrified 
the old China. We mentioned what 
was the worst sellout in history— 
Yalta, and some of those who 
represented actual treason in high 
places. These had been scoffed at 
as fiction.

Now, the assertion that “we 
know that (the danger) comes 
from without, not within.” The 
President's reference was to com­
munism. Let’s take some handy 
quotes from a Dec. 7, 1961, speech 
by FBI Director Hoover:

“ I would like to be able to re­
port that the internal enemies 
of our society have virtually dis­
appeared.. But this is not so.”

And later; “We are at war with 
the Communists and the sooner 
every red-blooded American re- 
llzes this the safer we will be!.. 
We must continue to stiffen our 
national backbone in dealing with 
the Communists and their dupes, 
sympathizers, and apologists..” , 
for while “The atheistic Commun­
ist dictatorship now controls more 
than one-third of" this earth's 
people, “the Communist threat 
from without must not blind us 
to the Communist threat from 
within.

“The latter is reaching into the 
very heart of America through its

espionage agents and a... law­
less Communist Party ..dedicat­
ed to the., destruction of., our 
Republic.”

And in the same speech: “The 
Communist Party in this country 
has attemped to infiltrate and 
subvert every segment of our so­
ciety. Mentioned here is the im­
portance of “intelligent public op­
position." And Director Hoover 
adds:
“Those who follow the road of 

appeasenment do not know the 
true meaning of freedom.. You 
will not find their cheap slogans 
on the lips of the Hungarian re 
fuges..

“ In the fight to preserve our 
Republic, it is not enough to be 
against crime, against subversion 
or against any of t(ie other ene­
mies which weaken the Nation’s 
strength from within. To stand for 
the American ideal, to work for 
the cause of liberty and justice— 
these give true meaning to life 
in this great Republic.. We must 
revive within ourselves the faith 
of our forefathers, which enabled 
them to meet and overcome ad­
versity."

NIKITA BOLDLY FRANK
Now as to those “equations”, 

the Democratic Party may not be 
properly equated with the “Wel­
fare State”, but the “Welfare 
State’’, which was bom in 1933 
with the blessing of Franklin Roos 
velt—who then also blessed Sov­
iet recognition—will have a tough 
time proving thatit’s not socialist 
ic. And as to aligning “socialism 
with communism”, we need only 
take the words of Nikita Khrush 
chev uttered shortly before his 
historic "invasion” of the U. S. 

“We cannot expect the Ameri­
cans to jump from capitalism to 

communism, but we can assist 
their elected leaders in giving 
Americans small doses of social­
ism, until they suddenly awake 
to find they have communism.” 

The President, in speaking of 
those on the fringe and the sus­
picion with which “they look . . 
at their neighbors and their lead­
ers”. adds references to churches 

I beneath further mentions. This ob-

and Supreme Court. He forgot the 
schools. The question, to my mind, 
is why should not good Americans 
have misgivings regarding leader 
ship that by the puolic testimony 
of one of its top functionaries, 
Defense Secretary McNamara, 
suppresses the right of free speech 
for fear it may jeopardize “neg­
otiations” with a non-negotiable 
enemy.

And regarding the infiltration 
of churches and the shockingly- 
confusing record of the U. S. Sup­
reme Court since FDR’s celebrat­
ed “court packing” got under 
way—and presisted—both are so 
well-documented that they are 
beneath further mentions. This o 
servation is by no means an at- 
rack on church and judiciary as 
to be revered when it is again ably 
manned.

NUMBERS MEANINGLESS
Now consider the oblique refer­

ence to Maj. Gen. Ebwin A. Walk­
er, USA. Speaking of him, we had 
best stop splitting hairs over the 
question of Army regulations and 
get interested in saving our skins 
and those of our young men being 
called to the colors, by encourag­
ing the Walkers toward their edu­
cation.

“ People ask me: ‘Can the dan­
ger be great when the member­
ship of the Communist Party, 
USA is consistenlly falling? ....

“To that I can only say that 
nembers mean nothing and that 
those nations which have attemp­
ted to assess the threat of com­
munism on the basis of numer­
ical strength alone are eating the 
bitter bread of slavery for their 
shortsightedness..

“The Communist Party. USA, 
is not ‘just another political part 
as Its adherents and apologists 
would have you believe. It is a 
fifth column which no American 
who values his freedom can af­
ford to ignore.”

Those are words of J. Edgar 
Hoover, Director of the FBI—to 
whom we are constantly referred 
as the expert on thia-subject.

Do we Americans really know 
the enemy?

And what 
one First Lady doted upon, an­
other thought in excruciating bad 
taste.

The White House—which got 
its name during the occupancy of 
Theodore Roosevelt—has now re­
ached a peak in quiet elegance 
and historic dignity.

Just how the presidential man­
sion looks today, as a result of 
the work of Mrs. John F. Kennedy 
and her Fine Arts Committee, 
was shown the public on a taped 
television tour broadcasted by 
CBS February 14.

The first Lady conducted the 
audience through the public rooms 
on the ground and first floors, and 
the Lincoln and Monroe Rooms 
on the second floor.

Mrs. Kennedy and her commit­
tee have been trying to put back 
originals from the White House 
that have been scattered over the 
years. Up until the Anderson Bill 
was passed in 1961 to protect do­
nations to the White House, Pre­
sidents were free to auction furn­
iture as they pleased. If a future 
President doesn’t like pieces don­
ated now, they'll go th the Smith­
sonian Insitution.

Perhaps the biggest houseclean­
ing came when Chester Arthur 
secceeded to the presidency in 
1881 after the assassination of

Not to let Authur outdo him, 
Benjamin Harrison added stained 
glass windows to the Blue Room. 
\s  Mrs. Kennedy conducted the 
tour, the audience saw that the 
huge East Room in which Abigail 
Adams used to dry her wash has 
antique white walls, but otherwise 
it’s largely unchanged since it 
was redone in 1902.

The State Dining Room as the 
First Lady shows it had its table 
set as for an official dinner. The 
gold china is the Eisenhowers; so 
is the gold flatwear. Mrs. Kennedy 
has selected her own American 
glassware; for water, champagne, 
red and white wines. Centerpiece 
is the famous Monroe mirrored 
plateau—134 feet long with fruits, 
flowers, candelabras.

The dinning room was enlarged 
in 1902 to double the number of 
guests to about 12(X but the oak 
paneled walls are now white.

The Red Room today is Ameri­
can Empire style; chief sofas be­
longed to Nellie Custis, Martha 
Washington’s granddaughter, and 
Dolly Madison. The Green Room 
is furnished as an American 19th 
centrry parlor.

The Lincoln bed — 8 feet long 
with a headboard 9 feet high — 
dominates the Lincoln Room, once 
the Civil War President’s study, 
now used as a bedroom for dis­
tinguished guests. The ornate can­
opy that hung over it when it 
occupied the President’s Bedroom 
has been removed. Pieces from 
Lincoln’s time are in the room, 
placed there by Presidents Hoover 
then Truman and later by Mrs 
Kennedy.

Future of Peace Corps 
M ay Be "In  The Balance

When this Administration entered of­
fice, one of its most novel proposals was 
for creation of the Peace Corps. The idea 
was, and is, that numbers of dedicated 
young people with particular talents and 
education would be sent to underdevelop­
ed countries to aid them in becoming re­
sponsible nations. Members of the Corps 
would, so far as possible, live with the peo­
ple, and accept a more or less comparable 
standard of living.

The proposal was nonpartisan —  and it 
was met with a nonpartisan response. That 
is, members of both parties greeted the 
plan with enthusiasm —  and other mem­
bers of both parties shook their heads in 
doubt. In any event, Congress approved, 
and the President appointed his brother- 
in-law, R. Sargent Shriver, to take over, 
on a non-paid basis.

That happened about a year ago. Now 
numbers of Peace Corps young men and 
women have been recruited, indoctrinat­
ed, given varied training, and dispatched 
to underdeveloped areas. So the testing 
ti*ne, which will show whether or not the 
plan is wise and workable, is at hand.

Writing in The Reporter —  a magazine 
of the liberal persuasion, which is favor­
able in principle to the Corps— John P. 
Nugent, who is chief African correspon­
dent for Newsweek, tells of the work of 
the Peace Corps in Tanganyika —  its dut­
ies, its intentions, and its problems. As he 
puts it, "The Peace Corps operation in 
Tanganyika may well prove to be the first 
decisive test of R. Sargent Shriver's entire 
program; indeed, a failure in Tanganyika 
might be the death kneel of the Corps it­
self. oFr it is here that the volunteers will 
come face to face with more difficult 
challenges than any of their colleagues are 
apt to meet around the world. The difficul­
ties are not only those of climate, man, and 
beast, but also the problems of being in­
volved in the birth and growth of a new 
nation."

These problems, it is clear, are more 
numerous and more complex than the 
young Peace Corps volunteers anticipated 
— and many of them were not touched on 
in the manuals they read and the lectures 
they listened to. For instance, the Euro­
pean engineers, who have kept that aspect 
of the Tanganyika economy going, are now 
leaving the country, and the void will 
have to be filled. This is true of other pro­
fessions. To quote Mr. Nugent again, "The 
young man will need to be tough and 
tough-minded during the next two years. 
The volunteers can depend on only four­
teen African doctors, two lawyers, and one 
civic engineer in the whole of the 360,000 
square miles inhabited by 9.2 million Af­
ricans, Asians, and Europeans."

Living conditions are primitive in the 
extreme. The country is alive with poison­
ous snakes, vicious, disease-bearing mos­
quitoes, and dangerous animals. The na­
tives have ancient tribal beliefs and cus­
toms that can lead to serious trouble —  
a government geologist was speared in 
the back for desecrating a burial ground, 
and such grounds are usually unmarked. 
The work gangs are very different from 
those the volunteers may have had ex­
perience with in their home country. In 
many instances, Corps members have been 
given cold welcomes by natives and Euro­
peans alike.

So the Corps' future is up in the air. 
No doubt Corps members in other parts of 
the world are now facing similar, even if 
lesser, problems. And, going beyond the 
Corps, this illustrates the difficulties pro­
pounded by emerging new nations, which 
have come into being by the dozen in late 
years. As the poet Tennyson wrote, "The 
old order changeth, yielding place to 
new." In the case of these nations, no one 
can now say with certainty what the 
new will be like.

At this very point is where 
some Heavy thinking needs to be 
applied, and I have come up with 
a new theory of international law. 
Well, it’s not really new, it’s not 
really hew, it’s based on the law 
of the' West, which 150 million

Americans who watch TV West­
erns are familiar with.

This law says if a man starts 
to pull a gun on you and you 
beat him to the draw and shoot 
first, the United States Marshal’s 

| hands are tied. It was a clear 
* case of self-defense, and any Mar­

shal or Sheriff who tried to charge 
you with murder would be laugh­
ed out of the West.

Now the fine point about this 
| code is that anybody can carry 
a gun, it's only when he goes 
for it that another man is entitled 

j  to fire first if he can manage it.
This brings up my contribution 

to foreign policy. All the United 
States has to do is to decide what 
stage in launching a guided mis­
sile corresponds to the moment 
when a gunslinger makes a play 
for his gun. then you can go for 
yours and shoot him even before 
he gets his out of his launching 
pad. I mean holster, if you’re 
fast enough, and the law is satis­
fied.

Right now1, not having any guid­
ed missile launching sites on this 
Johnson grass farm to study, I 
can't say exactly what point in 
the enterprise corresponds to the 
move toward a .45, but if some 
expert in the State Department 
will figure this out. Castro may 
not be as happy over his launch­
ing sites as he thought he’d be 
and it sure will make things more 
comfortable. What sort of a life 
could anybody have led in the old 
West if people were entitled to go 
around with their guns drawn, fin­

ger on the trigger, and pointed 
at somebody else: If you can't 
legitimately defend yourself be­
fore that point, you ain’t got 
much chance.

This is a point in Foreign Pol­
icy the experts ought to be work­
ing on a lot harder.

Texas” columns were written for 
February shortly before the death 
of Mr. House several weeks ago. 
Next week's column is the last 
he wrote before his death.

When I was in Memphis, Tenn., 
attending high school, once a mon­
th the installment collector for 
the furniture company would come 
to our front door. He was a very 
serious man who wore a black 
suit, a black hat and a high col­
lar. He made his rounds with a \ 
horse and buggy. The buggy was j 
black and had a top which he 
always kept up—against the cold 
and wind in winter, the sun in 
summer and the rain which came 
at all seasons. This was along 
about 1914.

During vacation that year or 
maybe it was even later than 
1914, I visited relatives in Clay 
County, Ark., and Uncle Frank 
drove a buggy. It was a sporty 
affair—no top, the wheels a bright 
yellow.

In 1919 when I went to Piggott 
to edit the Banner, Lon Voncill 
drove a horse to a cart, really a 
racing sulky, drawn by a mare 
which was the champion trotter 
of the county-fair circuit.

In November 1920, I stepped 
off the train in Laredo and there 
were at least a dozen horse-drawn 
vehicles, with shouting drivers.

Now about the only time you 
see a horse-drawn vehicle is in a 
parade. Hot Springs, Ark., has 
one or two carriages for the tour­
ist trade; it is quite the thing 
to have your picture made in the 
victoria, I believe it is. Nueveo 
Laredo, Mexico, back in the 1930’s 
had two or three carriages—also 
for the tourists, and still may 
have.

These days, we still speak of 
horsepower—but it is produced 
by gasoline.

When I was a little fellow, I 
parted my hair in the middle.

KANKAKEE, HI. (AP) —Char­
les Shuman, president of Amer­
ican Farm Bureau Federation, 
contended Saturday that the U.S. 
government intends to take com­
plete control of the nation’s food 
supply, land and farmers.

He labeled the Kennedy admin­
istration’s proposed r,ew farm pro­
gram “undisguised regimentatio

Shuman, head of the country’s 
largest organization of farm fami­
lies. spoke at the 50th anniver­
sary meeting of the Kankakee 
County Farm Bureau.

He criticized the blueprint for 
agriculture that President Ken­
nedy and Secretary of Agriculture 
Freman are offering to farmers.

“No other secretary of agri­
culture in the history of this co­
untry has proposed such drastic 
production and marketing control 
on corn, feed, grains and milk,” 
Shuman said.

No Quotas Before
“Never have marketing quotas 

been imposed on corn, feed grains 
or milk.”

Shuman acknolwledge that far­
mers can vote on the plans, but 
he added:

"The secretary would have sev­
eral clubs at his command to for­
ce farmers to choose his program. 
One of the biggest is proposed new 
authority to dump up to 10 mil­
lion tons of government-held feed 
grains and 200 million bushels of 
wheat on the market if producers 
do not go along with his pro­
posals.”

He called for a reduction of 
federal intervention and control 
and “greater freedom for farm­
ers to run their own operation.

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AUSTIN, Tex. — Candidates 
flooded this capital city as the 
filing deadline arrived. Politicians 
came to town to pay filing fees 
for state offices at both the state 
democratic headquarters and the 
republican camp.

Thousand dollar fees were paid 
in may ways: One thousand one- 
dollar bills, one hundred ten-dollar 
bills and various chekcs from 
friends of the candidates.
A former athlete brought a hand­

ful of ex-football stars along, to 
show that he had a sporting chan­
ce.

There were very few surprises 
at the State Democratic Executive 
Committee: Gubernatorial cand­
idates John Connally, Marshall 
Formby, Will Wilson and Maj. 
Gen. Edwin A. Walker had paid 
before the deadline: Don Yarbor­
ough was expected, and every­
one knew Gov. Price Daniel would 
show up after his TV announce­
ment.

Austin Attorney Bob Looney ar­
rived at the last minute to join 
Tom James, Tom Reavley, Wag­
goner Carr, W. T. McDonald and 
Les Procter in the attorney gen­
eral’s race.

Keith Wheatley, 27-year-old Sta­
mford oil operator, decided to 
oppose Railroad Commissioner 
Ben Ramsey in the May primary.

Both Looney and Wheatley fil­
ed without paying, but plunked 
down their $1,000 fees by the Feb.
8 deadline.

Joe R. Pool, Dallas attorney, 
Charles H. Stevenson Jr. of Nue­
ces County and rancher Phil Wil 
of Kaufman County, made the 
same sort of financial transaction 
as candidates for congressman- 
at-large.

Houston businessman Robert W. 
Hervey and Mitchell County Dist­
rict Judge Eldon Mahon forfeited 
their right to run for Congress­
man-at-large when they failed to 
follow filing with payment of fil­
ing fees.

Indicative of the expected turn 
over in both House and Senate 
is the democratic line-up for lie­
utenant governor: Speaker of the 
House James A. Turman, Sena­
tors Preston Smith, Jarrard Se- 
crest and Robert Baker, all are 
abandoning present posts to seek 
the state’s second highest position 
Gene Smith of Fort Worth is the 
only nonlegislative candidate for 
lieutenant governor.
“ Rebirth of the republican party 
in Texas” has been widely dis­
cussed. It was quite evident when 
filing time was over that consid­
erable progress had been made. 
If the party wasn't reborn; it 
certainly was revitalized.

Breckenridge oilman Jack Cox 
—former democratic candidate 
for governor who announced for 
the GOP months ago—got two 
opponents at the countdown. One 
Roy Whittenborg, who polled 185,- 
926 votes when he opposed Ralph 
Yarborough for the U. S. Senate 
in 1958. The other was Harry 
Diehl, Houston factory represent­
ative, who was one of the 71 who 
ran for Lyndon Johnson's senate 
seat last year.

Republican line-up for house 
and senate seats is imposing. 
Fourteen republicans are camp­
aigning for 10 of the 31 senate

seats. And 74 republicans have 
filed for 70 of the 150 represent­
ative offices. Two already are 
members of the House. They are 
George Korkmas of Texas City 
and Kenneth Kohler of Amarillo. 
They seek re-election to offices 
they won in recent special elect­
ions.

VALLEY FREEZE CREATES 
FOOD SHORTAGE — Agriculture 
workers “frozen" from jobs by 
the recent freeze in the Valley 
caused a stir of activity in the 
commodity distribution division of 
the State Department of Public 
Welfare.

Division Director W. M. Hern­
don has just returned* from two 
trips to the Valley to talk to 
county commissioners in Camer­
on, Aavala, Willacy and Hidalgo 
counties. There, the need for em­
ergency distribution of govern­
ment surplus foods is desperate.

DPW is distributing food for 
5,000 in Cameron County, 4,000 in 
Waillacy County, and 2,500 in Zav­
ala County. Also is adding 20,000 
people to the program at Hidalgo 
County, which provides food for 
600 needy people on a regular 
Most commissioners look for the 

emergency to end within 30 days, 
when business in that area is ex­
pected to recover.

UNIVERSITY HOUSING BAT­
TLE — Attorney General Will 
Wilson has more windmills to tilt 
at than Don Quixote.
In his “spare time”, he’s fight­

ing five opponents in the gover­
nor’s race.

On a current job basis, he's 
engaged in a battle with the Uni­
versity of Texas’ Board of Re­
gents and the three outside attor­
neys UT hired to defend the school 
in a housing suit brought by sev­
eral Negro students.

Wilson, as attorney general, al­
so is defending Ihe University and 
mightily on posing the intrustion 
of outside help. He filed a brief 
citing Supreme Court ruling and 
legislative authority to prove his 
contention that only the attorney 
general can represent the state 
in appellate courts.

UT’s private attorneys pointed 
to another regents’ cause where 
they noted “with much interest 
that a distinguished array of coun­
sel headed by former Gov. Dan 
Moody represented the Board of 
Regents.”

Wilson produced evidence that 
Governor Moody was the Attorney 
General of Texas at the time of 
the suit referred to, and “the 
distinguished array of counsel” 
were his assistant attorney gen­
eral.

SALES TAX RULINGS KEEP 
COMING — Governor Daniel’s 
announcement that he hopes to 
amend the sales tax structure 
probably caused groans in the 
Comptroller of Public Accounts’ 
office, where they're constantly 
busy interpreting the two per cent 
sales tax as it now stands.

Most recent interpretation in­
volves advertising agencies which 
finance their operation on a 15 
per cent commission basis, rather 
than by charges.

Comptroller ruled that the tax 
does not apply to intangible ser­
vices and therefore excludes the

commission from taxation.
But clients must pay tax on 

drawings, paintings, lettering and 
printed matter, and with the fan­
tastic volume of this type of pro­
duction involved in a campaign 
year, the state ought to net a 
fair-sized income from advertisi­
ng agencies.
—Governor Daniel appointed Jack 
Drake of Weslaco and Jack Mar­
tin of San Antonio to fill vacan­
cies on the Industrial Commis­
sion.

Drake is executive vice-presi­
dent of the Lower Rio Grande 
Valley Chamber of Commerce.

Martin is president of the Texas 
State Building and Construction 
Trades Council.
