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City Water Tower 
Paint Bid Awarded

The city water tower located at 
Lockwood and Ave. P will jget a new 
paint job soon, as city council mem­
bers unanimously approved a bid of 
$51,947 from Commercial Industrial 
Coating Corp. of Albuquerque, N.M. 
for the job. It was the lowest of two 
bids, with the other bid coming in at 
$76,600, City Administrator Jerry 
Webster said. The project will put the 
city in compliance with TNRCC 
rules and regulations, he explained.

“We have been written up for the 
past four years for non-compliance, 
and have been putting aside funds in 
the budget in order to accumulate the 
money to do the job. This water stor­
age tower is the only one at present 
which is in non-com pliance," 
Webster added.

In other business, council mem­
bers approved a request from 
TWFanch, the parent company of 
North Texas CableComm which pro­
vides television cable service to 
Tahoka, for consent to transfer own­
ership to Charter Communications 
VI, LLC. Webster said that no 
changes were expected in cable view­
ing for Tahoka customers.

The council approved the pur­
chase of the pump and pivot system 
located at the old Boyce Overton 
property recently purchased by the 
city. The system was purchased for 
$13,500.

Police Chief Steve Chance pre­
sented a report on the police 
department’s activities for the month, 
and monthly bills were approved.

Present at the meeting were coun­
cil members Jay Dee House. Ray 
Box, John Chapa Jr. and Amy 
Preston, as well as Webster, Mayor 
Mike Mensch, and attorney Cal 
Huffaker. Council member Clara 
Calvillo was absent from the meet­
ing.

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Two Leave, Three Hired, and One More To Go 
To Fill Teaching Positions At Tahoka i.S.D.

It’s not exactly a revolving door, 
but school officials at Tahoka Inde­
pendent School District may feel like 
their heads are spinning as they try 
to keep up with the comings and go­
ings of the teaching staff. Two more 
resignations were noted at the board 
meeting last Thursday, and trustees 
approved four more contracts, three 
of which were listed by name and one 
more which trustees left to the dis­
cretion of Superintendent Jimmy 
Parker to fill due to the fast-approach­
ing school year.

Tahoka Elementary sixth grade 
teacher Lesa Pepper and Middle 
School content mastery (special edu­
cation) teacher Jill Vosburg submit­
ted resignations, Parker told trustees 
at the board meeting. Trustees gave 
Supt. Parker the authority to hire a 
teacher to fill Ms. Pepper’s position 
at the elementary, and approved con­
tracts for three other positions. Tho­
mas Bremer III was hired as assis­
tant hand director. Strelsa Lou Faver 
was hired to fill Ms. Vosburg’s posi­
tion at the middle schcxtl, and Angie 
Watson was hired for high school 
content mastery.

At least 15 positions have been 
filled at Tahoka I.S.D. for the upcom­
ing school year, including four ad­
ministrative scats: the promotion of 
high school principal Jimmy Parker 
to superintendent, the high schmil 
and elementary principal positions, 
and a new u^istant elementary prin 
cipal position. Other district staff 
positions were vacated by resigna­
tions and retiring pcrsoiinel, and a 
new head girls basketball coach was 
hired for this year -  a position which 
Athletic DircctorTroy Hinds handled 
last year when the position could not 
he filled.

District staff will report to sch(H)l 
in less than a month, with stuff de­
velopment days scheduled Aug. 9-13, 
and summer fun ends for students on 
Aug. 16 when classes begin.

Sch(M)l administrative staff and 
trustees arc seeking parental involve­
ment in an undertaking which they 
have been wrestling with for the past 
several months, and one which will 
affect virtually every student in 
grades 7-12: a new drug testing 
policy which is expected to be imple­
mented for the upcoming school year. 
A public hearing is set for Thursday, 
July 29 at 7 p.m. in the high sch<K)l 
library, to which all parents and any 
other interested persons arc invited 
and encouraged to attend, to hear 
details about the new policy and to

voice concerns and ask questions 
before the policy is approved.

Supt. Parker, the principals, and 
the board of trustees have been work­
ing closely with Cal Huffaker, the 
district’s attorney, to come up with 
the comprehensive policy which will 
affect all students in grades 7-12 who 
are involved in extra-curricular or co- 
curricular events. That means, says 
Board President Greg Henley, stu­
dents involved in athletics, BPA, 
FFA, FHA, band, cheerleading, one- 
act play, UIL academic competitions, 
and any other activity which has UIL 
competition. Additionally, all district 
employees will be included in the 
drug-testing, said Henley.

Issues addressed in the policy in­
clude one-time mandatory as well as 
random drug testing (by urine 
samples), and first-second-third of­
fense consequences of failing the 
drug testing, such as mandatory 
counseling, suspension from games 
or activities or suspension from the 
program for certain lengths of time, 
possible expulsion from National 
Honor Society, and other conse­
quences.

“We encourage parents, and any 
other interested persons in the dis­
trict, to come to this public hearing. 
We arc extremely interested in hear­
ing your opinions and views concern- 
ing this drug deterrence policy.” 
Henley told The News.

In other routine business, trustbes 
awarded a milk bid to Thriftway Gro­
cery in Tahoka for the upcoming 
school year, and a bread bid from 
Mrs. Baird’s was approved. The Stu­
dent Code of Conduct manual was 
approved as presented, and an insur­
ance proposal for commercial prop­

erty/fleet insurance from Walker- 
Solomon Insurance was approved at 
a cost of $20,823 for the year (the 
only bid submitted).

A student transfer request was 
approved, and a waiver for federal 
funds of $23,451 for class-size reduc­
tion was approved.

A budget workshop was sched­
uled for Tuesday, July 20, when trust­
ees will discuss budgetary items as 
well as meeting with the facilities 
committee to discuss renovation 
projects for the district.

The issue of whether to build a 
new school facility is pretty much 
dead in the water now,” the board 
president explained to The News. 
“since state funding for new con­
struction of facilities was limited to 
projects which were already under­
way. So now, we are faced with de­
cisions on renovation projects. Right 
now. we arc looking at our options 
on rewiring, especially in the elemen­
tary buildings, and doing away with 
the old boiler system and installing a 
new hcating/cooling system for the 
elementary. We arc seeking input 
from the facilities committee on these 
issues.” he said.

Business Manager Ken Eudy re­
ported on the district’s finances, and 
noted that the 1998 tax collection to­
taled $ 1,053,185 which is 97.74 per­
cent complete.

Attorney HulTakcr showed a film 
about other schools' drug policies, 
and much discussion followed about 
the proposed drug deterrence policy 
for Tahoka I.S.D.

All seven trustees were present for 
the meeting, which adjourned at 1:10 
a.m. The next regular meeting was 
scheduled for Thursday. Aug. 12.

Wiboa Fire Department Up of the 
Week; M ore about extinguishers; Several 
people have asked about having their fire 
extinguisher checked or rechaiged. There 
are several com m ercial services available 
that w ill check and w ho can recharge 
m ost home units. These services report 
that home fire extinguishers should be 
checked and recharged on an annual ba­
sis. They also report that many o f  the in­
expensive hom e units are o f  the “use and 
dispose o f  type” in that once they are 
u sed , they  can n o t be recharged  and 
should be disposed of.

A general rule is that if  the cap and 
nozzle unit screw s onto the outside o f  the 
bottle neck, the unit probably is not safely 
re fillab le . If  the cap  and nozzle  unit 
screw s into the bottle unit, then the gen­
eral rule is that the unit may be recharged.

A fire extinguisher service company 
can be located by checking the yellow 
pages o f your phone book, and a call to 
the public inform ation office o f the Lub­
bock Fire D epartm ent o r the Better Busi­
ness Bureau can give you information on
•he various com panies.
