Unknown to most Texans is the
fact that the Caprock section of
West Texas is hoine to the
world’s largest wintering concen-
tration of lesser sandhill cranes.

Muleshoe National Wii..ife Ref-

uze, 20 miles souh of Muieskoe,
last year hosted as many as
52,000 cranes per day. Ducks

wintering on the refuge, at times
number over 700,000, and a few
through the winter.

The 5,809-acre refuge, adminis-
tered since 1935 by the U.S. De-
partment of the Interior, contains
5 acres of shallow lakes which
provide ideal roosting sites for
the iong-legged sandhill cranes.

For the past two winters, the
Bureau of Sport Fisheriesa nd
Wwildlife has been conducting a
program of lesser sandhill crane
| research, and part of this work
has involved crane trapping op-
erations on the Muleshoe Refuge.

The purpose of the research
'm is to determine more ac-
curately the birds’ exact winter-
ing grounds and migration routes
and to find out more about their
physiology, behavior and racial
distinctions. *

To gather this information, it
was necessary to examine the
live birds, record their weights
and measurements, and to band
them.

Bands used on the cranes are
of two kinds; a bright orange
plastic collar around the neck for
easy ground identification, and a

pre

oy

regular “‘duck band” locked on
the leg for detailed information

on birds shot or found dead.

Sandhills Cranes ~ .
Being Tagged Here

Actual trapping of the birds has
proved to be a sizable but inter-
esting task. A ‘“‘cannon net” de-
vice is used to capture the birds.

This consists of a net which
is attached by ropes in three
places to three projectiles which
are fired from three cannons
buried in the ground.

The cannons, each firing 135
grains of black powder (FFG),
are detonated by an observer us-
ing radio control of direct elec-
trical contact in a blind some 300
yards distant.

The net is folded accordion
fashion until it is four feet wide
by forty feet long, and as the
cannons fire simultaneously their
projectiles carry the net out to
its full length, entrapping the
cranes.

The birds are disentangled from
the net one at a time and placed
in the weighing bucket which re-
stricts them while the following
measurements are taken: length
of mid toe, bill, and tarsus, length
of longest tail feather, and dis-
tance from the bend of the wing
to the tip of the longest primary
feather.

Also recorded are the color of

the eye, weight, age (juvenile or
adult), and when evident, the
sex.

At present, it is difficult to tell
the boys from the girls, but one
object of the research program
is to establish a more reliable
sexing technique.

As trapping is done on a lake-
shore, care must be taken to
keep the birds as dry as possible.
Sandhill cranes, unlike other wa-
terfow!, may become completely
waterlogged and remain in this
vulnerable flightless condition un-
til they are dry.

The sandhill crane’s date of re-
turn to Muleshoe Refuge is near-
ly as reliable as the swallows’
return to Capistrano.-It is set at
September 19, but like the swal-
lows, the cranes often vary a
few days either way.

Despite a Gulf Coast slowdown
‘n September, due to Hurricane
Carla, retail sales for the first
iine months of 1961 pulled to
vithin one per cent of the sales
‘or the same period of 1960.
First six months of 1961 were
hree per cent behind 1960.

September sales were off, larg-
oly because people bought heavily
n August to avoid the sales tax.

‘ate to the Bureau’'s economists
hat things are looking better.

MORE TAXES

James W. McGrew, research
director of the Texas Research
League, told the group’s annual
meeting that additional state
spending of about $50,000,000 a
year is in sight for the two years
starting September 1, 1963.

New sales tax will provide
part of the added money, McGrew
predicted. Other taxes will just
about produce the extra money.
But it will require some econom-
izing to make ends meet in the
1963 session of the Legislature,
in spite of the huge new tax.

They took
the abstract, which was a fat
book of papers, and the deed,
filed the deed at the courthouse,
and thought no more about it,
assuming, as many people do,
that an ‘“‘abstract’” is an assur-
ance of good title.

Some years later
sell to a buyer who was better
informed. He insisted that either
the abstract be examined and an
opinion given by an attorney that
the title was good or that the
sellers must provide title opin-
ance. When they sought an opin-
ion as to whether the abstract
showed good title, they were dis-
mayed to find that the title was
not in good order, and that there
would have to be a quit-title
lawsuit to dispose of some flaws

they went to

in the title before the buyer would |

accept it. Neither would a title
insurance company write a pol-
icy of insurance for them with-
out legal action to clear up the

title.

John and Mary were astounded
to learn that they were wrong in
assuming that an ‘“abstract” was
an assurance of good title. An
abstract merely a record of
every document which has ever
been filed of record at the court-
house affecting the title to a
particular piece of property. It
may show good title or bad title,
or no title at all. It is only a
bundle of papers, as John and
Mary discovered, which summar-
izes the state of the title. Its
possession does not in any way
assure good title.

Thus while one may be able to
get possession and peacefully
occupy a property with an unsal-
able title, difficulties will arise
when the property is to be sold
or mortgaged. To do so is only
to postpone and perhaps increase
the trouble and expense of clear-
ing the title. It makes good sense
to correct any title defects when
you buy a property.
