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Cotton Allotment
Law Discussed

Present laws direct the Sec-
retary of Agriculture to estab-
lish a marketing quota for up-
land cotton under certain con-
ditions, stated in standard 500
pound bales gross weight.

The cotton quota established
by the Secretary under current
laws is to be enough when add-
ed to the estimated carry-over
at the beginning of the market-
ing year and the estimated im-
ports during the year to make
a normal supply of cotton.

There are several gadgets
placed in the law setting a min-
imum naional allotment or quo-
ta. The first condition is that
the marketing quota will not be
less than the number of bales
equal to the estimated domes-
tic consumption and estimated
exports (less estimated im-
ports),

The Secretary will make ad-
justments in the amount of the
quota as he determines neces-
sary after taking in considera-
tion the estimated stocks of cot-
ton in the United States (includ-
ing the qualities of such stocks)
and stocks in foreign countries
which would be available for
the year to assure; (1) the
maintenance of adequate, but
not excessive stocks in the U-
nited States, (2) provide a con-
tinuous and stable supply of the
different qualities needed in the
United States and in foreign
countries and for purpose of na-
tional security.

Another minimum set by the
law is thel arger of the follow-
ing: (1) one million bales less
than the estimated domestic
consumption and estimated ex-
ports for the marketing year
for which the quotas are pro-
claimed, or (2) ten million
bales, whichever is larger. The
law also prevents the Secretary
of Agriculture from reducing
the national acreage allotment
below 16,310,000 acres (16 mil-
lion acres regular allotment and
310,000 acres for small farm ad-
justments).

These proclamations are to
be made not later than October
15.

USDA figures reveal that the
August 1, 1961, upland cotton
carry-over was 7,016,000 bales
compared o 7,390,000 bales on
August 1, 1960. The grade index
(middling white equals 100) of
the August 1, 1961, upland cot-
ton carrv-over was 97.6 com-
pared to 97.9 a year earlier and
95.0 two years ago.

The August 1, 1961, upland
cotton carry-over staple length
was 33.3 thirty-seconds inch
compared to 33.0 a year ago an
stock carry-over grade increas-
ed from 95.8 on August 1, 1960
to 97.0 on August 1, 1961. 2

The mill stock carry-over
staple length on August 1, 1961,
is the same as it was on August
1, 1960, (33.5).

Total supply in the United
States is about one million bales
less than last year and world
supplies are to remain about
the same as last year.

The 1962 upland cotton acre-
age allotment is very likely to
be reduced from the 1961 level
of 18,458 424,

Farm Bureau and the Nation-
al Cotton Council have reques-
ed the USDA Secretary not to
reduce the 1961 national upland
cotton alloment from the 1961
allotment of 18,458,424 acres.

Feed Grain Exports
Down 26 Per Cent

U.S. feed grain exports in
July were 595,000 metric tons
down 26 per cent from the
803,000 shipped in July a year
ago.

Feed grain exports were
down to all major destinations.
Relatively small increases
were made in shipments to
Canada and other Western
Hemisphere countries, Norway,
Israel and some countries in
Africa. Big shipments for relief
and charity were important in
others. Exports of feed grains
were off substantially except
loads of corn, which increased
slightly. Larger barley crops in
Northern Europe and substan-
tial supplies on hand were fac-
tors in the decline. (Foreign
Crops and Markets)
