Financing Gets Green Light

Lynn County Commissioners got
a green light on the Lynn County Law
Enforcement Center proposed jail
renovation project Monday, when the
$2,400,000 financing package was
presented for approval by First
Southwest Company representative
Vince Viaille. In approving the loan
package, commissioners voted to re-
tain First Southwest Company as
underwriter for the certificates of
obligation. ,

Commissioners voted ungni-
mously to approve the $2.4 million
in certificates of obligation for a 20-
year period, to be used for renovat-
ing the ‘former S&K Implement
building on Hwy. 380 into a 48-bed
jail facility with offices for county
and state law enforcement officials.

On County Jail Renovation

County officials expect that revenue
raised from the facility will make the
loan payments over the next 20 years.
However, if revepue fails to meet
loan payment amounts, commission-
ers are obligated to pay the certifi-
cates of obligation from tax revenue,
and can, if needed, raise taxes to meet
those obligations without incurring
a rollback election.

The bid process is expected to
begin soon on the construction phase
of the project, county officials said
this week.

In other business Monday, com-
missioners approved monthly bills.
All four commissioners and Judge
J.F. Brandon were present at the
meeting, as well as Lynn County At-
torney James Napper.

paid 75-cents per hour, but agreéd to
deduct $1 per day for volunteer work
by congregational members. It was
then resolved that each member of
the congregation commit to work five
days on the church construction.

Construction began the end of
July 1926, and the new church was
dedicated on Sunday, Oct. 10, 1926.
Pastor H.P. Sieck of St. Paul Lutheran
Church in Canyon preached the
morning service in German, and there
was a special afternoon service con-
ducted in English. The cost of the
new church building amounted to
$2,500, and a new Estey organ from
a company in New Jersey was pur-
chased for $125.

Rev. M J. Scaer was the first full-
time pastor of the church, serving
from 1927 until 1937. During that
time, a Parish School was organized
and a church parsonage was com-
pleted. During the depression years,
the church had financial cifficulties
along with the rest of the country, but
the congregation persevered, It was
also during depression years that the
congregation began the practice of
having a special service for children
on Christmas Eve, including the giv-
ing of Christmas sacks which, in
those days, were filled with fruit and
nuts but which today are mostly filled
with candy.

The church existed as an Indepen-
dent Lutheran congregation with in-
formal ties to the Missouri Synod. By
1931 discussions were underway
concerning the joining of the Synod,
but it would be another five years
before St. Paul’s would make appli-
cation and be a recognized congre-
gation of the Lutheran Church — Mis-
souri Synod as a member congrega-
tion of the Texas District.

Financial concerns continued to
plague the congregation as the De-
pression continued its grip through
the decade of the 1930s. By January
1937, the congregation developed a
“Cotton Plan’ as a way to supplement
contributions to church coffers, ac-
cording to church historical records.
The Cotton Plan assessed a price be-
tween 30-50 cents per bale of cotton
produced for the years 1936 and 1937
for church members, and with Sun-
day collections generated a total giv+
ing in 1937 of $2,382.14, the largest
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Church Celebrates...

amount given to that point in the
church’s history.

The summer of 1937 brought a
conclusion to Pastor Scaer’s leader-
ship of the church, and Rev. Edwin
F. Lange began serving the church in
September 1937. During this time, an
English language service was begun
on the second and fourth Sundays of
the month, and the Services of Holy
Communion were also rotated be-
tween German and English. It was
Pastor Lange who began the first
youth group in the church.

In April 1939, the church pur-
chased 12 more lots adjacent to its
property for the purpose of expan-
sion. As 1939 progressed it was ob-
vious that the congregation struggled
with its identity between holding to
the German heritage and reaching out
to an English society. That July a plan
was proposed to hold more English
services - the plan passed with 20
members in favor and three against.

The issue of language came to an
abrupt end the moming of Decem-
ber 7, 1941. The effects of the Japa-
nese bombing of Pearl Harbor rippled
all'over the country, and one of those
ripples hit St. Paul Lutheran Church
in Wilson. Up until this time, all
church business and all minutes in the
church’s history were recorded in
German script. A special meeting was
held following the worship service on
Dec. 14, 1941. The first recorded
minutes written in English script said:
“Resolved that from this day on ev-
erything shall be conducted in the
English language only until the end
of the war, after which everything
shall automatically be as it was be-
fore.” The end of the war came in
1945 but the German language did
not return as the mode of communi-
cation in the worship services or the
church meetings.

In 1943, church members voted to
build a separate facility for the
school, and in February 1946 the new
school"building was dedicated. The
congregation was also outgrowing
the sanctuary, and on . ily 3, 1953 a
new church building was dedicated.
The finished building, including
pews and all inside furnishings, was
built at a cost of $66,000, and it is
that structure that endures today, at
the corner of 16th.and Houston

. Streets.

In 1955 the decision was made to
tear down the original 1926 church
building and use the timbers to add
onto the new school building. This
would more than double the size of
the school structure while creating a
place for parish functions to be held.
The dedication to the school addition
was held July 28, 1957.

The church purchased the old
John Ramby house, at the comer of
11th and Houston Streets, for the new
church parsonage during the late
1960s. The home still serves as the
church parsonage today.

Pastors and other teachers had,
throughout the church’s history,
taught at the church school. But in
June, 1971 student enrollment had
declined to such a point that it was
financially difficult to keep the
school open, and the decision was
made to close the day school. A mid-
week school on Wednesday evenings
was begun by Rev. George P. Ascher,
who served the church from 1971
until 1975.

The church’s 50th anniversary
celebration was held July 25, 1976.
Various maintenance programs, in-
cluding the air conditioning of the
Parish Hall, have been completed
since that time. A church remodel-
ing project was completed in 1988
with the remodeling of the Parish
Hall completed this past November.

“In celebrating the church’s 75th
year, we not only remember but we
look forward,” said Pastor Rohde.
“We seek the Lord’s will for our fu-
ture. We prepare (o raise up another
group of leaders in the church who
will carry us by God’s strength to-
ward our 100th anniversary in 2026.
May we ‘be about our Father'’s busi-
ness’ until that time comes as we con-
tinually gather in this House of the
Lord!”

Conservation casements are used
to obtain development rights which
will prevent agricultural land conver-
sion. Texas landowners wishing to
remain in an agricultural enterprise
are sometimes forced out of produc-
tion because of increased pressures
of higher ad velorum taxes as prop-
erty values for nonagricultural land
rise. Often urban areas tend to im-
pact farms and ranches by contribut-
ing to land fragmentation. This has a
direct economic impact on the land’s

ability to produce agricuitural com-
modities as well as impacting vari-
ous wildlife habitats.

The Natural Resources Conser-
vation Service will continue to pro-
vide leadership to the KPC on devel-
oping aconservation plan on the con-
servation easement.

To participate in the program,
landowners agree, to limit the use of
their land for nonagricultural pur-
poses and have pending offers for
acquisition of agricultural conserva-
tion easements.

To qualify, the farmland must be:

¢ included in a pending offer from
a non-government organization,
state, tribe, or local farmland protec-
tion program;

¢ privately owned;

* covered by a conservation plan;

* large enough to sustain agricul-
tural production;

e accessible to markets for what
the land produces; and

* surrounded by parcels of land
that can support long-term agricul-
tural production.

The Farmland Protection Pro-
gram was established in the Federal
Agricultural Improvement and Re-
form Act.of 1996. The Agricultural
Risk Protection Act of 2000 added
non-governmental organizations to
the list of eligible partners.
