Old growing areas since 1948 
expanded production considerably 
over quotas awarded in the Act, 
by virtue of annual increases 
in consumption and large deficits 
in Hawaii and Puero Rico pro­
duction.

Old growers are concerned 
about new legislation for new J 
areas and new mills, as they 
feel this will force them to main­
tain a more stable production, j 
without allowing them to expand.

Lewis Scoggins 
Top '61 Farmer

Lewis Scoggips was named the 
Outstanding Conservation Fanner 
for 1961 by the Board of Super­
visors of the Blackwater Valley 
Soil Conservation District.

Scoggins lives nine miles west 
of Muleshoe on FM 1760 and is 
presently operating approximately 
489 acres of land.

He has been a soil conservation 
district cooperator since Novem­
ber of 1949. A cropping system 
of cotton, alfalfa, soybeans, toma­
toes and alfalfa has given Scog­
gins a well diversified combina­
tion making him less reliant on 
one specific crop.

This also gives him the advant­
age of being able to rotate his 
crops and benefit his land. This 
past season Scoggins planted his 
grain sorghum layout land to soy­
beans, turning them into the soil 
"urface when they reached their j 
peak vegetative growth. Practices 
such as this build soil organic 
matter and increase production 
in future years.

Scoggins is very conservative 
of his irrigation water. He pract­
ices applying water when it is 
needed and at a rate that is non- 
erosive and causes no run-off. To 
accomplish this he has adjusted 
row direction and length of row 
to bring about the desired grade 
to give him an improved irriga­
tion system.

Mrs. Mary Scog- 
oins, is a teacher at Muleshoe Jr. 
High School, where she teaches 
language arts in the seventh 
grade. Lewis and Mary have 
three sons.

Saturday morning was the open- 
ng day of the new hunting sea­
son on the big birds.

There was some evidence that 
'lie cranes would leave the area 
when hunters began to fire upon 
ihern (an experimental hunt was 
conducted in New Mexico last 
year).

Wildlife managers want fo_§ee 
where the cranes would go 'When 
pressure was put on them by
hunting.

Locker and Muleshoe Journal 
Editor Gary Stone had flown over 
the roosting area two days before. 
They had seen the lake on which 
(he cranes stayed at night and 
had checked to see what reaction 
they would have to the airplane.

Van Tries, Stone nd Locker 
had driven to the lake on refuge 
•o see at close range what the ter­
rain would offer as concealment 
for the plane.

PREPARATIONS
Locker had flown several prac- 

tice runs at the airport, using 
water instead of dye. to see what 
altitude would allow maximum 
coverage of the birds with the 
dye.

In the best practice run, he had 
covered an area of about 80 feet 
:n width by 200 yards length, fly- 
;ng at an altitude of about 50 
feet.

As Locker approached the re­
fuge. he banked around the lake— 
the cranes were not where they 
were supposed to be! There was 
just enr.uch light to see that the 
cranes had unexpectedly changed 
their r<x>sting habits.

Instead of being on the west 
side of the lake, stretched out 
□ long the bank in shallow water, 
'he cranes had moved to a dif- 

j Trent spot.
Locating the birds by their re­

flection on the water, Locker 
made his a p p r o a c h  from 
'he west, lowered to an altitude 
of 50 feet and began his dump 
run.

With the cranes spread out in 
a line in front of him, Locker 
nulled the lever that let the dve 
out of his tanks. The propeller 
blast spread the liquid out as it 
came pouring out under 1he 
fuselage.

DANGER
Halfway down the line of cranes,

ed abruptly. Climbing about 20 
feet higher, he levelled off once 
more to continue his run.

Near the end of the lake, more 
birds were in the air. He had 
depended on the wind to cover 
the noise of the engine, but the 
necessary change in plans had 
forced him to abandon the cover 
of the wind.

Now he had to climb and climb 
fast. A seven to eight pound sand­
hill crane could rip a hole in a 
wing or come right through the
windshield.

SUCCESS
Locker avoided the birds and 

landed near the refuge office. He 
found Van Tries elated over the 
result of the operation. He had 
expected the dye to reach 200 of 
the cranes.

To his satisfaction. Locker’s 
application of the Nyanzol “D” 
had reached about 800 of the 
cranes in full strength.

Others were later found to have 
the black dye on their legs, hav­
ing come in contact with dye in 
the water. Still others had part­
ially covered in the project.

Van Tries, Locker, Edd Ary, 
maintenance man at the refuge, 
and John Johanson, assistant re­
fuge manager, then climbed into 
a jet helicopter flown by Captain 
Passman, of Cannon Air Force 
Base. In it, they flew over the 
birds again, finding a number 
of them wearing the black dye 
that will stay on them until they 
molt in the spring.

Van Tries said the project was 
so successful that he plans to 
repeat the operation in the near 
future.

Locker may or may not fly 
the next mission. He is in Florida 
this week and so The Journal 
could not contact him at press 
time to find out if he would again 
chance the flight.

Before he left on his trip, he 
said, “The possibility of the birds 
flushing up into the path of the 
plane was reason enough to cause 
me to be dubious.”

“At my speed of 130 miles per 
hour, the thought of flying into 
birds weighing seven to eight 
pounds was no small item to be 
considered. After some hours of 
debate, I decided to fly the 
mission.”

“However, as 1 neared the 
place, the thought was still with 
me. As I lowered the nose, I 
just told mvself, ‘Here goes’-- 
shoved the throttle and went on 
in. In about six seconds, it was 
over and I was pleased with the 
results.”

Whether anvone else will try 
the job is still another question. 
Van Tries said other refuges will 
probably not join in the use of 
this method, as sandhill cranes 
are concentrated in this area more 
than elsewhere.

The cranes wilt leave Muleshoe 
National Refuge in March and 
head for Canada, Alaska and 
Siberia.

Some will take with them the 
result of Bill Van Tries’ planning 
and Morgan Locker’s flying skill. 
They will head back to the North­
land still wearing a black-dyed 
feathers.

And, as they go and wherever 
they go, men of the U. S. Depart­
ment of Interior will be on the 
lookout for them to chart their 
migration routes.

SAFE HIGHWAYS
An increase in highway fatali­

ties this year, after a 26 per cent 
decline in past years, disturbs 
the state’s chief policeman, Col. 
Homer Garrison Jr. of the Depart­
ment of Public Safety.

Present statistics indicate the 
number of deaths in 1961 will be 
20 to 25 more than the 2254 of 
1960. So Colonel Garrison has sent 
out word for his men toredouble 
their efforts to remove the un­
safe and reckless drivers from 
the highways.

One factor 
in the change was the move of 
Midwestern University at Wichita 
Falls into the state-supported 
group.

Fastest-growing college is Arl­
ington State. It had 1,318 stud­
ents 10 years ago and now has 
8,318 to rank it fifth largest. Right 
behind is Texas A & M, which has 
8,835 students this fall.

NURSE PROGRAM 
Studies by the State Board of 

Vocational Nuse Examiners re­
veal that 24,613 vocational nurses 
have been licensed in Texas since 
1951. Also 103 training schools now 
are in operation over the state. 
Examinations on October 20 and 
21 resulted in licensing of 656 
candidates.

It now takes one year in a 
vocational nurses school or two 
years in a professional nursing 
school to become eligible to take 
(he state board examinations.

Teacher Shortage?
There's more than one way to shin any cat, including 

the one that has been meowing loudly about a "teacher 
shortage." Rashi Fein, economist with the President's 
Council of Economic Advisors, told a 19-nation education 
conference the other day: "There is no shortage of teach­
ers, only a shortage of e ffective  teaching.'

This is in direct contrast to previous propaganda 
from the Kennedy administration that public schools 
have a shortage of 600,000 teachers.

Mr. Fein spoke against utilizing teachers for baby­
sitting duties. Another U. S. speaker told the conference 
teachers they should not have to "help the children off 
with their snowsuits or erase blackboards."

A  group of teachers not long ago protested here 
against having to spend much of their time on non-teach­
ing duties. In some localities, growing use is already 
made of educational television, classroom clerks, teacher 
aids, assistant teachers and other means of stretching 
professional teaching talents and energies. This trend 
makes sense because it is a local solution at a local level.

Need To Know

Censor of Admiral's Speech 
Unknown, McNamara Says

What is the new warfare? How 
important is it to understand? 
And freedom, ease and accessib­
ility of the needed education? 
Who is imposing cenorship--and 
why?

Let’s consider Defense Secre­
tary McNamara’s own words, not 
to discredit, but rather to suggest 
that he heed the counsel of those 
skilled along the lines of the comp­
lex and massive responsibility he 
has barely undertaken. Defense 
must comprehend and act before 
this great society known as the 
United States capitulates without 
much more than a hint of the 
horrid fact that conquest was a 
new form of warfare — strictly 
Communist-conceived and devel- 
oped-or capture of the American 
mind.

Army General Walker has just 
had has career wrecked or grasp­
ing the full import of the battle 
for the mind, and discharing his 
responsibility by acting in defense 
of his country. He has not yet 
been and may never be permitted 
orally to testify in his own behalf 
He has an outstanding combat 
record. Through his “citizenship- 
in-service program,” popularly 
termed “Pro-Blue,” General Wal­
ker has brought his Army division 
the distinction of top rating in the 
European Theatre and perhaps 
in the entire Army establishment.

.INSOLENCE, THREATS ........
Bear in mind also the lengthy 

deliberation of Communist part­
ies of 81 nations, including that 
of the United States, last Novem­
ber in Moscow-the ensuing order 
to the faithful to concentrate on 
destroying anti-communism, and 
the Khrushchev speech of last 
January 7. Don’t overlook the 
constantly stepped-up insolence, 
as the master of the Kremlin 
derides and threatens in response 
to craven pleadings for "discuss­
ions” that could only add to our 
nauseating succession or defeats. 
In this case,the plea is for some­
thing malodorously suggesting a 
face-saving set of compromises 
through which to break our so- 
called solemn promises to the 
citizens of Berlin and the German 
people.

Bear in mind, too, our inexusa- 
ble failure to do anything to halt 
construction of the wall illegally 
separating the Soviets’ occupation 
zone from those of the West.
Don’t overlook what this column 

has repeatedly forecast: that Mr. 
K would work while we slept, and 
that his strategy would include di­
versions such as from Southeast 
Asia to Berlin or vice versa. And 
remember the President’s speech 
to the United Nations, which--by 
both what it said and what it omit 
ted-constituted a set of inviaions 
of the enemy to demand de facto 
recognition of his East German

puppet, to prescribe travel to Ber­
lin by West Germans, and so on.

Returning to the testimony re­
garding censorship, you may re­
call that Sen.

C.), who has led this fight, first 
read a speech text to the Defense 
Secretary and requested comment. 
Mr. McNamara replied, in part: 
“ I would say first . . . that it is a 
very eloquent statement of our 
problems and our responsibilities

official in the Department would 
be qualified to prepare such a 
speech.
As I listened to it, I found it a 

challenging document and one that 
would cause me to view more spe­
cifically and more precisely my 
own responsibilities as a citizen.”

Senator Thurmond-Mr. Secre­
tary . . .  I have in my hand a 
thermofax of a memorandum 
signed by the Director of Security 
Review of the Department of De­
fense, stating: "The Department 
Defense has reviewed the attach­
ed address entitled Education for 
Responsibility: The Answer to the 
Communist Challenge,’ and ob­
jects to its delivery on the 
grounds that it is a violation of 
the policy expressed in Depart­
ment of Defense Guidance No. 18: 
‘Public Statements in the Foreign 
Policy Area and Related Activi­
ties’.”
..CENSOR UNDISCLOSED

Speaking of the McNamara em­
ployee who signed the above rejec­
tion of the speech read aloud. Sen. 
Thurmond continued: “ I might 
say that the man who signed the 
thermofax said he did not read the 
speech . . .  He said that the cen­
sor could not be determined.” 
After some routine exchange, Mr. 
Thurmond asked “to know specif­
ically in what way does the add­
ress I read infringe on the foreign 
policy area, and further, if in your 
opinion, it does infringe . . .  in 
what way is it inconsistent with 
the foreign policy of the United 
States, and what is the basis or 
source of the foreign policy, which 
in your opinion is infringed with 
this speech?”

Secretary McNamara--As I lis­
tened to you read it . . .  I do not 
believe it infringes on foreign 
policy.

Senator Thurmond-Mr. Secre­
tary, this speech 1 just read was

prepared and submitted for review 
by Adm. Arleigh Burke (who has
recently retired from his thir^B 
term as Chief of Naval Opera­
tions), and subsequent to the ob­
jection by the Department of De­
fense to its delivery. Adm. Burke 
contested the objection . . . and 
thereafter delivered the address. 
..DETERMINATION WINS . . . .
In response to a question whether 

Admiral Burke complained to the 
Secretary about rejection of the1 
speech, Mr. McNamara replied' 
’He objected at a sufficiently higS 
level to have it reversed; and be­
cause he is a very tenacious per­
son — I am sure he would have 
appealed to me.’’ Here ensued a 
dialogue concerning how tenacious 
an officer would have to be. And 
there might have been added a 
query as to what chance with the 
censor an officer less than a JCS 
member would stand.

Mr. Thurmond then asked who. 
reviewed the proposed addresP 
and made the decision. The ans­
wer to this was that McNamara 
didn’t know. At this point he was j 
asked to obtain the information i 
and replied, "I will have to inves­
tigate the matter.” Subsequently, 
the following:

Senator Thurmond-Mr. Secre­
tary, unless you let us know who 
censored what speech, you are not 
going to help this committee get. 
the information we want. Now, arc* 
you going to help this commitee 
get the information we want. Now, 
are you going to do that or are 
you not? The public is entitled to 
know. You can answer it either 
wav you want ot.
. AVOIDS ANSWERING ..

At this point, Mr. McNamara 
came up with a polite sort of ‘fifth 
amendment” reply:

Secretary McNamara-1 wouldj 
like to have the commitee’s per-’ 
mission to discuss the matter fur­
ther with my counsel and possibly 
with the committee. (Emphasis 
added.)

Under our Constitution the duty 
of the Congress is to “raise and 
support armies.” “provide and 
maintain a navy” and “make rule 
for government and regulation of 
the land and naval forces.” Now 
here is a member of another gov-  ̂
ernmen! branch provisionly de­
clining to co-operate in the regula­
tion of armed forces. This is the 
responsibility of the Congress.
