“I'd just like to have those
charges explained,” Taylor said.
“I don’t want to leave with some-
thing on my record I know noth-
ing about,” he added.

Taylor, in his eighth year as a
Muleshoe coach, assumed the
duties of head coach last August
after Jake Halter resigned. He
became the fourth head coach
at MHS in four years.

‘Anaenf Elephant
Bones Found
In Sewage Work

Bones belonging to an ancient
elephant-like animal were discov-
ered by the Hemphill Construction
| erew in their current excavations
for the city’s sewage improve-
ments.

Ralph W. Douglas, consulting |
engineer on the project, said that |
the bones were practically entire- |
ly erumbled by the power ditching
machine, but a portion of a tusk
was taken by a representative of
the West Texas Museum at Texas |
| Tech for carbon tests to deter-
| mine its exact age.

The Tech representative esti-
mated that the bones were some |
| 10,000 — 12,000 vears old, similar
| to others discovered in the South
| Plains area. Thg discovery was
