Local Man Invents Mule 
To Pack irrigation Tubes

Farmers*can go straight from 
church to the field to change ir­
rigation tubes—still wearing the 
Sunday best—if the claims of 
Dobbs Enterprises of Muleshoe 
can be believed.

Although it is hard to believe 
. that irrigation farming can poss- 
* ibly become a clean job, Dobbs 

Enterprises, headed by L. R. and 
E. M. Dobbs of Muleshoe, claims 
that its product, which has been 
dubbed "Water Mule Irrigation 
Tube Carrier,’’ offers just that 
and many more things.

The Water Mule is almost un- 
sinkable and practically indestruc­
tible. It is made up of a num­
ber of separate waterproof com- 

b partments which keep it afloat 
in the irrigation ditch, where it 
is used to carry irrigation tubes 
from one setting to the next.

L. R. Dobbs, inventor of the 
Water Mule, said the devise could 

«

be chopped in half with an axe 
and it would still remain afloat. 
A shotgun blast could rip a hole 
in ihe middle and it would stay 
afloat and usable,
• Dobbs said, "Stopping to pick 
up an armload of wet, muddy ir­
rigation ftubes, carrying them to 
the next dry rows, walking back 
to pick up more tubes, sloshing 
through mud and water—tiring, 
back-breaking work for farmers— 
is in the past with the Water 
Mule Irrigation Tube Carrier.

“Farmers can move quickly and 
easily from one position to dry 
rows, loading tubes onto and off 
the adjustable racks, eliminating 
the drudgery and mess of old-fas 
ioned methods, and do it in half 
the time.”

Dobbs Enterprises has done 
everything possible to make the 
Water Mule last as long as ir­
rigation farming, it seems.

The Water Mule is comprised of 
a shallow draft “boat” which is 
covered with fiberglas and apoxy 
resin to make it completely water­
proof. It can be left in the water 
indefinitely without damage to the 
hull. Waterproof compartments 
make it unsinkable.

Adjustable rails in which the 
irrigation tubes are cradled are 
cadmium plated to give them long 
life. The deck of the “boat” is 
covered with a layer of neoprene 
where tubes touch, keeping the 
tubes from scratching through 
the paint and fiberglas.

Claims for the Water Mule make 
it appear to be dream come ture. 
The inventors say it offers con­
venience, as it saves carrying wet 
muddy tubes; cleanliness, keeping 
cloths from getting muddy; spe­
ed, allowing farmers to make a

The Water Mule, which weighs 
less than 50 pounds, is easily op­
erated by one man and has no 
moving parts to wear out. The ad 
justable racks will accomodate 
any size tube and will carry as 
many as needed.

When asked about the claim of j 
being practically indestrucible, 
L.R. Dobbs said, “Certainly there | 
will be replacements. Some trac- 1 
tor driver will run over the Water 
Mule and tear it up. Someone will 
have one on a trailer going at 
60 miles per hour and it will fall 
off."

The mule was the animal that 
helped settle this part of the co­
untry. Perhaps the Water Mule 
will carry on where the pack 
mule left off.

More than 2 5 U t i l i t y  
poles were broken by the weight 
of ice during the recent storm.

One utility pole was broken in 
Monday’s high wind that reached 
a velocity of about 50 miles per 
hour.

Only one user 
was inccnvienced when the pole 
snanpd Monday, as it was a ser­
vice pole running from a main 
line to a home.

Also to be 
constructed are five lagoons with 
diversion boxes and one new 
pumping station.

Storm sewers will be construct­
ed using 5,200 feet of 48-inch pipe 
with 13 drop inlets at curbs. Also 
included in this part of the pro­
ject will be the rebuilding of Ave­
nue B between Main Street and 
the Morton Highway.

Waterworks improvements will 
include 6.800 feet of six-inch pipe, 
6,100 feet of eight-inch pipe, 1,500 
feet of ten-inch pipe, 3,300 feet 
of twelve-inch pipe, 36 valves of 
six, eight and twelve inch size 
and seven additional fire hydrants.

Bids for the project included 
repaving and repairing streets 
torn up for installation of the 
sewers and waterworks improve­
ments.

my mother’s side, we frequently 
visited. She had a wonderful 
home-made of logs, in the hills 
of Clay County, ten miles from 
Piggott, my birthplace. On the 
parlor wall, she had a large pict­
ure of a small baby—my first 
photograph.

I was the oldest grandchild on 
my mother’s side of the family 
and I took full advantage of my 
seniority over my cousins.

My grandmother on my father's 
side had married a second time. 
My step-grandfather had half a 
dozen brothers and all were nam­
ed for some president. His given 
name was Fillmore. The youngst 
of the brothers was christened 
Grant.

My father’s sister (who of cour­
se was my aunt) married Grant. 
That made her the sister-in-law of 
her stepfather and 1 suppose it 
made mother and daughter sisters- 
in-law, too.

My grandmother had a son by 
her second husband and this son 
was my aunt’s half brother, step­
brother and brother-in-law. When 
Otto (my aunt’s son) was bo rn - 
well, you figure out the relation­
ships.

Outdoors In“This particular Bracero makes 
about $42 per week. In addition,
I furnish housing, lights, butane, 
transportation to and from Mex­
ico and around here, insurance, 
bedding, lend him money without 
interest which he always pays 
back.

"He has seven children in Mex­
ico. He owns his home there and 
is a good family man. All this 
came about because of the Brac- 
ero Program.

“A middle class is being establ­
ished at last in Mexico. It is be 
ing established because of this 
program. What will happen now?”

The farmer continued, talking 
about the employer-employee re­
lationship. “Obviously, the Depart­
ment of Labor doesn’t understand 
this relationship,” he said. "I 
know that these Braceros are fine 
people. They have self-respect and 
pride. They are a good, family- 
type people who are deeply relig­
ious.”

Looking at the economic aspect, 
it is said that the average Brac- 
ero, of which there are about 
1.500 in the Muleshoe area, spends

about $15-$20 per week here. At 
times there are 5,000 or more 
Bra(:er<5s in the area, but 1,500 
is average. This means that they 
spend,-about $22,500 per week in 
this',arga.

If this figure is to be taken as 
accurate. Braceros spend about 
$1 million in and around Muleshoe 
each yeajr.

"In addition to this figure, the 
Braceros| account for a large part 
of the labor being done in this 
area,’’ said one member of a

needed or it will fail, thus offer­
ing further proof that the Bracero 
Program is a needed and neces­
sary part of farming in this area.

If operators for tractors and 
other power-driven farm equip­
ment cannot be obtained through 
this and other planned moves, it 
is quite possible that farmers in 
this area, along with those of the 
other agricultural states, will de- 1 
mand that the provision against 
use of Braceros for this work be 
removed from the laws.

As things look now, Braceros 
are going to be lost to the far­
mers of this area—at least, so 
far as tractor drivers are concern­
ed. This could well strike a brutal 
blow to the economy of this area,

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Drop in Unemployment 
Good Christmas Present

NEW YORK (AP) —The drop 
in total unemployment announced 
by President Kennedy is the best 

»Christmas present many commu­
nities across the nation could ask.

Both business and government 
will be taking bows. But don’t 
forget the consumer either.
The President told the AFL-CIO 

convention that for the first time 
in a year the percentage of the 
total labor force out of work was 
down from that sticky 7 per cent 
range. In November it was close 

Jtto  6 per cent—too high, but at 
least a step in the right direction.

A number of communities al­
ready have been taken from the 
official rosters of areas with ma­
jor unemployment.

Current news items suggest that 
the December figures will be even 
pleasanter when tallied.

Thre’s the seasonal bogey of 
January and February just ahead 

J — a period when temporary 
Christmas jobs have disappeared 
and much outdoor work is sty­
mied.

But the better business climate 
in general and the evident greater 
confidence among consumers bol­
ster hopes for a still further ad­
vance in the admittedly difficult

task of licking the basic unem­
ployment problem.

Much of the rise in November 
employment to a new high for the 
month of 67,349,000 of which the 
President spoke was due to in­
creasing industrial output.

Who gets the credit? Govern­
ment agencies will point to the 
steps taken to counter the reces­
sion-speeding government spend­
ing in a number of fields, in­
creased government orders in­
volving future outflow of Treasury 
cash, planning for retraining work 
ers whose previous skills are no 
longer in as great demand.

Many industrial spokesmen re­
gard the upswing as a normal 
part of the business cycle, with 
or without government prodding. 
They cite the return to building 
up inventories instead of living 
off them, the slow but steady 
catching up of demand with the 
production capacity built up in 
recent years, and the long-term 
confidence of the business com­
munity in the economy.

Consumers have few spokes­
men. But consumers should be 
credited with refusing to panic 
during the recession. Instead they 
kept right on spending about as 
much as ever.

Of late they have returnedto
putting more of this spending in 
durable goods. The auto industry 
is crowing over the sales volume 
of new cars in recent weeks. The 
appliance industry reports increas­
ed demand.

All of this encourages manufac­
turers to speed up production 
schedules. At first this meant 
chiefly the lengthening of work 
weeks. Of late it has meant add­
ing more workers to factory rolls. 
And all along there has been an 
increase in the number of jobs in 
the service industries.

The long-term problem still re­
mains, unfortunately. This is that 
the labor force is growing fast 
now and will continue to for sev­
eral years as the war babies and 
their postwar brothers and sisters 
come of working age.

And complicating this problem 
of always creating more jobs than 
last year is technological prog­
ress. New machines and new pro­
duction methods mean more work 
can be turned out with the same 
number of workers. Many of the 
older workers, and the youngsters 
coming into the labor force, have 
not the skills required to handle 
the new machines.
The nation can be thankful more 

persons are working this Christ­
mas season, it still faces the job 
of taking care of arising labor 
force and a hard core of unem­
ployables.

Labor, business, government— 
all agree that 6 per cent of the 
labor force out of work is still 
too much.

Confederate Shin 
Might Sail Again

ORANGE, Tex., Dec. 7 (AP)- 
The U. S. Navy finally caught up 
with a Confererate gunboat that 
gave it a kick in the pants and 
got away with the insult 99 years 
ago.

The old warship is the Josiah 
H. Bell. In January of 1863, with 
her one cannon disabled by a 
projectile lodged in its barrel, 
she captured a nine-gun federal 
man-of-war.

Two years later she was scut­
tled by Confederate patriots in 
the Sabine River at Orange to 
keep her from falling into the 
hands of the Union forces.

Since that time she has remain­
ed hidden and forgotten except by 
a few oldtimers.

Navy divers, led to the scene 
of her sinking by some of these 
oldtimers, found the Bell recently. 
They reported her remarkably 
well preserved and the possibility 
of raising th warship and restor­
ing it is being investigated.

It all began in August, 1862, 
when Lt. Col. J. W. Speight’s bat- 
allion of the 1st Texas Infantry 
was guarding Sabine Pass but had 
to abandon its position because of 
a savage outbreak of yellow fever.

Immediately after the Confed­
erates’ departure the federal man 
of-war, Morning Light which car­
ried nine guns, and an armed 
schooner, the Velocity with four 
guns, moved into the unprotected 
anchorage.

Early in the following Decem­
ber, Gen. J. B. Magruder, com­
mander of the military district 
of Texas, ordered Capt. Charles 
Fowler to impress two or three 
steamboats on the Sabine, fit 
them out as gunboats, and dis­
lodge the invaders.

Fowler selected the Bell and 
the Uncle Ben, which subsequent­
ly, became the more famous of 
the two because of its part in 
the Battle of Sabine Pass.

The two merchant vessels were 
converted into fighting ships at 
Orange, presumably in the old 
Levingston Shipyard.

Troops assigned to the vessels 
did most of the work, including 
felling trees and hewing timbers 
which reinforced the hulls.

Included among these soldiers 
were Lt. Richard W. (Dick) Dow­
ling and his famous company of 
Irish artillerymen.

They were aboard the Bell when 
it sailed downriver to Sabine Pass, 
accompanied by the Uncle Ben, 
only to find that the Yankee war­
ships had just put to sea.

The Confederate gunboats gave 
chase and 30 miles out in the 
Gulf of Mexico began overtaking 
their quarry. The battle was join­
ed with the Bell taking on the 
Morning Light and the Ben going 
after the Velocity.

After a few rounds of firing the 
Bell’s small cannon jammed. But 
her skipper, Capt. F. H. Odium, 
kept closing on the heavily armed 
man-of-war.

The federal cannoneers never 
succeeded in getting a shot into 
the Bell and when she was about 
200 yards away they suddenly 
found themselves engulfed in a 
withering ball of rule fire.

This came from the men of 
Dowling’s company and other 
marksmen hidden under canvas 
wagon sheets until they were 
within rifle range.

Literally blasted from their 
cannon by the Confederate fusil­
lade and unable to return the rifle 
fire, the Yankee troops struck 
their colors and the Morning 
Light was brought back to Sabine 
Pass as a prize of war.

The same fate befell the Vel­
ocity in her encounter with the 
Uncle Ben.

In 1865 the Bell came to Orange 
for repairs. Robert E. Russell, a 
resident of the city in that year, 
recorded in his diary that she 
was scuttled by patriots who did 
so “ to keep her from falling into

the hands of the federal govern­
ment."

The federal government laid 
hands upon her for the first time 
when Navy divers Bill Jarman 
and William Poole went down to 
check.

Their visit resulted from a re­
mark made in passing by a nat­
ive Orangeite, Eddie Roy Morris 
Sr., to Floyd Murray, industrial 
editor and advertising man for 
Levingston Shipbuilding Co.

Morris told Murray he had 
heard about old ships which sail 
ed the Sabine in former years. 
He added that one of them, which 
he called the “Josey Bell,” was 
sunk in the river and was still 
there.

Murray took the story to the 
Orange Lader, which enlisted the 
aid of the local Navy command 
in searching for the old warship,

With the assistance of John 
Curl, another oldtimer here, Mor­
ris zeroed in on a spot in the 
Sabine and beneath it the divers 
found the Bell.

Examination of the hull dis­
closed that the oak hull is well 
preserved despite its long stay 
under water.

No definite plans for refloating 
the ship and restoring it have 
been made.

Channel catfish of two or three 
pounds have been hooked with 
spoons and small, deep-running 
lures.

On large lakes, often you can 
locate feeding schools by watch­
ing for flocks of seagulls soar­
ing over the water and diving for 
shad. Actually, the gulls are feed­
ing on shad the whites have crip­
pled.

When you spot such a school, 
run your boat back and forth, 
dragging your spoon again and 
again through the school.

If the fish are really striking 
you will find you have hit a bo­
nanza. Often a lucky trailer will 
get dozens of strikes in as many 
minutes in a hundred foot area, 
and sometimes can fill his string­
er then and there with two and 

Many fishermen contend that 
trolling is the most rewarding 
method of taking fish. A man is 
more likely to get his limit, and 
experience faster action by troll­
ing.

So take a tip from the deep 
sea fishing boys, who use this 
method almost exclusively, and 
try trolling next time you have 
three pound whites.

QUESTION: We expect to have 

a house built to order within a 
few months and have decided we 
would like to have electric heat­
ing. We understand that our heat­
ing expense can be reduced con­
siderably with the use of insul­
ation. We would like to use min­
eral wool insulation. Can you tell 
us something about this in con­
nection with electric heating?

ANSWER: First of all, any 
kind of insulation can cut down 
heating expenses, no matter how 
the house is heated. For your 
specific problem, from 4 to 6 in­
ches of mineral wool should be 
used in the ceilings and roof. 
Three-inch batts or blankets are 
recommended for the walls, with 
2 or 3 inch batts or blankets un­
derneath the floors. If the house 
is to have concrete slab floors, 
then what is known as perimeter 
insulation is necessary.

All this is merely dor your in­
formation, since the final deci- 
ion on how much insulation should 
be used is something that should 
be determined by your contrac­
tor and-or architect once you ex­
plain to him that you expect your 
new home to be insulated proper­
ly. The chances are that, even if 
you did not mention it, such in­
sulation would be recommended 
and provided.

Horticulturist 
Discusses U.S. 
Fruits, Berries

Bv EARL ARONSON

Today wg present some new va­
rieties- of grapes, strawberries 
and purple raspberry, and some 
tips about fruits to plant in the 
South.

The new fruits were reported 
by the Geneva Experiment Sta 
tion of Cornell University. T h e y  
include:

NEW YORK MUSCAT: A nil r 
cat-flavored grape that ripens i. 
early midseason. The friut u.-. 
ually attains a sugar content o. 
20 per cent and it has higti de­
sert quality. The berries are led 
dish black and there i; a heav> 
bloom. There was considerable 
injury to the vine at Ger,ev.j 
(N. Y.) only when the tempera­
ture dropped under 30 degrees 
below zero. New York Muscat 
was developed from seed pro­
duced from a cross between Mus­
cat Hamburg and Ontario.

CANADA MUSCAT: This is a 
seedling of Muscat Hamburg. It 
ripens late, and makes a fine 

[ white dessert wine with muscat 
flavor. The berries are greenish 
yellow. The vine is moderately 
vigorous and productive and 
buds will take almost as much 
cold as New York Muscat.

FORTUNE: This strawberry is 
large, bright red and firm-skin­
ned. Fortune ripens early on vig- 

| orous, very productive plants. 
The leaves are dark green viih 
a bluish cast.

G E N E V A :  An everbeaiing 
strawberry prixluced by crossing 
Streamliner Fairfax with R ed  
Rich. The experimenters say Ge­
neva is superior in quality to 
Gem and various other cverbear- 
ers. The berry is large, darkish 
red and the skin is tender.

And here’s a tip from the ex­
perts for strawberry fanciers. 
Everbearing slrawberries f r u i t  
much better if grown in hills with 
all runners removed and the soil 
mulched than in the conventional 
matted row.

CLYDE: This purple raspberry 
resulted from a cross between 
the Bristol blackrasp berry and 
Newburgh Indian Summer, a red. 
It is a large, firm, tart berry that 
colors very well on vigorous 
plants that bear heavily. Little 
anthracnose (disease) has been 
noted on Clyde even in years 
when il has been severe on black 
raspberries. And there has been 
little winter injury noled. Purple 
raspberries are excellent for can­
ning and jam, as well as for fresh 
eating.

IN THF. SOUTHLAND
Strawberrier: Should be mulch­

ed early in December to provide 
[ protection against cold and to as­
sure clean berries at harvest 
time. From lower South Carolina 
southward, mulch may be ap­
plied in January or early Febru­
ary. Satisfactory mulch materi­
als include pine needles, small

Important in Yields

cotton land. It was fertilized wtih 
100 pounds of nitrogen and had 
had five tons of cotton burs ap­
plied per acre in the fall of 1960. 
It was watered three times and 
planted in 26‘/2 inch rows at a rate 
of 10 pounds per acre. In this 
demonstration, the following re­
sults were obtained:

The planting of the b e t t e r  
adapted varieties of grain sorg­
hum is just as important, or even 
more so, than fertilizer and water 
management in obtaining maxi­
mum yields says, Charlie Cypert, 
Hale County associate agent. This 
point has been clearly demon­
strated by individual farmers and 
results obtained in the 1961 grain 
sorghum variety demonstrations 
conducted by the Hale C o un t y 
Extension Agents.

Yields of grain sorghum in the 
county during 1961 have ranged

from three to 11,000 pounds per 
acre and in some cases below 
three thousand where there was a 
heavy infestation of sorghum 
midge due primarily to l a t e  
planting. Demonstrations conduct­
ed in the county during 1961 test­
ed some 50 varieties of hybrid 
grain sorghum.

One demonstration on the Paul 
Stukey farm, which is located 
eleven miles northeast of Plain- 
view, producted exceptional yield. 
This demonstration consisted of 
15 varieties planted on June 12 on

Some Drivers 
Cost Too Much

Oklahoma City, ‘—Pre­
miums paid by motorists insured 
through the Texas automobile as­
signed risk plan do not cover the 
cost of their claims and other 
expenses.

As a result, motorists who ob­
tain their automobile insurance in 
the regular way have to subsidize 
risks in this state.

A study released today by the 
Insurance Information Institute 
shows that Texas assigned risk 
motorists cost 3116.50 in losses 
and other expenses for bodily in­
juries and property damage for 
every $100 of premiums during 
the five latest years available.

This means that the companies 
suffered an underwriting loss of 
$16.50 for every $100 of premiums, 
the Institure explained.

For the five year period, pre­
miums earned on the assigned 
risks in Texas totaled $8,721,190 
for bodily injury and property 
damage liability insurance. Clai­
ms and other expenses amounted 
to $10,159,069 for the same live 
years.

Thus the companies’ out-of- 
pocket losses on these assigned 
risks reached $1,437,879 during 
this time.

On a national basis, the losses 
and other expenses amounted to 
$141.20 for every $100 of premiums 
earned from assigned risk busi­
ness insured by the companies 
during the five year period.

“ States with compulsory laws 
tend to have higher losses on 
their assigned risks,” the Institute 
said, “because in these states the 
insurance companies are forced 
to insure some drivers whose re­
cords ar so bad that they should 
not even be licensed to drive.

“The answer to this problem is 
not to require the insurance com­
panies, and in turn all other in­
sured drivers, to subsidize the 
mayhem and destruction of the 
very worst drivers, but to take 
away their driving privileges."

Tips for Am ateur Painters

The Lincoln Memorial in Wasn 
ington has 36 columns, one for 
each state of the Union in 1865 
when Lincoln died.

In their own way. manufactur­
ers use as much artistry in the 
creation of a paint brush as vio­
lin makers do in the construction 
of that classic instrument.

Fortunately, one need not be a 
Jascha Heifetz to wield a paint 
brush skillfully. Good results can 
be obtained by giving careful at­
tention to certain fundamentals.

We asked the American Brush 
Manufacturers Association to tell 
us some of the so-called "tricks 
of the trade” — the little things 
that the professional painters do 
to ..get first-class results.

^he first bit of advice concerned 
the start of a paint job: apply 
th( paint in spots first before 
spreading it out with the brush. 
After applying a sizable daub to 
the surface, use long, smooth 
strokes to level. Once the paint 
is distributed over an area, fin­
ish up with short, choppy, zig­
zag strokes to remove tell-ta'.e 
marks.

Always remember to brush to­
ward a previously painted area. 
While the temptation may be to 
stroke away from the fresh paint, 
because it makes the job seem 
quicker, a better effect is ob­
tained by working into the paint 
rather than away from it. Watch 
a professional painter and see 
how he does this every time.

Amateurs have a habit of dip­
ping the brush too deeply. A good 
way to remember the right dip 
level—about halfway up th e  
brush—is to put on a dipstick 
mark which is clearly visible.

Proper cornering is another 
test of the painting pro. The 
temptation here is to use the side 
of the brush to reach narrow 
areas. Use a narower brush in­
stead to prevent “fingering.” 
That’s a term for a brush whose 
bristles are weakened at th e  
sides through such misuse.

Don’t use a wide wall brush to 
stroke the surface of a pipe or 
other narrow curved surface, 
such as the coils of a radiator. 
Use a one-inch to two-inch brush 
instead. One way to tell if the 
brush you’re using is too wide is 
to see whether it “fishtails.” 
That’s when a brush parts in the 
middle, producing “fishtails” at 
either corner.

That narow brush also w i l l  
come in handy when tne window 
sash has its face-lifting turn. 
Here is one case where t h e  
brush should be well dipped. With 
a heavy paint application, there’s 
less chance of smearing the win­
dow glass.

In any review of this sort, I

above 1960. This figure concerns 
every reader of this column, and 
recognizes what was lost by the 
automobile workers and others a 
fected by strikes.

EMPLOYMENT 

Beginning in February of 1961, 
employment rose steadily, except 
for the auto strike period. With 
gradually rising employment and 
wages, 1961 will wind up with a 
good record for 1962 to shoot at.

STOCK MARKET
As we have her ;l I'oro explain­

ed. there are thr»e Dow-Jones 
Averages. The firs \  which tvesi 
people watch is the Industrial 
Stock Average. This started !9fl 
at 610, its low for the year, and 
al this writing is around 7.16. ’ihe 
second D-J Average is that of 
railroad stocks. This Rail Aver­
age was indecisive until the clos­
ing months of the year when it 
worked moderately higher. There 
are comparatively fewer shares 
of railroad stocks in this Average 
and comparatively fewer shares 
of stock outstanding. Hence, man­
ipulators have a better chance of 
playing their game with the rail 
stocks This Average opened 1961 
at 131 and at this writing is 147. 
The third of the Dow-Jones Aver­
ages is the Utility Average; this 
has gone up almost steadily.

GOVERNMENT SPENDING
Unfortunately, all of these seven 

aspects of the economy are very 
dependent upon government spend­
ing. This has been primarily for 
defense, and it seems indirectly 
to affect every reader of this col­
umn. Government spending for 
goods and services should aver­
age around $109 billion for 1961, 
which exceeds that of World War 
I, World War II, or the Korean 
War. I doubt if any reader of this 
column will ever witness total dis­
armament; but I do believe that 
there will be some international 
a>l profit agrement against the 
use of nuclear weapons. This could 
cause a sudden decline in the in­
come of manufacturers, retailers, 
employees, and of almost every 
reader of this column.

Mighty Big Toot 
From Toy Train

Toy trains have tooted a powerful toot in the fairyland 
of politics. The mystery started at Souh Dakota State Fair 
and may end in a Senate Agriculture Comm ittee investiga­
tion.

Two trains were featured at the fa ir ’s exhibit of fhe Con­
servation Service la  taxpayer-supported farm agency a l­
ways neck-deep in p o lit ics ) . One train , rolling along rep­
resenting Kennedy's farm program had a sign reading: 
"Don't let farm-program opponents sidetack you."

A  wrecked train , representing Republican policies, also 
had a sign. Republicans claim the 'sign read : "Free enter­
prise wrecked this tra in ."  Democrats admit there was such 
a sign, but it was removed and "farm -program opponents 
substituted for "free  enterprise" as the cause of the wreck.

Sen. Bourke B. H ickenlooper, R-lowa, is right that " it  is 
statling for government agencies to set up such a display 
and attack the free-enterprise system ." Someone made the 
sign, of course, and that someone believes that free enter­
prise wrecked farm progams. O ddly, that someone is right- 
though in the wrong way.

Free enterprise, by farmers, themselves, keeps wrecking 
farm programs. The reason is that the programs are eco­
nomically silly and farmers can see the wisdom of wrecking 
them by increasing yields despite controls. The latest 
wreckage is Kennedy's grain program, described by a Dal­
las visitor this w ay : "O nce again, the farmers have out­
smarted the bureaucrats. They planted their corn closer 
together and got a higher y ie ld ."  This visitor spoke with 
authority; he was Ezra Taft Benson, Eisenhower's secretary 
of agriculture who fought valiantly but vainly against un­
sound fam programs supported by Republicans and Dem­
ocrats alike .

But the bureaucrats and politicians keep trying to high­
ball along the track  toward some never-never land. And 
heaven help the county if sensible farm ers ever abandon 
the fee enterprise that wrecks such schemes.— The Dallas 
Morning News.

Better Ration 
Is Needed For 
Dry Lot Feed
Drylot feeding of calves weigh­

ing from 250 to 400 pounds re­
quires a much better understand­
ing of feeding principles than 
does the feeding of heavier ones. 
It takes a better ration to achieve 
the desired results in the lighter 
animals because they do not have 
their mother's milk to balance 
their diet.

In the first place, their stom­
achs will not hold as much as 
those of heavier calves so t h e 
small amount of feed they do 
consume must contain enough nu­
trients to satisfy their needs, ex­
plains U. D. Thompson, extension 
animal husbandman. Due to their 
small size, they have a small 
storage capacity for even those 
nutrients which they can hold in 
reserve in their bodies.

As an example of this storage 
capacity, consider vitamin A. If 
cattle have an adequate supply 
of this vitamin, they store the ex­
cess in their body fat and livers. 
As long as they have access to 
green grazing they get their vit­
amin A. When no green grazing 
is available, they use their stored 
supply to satisfy their needs. 
Here is where a calf’s needs are

taker, care of by milk. When this 
calf is weaned and played on dry- 
lot, he must be supplied these nu­
trients in his ration. In 250-400 
pound calves vitamin A defi­
ciency can develop within 45 to 
60 days unless the ration takes 
care of his needs.

BIG GIFT MAY BE TAXABLE
Although it may come as a sur­

prise to some people, the federal 
government levies a tax which 
applies to gilts made by one per­
son to another. However, the gov­
ernment has no desire to tax or­
dinary birthday and Christmas 
gifts. The law therefore excludes 
from taxable gifts the first $3,000 
given to each individual in eacli 
calendar year.

The law allows each giver an 
over-all exemption of $30,000 be­
fore the tax applies. In addition, 
gifts to the church, community 
chest, and similar charitable or­
ganizations are excluded front tax­
ation.

The tax applies whether the 
gift is of money or of property. 
If it is of property, the tax is 
computed on the fair market value 
of the property at the date of 
the gift.

The purpose of many gifts is 
to remove the property from the 
taxable estate of the giver at 
or may not be accomplished. The 
federal law provides that trans­
fers made within three years be­
fore date of death shall be deem­
ed to have been made in contempt 
lation of death and shall be tax­
able in the estate of the one who 
dies.

It may be advisable to “Look a 
gift horse in the mouth,” for the 
gift may cost the one who re­
ceives the gift in income taxes 
as well as the giver in gift taxes

For income tax purposes the 
cost basis of property received 
by gift is the cost to the giver, 
other rule is that in case of pro­
perty received by inheritance, the 
cost basis is the fair market value 
at the date of the decendent’s 
death.

An example will show the ap 
plication of the rules. Suppose a 
farmer acquired his land in the 
early days at a cost of $10 000. 
This property is now worth $50,000 
The farmer wishes to retire and 
to excape estate taxes, so he 
gives the farm to his daughter.

Although he may pay federal 
gift taxes totaling several thous­
and dollars, when the daughter 
decides to sell the farm for its 
$50,000 value, she still has to pay 
income tax on about $40,000 pro­
fit (the difference between the 
sales price and her father’s cost 
of $10,000 less the amount of any 
gift tax he may have paid).

On the other hand, if the farmer 
had not given the farm to the 
daughter, but had left it to her 
under his will, he would have 
saved the gift tax. The daughter 
would have taken the property at 
a cost basis of $50,000, so upon 
the sale she would not have had 
to pay any income tax.

3. Licensing procedures will be­
come much more strict, and lar­
ger numbers of applicants will be 
refused licenses.

4. The public will insist that 
every prospective driver be given 
sound driving training and then 
fully assume his driving respon­
sibilities.
‘ We must obey traffic rules, not 
only for these reasons but also, 
for our own safety.
