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Terms Of Two Council Members, 
Mayor To Be In Next Election

Two seats on the Tahoka City 
Council and the position of mayor 
will be on the next city election bal­
lot, scheduled for May 3. Tahoka City 
Council called for the election dur­
ing their regular meeting Monday 
night. Mike Mensch currently serves 
as Mayor, and the terms of John 
Chapa Jr. in District I. and Amy 
Preston in District 3, will he up for 
election. All arc two-year terms.

The first day to file for a place on 
the ballot is Feb. 17, continuing 
through March 19. Interested candi­
dates should contact City Hall. Dead­
line to register to vote and still be eli­
gible to vote in the May 3 election is 
April 3. Early voting will be con­
ducted April 16-29.

Council members tabled action on 
the city’s Code of Ordinances, to give 
council members time to look at the 
lengthy new book of ordinances.

According to City Administrator 
Jerry Webster, city officials arc go­
ing to repeal all the old ordinances 
and replace the ordinance txxik with 
complete new information.

2003. to allow time for new land sur­
veys to be completed.

Steve McKay presented the 
Tahoka Police Dept, report to the, 
council, and members also voted to 
seek bids for cemetery maintenance. 
Monthly bills were approved.

All five council members were 
present for the meeting, including Jay 
Dec House. John Chapa Jr.. Clara 
Calvillo. Amy Preston and Ray Box, 
as well as M ayor M cnsch and 
Webster.

Putting Infants To Sleep On Their Backs 
Good Safety Practice, According To TDH

Single Parent Families
(NAPS)—More than 16 million 

American children live with only 
one parent, and tha t number has 
doubled since 1970. In fact, 61 
percent of all children will spend 
all or part of their formative years 
in a single parent household.

Results of u recent study con­
ducted by the National Institutes of 
Health (NIH) indicate what public 
health officials and pediatricians 
have thought for years — putting in­
fants to sleep on their stomachs in­
creases the risk of Sudden Infant 
Death Syndrome (SIDS).

Study findings were published in 
October in Pediatrics, the journal of 
the American Academy of Pediatrics.

Getting infants to sleep on their 
backs cannot be overemphasized, 
according to Jere Brewer, a pediatric 
nurse practitioner with the Texas 
Department of Health (TDH). “Since 
the American Academy of Pediatrics 
began an educational campaign 
called "Back to Sleep’ in 1992, the 
number of SIDS cases has dropped 
nearly 50 percent,” she said.

Efforts are under way in Texas to 
educate parents, child-care providers 
and other caregivers to reduce infant 
mortality and increase the safety of 
children.

“The Texas Department of Health 
is working with the Texas Cotipera- 
tive Extension, other state agencies 
and non-profit organizations to edu­
cate parents about infant health and 
safety issues such as SIDS,” Brewer 
said.

SIDS is a sudden, unexplained 
death of an infant in the first year of 
life and is the leading cause of death 
in children under one year of age in 
the United States. A total of 233 in­
fants under one year of age died of 
SIDS in Texas in 2000, the latest year 
for which statistics are available.

At increased risk are African- 
American infants, w'ith national sta­
tistics showing that they die from 
SIDS at twice the rate of Caucasians. 
Reasons for this difference are un­
known.

National statistics also show that 
infants in child-care centers or in the 
care of someone other than their par­

ents have about a 20 percent higher 
risk ol dying from SIDS.

Brewer encourages parents who 
put their infants into child-care cen­
ters to ask about rules regarding sleep 
positions and to check w iih their |X'- 
diatricians to see if their children 
have any medical condition that 
would prevent the infants from sleep­
ing on their backs.

"If the baby is medically okay 
and it is all right with the physician 
to place that child to sleep on his or 
her back, make sure that the day-care 
center staff does that." Brewer said. 
She also urges parents to discuss 
these precautions with all the chiW’s 
babysitters.

Other factors that increase the 
risk of SIDS are:

• Low birth weight;
• Premature birth;
• Exposure to second-hand to­

bacco smoke;
• Soft bedding, comforters, pil­

lows or stuffed animals in the crib;
• Overheating caused by wrap­

ping the infant too tightly;
• Covering the baby's head dur­

ing sleep;
• Sleeping in bed with adults; and
• Sleeping in waterbeds or on 

upholstered furniture.

“Online safety is the responsibil­
ity of everyone who operates a com­
puter, whether at home or in the of­
fice,” said Ken Hunter, president and 
CEO of the Council of Better Busi­
ness Bureaus (CBBB). “BBBs are 
using this occasion to encourage 
businesses, as well as consumers, to 
take a look at improving the security 
of their personal information.”

He noted that strong passwords, 
firewalls and up-to-date anti-virus 
software can go a long way toward 
protecting computers, and personal 
or business information from those 
who would try to damage a network 
operation, or worse yet. steal personal 
information to commit a crime.

Specifically. BBBs recommend 
that businesses and consumers con­
sider the following steps to protect 
their computers and private informa­
tion from computer hackers or iden­
tity thieves:

• Passwords should be at least 
eight characters long, consist of both 
letters and numbers, and not contain 
common words. Avoid using per­
sonal information or your login name 
as passwords. “And, it gries without 
saying that you should never share 
your passwords online or over the 
phone with anyone.” Hunter added.

• Install anti-virus software and 
update it regularly. The best anti-vi­
rus software products recognize old 
and new viruses and update automati-

ware or hardware, especially if you 
are a high-speed user. Some recently 
relea.sed operating system software 
and hardware devises come with a 
built-in firewall. Firewalls that block 
outgoing information as well as in­
coming files can stop hackers from 
planting “spyware” programs that 
cause your computer to send out your 
personal information without your 
approval.

• Never open a file attached to an 
c-mail unless you are expecting it and 
know what it contains. If you send' 
an attachment, type a message ex-' 
plaining what it is. Never forward any. 
e-mail warning about a new virus as 
it may he a hoax that will spread a 
virus. "Business owners should make 
certain that every employee knows 
and understands these rules,” the 
CBBB president said. “Opening a 
virus-infected attachment creates 
hav(K for the employee as well as the 
business, often leading to lost pro­
ductivity and costly repairs.”

"Pels cun provide pleasure, a 
sense of safety and companionship," 
notes Dr. Melanie l.andis, a \eleri- 
narian in the College of Veierinarv 
Medicine at Texas A&M University.

l.andis sav s most family pels are 
better kept indoors or in an appropri­
ate kennel when their owners are 
away. Cals, birds, fish and small anir 
nulls can adapt to suitable liv ing quar­
ters. but certain animals, such as ;ic- 
iive dogs, require more space and 
need more daily exercise.

"\\ hen choosing a pet. consider 
tem|vrament and physical abilities of 
the animal." she adds, l.andis says 
your pet should be suited for the ac- 
liv ities you enjoy. Is yriur pet suited 
lor outdoor activities and weather 
conditions, or quiet time at home? 
Consider the temperament and needs 
ol animals and identify those that best 
maicli your lilestyle.

Pels depend on their caregiv ers for 
daily affection and needs, which 
means lime must be spent with the 
animal.

"Pceding. grrHuiiing and exercise 
are daily lime commitments that must 
be considered." notes Landis. "Pam-

l.andis says certain considerations 
should be kept in mind when ehiHis- 
iiig a dog as a pet.

"There are two types, of dogs, 
purebred and mixed-breed, and each 
animal has its own pcrsonalily and 
lemperameni," says Landis. Owners 
should consider size and hair coat as 
well as specifie breed trails and char­
acteristics. F-or some lamilies. ihe 
best choice is an older housebroken 
dog whose behavior has been estab­
lished.

Landis suggests obedience train­
ing for a puppy or adult dog to pro­
mote g iH id  manners and reinforce the 
bond between you and your pet.

Cals come in many sizes and col­
ors as well as purebred and mixed 
breeds. "Selcel a kitten that is nei­
ther loo shy nor loo aggressive." 
Landis notes Kittens are easily 
housebroken, adapt lo a variety of 
environments and do not have to be 
walked, notes Landis. Hair coals — 
long, short or curly r- should also be 
considered.

"Birds, rabbits and other exotic 
animals can be family companion 
animals, too. but I would suggest re­
searching the care and needs of these 
animals." says Landis. "Some have 
special diets and temperature require­
ments."

Landis savs the decision lo own a 
pet is a big one. "To be a responsible 
pel owner, plan ahead by choosing 
your pel w isely." she adds. Such 
planning w ill help boih you and your 
prospective pel.

Texas Comptroller Carole Keeton Strayhorn recently released 
her biennial e-Texas report that outlines savings and additional 
revenue o f about $1.7 billion in general revenue funds for the 
next two-year budget cycle.

The proposals come in light of the fact that between 1990 and 
2001 state spending has shot up more than 131 percent while 
population rose by just 23 percent.

The Comptroller's 179 recommendations to the Legislature, and 
their corresponding savings during the biennium include:
• Merging the Texas Railroad Commission and the Public Utility 

Commission —  $12.4 million (and ultimately $18.5 million annually);
• Privatizing the Aircraft Pooling Board and eliminating the Texas 

Department of Economic Development — a combined savings of 
$24.4 million;

• Consolidating the state's 24 state health and human services- 
related agencies into five efficient agencies —  $9 million.
